Panis, Feb. 4.—The afternoon papers
confirm the rumors that have been in
circulation here regarding the financial
straits of a large banking house ip this
city. Two of the members of the firm,
it is announeced, were arrested last night
and were subjected to a most searching
examination, which lasted throughout
the night. The names of several houses
are mentioned as being in trouble. but
there is no certainty as yet as to which
one it is that is involved. Shares ot the
Banik ot Paris have dropped 40 franes
since Tuesday, and shares of the Credit
Foneier fell 25 franes today.

The police refuse to say anything in
regard to the reported arrests. Many
diverse rumors with reference to the
firm’s affairs are in circulation. The
Temps says it hears that the arrested
culprits will be released in order to pro-
tect a high political personage who is
implicated mm the financial troubie, and
to avoid a financial crisis which would
involve 6,250,000 francs.

Loxpon, Feb. 5.—The Times' Paris
correspondent says: *What orizinated
the panic was the suspension of the
negotiations of the Ottoman bank with
a Swiss banking syudicate for the crea-
tion of an Eastern stock trust. Then
came the rumor of the arrest of a ban-
ker. an affair which turned out to be
merely a matter of deficit in an indus-
trial enterprise guaranteed by the
family ot the inculpated manager. The
bourse is extremely susceptible, owing
to the difficult and often uncertain posi-
tion of cne of its most enterprising
financiers, who bas been struggling for
years and whose eventful collapse is ex-
pected.

Dispatehes from the various other
European financial centers state that
all the bourses were depressed today in
consequence of the reports in Paris rel-
ative to the troubles of somelarge finan-
cial house in that city. Foreign gov-
ernment se-urities declined. 1The Vi-
enna bourse was also adversely affected
by the belief that the adoption of a
gold currency was stiil distant.

MRS. OSBORNE BACK.

The Lady Jewel Thief Surrenders
5 for Trial.

- It i3 stated that she will plead guilty
to the charge of obtaining ou false pre-
ses the £550 which was paid to her
for the jewelry which she stole from
Mrs. Hargreaves, ‘This charge is being
pushed against her by the authorities of
the City of London. It is known that
neither Maj. nor Mrs. Hargreaves have
any desire to bring further misery upon
their former mtimate friend.

Mrs. Osborne was taken to a police
station, and was there formaily eharged
with obtaining money under false pre-
tenses. She remains in custody, bail
being inadmissible in her case. Itis
expected that she will be charzed be-
fore the lord mayor tomorrow. The
detectives say that Mrs. Osborne was a
pleasant compaunion throughout the
journey.

Capt. Osborn says his wife is full of
courageé and will not flinch or murmur
at the punishment meted out to ber. If
she eseapes with a year’s imprisonment
she will be content. If her sentence
should be made less than a year he
would regard it as a great merey. He
was willing to take her to Buenos Ayres,
but she preferred to surreuder herself.

Pereira Is Thankfal.

VaLrPArRAIso., Feb. 4.—Minister of
Foreign Affairs Pereira called at the
United States legation yesterday and
fhanked Mr.Egan for Mr.Blaine’sreeent
dispatch accepting Chili’s reply tothe
ultimatum on the Baltimore affair as
satisfactory.

PROFITS OF SHEEP,

From a Paper Read by Charles
Chamberlain at a Brooklngs In-
stitute.

ow in regard to the profit of sheep
raising, I know of no better way to get
at the subjeet than to suppose we buy
100 ewe sheep. Take them at the pres-
ent price,they would cost $30u,say on the
first day of September. They could
run over the fields, and would require
no other feed untit snow comes
which would be about Dee. 15, one year
with another. Then we shall have to
begin feeding and shall have four
months to feed, or 120 days. Now it
will be necessary for me to have a shed
and yard, and in making our shed we
must allow five square feet of room tc
each sheep. so that it will require a shed
16x32 feet. Eight feet high will Ye plensy
for the sides,and it will take 1,730 feet of
lumber for the shed, and for yard 520
feet, making in all 2,250 feet. At $18
per thousand it will cost $40.50. Any
farmer can build the shed and yard
himself. Our 100 sheep will require
about 333 pounds of hay per day er two
tons for the 120 days. So we will be
out $20 for hay. They will also want
one bushel of oats per day, or 120
bushels for the 120 days. At 25 cents
per bushei it will cost $30 for oats. This
is about all we need to pay out for ex-
penses. Now we will count interest on
the money invested at 10 per cent and
also allow $10 for other expenses. This
covers the expense bill for one year and
our sheep have cost us $439.50.

For the other side ot the acsount, with
ordinary luck, we will raise about
eighty lambs. Our sheep will shear,
about June 1, nine peounds of wool per
head, or 900 pounds for the flock. which,
at 15 cents a pound, will brinz $135.
‘Then about Sept.1 we will sell our

lambs, but as they generally -cal-
culate to lose about 5 per
cent of the flock we will Tre-

place them with five lambs, and sell
seventy-five, which at $2.50 per head (a
very low estimate for the lambs) will
bring us $187.5¢ for the lot. Then we
have the 100 sheep left, worth $300, and
the shed, worth about as much as it
cost, say $40. Now our investment to-
day, just one year from the time we
made it, is worth $562.50, or a gain
of 223 on an investment of
$439.50. making a gain of a trifle
over 50 per cent, and we think
we have been just as low with one side
of the account as with the other, and
the per cent would hold the same
whether the flock was larger or not.

Now, in regard to feeding sheep—
draw in considerable straw for them to
pick over—about 500 pounds to the hun-
dred sheep; feed hay at noon and grain
at night. They will require about three
pints of water each per day.

BLUE MILK.

The Curious Case of Two New
-lersey Cows.

Henry B. Quicksell, of Mount Holly,
N. J., writes the Philadelphia Record
n relation to mileh cows as follows:
“I have two cows, one of whose milk,
when skimmed of the cream, is quite
blue, just like milk and water. The
other cow is treated in the same manner
but her milk, after skimming, is richer
than that of the first before it is
skimmed. I have also a cow whese
milk does not raise a eream thicker than
a sheet of paper and as blue as if (ndigo
had bLeen putin it, yet her calves are
always the fattest of any. It seems
paradoxieal, but it is true, that geood
buttermaking cows do not make as fat
calves as cows which give poor milk,
and it often happens ihat raisers of
calves find it to their advantaze to put
the calf toacow giving poor milk to
fatten it.

The causesof differ nce in the amount
of fatin milk nave never bLeen ascer-
tained, as the individual characteristies
of eaech cow gZovern her capacity of
yvield and the quality of her milk.
While the composition of the food,
and ifts -quantitv weecessarily in-
fluences the flow of tne milk and its per-
centage of fat, the difference between
two cows fed and treated alike may be
very great. A cemmon cow fed the
same rations as a Holstein, Ayrshire or
Jersey, would not egual them. There
is also a difference in the weight and
size of the fat globules of the milk,
some separating and rising to the
surface easily, while in other milk
such process may be slow. The
management, especially in cooling the
milk to the proper temperature for
cream rising, depends also on the
peculiarities of each cow. Observation
by ihe dairyman only will enable him
to learn how best to manage.

As stated above, there is a difference
in cows as dams. The cow that devotes
the larger share of her food to milk and
butter does not produce as fine calves
asarule as the cow that devotes the

greater portion of her food to
supplying the feetus. If it 1s im-
plied that a suckling calf will

fatten more readily from poor milk
than from that which is rich, it is per-
haps an erroneous supposition, but as
the poor milk may be superior to the
other in the nitrogenous and mineral
elements, the calf will grow faster and
attain a greater weight in a shorter
time. “*Blue” milk can only be account-
ed for by some constitutional defect, es-
pecially if all other conditions as to
feeding, ete., are correct.

The Form of a Dairy Cow.

Every practical dairyman who selects
a cow for dairy work has a more or less
defined notion of what her form must
be and how she shail be built and fin-
ished, and while  dairy qualities are not
altogether dependent upon construction
of the carcass, and many exceptions
arise to any supposed rule. thereis a
well established guiding principle that
is near enough for all practical pur-
poses. This isthe formula as laid down
by an eminent authority in the Practi-
cal Farmer:

“The law of judging a dairy cow is
now very closely allied to the develop-
ment of her backbone and its append-
ages. Thecow of large dairy perform-
ance is one that shows large spinal pro-
portious and spinal cord. The heads of
great milking cows are always fine and
bony, with large protruding eyes and
a strong jointing spinal column to the
head. The back should be roof-like,
never a filat back that obscures the
spinal processes. The ribs should spring
rafter-like away from the backbene,
and should be far apart, and so
give an open expression to the barrel of
the eow. At the hip, the backbone
shoald rise and give a high_pelvic arch.
This indicates a strong maternal action,

cow filled with beef inthe other, be-
cause we want to sell the beef; but in
the other case it is miik that 1s wanted,
and milk must come, if profitably, from
the dairy form. There must be strong
lungs, a big bheart, a wide room tor
food, and a good constitution to work
with, and then if our Dbreeding and
heredity of performance is built upon
dairy judgment, we shall have found
our true dairy cow, an animal that puts
food into milk and not into beef that
(l:an ounly ve secured with the butcher’s
knife.

Dehborning Cattle With Potash.

The United States method of dehorn-
ing cattle, which was published in our
columns some time ago, has just been
carried out most successfully by Alex-
ander Johnston, Ballinafagh, County
Kildare, who is well known as an exem-
plary breeder and feeder of stock, says
the Fanning World. The caustic potash
system he carried out according to
the method employed hy the great
stock breeders of the United Siates

to the very letter. The -calves
varied in ages from two days to
a month., and after wetting the

horn with the fluid in the simple man-
ner laid down, the small bud has grad-
ually disappeared. ‘lhe advantages of
this method are quite apparent. as acci-
dents that mignt be caused by the saw-
ing process on adult animals ars aveid-
ed, whilst the applicatiou of the caustic
potash leaves no vacuum on the head of
the animal, and the conditions are miore
favorable to the progress of the animal
afterwards. The system is well worthy
of a trial in the central and southern
counties of Ireland, where the dehorn-
ing of cattle is carried out on an exten-
sive scale.

On the Farm.

The improvement in the thoroughbred
herds and flocks of the country isas
marked as that of the common stock.
The intellizence and skill of the breed-
ers who make the subject of breeding a
study is constautly at work applying
the laws of heredity to still perfect and
develop in profitable directions the best
specimens of. their chosen breed of
stock, and at no time in the history of
the fine stock  business have
such rapid improvements been
made as are noticeable at the
present. This is one of the pro-
gressive occupations of man. As tne
profitable qualities are developed and
brought out by the scientific breeder
they are taken up by a successor and
moulded into an improved type of ani-
mal, which clearly shows that there is
no limit to this improvement. Itis not
aloune fouud in one or two particular
lines or breeds of stoek, but it is soall
alo?z the list of farm and domestic api-
mals.

The speed of the trotting horse cannot
be checked; it is narrowing down on
time; limits have been * repeatedly
passed. The strength and power of the
draft horse has passed through the same
history. The weight and quality of the
meat-producing animals are moving
along with the- same marvelous cer-
tainty. Where can you mark the limit
to the weight of tleece. quality and
length of staple of the wool-producing
sheep? ‘The skiliful breeder has fizared
out what is necessary to produce these
qualities, and they are advanced by his
direction just as certainly as the fufill-
ment of the law that iike begets like.

The improved animal o: today is far
superior to his ancestors of tcn years
ago, and the same Jegree of improve-
ment may be lovked for at the end of the
next decade. There is no indication that
a degree of excellence has been attained
that will satisfy the amoition of man.
The fine stock Dbusiness is now ina
highly prosperous condition for greater
lunproveinent.

The Essex.

The Colorado Farmer says of this
breed in the West:

“The Essex hog is oneof the most
popular of the smaller breeds. Its
flesh is delicious, it matures early, and
when full grown weizhs from 230 to 275
pounds. Essex hogs *-fatien almost at
the sight of corn.” "The sows are pro-
lifie and rairly good nurses. The pure
Essex is all black, without a white hair
upon its body.

The Essex is most profitabie when
fattened and marketed at from nine
months to a year old. More than a half-
century ago, Lord Western, of Essex,
Eng., traveling in South Italy. found
near Naples a rare breed of hogs new to
him. He imported a pair to his Engliah
home, and from them the modern Essex
hog is descended. The original Neopol-
itans were crossed with a larger,coarser
breed of black hogs native to Essex.
Thence we have the present improved
Essex, many specimens of which have
found their way to the United States
and been reproduced and bettered, as
all breeds of hogs have been in our
country. They run here to more meat
and less snout and leg.

The Essex hogs eut up into delicious
small hams and shoulders, perfectly
adapted for fashionable markets and
private customers. They are therefore
adapted to small farms or for gentlemen
who like to amuse themselves by raising
their own pork. For the packer, how-
ever, they are too small, and the breeder
who raises swine on an extensive scale
will not rear them. One of the best
uses to which the Essex can be putis
the improvement of breeds of large,
cvarse swire.

Successful Farming.

Some farmers may be prejudiced to
a certain extent against ‘theoretical”
farmiug, but the most successful farm-
ers are those who read the theories ad-
vanced by others and practice for new
results whenever there is a possibility
of learning more in regard to farming.
The farm offers a wide field for scien-
tific experiments, as each year demon-
strates that great improvements are
being made in the breeding of stock and
the system of cultivation.
