Meeting to Ba Held Monday
Night to Arrange Union
Details.

Eligibility of the Site Being
Looked Into by Hun-
dreds.

With President Robert A. Smith pre-
siding, and Hon. John lves, chairman of
the committee on promotion to locate
the Wood harvester site on the Crosby
farm. on the floor, the Fifth Ward Citi-
zeus’ union in large numbers listened
attentively for nearly an hour to a very
interesting report from that committee.
Before reading the report it was re-
quested that all members, and particu-
larly reporters, refrain from making
public the details so far as re-
gards the land and figures se-
cured, as it was the intention of
each  comiittee to ask for further
time in order to submit a proposition to
the harvester directors that would be
entirely complete and a sure winner,
and not be handicapped by having oth-
er locations become aware of their do-
ings, and to thisend Mr. lves introduced
a resolution that when adjournment was
taken itshould be until Monday evening
at 8 o’clock. Mr. Ives’ report was very
complete, and its general tenor was
well received by those present, every
one agreeing that excellent work had
been done by the committee, and that
by Monday evening the complete report
would be adopted and go before the
board of directors with

Every Assurance of Success.

Mr. Ives stated that no other sites had
been discussed by the committee, al-
though he understood seme gentlemen
present had one to offer. Later oun in
the meeting Mr. Davern made a propo-
sition, but it was found that some of the
land was uot east of Suelling avenue,
and, according to the contract with the
stockholders, could not be accepted.
The railroad committee made a favor-
able report, stating all desires of
the union would be granted by
the Omaba and Milwaukee, and on
motion of C. W. Youngman the
secretary was instructed to notify F.
B. Clarke that the union desired
him to act as a member of that commit-
tee and give them the aid of his ex-
perience in railroad matters. Mr. Dav-
ern again took the floor, and explained
in detail the work of the Eleventh ward,
which joins the Fifth at this point, in
trying to secure transfer facilities as
far as West Seventhstreet, and claimed
that this could be done if the Fifth ward
people would do the rest. He claimed
people all along this transfer line would
subseribe to the bonus, especially if the
upper site were offered, and claimed
that the union should have two proposi-
tions to offer.

Henry Von der Weyer explained that
all subserintions had ™ been made with
the understanding that the site be lo-
cated on Crosby Farm, and could not be
devoted to any cther purpose, besides it
would be impossible to secure a suf-
ficient amount of land in one spot, and
this idea seemeid to meet the general ap-
proval of ail present. The secretary
was then ordered to call the roll in order
to have those who had not already sub-
seribed put down their names, and a
very handsome amount was added to
that of the soliciting committee, the
total of which was withheld for the
reasons given above. The soliciting
committee was given a large number of
names who have not yet been seen, and
will {uake a final report on Monday
evening.

That the Crosby Farm is looked upon
as a successful competitor is shown by
the fact that two maunufacturing con-
cerns have made application to the
union for information concerning this
location, and what amount of land and
at what price it can be secured in the
immediate vicinity. One ot theseisa
coucern to manufacture all Kkinds of
willow ware on a large scale, the growth
of this product along the Miunnesota
river being such as to give them asplen-
did opportunity to use it successfully.

Comment around the city in vegard to
this site is daily becoming more favora-
ble, many merchants taking the trouble
to go out and look the site over, and
you can rarely find one on the way back
who does not heartily advocate the
selection of the location he has seen.

The maps which the union had drawn
were exhibited last night, and were
seanned with more than ordinary inter-
est, especially by those who were not
thoroughly famihar with the site. Maps
were also drawn showing the elevation
and height of every foot of ground on
the farm to offset some of the foolish
stories regarding the question of damp-
ness, and they show conclusively that
it is ail “*dry and high,” as one member
of the promotion committee expressed it.

VIRUS FROM RED WING.

Dr. Hewitt's JCrusade in Favor of
Vaccination.

Althouhh there is not a symptom of
small-pox in the city, and much less a
danger of an epidemie, the state board
of health is determined to spare no ex-
pense or time where the matter of
proper vaccination is concerned. The
city department of health has been re-
quested by Dr. Charles N.’Hewitt, sec-
retary of the state board, to select from
200 to 300 children who have never been
vaccinated, and innoculate them with
virus he has supplied the department.
This virus is fromm the state vaccine
farm at Red Wing. and there is proba-
bly none purer in the world. Dr. Hoyt
has designated tbe Saturday of each
week as the day on which applicants
for vaccination will be received. and
fixed the hour at from 3 to 4 o’clock.
None need apply except those who have
never been vaccinated.

A MUSICAL TREAT.

The Second Concert by the Eee
thoven String Quartette.

To those who love the classical in
musie, the concert at Westmoreland hall
last evening was a veritable treat. A
long programme of classical wmusic is
apt to prove a trifle overpowering for
the average audience, but an entertain-
ment the length of the one the Beetho-
ven string quartette gave is just enough
of the good things of lite to make one
wish for wore. ‘T'he programme began
with the adagio and allegro from Quar-

tette L,jOpus 12, by Mendelssohn. That
it was  delightfully played is
a foregone conclusion when one

remembers the former concerts of the
quartette. Braga’s **Angsls’ Serenade,”
sung by Mrs. De Wolff, with violin ob-
ligato, followed. The song is a beauti-
ful comnposition, and displayed the so-
prano’s strong and sweet voice 1n all its
purity. Allegro Quartette 1, Opus 125,
by Schubert, was played by the quar-
tette with absolute precision and with a
wonderful delicacy of expression,

Herr Emil Straka, as a  violinist,
stands second to nobody in the North-
west, and he played Vieuxtemp's *“Air
Varies” with so much feeling and so
much delicate firmness of tone, that he

was  heartily recalled. As an
encore Herr Straka played a ma-
zurka—a charming bit in the Ty-

rolean style—of his own composing. 1t
was most unusual in its style, and both
surprising and delightful. Bazzini’s
exquisite gavotte was piayed by the
quartette so well that the fairy dancers
seemed almost visible. The *"Bohemian
Volkslied” which followed was a ro-
mance without words, and the audience
breathed a sigh of regret when its last
strains died into silence. Mrs., Del-
bolff’s clear veice rang out after that
in Hervey's May song, a strange-
ly incomplets and fascinating
composition, breathing all the spirit of
the spring. *Protestations,” by Homer
Norris, was the encore, and was sung
with a vast deal of expression. A quin-
tette by S. de Lange, a melodious thing,
of which Frau Milch played the piano
part, ended the programme.

The concert, the second of the Bee-
thoven quartette’s series, was thorough-
ly enjoyable thiroughout.

A Searching Cross-Examination
by Attorney Severance,
