PruscorT, Ariz., Feb. 6.—Farther in-
formation received today from Verde
Valley in regard to the alleged abdue-
tion of Alice Packard, a sixteen-year-
old girl, by two Indians, confirms the
report received yesterday. At the
ranch house, where the Inaians stopped
with their captive, there was no
one at home except a half-witted
boy and he did n t tell the story until
three days afier the occurrence. While
bis story was not believed at first, the
neighbors made an invesiigation and
discovered moceasin tracks, tozether
with tracks made by the girl’s shoes. It

PRO-RATING MUDDLE,

St. Paul-Chicago Roads on the
Point of Abrogating the
Agreement.

The Canadian Pacifiec Likely
to Favor Abolition of the
Present Rates.

Finley Decides on Commis-
sions for Coast Immi-
grant Trafiie.

Particulars of the Packing
Deal at Chicago--Bonus
for Electrics.

- Cricaco, Feb. 6.—A meeting was
heid today by the general passenger
agents of the lines running between
Chicazo and St. Paul to consider the
proposed abrozation of the pro-rating
arrangement now existing between
them and the Canadian roads. Repre-
sentatives of the interested lines east of
Chicago were present at the conference,
by invitation. ‘T'he difficulty which
they sought to remedy was the cut in
i the emigrant rates from Montreal to

Northwestern points, inaugurated by
the Canadian Pacific and met by the
Grand Trunk by way of Chieago.

These rates have been squeezed down
to so low a figure from Liverpool to
points in the Northwest that they are
about $4 lower via Montreal than via
| New York, whereas the agrecd differ-
| ential is only 81.50. By its pro-rating
{ arrangement with the Chicago-St. Paul
| line

meet the reduction via Chicago. 'The
{ Chicago lines were opposed to the re-
| duction, and when the New York lines
| protested azainst the discrimination
| they decided to put an end to it.

At the meeting today the proposition
was made to continue the present ar-
ranzement with the Canadian roads
only on condition that tne latter restore
the immigraut tariff tothe agreed basis,
taking effect not later than Feb. 15. 1f
this condition is not complied with there
will be no further pro-rating with either
of the foreign roads on passenzer busi-
ness by way of Chicazo. Itis probable
i that the Canadian Pacitic will allow the
agreement to be dissolved, as its com-
petitor, the Grand Trunk, would be the
principal sufferer from such a proceed-
ing.

COAL STOCKs BOOM,

Enormous Voiume of Trading at
New York.

New Yorr,, Feb. 6—The trading in
! the coal stocks today was of an enor-
| mous voluwme. All through the trading
{ there was the most intense exitement,
[ and the room full of rumors as to the
{ reason for the movement. It was gen-
erally understood that a big deal in re-
gard to the coal stocks was pending,
and it was stated that a syndicate had
been formed to acquire _ ceng
trol  of the Deleware, Lack-
awanna & estern, Delaware &
Hudson, Reading and Jersey Cen-
tral roads, and to the production
of these companies and the other coal
producing companies under a board of
control which would estabiish joint
| agencies for the saie of the output, thus
abolishing the present system ot sepa-
rate sales agents, and preventing ihe
competition for basiness that now pre-
vail. Nothing definite in regard to this
plan could Le obtained, but it was cur-
rent rumor that the syndicate referred
to wouid include the First National
bank party and Drexel, Morgan & Co.
and their associates. President Me-
Leod, of the Reading company, and the
officials of the Jersey Central and Le-
high reads had a loug confereuce, but
refused to make any statement as to its
object.

COAST COMMISSIONS

On Immigrant Traffic Decided by
Mr. Finley.

Cricaco, Feb, 6.—Chairmau Walker,
on behalt of the commissioners of the
Western ‘Iraffic association, handed
down a deeision today concerning com-
missions on immigrant traffic to Pacifie
coast points. 1t expresses regret that
the diligent efiorts of the board to effect
the maintenance of an agreed scale of
commissions on this business have not
been suceesstul, and then proceeds to
make a ruling somewhat in line with
that recently promulgated by Chairman
Finley, of the Western Passenger as-
sociation. It does not, however, author-
ize any lines except those west of the
Missouri river to pay increased commis-
slons.

A modification of the commission
agrecment of the Trauscontinental as-
sociation is granted, so that the lines in
that association are at liberty to pay a
commission on such traffic ot not more
than 210.70 from the Missouri river to
Pacific coast points. Under this relief
time coutracts are not allowable, and
the lines are cautioned against entering
into any obligation whieh will embar-
rass it in resuming the agreed scale, or
| in discontinuing commission payments
| altogether, whenever an arrangement to
| that end can be accomplished. A prop-
i osition to entirely abrogate comuission
payments is now under consideration by
the members of the advisory board, pur-
suant to a resolution adopted at theit
last meeting.

St. Louis, Feb. 6.—The projectors of
the proposed Chicago and St. Louis
i eleetrie railway appeared before the ex-
ecutive committee of the Autumnal
Festivities association last night and
explained the medus operandi of the

He made an elabo-
rate address. setting forth the advan-
tages to be gained by St. Louis and re-
questing tuat the association raise a
uenus of $100,000 to be given to the pro-
jectors of said railway in the event of
their causing this high speed electric
raiiroad to be built and in practical
operation between the two citiesin time
for the world’s fair.
