by an Appalling: Visit of
the Fire Fiend.

Business Houses Swept by
Flames and Reduced to

Heaps of Ashes.

Billions of Dollars' Worth of
Property Lost in the .

Storm of Fire.

firemen Powerless to Stay

the Advance of the Blaz-
ing* Waves.

New Orleans. Feb. 17.— The most
disastrous fireof a decade is now rag-

ingin this city. More than §2,000,000
worth of property is now in ruins, and
at this hour, 12:30 a. m., the fire is not
yet under control. At 11:30 the
alarm was sounded for a lire
that was discovered in the im-
mediate dry-foods house of A. S.
Schwartz on Canal street. By the
time the firemen arrived on the scene
the flames were bursting through the
roof. It was soon seen that the
Schwartz buildine was doomed, and all
efforts were directed to saving the ad-
joining buil lings. At one time the fire
seemed to be under control and
confined entirely to the building in
which it started, but the flames burst
through into the piano house of P. Wer-
lein. and then across to Bourbon street
the fiery wave continued its wave of
ties' r;:ction.

Kunkle's dry goods house was the
next to ignite, and was soon a roaring
furnace. Wenger's beer garden and
Variety theater, adjoining Bunkers,
were swept as if a tinder box. The
Bourbon street entrance of D. 11.
Holmes' large dry goods store caught

lire and was also soon in ruins.
Kruger's dry goods house. on
Canal street, is now burning,
withno hope of saving it. The fire is
not yet under control, and may destroy
the entire block on Canal street, from
Bourbon street to Burgundie street,
well'as the half block on the opposite'
Bide of Bourbon, where the fire started.

The losses on stock, as near as can be
ascertained, are as follows: Swartz, dry
goods, §500,000; P. Werlein. pianos and
musical instruments, $80,000; Clenve-
rius. drugs, 18,200; Kunkel, dry goods,
175,000; Winger, beer garden, stock and
building, $32,000, It. ,D. Holmes, dry
goods, $29,030; Kuhn, fancy goods,
$75,000; Holland /Brothers, SlS.000;
Leopold Levy, carpets and mattings,
f50,000; Kruger, drugs. $30,000; B. Fell-
maun, dry goods, $260,000. These losses
do not include buildings, except Weng-
pr, nor the many firms occupying the

Heart of tiie City.

The walls of all the buildings named
above have fallen. The scene of the
fire was on Canal street, the principal
thoroughfare of the city, at the point ';
where itis intersected by Bourbon: The
Schwartz establishment, a commanding
structure and but recently com-
pleted, occupied the corner
of Canal and Bourbon. It was* four-story structure and mansard
roof, brick, stone and iron building, sur-
mounted by a high clock tower.At10:15
o'clock a waiter in a restaurant on the
opposite side of Canal street perceived
a small tongue" of flame licking "itsWay
along the roof of the Scwartz building,
and hastened to give the alarm.

The department responded promptly,
but experienced great difficultyinget-
ting to work, and the whole edifice was
Ablaze before a -stream could be
brought to bear upon it. The
flames spread backward to Kraus
Bros', establishment andacross Bour-
bon street to Clavering's drug store
simultaneously, and the department
found itself in a moment powerless to
cope with the destroyer. A general
Alarm was then repeated, and suburban
engines were pressed into service.
Backward the fire spread Hoffman's;
to the left it attacked Wer-
lein's, and crash followed upon
trash as the failing roofs, overbur-
dened floors beneath, already heavily
laden with stocks of merchandise, and
each gave way in turn until the interior
fixtures of the stores and the contents
were piled in a blazing heap on the
ground and stripped of all support, the
wall of the Schwartz building toppled
and fell, and the Werlein building
quickly followed suit. .

THE BIGICE GORGE.

Parker and Braddock inCritical
Danger.

Pittsburg, Pa., Feb. 17.—The ice
gorge at Parker City is still intact, and
the greatest alarm prevails. The citi-
zens of Parker have tried in
vain to cut a passage through
the gorge, and were working on it
this morning. So far all efforts to blow
itup with dynamite have been fruitless.
Supr. Pierce, of the river division of the
Allegheny Valleyrailroad.says: "There
is no exaggeration whatever in regard
to the situation at Parker. The people
there are even in more danger than has
been reported, and that city, as well as
Braddock, is in a bad predicament."

The river-bed is apparently packed
solid withlayers of ice fornearly twenty
miles. The head of the gorge is about a
mile above Phillipston. Here the ice is
piled nineteen feet high and extends up
the river in a solid mass. The gorge
extends up the river for eight miles.
It is almost solid the entire dis-
tance, and in some places is piled
up several feet above the main body of
the gorge. There is a possibility that
the gorge willform such a solid mass as
to shut offthe water channel altogether.
Ifitdoes, Parker and other towns along
the river willbe submerged. It would
not take such a volume of water very
long to rise to the height of the gorged

ASERIOUS CASE.

Was the Goose Murdered, or Did
ItCommit Suicide.

Old Widow Barbara Sellers has the
finest flock of geese within a radius of
fivemiles of Williamsbridge. She sup-
ports herself and educates two grand-
children on the products of the birds,
allbut one of which contributed, either
witheggs, feathers or flesh, to' her in-
come, says the Toledo Blade. The
exception was a goose, known to be
twenty years old, and with a possible
claim to much greater age, for nobody
could say when itwas hatched. ItIons:
ago ceased to lay, and its age protected
it from slaughter. After it was last
plucked, five years ago, its feathers did
not grow again, and every winter it suf-
fered severely from the cold. Its com-
panions insulted it withderisive cack-
ling, stole its share of the food and
occasionally assaulted •it with their
broad beaks. Life was a burden to it,
and the other morning, before Williams-
bridge awoke to the fact that it was
freezing hard, the old goose died.

Mrs. Sellers is in doubt whether it
committed suicide or was '.murdered..;
Long before daylight she was awakened
by the cackling of her geese, and.
though it was too dark to see them by
looking out of her bedroom window.slfo:
knew by the direction of the sound
that they were in and around the uuck
pond, a sheetof water about three feet-
deep at the rear of the house. At in-
tervals, she says, she could hear the
querulous complainings of the old
goose, but its voice, after being several
times cut off.at last ceased altogether.

At dawn Mrs. Sellers saw that the
pond was frozen over, and in the center
was an old goose with its head under
the ice. The other birds were around
iton the slippery surtace. They were
watching it closely, and had it moved
they • would, no doubt, have forced it
back. Itwas quite dead, however, and
Mrs. Sellers thinks the younger geese
beat its head below the water and made
it stay in that position until the ice.
formed around it. She admits, howev-
er, that itmay have grown weary of its
life and bent its neck while the water
froze itin.

Them When Dying.

The last days of many of our great
men' have been., particularly pathetic,
says ther Washington Star. Sam Ran-
dall, who was in terrible pain during
his last hours, looked up just before he
died at his wife and smiled and uttered
the word "Mother." For forty-eight
hours Mrs. Randall had not left his
bedside, and his hand was in hers as he.passed away. Rani-all's was another
case of overwork and lack of exercise.
This, with-his peculiar temperament,
brought on the gout, and lie died inhis
prim-'.

Gen. Logan's death . was full of
pathos. ,lii»last act was to try to whis-
per to his wife, and. (Jen. Hancock's
last words were toMrs. Hancock, whom
he called, using her pet name, "Ellie."
He then attempted to say "good-by,"
but he had only .uttered the word
"good," when he relapsed into uncon-
sciousness and expired.

Judge Jeremiah Black died with a
prayer on his lips, and just before he :
left this world he said to his wife:
"How can Ifear to cross the dark river
when my Father waits for me on the
other side." He then prayed, saying,
"Oh, thou most beloved and merciful
heavenly Father, from whomIhad my
being and in whom 1have ever trusted,
ifitbe Thy will,grant- that my suffer-
ing end. and that 1- speedily be called
home to Thee, and oh, bless .and com-:

POCUSSED BY SAILS.

Ringing of Bells Heard Out of• Sight ofLand. •... The widespread sails of a ship, when
rendered concave by a gentle breeze,
are most excellent conductors of sound,
says the Boston Globe. The celebrated
Dr. Arnott relates the followingcircum-
stance as practical proof of this . asser-
tion:

"Aship was once sailing along the
coast of Brazil, far out of sight of laud.
Suddenly several of the. crew, while;
walking along the deck, noticed that
when passing and repassing a particu-
lar spot they -always heard with great ;

distinctness the sound of bells chiming
sweet music, as though being rung a
short distance away.

Dumfounded -by this phenomenon,
they quickly communicated the discov-
ery to their mates, but none of them
were able to solve tho enigma of these
seemingly mysterious sounds.

Several months afterward, upon re-
turning to Brazil, some of the listeners
determined to satisfy their curiosity.
Accordingly they mentioned the circum-
stance to their friends, and- were in-
formed that the time when the sounds,
were heard the bells in the Cathedral of
San Salvador, on the coast, had been
ringing to celebrate a feast held iii
honor of one of the saints.

Their sound, wonderful to relate, fa-
vored by a gentle, steady > breeze, had
traveled a distance of upward of 100
miles over the smooth water and had
been brought to a focus by the sails at
the particular locality in which the
sweet sounds were first heard.

This is but one ofseveral instances of
a similar kind, trustworthy authorities
claiming that it has often happened
under somewhat similar circumstances.
