GRADE Vl*THE STOCK.

That Is the Way to Make Milch
Cows Profitable.

The dairyman. who ships milk to the
large cities is more interested in 'the
yield and quality of the milk than- in
the production of butter, says the Phila-
delphia Record. In fact, at this age of
the creamery system, the: farmers in
some sections have discarded the churn
altogether, preferring to ship their miik
to the cities, or sell it to: the nearest
creamery, and buy their butter
home use. They require a breed of
cows withhardy constitutions, good ap-
petites, deep milking characteristics,
and possessing a value in the market as
beef when their usefulness in the dairy
has ended. Such a breed must also be
one long-established, with „• fixed and
peculiar characteristics of its own, and
which willso strongly transmit Its qual-
ities on its offspring as to enable it to
predominate when used for improving
other breeds or grades.

Quantity and Quality of"Milk.
Milk can be watered by the cow as

well as by the dairyman, a fact which
is made plain by the difference in the
proportions of solids in the milk of
various cows. About 13 per cent of
milk consists of solids and 87 per cent
of water, the quality varying according
to the kinds of foods allowed, even a
single cow varying in the quality of
her milk one day as compared with tlie
next, but there is a greater uniformity
in the quality;of the milk from pure-
bred cows, which have been bred for
certain purposes, than iii that from
cows bred indiscriminately. Acow that
excels as a butter producer, but which
yields but a small quantity of milk, can
only be used by those farmers whomake
a speciality of producing butter, but the
largest returns are derived from those
cows which yield largely of milk, and
from which a large amount of butter
may be derived, such cows being
adapted to the requirements of the
farmer who makes butter, and also for
supplying the market with milk which
exceeds the average proportion of
solids.

Mistakes InSelecting Breeds.
Itis difficult to induce some farmers

to improve, or grade up their up their
stock.and some who are really progress-
ive make the mistake of selecting the
Jersey for improving the stock in the
yield of milk. The Holstein not only
yields more largely of milk than the
Jersey, but rivals it a3 a butter pro-
ducer. One has only to skim the milk
of the Holstein ifcream is the object
only, for it isrich in that direction, but
cream is not the only substance in
milk, for the nitrogen and mineral mat-
ter, the chief constituents of cheese, are
derived from the skim milk. A Holstein
cow will prove but an indifferent
milker if she fails below twenty quarts
daily for a yearly average, and she may
also produce two pounds of butter daily
from the miik. It is unnecessary to
point to the fact that such a cow is more
valuable than one yielding less milk
and an equal amount of butter. What
the farmer should do is to grade up his
stock tothe average of the pure breeds,
or what is better, resort to the use of
the pure breeds without the loss of time
incidental to crossing, though any sys-
tem of improvement is better than
none.

Importance of Good Roads.
Good roads become a necessity in

agricultural and grain-growing districts,
because the produce of the farm, to a
great extent, must be hauled to ship-
ping points injorder to find a ready
market. How many farmers realize the
value ofgood roads from the farm to the
market points where their produce is
collected for shipment? How many
farmers make careful estimates of the
cost of transportation over these coun-
try roads to the railroad shipping
points? It is no uncommon thing to
hear of the extortions of railroads in
freight charges. Everybody seems to
be posted 011 this great evil to agricul-
tural prosperity, but the experience of
pulling a crop eight or ten miles over a
bad country road to a railroad station
is never thought of, and why? Simply
because it is a matter within the
control and management of the farmer.'
and it don't cost anything anyway tor a
farmer to deliver his produce ito a ship-
ping point. He has his own team, wagon
and harness, and his time and his labor
belong to himself. This is the custom-
ary argument used. Should he be
obliged to hire a neighbor to help him
in the delivery in order to fill a con-
tract, it willcost him from S3 to %4 per
day for such service of drawing forty
bushels of wheat ten miles. Have you
e\er figured the expense this country
road transportation is to the farmer in
comparison to other means of shipment?
Ifnot, make an estimate and you will
be surprised to learn that it costs more
to get the average bushel of grain to the
railway station than from the station to
the market centers. We keep up a per-
sistent waron railroads ton a cheapening
ofrates but neglect to take anylegislative
or local measures towards cheapening
the transportation from the farm to the
railroad. What we want is a littlemore
time and money spent at home on our
public roads. The farmer is the one
who is most interested; he is the pro-

ducer and has the produce to haul to
market; he has the transportation
charges to pay. even when he uses his
own teams and performs the labor him-
self. His time and labor is worth
money, the wear and tear of teams and
wagons is estimated by so much cash
outlay. -^^SOfiSBNEAHow often do you hear the road tax
complained of and observe the shirking
of the poll tax indistricts where it is al-
most impossible to take a load to town
any six months in the year without a
risk of sticking in a mud hole or break-
inga wheel?

Itis of more importance to supply
plenty of grit during the winter thau at
any other season, as fowls are then con-
fined more closely.
