(O.), Hoar (Mass.) and other pronounced
opponents of tree coinage:

Hon. William S. llolman, Chairman-
Dear Sir: We ask you to call a meeting
of the Democratic members of this'housu
forThursday evening, at 7:30 o'clock, to

consider two resolutions which will be
presented. They are as follows:

Ke« lved. That we t.re in favor of the con-
tinued use ol both cold and silver money,
anil tbat we arc unalterably opposed to any
legislation whicb will drive either metal out
of genera] circulation.

Resolved, That in Justice to the Democra-
tic party, and with due consideration fur the
general business, industrial and financial
Interests to the uation, we deem it the duty
of the Democratic members of the Ffty-sec-
ona congress to defer any definite action on
the subject of free coinage until the ques-
tion of its wisdom and justice is distinctly
made in the election of I$9*l.

We ask you further to invite the Dem-
ocratic members of the senate to this
conference. In reference to the call,
Mr. Ilatter said: "Many of our Demo-
cratic members begin to see what

The pe-
tition willnot be presented until after
the return from Boston of Repre-
sentative Catchings, of Mississippi,
a member of the committee on
rules, it being desired to have a
majority ofDemocratic members of the
of the committee present when the peti-
tion is acted upon. The free coinage
men contend that with the free coinage
Republicans, the Farmers' Alliance men
and a number of acknowledged free
coinage Democrats who did not sign the
petition, there will be no difficulty in
passing the bill.

FARMER ALLERTON.

Tho Pork Packer Opposed to
Washburn's Bill.

Washington, Feb. 18.—The subcom-
mittee of the senate committee on the
Judiciary listened this morning to an
argument made iv opposition to the
Washburn billby Samuel W. Allerton.
of Illinois, who stated that he had been
a practical farmer for the past 40 years.
The system ofdealing in futures, he said,
had not been inaugurated for gambling
purposes. It had grown out of the
necessities of the grain trade. The
trading was not fictitious, but grew out
of established opinion, based on intelli-
gent thought, of what the world would
need in the future." The promoter of
tins' bill seemed to be the "mill com-
bine" controlled by English capital.* It
was designed to destroy the Chicago
market— the greatest center market in
the world.

Legislation of this character had been
enacted, and was further proposed, and
ifit were continued before congress got
through, a citizen would not be able' to

Mr. Allerton replied that if the
future tiading in Chicago was limited
and hampered by laws the market there
would be destroyed and the milleis of
Minnesota could buy their wheat cheap-
en Let the millers destroy the Chicago
market and they will have the market
to themselves. Senator Washburn
stated that it was not in the interests of
the millers to have cheap wheat.

J 11. Norton, a shipper of Chicago,
argued against the bill. The board" of
trade of that city, he said, had no ob-
jection to the provision of the. measure
directed against "options." though it
believed itwas undignified and unnec-cessary for congress to adopt suchlegis'atiou. What itdid object to was
a law to prohibit the free buying for
future delivery of grain and hog prod-
ucts. The billpurported to be a revenue
measure, but this claim was made -only
to cloak and cover up other objects.
Itwas particularly aimed at the Chicago
board ot trade, Itwould not prevent
the wealthy miller from sellingHour for
future delivery and itwould place the
wheat raisers at his mercy. The passage
of the bill'would prove the greatest
calamity that had ever come to thefarmer, and its advocates would receive'
the earnest curses of the farmers fromone end of the country to the other.

D.li.Smith, of Toledo, 0., argued atthe bill, instead of proving beneficial
to agriculturalists would have the con-
trary effect. It would strike a damag-
ing blow to the great system of tradine-
which had grown up from the necessi-
ties of the country and its matchless
advancement. Itwould prove the most
disastrous legislation ever inflicted on
the business interests of the lard. The
future system was a great evener and
regulator of market values, and pre-
vented a fallinprices in times of de-
pression.

W. O. Brown, a miller of Fostoria, 0..
told the house committee on agriculture
that any anti-option billshould be made
uniformly operative on all and should
not discriminate. Inhis argument. Mr.
Drown maintained that the "future"
system gave the farmer a better market
for his product and was net necessary
for the protection of the miller. The
miller, he said, by buying futures.knew
what amount of capital he would ac-

quire and the price which his material
would cost for some months ahead.

P. Bacon, president ol the Milwaukee
chamber of commerce, on behalf of that
body asked that legislation be delayed
and that a congressional investigation
of the subject Of futures be made dur-
ing the recess. He maintained that the
system enabled producers to dispose of
their crops more readily than would
otherwise' be the case. Several other
gentlemen expressed their views upon
the subject and this closed the bearings.

Mr. Hatch said today, at the conclu-
sion of the bearing before his commit-
tee, that a bill would not only be re-
ported but that it would be passed by a
two-thirds vote. He declared, however,
that legitimate future dealers need have
no fear.

FOSTER'S REASONS.

Ho Informs Congress on the Bond
Extension.

Washington, Feb. IS.—The secretary
of the treasury has written a letter to
the house in response to the house reso-
lution calling on him for Information
/'whether at anytime since the 47 per
cent bonds became due there has been
sufficient funds iii the treasury to pay
the same; and if so, by what authority
lie has assumed tocontinue any of such
bonds at '2per cent interest, and why
the same were not all paid at the time
said bonds due were due."

The secretary says the 4'j per cents
are redeemable at the pleas tireof the
United States on three mouths' notice to
the holders, He shows that there were
sufficient funds in the treasury to pay
the outstanding bonds, but says that it
was deemed prudent and profitable to
the government to continue a portion of
them, and the authority under which
the bonds were permitted to continue is
contained In the act which authorized
their issue. The secretary calls atten-
tion to the fact that the Forty-Seventh
congress approved the continuance of
the 5 and (3 per cent bonds at 3 per cent.

Illegal Sealers Warned.
Washington, Feb. 18.—The regular

annual proclamation by the president,
warning all persons against illegal
sealing in Behring sea, has been pre-
pared and willprobably be issued in a
lew days. The proclamation, it is
understood, is couched in the usual
terms. The question of continuing the
modus vivendi for the protection of seal
life, which was in operation* last sum-
mer, had not been agreed upon up to a
day or two ago.

The Ohio Senator Has No Presi-
dential Choice.

. Washington, Feb. IS.—ifthe reports
in circulation in Washington be
true the alleged triple senato-
rial alliance may hereafter be referred
to as the Hill-Gorman combination.
Ithas been accepted inWashington all
along— perhaps too unquestionably

—
that some sort of an understanding had
been arrived at by the senatorial trium-
virate, but the terms of the compact, if
one existed, were left entirely for
speculation.

Senator Price returned from New
York yesterday and took his seat in the
senate. Reports had him in conference
with Senator Hillon several occasions,
but these dispatches did not excite
more than passing comment, inas-
much as it was generally be-
lieved that the "agreement" was
in practical operation. Senator
Brice was in a communicative mood to-
day. lie demurred to replying to only
one question, as to his opinion of Sen-
ator Hill's programme in New York. "1
willsay," said he, "that 1had no con-
ference withSenator Hill while1was in
New-York. Mymission was not political.
1 went over simply to attend to
some private business requiring my at-
tention. Now, as to the existence of any
understanding between Senators Hiil
and Gorman and myself, that is not so*.
1have denied before that such a combi-
nation, so-called, had been formed.
At no time have 1.committed my-

-1 self to Mr. Hill's candidacy. Nor
1 have I'made any pledge "to any
candidate. . 1am not prepared to say at
this time whether Mr. Hill's nomination
by the Democratic party,will be advis-•able. -Twill say that ihave no attempt
to get the Ohio delegation instructed
for Mr. Hill. The Democrats of Ohio
are not prepared to decide as
to which candidate should be in-
dorsed. There is a Cleveland
sentiment in my state, but how strong
it is 1 am not prepared to say. The
Hillsentiment.however, is not predomi-
nant. The Democrats of Ohio may go
to Chicago in favor of Gov. Campbell,
and then again they may go construct-
ed. But1 willrepeat that 1 have made
no effort toinfluence the opinion ofany-
one who is likely to be sent toChicago.
"Ido not regard Mr Cleveland's nom-

ination as an impossibility. He will
certainly have a large number of dele-
gales to the convention. Ifhe can get
the necessary two-thirds he will be
nominated. This may not be air im-
possibility. Iwant it understood that
1 am championing the claims
of no candidate. The convention
will settle the problem. My term as
senator covers the term of "the next
president and Ihave nothing to gain.
1 am content .to serve the people of
Ohio in the senate. 1 understand how
all this talk of a combination has origi-
nated. Itdates back to the speaker-
ship contest. The influence of the
alleged alliance was said to have
brought about the defeat of Mr.Mills,
and in the heat of disappointment his
friends gave currency to the report that
such a combination was in existence.
This was an erroneous idea. 1 believe
Judge Crisp's personal popularity
did more to effect his election
than anything else. No presidential
question, so far as 1 was able to
discover, was involved in the contest.
Now, as to my attitude, 1 think Ihave
made it pretty clear that 1 have not
committed myself to Seuator. Hill. 1
certainly am not disposed . to mix up in
the New York controversy, and 1don't
think Mr.Gorman is. Certainly no ex-
pression has been made, or action taken,
to indicate anything to the contrary.
The nomination will be made at Chi-
cago."

An American Banker Takes

Summary Vengeance on
a Frenchman.

He Found the Latter Scantily
Clad in His Wife's Room

at Midnight.

A Jealous Woman Gave the
Tip That Uncovered the

Intrigue.

Flight of a Crooked Financier
Creates a Sensation

inlowa.

Cannes, France, Feb. IS.— most
intense excitement was caused iv.the
large American colony today by. the
announcement that one of the most
prominent visitors at the place, Banker
Edward Parker Deacon, a . native
of the United States, had
shot and killed a Frenchman named
Abeille. Mr. Deacon and his' wife
had been sojourning for some time past

at one of the fashionable hotels ot this
fashionable watering place. With them
were their four children. There was
nothing in the actions ofMr. Deacon to
indicate that he had any suspicion that
his wife was unfaithful to him; on the
contrary they appeared to be as devoted
to each other as is usual in the case of
people who have been married for
years.

They followed the usual round pur-
sued by society people here, and up to
the very moment of the occurrence
there was no indication of the tragedy
that resulted in the sudden death of
the wife's paramour. It has trans-
pired, however, since the shooting,
that Mr. Deacon suspected that
his wife was unduly inti-
mate with Abeille, who was connected
with the French diplomatic service, and
he kept a close watch upon her actions.
Atmidnight last night Mr.Deacon, who
was inhis room,<3**jjgraßH|

Heard a Noise
iiihis wile's room, which was imme-
diately beneath his own. His suspic-
ions were at once aroused and he
descended the stairs and listened at the
door of his wife's room. He heard her
talkingand then he heard the voice ofa
man replying to her. In: a moment
suspicion became a certainty
and 7 Mr. Deacon realized that
his wife had betrayed and; dis-
graced him. He dashed up the stairs
to his room and procured a revolver.
Then witha feeling of misery he bent
over the bed wherein were sleeoing his
innocent little children and impressed
upon their foreheads the last kiss of his
lumpy days.

Leaving his children asleep, Mr.Dea-
con went to the room of the secretary
of the hotel and, arousing him, told him
of the condition of affairs and requested
him to accompany him to his wife's
room. The" secretary agreed and to-
gether hey went to Mrs. Deacon's apart-
ment. Mr.Deacon knocked on the door,
but no one came, neither was any answer
made. Mr. Deacon then forced the door
and entered the apartment. He found
his wife alone, and though she made a
desperate effort to keep calm, and asked
him what brought him there at that time
of the night,

He Was Not Deceived.
Be at once proceeded to an adjoining

room which opened from that in which
his wifeslept, ana there he discovered
Abeille, who was crouching down anl
attempting to hide himself

-
behind a

chair. Mr. Deacon at once, lev-
eled his revolver . at the man
and fired three shots. Two of
the bullets struck Abeille, one
taking effect in his arm and the other
in his chest. •. The noise of the shots
alarmed the people in the House, and
for a time the greatest excitement pre-
vailed. The wounded man was carried
to his own room and doctors sum-
moned. They, however, could do
nothing for him except to alleviate
his pain, and at 11 o'clock this morn-
ing he died. Mr. Deacon was arrested,
but itis the general opinion among the
Americans here that he did "just the
right thing." Both Mr.and Mrs.Deacon
are connected with some of the best
families in the United States. Mr.
Deacon after shooting M.Abeille sent
several cable messages to the United
States and Paris, and is sail to have
quietly submitted to arrest. \u25a0'•\u25a0

Humor has it that Dr.Deacon's unex-
pected return toCannes was caused by
the receipt ofan anonymous letter, said
to have been written by a jealous
woman, who notified the American
bunker that ifhe returned to the hotel
at a certain hour, without giving
his wife any warning, he would
undoubtedly find her in a com-
promising position withone of his best
friends. Deacon is said' to have sent
his wife a telegraphic message announc-
ing his safe arrival here and to have
started back for Cannes soon after-
wards.

Later reports say when Mr. Deacon
burst into his wife's bed room he found
his wifein bed and M.Abeille standing,
partly undressed, by her bedside, evi-
dently having sprung out of bed with
the intention of escaping from Mrs.
Deacon's apartments when he heard the
noise at the door caused by Mr. Dea-
con's unexpected return.

Wealth}- and Aristocratic.
Newport, H. 1., Feb. 18.—The Dea-

cons are wellknown here, as well as the
Baldwins. Peter Parker, a wealthy,
eccentric and well-known Bostouian,
came here as long ago as 1854. lie had
a daughter, Mrs. Deacon, who, about
the year named, came here as one of
the most dashing and beautiful widows
Newport ever knew, her husband dying,
but a few years after marriage. She
brought withher to her father's house
their two small children, Ida Deacon
and Edward Parker Deacon, the daugh-
ter dying here within a very few years
unmarried. Mrs. Deacon used to* en-
tertain with generous hospitality and
was a verygeneral favorite.

Society was somewhat astonished
some few years ago by the announce-
ment of the engagement of young Ed-
ward Parker Deacon to Miss Baldwin,
the beautiful and accomplished daughter
of Aldmiral C. 11. Baldwin, U. S. N.,"
and the heiress of an immense fortune.
Itwas generally known that the match
was not acceptable to the parents of the
young lady. The young couple have
spent several summers inNewport with
Mrs. Baldwin of recent years.

A CROOKED BANKER.

Sensation Over Developments in
an lowa Town.

Carroll, 10., Feb. 18.—This city has
experienced a genuine sensation by the
sudden disappearance of O.A. Kentnor,
until yesterday president ofthe Citizens'
State bauk. Yesterday he disposed of his
interest in the bank and this morning
left withhis wife for parts unknown.
His finances are in a badly mixed con-
dition, He owes the First National

-bank 5,000: E. W. Libbey, a stock rais-er, S6,000; John McCarthy and Frank
Brady, of Audubon, 10,000. This
is for cattle sold and money ad-
vanced. He also sold a large
herd of cattle, on which several chattel
mortgages were given. Just how bad:
the Citizens' bank isinvolve^ cannot be
learned. Kentnor has been a leading,
citizen of this place for fifteen years,
and his downfall is a complete surprise.

HIS FATALJIISTAKE.
Thrilling' Experience In the

Life or a Busy Train Dis-
patcher.

Two Trains Sent Rushing To-
. gether in the Inky Dark-

ness of Night.

How the Accident Affected
: One of the Men Whom the

Public Never Sees.

He Finished His Work, Then
Suddenly Disappeared

From View.

For fiveminutes the train dispatcher's

office at X had been \u25a0 painfully
quiet. It was shortly after midnight,
and all the wires on the eastern and
western divisions were momentarily
stilled, says the New YorkSum A de-
pressed feeling had freighted the at-
mosphere in the office. Ithad affected
every one. .Even the wires appeared to
suffer from it.

When the sounder began to rattle off
"os, os, os," which prepared the dis-
patchers for the report of some train
passing a far-away station. they sounded
frightfully loud. Several times Dis-
patcher De Forest had shuddered and
screwed down the armature of his in-
strument so that it would not make so

At 12:15 the deep stillness of the
room, only broken by the slow, monot-
onous tickingof the clock by which the
watches of all the employes of the road
were regulated once a day, echoed with
the words of the telegraph.

Dispatcher De Forest that Conductor
McGill of Extra 100, loaded with fresh
beef, bound east, wanted to know if he
could have ten minutes of the time of
No. 1, the west-bound night express, to
make J-

"Old19 im-t needs a little shaking up,

McGill says, to take the kinks out of his
joints," the operator added.

De Forest cast his eye down upon his
train sheet, which told him at a glance
where every train out upon the road
was. Then he looked at the clock.
J was fifteen miles from F-

he did not allow McGill to use ten min-
utes of the express train's time the meat
train would surely be delayed for an
hour or more.

Allthe dispatchers had orders from
the superintendent to give the meat
trains as much show as possible, the
road being bound by a contract to get
them through in a specified time. So

parted at 12:15.

The dispatcher jotted down the time
upon the train sheet, and then began
calling the operator at T-

freight had orders to run. lie wanted
to.send the duplicate of the order to the
express train, so that it would wait at
J—

-
for the freight.'-

, operator at 'V——did not "answer,
and. after, a.minute or :more of;steady.
calling, De Forrest stopped. *Dispatcher

i St. John, who worked the second trick
from 3 p.. m.. was ill,and his work had
fallen upon his two colleagues. And
then, to make matters worse.Dispatcher
Thatcher had been taken suddenly ill
early in the forenoon.and De Forest was
got out of bed to keep the road fromget-
ting clogged up.

There were three other dispatchers in
the office, but they kept the western
division of the road inoperation. They
were not familiar withthe eastern divis-
ion, and consequently were of no use.
This necessitated De Forest's turning
out.

He had sat at the desk since early in"
the morning, and, with the terrible
strain of the position, was iv nocon-
dition for duty that night. - So, when he
failed to raise the operator 7 at~T—

—
tie

diopped his head and stared at the
ttain -sheet on the desk before him. He
was not asleep, but there was a tem-
porary lapse in his mind.

The night express had passed D ,
and the operator there had ,reported it.
This made it absolutely necessary ,to
get the orders to T before itrail to
that station, as there was no other tele-
graph office between that point and
J ,where the freight train was to
meet it.open at night.

Dispatcher De Forest sat motionless
at his desk, while the big clock ticked
off the seconds loudly. Finally the cast-
ers wireopened.

"Os, os, os. No. 1 passed on time

De Forest straightened upin hischair,

his face wearing an expression start-
lingand wild. He reached for the key
of the instrument, and his Aimers played
upon itas he asked the operator atT
to repeat the report.

Dispatcher De« Forest continued- to
pace up and down: the office, his eyes
fixed upon the clock and his mind upon
the accident that he felt must happen.
He did not pay the slightest attention to
his colleagues in the room. He talked
to himself, tracing the two train's, rush-
ingon to their doom in the darkness.

Atexactly 7 o'clock in the morning
Dispatcher Thatcher arrived to take his
regular trick. The track had been
cleared sufficiently to let trains by, and
everything was running on time. De
Forest arose when Thatcher entered,
.and put on his overcoat. The wildlook
returned to his eyes. He glanced at
the clock, and passed out of the office.

He was never seen again, and not a
word was ever heard of him.
