ONE GREAT SHOT

Snatched Victory From the Capi-
tols and Gave It to the Enter-
urise.

You coald have heard a pin drop at
the Central bowling aliey last evening
when the last ball was started aown the
smooth surface of the boards toward
the innocent pins. A eannon fired in
their nidst would have made buta
slight noise in comparisan with the yell
that went up from the throats of the ten
excited bowlers and nearly twenty
times that number of equally exeited
spectators who had gathered to witness
what proved to be the most remarkable
game played so far in the contest for
the GLoBE trophy. It was the
meeting of the Enterprise and
Capitol bowling eclubs. Each was
eacer for the fray—the Enterprise to re-
peat their victory of Tuesday evening,
and the Capitols te redeem themselves
from the game with the Kegels. The
material composing both clubs is among
the best in the city, and it is not to be
wondered at that a larger crowd than
has gathered at any previous game
turned out to see these two powerful
opponents grapple for the prize. The
game was close, and as itdrew to an
end the spectators could uo longer sit
quietly in their chairs, but, without re-
gard to the wear and tear of paint,
stood upon them. Chairs, however,
could not aceommodate more than one-
third of those present, and so tables and
every other available piece of furniture
were pressed into service, and all eyes
were concentrated on the alleys, where
the battle was waging with might
and main. Now and then they
was turned to the score boards by way
of rest. This was the situation when
the two last bowlers took their stand,
Philip Heck for the Capitols and
Schmitz for the Enterprise. The out-
look was anythinz but encouraging for
the latter ciub, as the Capitnls were
coming under the wire with a lead of 17
points. Schmitz seemed to be the only
cool man in his club, and he toved
gently with a biz wooden ball while
Heck piled 10 more en the score, and
hove flickered and nearly went out in
the breasts of the Enterprise men as
they recognized that their man had 27
pins to knock down in lLis frames be-
tore they would be on an even footing
with the enemy.

The feature of the game was Sibley’s’

remarkable shots, and he Kkept the big
crowd in eestasies of delight through-
out. His play was all open table work,
in licating that he has & masterly stroke
for difficult shots. His weak spot is in
being unable to do elose nursing with-
out having the balls “freeze.”’ and right
here it should be explained that elose
play is just what **Siv” should assidu-
ously practice. Could he do close nurs-
ing as well as he can encompass broad
shots, cushion dnves, follows and
draws, he would play the speediest
game of any amateur in the West,

On the other hand Thayer did hand-
some close work, and he played a reso-
lute up hill game even to victory.
**Sib” had all the best of 1t up to almost
the finale. Indeed, he led by fifty
points at one tume. IHe started out like
a frisky colr, and soon had left his ad-
versary discouragingly in the rear, but
Thayer has Spartan courage, and al-
lowed no cireumstance to distress him
in the slightest.

Towards the last of the game when
Sibley stood 267 and Thayer 265 *Sib”
got control of the balls for the first
time in twenty shots. They had been
breaking miserably, but tlAw_v came
upon the rail spendidly. *'Sib” played
for an easy reverse Ebpglish Kkiss
and elaimed he made it. Hatley, who
was umpiring, denied it, however, and
I'bayer took his inning. Sibley claims
that had this shot been allowed him he
would have been master of the situa-
tion, and the score sheet would indi-
cate the truthfulness of his assertion.

When the game stond Sibley 253, and
Thayer 251, Thayer made a run of 16,
placing him within three points of the
goal. *Sib" still had 17, and the first
shot was mighty diflicult. A breathless
stiliness settied over the crowd as he
walked around the end of the table and
puised his cue. Could he make it?
Yes, the shot is made, and the crowd
broke into wild applause. Click, click,
went the ivories and five of the seven-
teen were wmarked, and then he fell
down on an easy shot, and Thayer
went in and ran it out.

Then began a perfect ovation. The
vast erowd of votaries of the sport who
had gathered had no preference, and
they rushed to the victorious Thayer
with their congratulations.

He has a challenge in for
the trophy, and it is probable that he
will meet Thayer in a day or so to ar-
range for the battle. Will Hatley, the
umpire of last night’s game, announced
just previous to the play that the win-
ner must successfully defend his titleto
the badge four times before it becomes
his property permanently, but he can-
not be compeiled to play oftener than
once in nitety days. Thayer, however,
says he doesn’t care to take advantage
of the time restrietion. and that he
stands ready to play Wilmot at any
time.

An Inexperienced Negro Paralyzes
the Marine.

Los ANGELES, Cal,, Feb. 19.—Five
hundred peoole witnessed a fight at the
Pastime club last night between James
Lawson, colored, ex-lightweight cham-
pion of Australia, and Jim Counley, of
Boston, which resulted in a vietory for
the former in the seventh round, as his
opponent quit. The event was pre-
ceded by a sensational bout. George
La Blanche, the Marine, agreed to stop
all comers in four rounds for a purse of
£25, and the challenge was accepted by
Child, a 175-pound negro of this eity,
who knocked the Marineout in the third
round. The latter’s friends say he had
been drinking the past few weeks.
Child did most of_ the work from the
start, and floored the Marine twice the
first round. 1In the next round both did
hard work. but the negro had the best
of it. Gaining confidence the negro
rushed in the third, landing heavily
wherever he pleased. knocking the Ma-
rive down four times. Terrific sledge
hammer blows behind the ear and on
the jaws caused the Marine to be
counted out, and he was dragged from
the ring helpless.

THE MONTAGUE MURDER.

Ulster Is Still Excited— Montague’s
Excuses.

Loxpon, Feb. 19.—The excitement in
Ulster over the Montague tragedy is in-
creasing. The husband of Mrs. Mon-
tague is a grandson of the Duke of Man-
chester and a former officer in the navy.
Mrs. Montague is of Scoteh extrac-
tion and is a daughter of a wealthy Lon-
don tea merchant. She is noted for her
daring horsemanship in Ireland. Cro-
more, her residence, is onc of the finest
maunsions in the distriet, and is sur-
rounded by an extensive and valuable
estate. Mrs. Montague has hitherto
moved in the best society.

Being asked today low it was that
such severe punishment was adminis-
tered to a three-year.old child, Mr. Mon-
tague said: "My wife has strong opin-
ions on the training and correction of
chiidren. Her theory, which I think s

to a great extent right, is that the spirit

of disobedience must be conquered from
the earliest years. She insists upon
obedience and cleanliness on the part
of children. Unless punished early they
contract bad habits.” Mr. Montague
said he believed that restraint and con-
finement were the best punishment. Pe
admitted that it was too long to leave
the child alone, but his wife had so
much to do, and she was out part of the
time the child was confined. The child
was buried in_great privacy Tuesday
morning. Mr. Montague and one of the
sons took the body in the family car-
riage with the blinds drawn to the Cath-
olic cemetery.

STORMS IN BRITAIN,

Severest Weather Experienced in
Many Years.

Lospox, Feb. 19.—The weather in
Great Britaio this week has been most
severe, with storms on land and sea
throughout the week. In Yorkshire
the weather is the coldest experienced
in thirty years. The thermometer in-
dicated nine degrees below zero last
evening in Devonshire and Cornwall.
A blizzara is raging today equal to that
of last year. The gale in the English
channel further endangers the position
of the stranded steamship Eider, and
has stopped the work of salvage.

Snow storms of unusual violence are
raging in lreland tonizht, and railway
trains are greatly delayed and many
are entirely blocked by the snow. Near
Limerick there are drifts four feet high.
At Queenstown a heavy gale prevails.
1t is expeected, therefore, thatthe steam-
ships Adriatic and Arizona wiil go di-
rect to Liverpool without touching at
Queenstown.

GETS INSIDE TIPS.

A German Journal Raising Minis-
terial Ire.

BERLIN, Feb. 19.—The socialist jour-
nal Vorwaerts, which has from time to
time made startling statements showing
the growth of socialistic ideas, and giv-
ing inside facts regarding events in
government circles which reveal re
markably high sources of information,
states that it will shortly pubiish an-
other bateh of interesting revelations.
The Vorwaerts claims to have agents in
every governmen: office.  Whether this
be mere boasting or mot, much annoy-
ance is known to have been caused in
high cireles by the course of the paper,
whieh will no doubt be suppressed at
the first possible moment.

He Will Have the Law of Minister
Constans.

Panis, Feb. 19.—M. Laur, the Bou-
langist deputy who was twice struck in
the face by Minister Constansin the
chambers on Jan. 19 as he was descend-
ing from the speaker’s tribune atter
grossly insulting the minister, is still
smarting from the blows he received.
Unable after due reflection and consal-
tation with his friends to provoke the
minister to tight him by sending him a
challenge some thirty hours after the
assault, M. Laur, after a month’s fur-
ther deliberation, has decided to cail
him to account in the courts of law, and
has served upon the minister a sum-
mons to answer to a charge of assault
and battery.

LEO ON GOVERNMENTS.

Any Form Is Good That Is for
Public Welfare. %
Paris, Feb. 19.—The Catholic news-
papers here pablish an encyclical
letter from the pope addressed to the
clergy. The pope declares thatany
form of government is good provided 1t
tends to further the public welfare, and
that it is therefore the duty of all to ac-
cept the legally established government
and not attempt ‘to change its form.
But it is necessary, he says, to dis-
tinguish between the established pow-
ers and legislation. The forms must be
obeyed, but legislation hostile to the re-
ligion of God eannot be approved.

GERMAN EDUCATION.

Strong Objections to Any Sort of
Catholic Control.

BerLIN, Feb. 19.—The Evangelical
alliance has issued a manifesto gen-
erally approving the edueation bill, but
objeeting to certain clauses, regarding
which the manifesto says: *‘In the
hands of the Catholic chureh they
wonld coustitute a serious danger, enab-
ling it to dominate Catholic teachers
as it does the clergy. Secholars thus in-
fluenced would lose their patriotic senti-
ments, and the result would be a widen-
ing of the gulf now separating people of
the same race and country.”

Italian Workmen Arrested.

RoME, Feb. 19.—The threat of the
labor societies yesterday that a general
strike would be inaugurated-today, and
continued until the government started
public works to give employment to idle
workmen, was set at naught by the gov-
ernment, which last night caused the
arrest of several of the prominent labor
agitators, aml today the men are work-
ing as usual.

M. Drumoat Winged.

LoxpoN, Feb. 19.—M. Drumoat,
author of the *“Secret De Fourmies,” a
socialistic study, has already received
three challenges from _persons ag-
grieved by his attacks on the Jews in
that work, and has accepted thewm all.
He fought the first one this morning
with M. Isaac, and received two wounds,
one in the abdomen, which may prove
serious, and prevent him from fighting
the other duels.

COAL CREEK TROUBLES.

An Amicabls Settlement of Differ-
ences Made.

K~xoxviLLe, Tenn., Feb. 19.—The
mine troubles in the Coal Creek valley
have at last been settled. The 'Len-
nessee Mining company, which caused
the incident by placing conviets “in
the mines., which action was
followed by their release in August and
again in October, has about concluded
an agreement satistactory all around.
The mines will be operated by white
free miners on the co-operative plan.
The capital stock of the eompany has
been doubled, and the new stock will be
taken by miners at Briceville and‘by

A stipulation filed provides that noune of
the defendants shall dispose of any
deeds, mortgages, bonds or other prop-
erty under the contract of June 27, 1891,
by which a frust is said to have been
formed, until after the motion for a
temporary injunction shall have been
heard and determined. Plaintiffs and
defendants all signed the stipulation,
the reason for which is withheld.
