?nd death. All his friends say the
Keeley cure did It.

MAN'S INHUMANITY.

Barbarous and Horrifying Abuse
of Children.

New Ycrk, Feb. 20.? Dr. Schultz, of
the Presbyterian hospital staff, made an
astounding discovery in an East side
tenement last night. He had been
called to the tenement, 470 East Eighty-
ninth street, to attend a young girl who
had been severely beaten by her father.
Hi* prospective patient lived on the
lifth floor, and while the doctor was
passing through the hallway on that
lloor he heard moaning. The sounds
seemed to issue from a room next to
that to which he was gointr. After at-
tending tothe injured girlthe doctor in-
vestigated the matter. He burst open
the door from which the sounds came,
and a pitifulsight met his gaze.

Leaning against a stove which had
apparently been innocent of fire for
many days, he saw a babe not more
than ten months old, without a stitch of
clothing upon its emaciated body. .Its
eyes were half closed and it was moan-
ing withpain. A few feet away another
naked child, a boy less than two years
of age, lay on the floor unconscious
from the cold. Crouched in a corner,
r.ot far from the door, was a negro boy
about eight years old, devoid of cloth-
ing, like his companions in misery, and
close by his side, as ifto keep the
warmth in his wretched body, was a
large mastiff, who feebly wagired his
tail as the doctor entered. The sur-
geon questioned the negro, the only
one of tho children old enough to talk,
but the little fellow was so weak that he
could hardly gasp out a dozen words.
From what he did say. however, itwas
learned that the three children and the
floghad been locked up without food
since Monday night. The boy said that
a man had taken them to the room where
they were found, stripped them of all
their clothing and locked the door upon
them. The children were turned over
to the society for the prevention of cru-
elty to childien, who willinvestigate
the matter. The whole affair is shroud-
ed inmystery.

He afterwards
assumed the editorship of the Catholic
News. Mr. Shea contributed to the
American edition of the Encyclopedia
Braauuica the treatise on Catholicity.
When taken illhe was engaged on his
greatest work. "The History of the
Catholic Church in the United States."
He is over seventy years old.

C hu'ago, Feb. 20.? The wheat market was
dulland generally lower today. Telegraphic
communication was seriously interfered with
by the bad weather, preventing the receipt
of news ana orders with the usual freedom
and promptness, and local traders were left
largely to their own devices. The bad
weather iv Great Britain played bavoc with
the wires, similar to those felt in this coun-
try,and the boaid ol trade did notreceive its
Liverpool market report until late in the
day, though some private dispatches said
that the market was quiet and unchanged,
while others quoted prices easier. The

board's London cuble noted ,no change in
values there, but Liverpool, when received,
was Id lower. Domestic markets were all
lower.

Crop news was somewhat conflicting,many
private dispatches being very discouraging,
but. on the contrary, the Farmers' Review
had a summary of the situation which was
unexpectedly favorable, and the weather re-
ports indicated that the danger from the pre-
dicted cold wave was past. The committee
of the board which was sent to Washington
to oppose the anti-options bill returned this
morningand its members were inclined to
the opinion that the bill would probably be
passed by the house. This doubtless had
something to do with the weakness which
prevailed during most of the scsMon. On
the whole operators were disinclined
to deal heavily on either side and the
result was an unusually >small busi-
ness, with fluctuations confined to a
rather narrow ranee. Cudaby was a good
buyer of wheat at the start and Brosseau also
bought freely. Pardridge was believed to be
covering somewhat on all the weak spots,
but did not make much reduction in his line.
The New Yorkers were perhaps the best buy-
ers for the first hour and picked up a good
deal. The selling was not urgent, still there
was about all to be had that was wanted.
Longs let go of a good deal and there was
some short sales. The export movement was \u25a0

not very encouraging, New York having
cleared but 106,000 bu and other points hardly
any. Bradstreet's reported the clearances of
wheat and flour fromboth coasts Jast week
at 4,043.000 bu, against 3,641.000 bu the week
previous. After the noon hour there was
some show of strength for a time,but late .
cables quoted Paris lower and Berlin 315
marks oil", though Antwerp was a shade
higher. This checked the advance and prices
receded again. May opened at 9;i%@93i,!2C,
against 9-JVc.c at the close yesterday, sold up
to 93%@94c. declined to 93%c, advanced to
94e, receded to 03%e, reacted to 94>,Sc. weac-
ened and closed steady at 93Vs?c.

Corn was quiet and easy, the receipts were
liberal and there was rather free selling by
longs, with but little demand. The dullness
in trade, with the weakness in wheat and
provisions, caused corresponding weakness
in corn. .May 14c lower, fluctuated all day
withina range of i?c and closed %c lower
than yesterday at 41lie. Oats were quiet and
weak and show a loss of Vac.

Hog products were dulland easy; more be-.cause trade was dull and the other pits
weak. The receipts of livehogs at the yards
were smaller than expected and prices there
were firm. Pork closed with alossof7V2Con the active option, 'with lard and ribs
showing insignificant changes.

POSTAL CONFERENCE.

Matters Suggested as Subjects for
. Consideration.

"Washington', Feb. 20.? A conference
with postmasters of sixty-five of the
large cities in the country, which have
been arranged for the 19th of.March, it
is said, is received with much favor by
postmasters addressed, and the meeting
promises to be a very interesting and
profitable one. The followingare some
of the questions that have been suggest-
ed as proper ones for discussion:

The consolidation ot third and fourth-,
matter (printed matter and merchandise)
into one class at the lowest existing
rate of postage, onecent for two ounces;
modifications or amendments in exist-
ing laws and regulations governing the
admission of second-class matter inin-
suring against loss by the government
of parties sending registered matter;
the question of more rapid transporta-
tion of mails between depots and post-
offices and postoflice and stations
in large cities; the consider-
ation of measures looking to the
improvement and extension of the spe-
cial delivery system; consideration of
the change for money orders and the
propriety ofany amendment of existing
laws and regulations governing the
same; the advisability of establishing
a branch of the dead letter office at San
Francisco, or some other points on the
Pacific slope; the question of a closer
separation on various railway postoffice
lines of mails for larger cities. These
are only a few of the many practical
questions which willbe brought before
the conference. .
