Mayor Winston Has Revoked
the Monogram’s License
to Sell Liquors.

Mayor Winston should be ashamed of
himself. He has disappointed the polit-
ical ewemies who have shouted so lust-
ily of his alleged refusal to enforce the
ordinances of Minneapolis against the
saloons, and has deprived the evening
papers of license to print column after

inaction.

All this the mayor of Minneapolis has
done without one word of apology, by
revoking the license of the Monogram
saloon at 117 Washington avenue south,
the property of Col. M. W. Glenn. Yes-
terday was the last day for the Mono-
gram. The doors of that resort weie
clesed last night at 12 o’clock and this
morning they will not be opened.

The morning papers yesterday gave
the particulars of a fizht that occurred
in the Monogram saloon Sunday morn-
ing. Yesterday the mayor had a little
talk with Col. Glenn, the proprietor,
and, as a result, the colonel has gone
out of business.

“Yes, the mayor has revoked the
license of this institution,” said Gol.
Glenn last night. *The doors will close
at 12 tenight, and they will not be re-
opened. I have no complaint to make.
He has done just what he shouid doand
just what I should have done were I
mayor of Minneapolis and were he in
the saloon business. He could not do
anything else.”

**Have you any complaint to make
about this summary action, colonel?”’

“Not abit. 1am not kicking. That
is, I am not kicking any more than any
man would who sees all he has in the
world goue for nothing. But I am out
I have had enough of the saloon
business. I shall not sell another glass
of liquor in this place or any other
place. 1 am sorry I ever got into the
business. Not for §1,200 would I stay
another twelve months in the saloon
business—not if I were offerea it in cold
cash to just stay here and look after
things.”

The prompt action of the mayor in
this matter isevidence that he intends
to look after the saloons now that he is
untrammeled in diseharge of the duties
of his office. It will disappoint some of
the croakers who have said that he did
not intend to enforce the laws, but it
will show that a Democratic mayor ecan
be entrusted with the business of look-
ing after the government of the city of
Minneapolis.

In relation to the trouble, Col. Glenn
said last night that he did not know the
bartender who was councerned in it—
that he was not a regular emplove of
the place, but had been employed there
by the regular man. Col. Glenn has
been looking about all day, trying to
find him ana have him arrested.

Their State Meeting and Banquet
at the Nicollet.

Yesterday. at 54 South Fourth street,
was held the second annual meeting in
the state of Minnesota of the represent-
atives of the Patriotic Order of Sons of
America. The number of delegates in
attendance was eighty-four. The first
business of the session was the reading
of reports. The treasurer showed that
the order is in good finanecial condition
with all debts paid and $i94 in the
treasury.

Sixty Pieces of Minnesota Land

CHICAGO, Feb. 22.—A million-dollar
iransfer of Minnesota mineral lands
was consummated at the Grand Pacific
hotel this morning. The land in ques-
tion comprises 60 pieces, averaging 120
acres to a piece, or a total of 7,200 acres,
and is.situated in ltaska and St. Louis
counties, Minnesota. The former own-
ers of these lands, that are almosta
solid massWf rich iron ore, organized
the Itasca Iron Mining company, and,
after getting £50,000 worth of improved
mining machinery and securiug the
steel for a seven-mile railroad, there oc-
curred a hitch in the company.

For saveral days E. D. Sawyer. of
Cleveland, O., with Capt. Frank Bar-
rett, of Lancaster, O.. has been in con-
ference with Gen. J. H. Baker. of Min-
nesota, who represented such capitalists
as Judge Sage, judge of the federal dis-
trictcourt, and James H. Gamble, the
big soap man, in the sale of their min-
eral lands. Ex-United States Senator
Spooner, said to represent several Dbig
senators, was also here bidding for the
coveted land. When Col. Sawyer and
Capt. Barrett received a final telegram
from ex-Gov. J.S. Campbell, of Ohio,
they went the Spooner people several
thousand and received the land for
nearly $1,000,000. The new company,
with ex-Gov. Campbell as president and
Col. Sawyer, Capt. Barrett, Dr. Ford
Barrett, C. F. Nester and others as
stockholders, will shortly be incorpo-
rated as the Buckeye lIron company,
and work will be commenced imme-
diately.
