"Hmv many beers willittake to set a
man drunk." said the barkeeper at the
l.iiulell in response to a question of a
St. Louis Globe-Democrat reporter.
"That is a difficult matter to state. I
have seen men drink no less than two
dozen bottles at one standing and not
be drunk, while others have become
'fuzzy1 from half the quantity. So far
as 1can see there is not much differ-
ence between getting drunk on beer
and on whisky, except that the latter
leaves a worse head than the former.
The druiiKenness produced by beer is
of the slow, dead order; that brought
about by whisky is lively and mirthful
as a rule. 1 believe the quantity of
beer they drink has much to do with
the stoic manner of the Germans and
English. There is no satisfaction in
getting drunk on beer.

"Brandy is becoming a much less
common drink than it once was," said
another bartender. "The reason is,I
suppose, that it is so dear because of
the heavy duty. There are some men
who stick to it at any price, however.
Usually you willnotice that the brandy
drinker is a high liverall around. The
consumption of brandy produces that
peculiar Hush which you sometimes
notice about oid sea dogs and army of-
ficers. Itis the drinkof the luxurious,
and is relished better than whisky by
that class. Why it should be so Ido
not exactly know. Possibly the taste
may liaye something to do with it,for
it is more palatable to my mind than
whisky, inEngland the most common
drink of the society clubs and other
places where men meet socially together
is a brandy and soda. Women seem
more disposed to brandy than men, that
is those women given to strong drinks.
You can invariably tell the woman who
is in the habit of taking itby the pecu-
liar flush of her face. Ihave heard
doctors advise it in preference to
whisky, but for myself Istick to the
latter."

Adieu to Cocktail*.
"Cocktails are dying out as an appe-

tizer in the morning," said a barkeeper
of thirty years' experience. "They
have been dying out for the past ten
years. Now. in summer, the gold and
silver fizz is common enough, but whis-
ky is becoming the morning drink. The
custom, too. of mixing it with a little
water or seltzer after the manner of
Englishmen is growing, and 1 think the
custom a good one? for wh isky straight
has a ruinous effect on the liver and
stomach. The mint juleps, sour mashes
and other similar drinks are also going
out ot fashion, and the tendency seems
to be agains*. the mixed concoctions of
other years. As a matter of fact, Ibe-
lieve whisky to be a better appetizer
than any other drink, if any of them
be really an appetizer at all. For din-
ner Ishould never recommend anything
better than a bottle of Bass. Itis more
valuable than the best champagne or
any other wine that can be provided."

"You may reckon upon one thing al-
ways," said one of the largest saloon-
keepers in the city. "That is, that the
man who drinks in the morning is' a
steady drinker. He may not.be a
drunkard, but he is a steady drinker,
He is one of those who usually have a
number ofdrinks at night and a regu-
lated number during the day. When a
man begins the mommy with a drink
he is pretty sure to require additional
recuperators at other intervals. There
is,1believe, nothing so hard to quit as
the habit of the morning drink. 1 had
a rriend who was resolved not to touch
liquor of any kind, His health was
not good, and as he had completely lost
his appetite his doctor insisted on his
taking some whisky before meals. He
began it,and for a few months kept it
up. finding it practically impossible to
break it off. In the winter itwas whisky
and bitters; in the summer, cocktails,
gin fizzes and whisky sours. Atlength
he determined to break himself of the
habit, and went so far as to take his
breakfast before leaving his home so as
to accomplish his object. He did ac-
complish it, and now he could not force
himself to take a drink In the morning.
As the desire for the one vanished, so
did the desire for the others which
formed his regular daily portion."'
'There is

One Kind ofDrunkard

int:s is in good, physical condition
and has a good Itemper and gentle
disposition, His lace becomes red, too,
from the effect of the smallest amount
of exercise, so that the suspicion of in-
toxication is doubly great. There are
some men who cannot help laughing at
some curious conception, however grave
the situation may and so there arc
officers who cannot help talking to their
neighbors as enthusiastically on the
most commonplace evtnt? as enthusias-
tically as if it were some discovery
which was about to rid the world of
all its ills. Such a man is predisposed
to drunkenness; that is one drink may
produce a greater degree of exhilara-
tion in him than would four in one of
less buoyant temperament. That is my
idea of a psychological drunkard."

"When do you consider the epithet
drunk can with justice be applied to a
man?" asked a reporter of one of the
proprietors of a large wholesale house.
"That is rather difficult to answer," re-
plied the owner. "A theologian, Ibe-
lieve, has designated drunkenness as a
condition of the mental faculties in
which one could not tell the difference
between a stack of hay and a stone
wall. That is scarcely an accurate de-
scription; and then there are so many
kinds of drunks. For example, there is

that kind which some euplionistically
term 'beady.' Then there is the jag, in
which there is a feeling of elation, and
even of ecstasy. Then there is the
skate, when a man completely loses
control of his legs and looks as if he
thought every place on which he set
his foot was . a skating rink.
Then there is the booze, where a man
falls helplessly tosleep,breathes deeply
and heavily, and snores untilhe awakes
every neighbor. Personally, if Icould
wish for a drunk itwould be that which
wouldenable me to forget all the events
of my life which were disagreeable and
recall those which were pleasant. That
1 think is the height of happiness. But
1have not given you my opinion as to
when a man may be justly regarded as
drunk. A temperance reformer, who
willnot have his equal for many a day,
was in the habit ofapplying the test of
a sum in long division t.> the people
who admitted that they had been drink-
ing, but did not admit they were drunk.
That'Ithink was perhaps a good rule.
Itis one by which 1 am prepared to
abide."

"DoIknow ofany cases of what you
are pleased to term

Accidental Drunks?"
repeated a white-aproned gentleman at
one of the most famous resorts of the
city. "Well, 1do, if 1 rightly under-
stand your question. 1interpret an ac-
cidental drunk as being this: A young
man is going home after his day's work,
and he has no thought of any drink and
no desire for it. But he meets a friend
and that friend insists that he must go
and have 'one,' and so the younir man
goes. He takes one at his friend's ex-
pense; then the friend takes one at his
expense, and then the genial barkeeper
insists that the two shall have a drink
at his expense. Then the young man
who was going home intent on spending
a couple of hours over an interesting
volume begins to feel as frisky as the
most frisky ofkids, and insists that he
won't go home tillmorning. A couple
of more drinks follow, and for that
night at least the subsequent proceed-
ings interest him no more. That is an
accidental drink, as 1 understand the
question, and itis one which you may
witness every night in the week."

'?Yes, there are a great many cham-
pagne drinkers inSt. Louis, ofcourse,"
said the head barkeeper of one of the
hotels, "but the number of champagne
drunkards is very small. In fact, 1
don't believe, inspite ot what we hear
about what happens inNew York,
and London, that' there are many cham-
pagne drunkards anywhere. . It is not
unusual, of course,' for men to get
drunk on champagne at banquets and
dinners, but it is quite unusual tor men
tostart in to drinking champagne as
they would start in on whisky, and to
keep itup until they have taken enough
to unbalance them. What are called

The Steady Drinkers
rarely touch champagne at banquets or
elsewhere; they don't seem to like it
somehow. One reason may be that its
effect is not quick enough? they can't
feel itsoon enough; at any rate, they
don't take to it,or if they do they only
use itas a beginner to lead the way to
something stronger. 1 have been tod
that the effects ofchampagne drinking to
excess are much worse than those pro-
duced by drinking whisky to excess. I
know of several cases of premature
whitening of the hair that are said to
have come from drinking too much
champagne for a number of years at a
stretch, and 1 have heard the doctors
say that a champagne debauch is harder
to . get over than any other kind
of a debauch. Then ? Ithink the
difference between the manner of
drinking the two articles ? whisky and
champagne? accounts for the difference
in the number of drunks produced by
the two. Champagne is generally called
for at a bar by a number of men drink-
ing together. They take a small bottle
or a large bottle and divide it between
two or between four. Itis expensive
and isnot often 'repeated.' The largest
amount of whisky sold at a bar is in
single drinks, but the number of 're-
peats' in parties of three or more is very
large, and here's where a good deal of
the heavy drinking begins. A man
feels likereturning the treat, and when
three or four have done this there is a
pretty good basis for a few drunks."

"The men most to be pitied in this
drinking business," said a bartender in
the West end, "are those that cannot
touch a drop without starting inon a
big spree. 1know lots of them, and,
although Imake a livingby selling liq-
uor.Ihate to see one of them coming
into my place. 1know what itmeans
for one of them to get even a smell of
liquor?it's as bad as the tiger's smell of
blood. It arouses their passion for
drink, and they might as welldrink a
gallon as a spoonful. The iirst taste of
whisky starts them on spree which may
last for weeks. Their drunks run from
one day into another. They go to bed
drunk tonight and wake up in the
morning only to start inagain. Asa
rule, such men are only sobered by a
sick spell, after which they hold off as

ilongas they can? sometimes for months
?until they take another start and re-
peat the old performance. They keep
up their drinking until they make up a
case of enlargement of the liver or some-
thing of that sort, and then they have to
go to bed and send for a doctor. The
first thing the doctor generally does to
them is to give them an injection of
morphine to put them to sleep, and
after that they have to go through a
regular course of doctoring to build
them up.''

Graphic Account of the Burning
ofthe Loodiana.

New Yokk, Feb. 88.? The steamship
Egyptian Monarch reached port ,this

sighted on the night of Jan. 18, on her
outward trip, were learned. Itis now
conceded that the burned ship was theLoodiaua, owned in Windsor, N. S.,and"
insured for $40,000 in Quebec. She
sailed from New York on Dee. 21, with
a cargo of petroleum, bound for Lon-
don, and as nothing has been heard of \u25a0

her, the agents were extremely anxious
about her. The story as told by Mr.
Joslin shows, that all on board must

"Iwas on the bridge on the night of
-

Jan. 10, about half-past 12, when 1 sud-
denly saw a floodof light half a point-
on the port bow. Iwatched carefully
for its reappearance/but ina few min-
utes a stream burst forth which served
to reflect the light so that Icould 'see
that there was a fire of some kind in
the distance. 1called Capt. Irvine, and
we could plainly see by the aid of
glasses that there was a ship on fire.
The wind was blowing a gale, and we
headed toward the burning ship. It
was about 1:30 o'clock when we round-
ed the point, the crew manned the boat
and we stood ready to lower it. The
gale was not very heavy. We could
see the vessel burning furiously. From-
the peculiar color of the fire she was
evidently laden with petroleum.

We saw a man sitting on the boom,
with a woman clinging to him. There
were no other persons to be seen. We
shouted to him to hold on, and he an-
swered by a cry for help. The doomed
vessel was a mass of flame and stays
supporting the jib-boom were burned
away and she was rolling.,As we got to
the leeward of her the boom fell into
water, carrying the two people withit,
and they disappeared beneath the
water. We remained near all night and
the next day, but saw not a trace of a
boat nor a single survivor. The cry for
help was inEnglish, and we could see
the faces plainly inspite of the storm.
The description we gave to the agent of
the Loodiana caused him to admit that
the two people must have been Capt.
Boyd and his wife.

BRUTAL COERCION.
Russian Relief Committees Using

Peculiar Methods.
St. .Peteksbuko, Feb. 22.? Strong

complaints continue to be made of the
action of the administrative authorities
in dealing :th the famine. Itis as-
serted that at several places the com-
mittees charged with the distribution of
food take advantage of the utterly help-
less condition of the peasants tocompel
them to give way inmatters* concerning
which they have formerly been in con-
flict with the authorities. With this ob-
ject the poorer people are refused all
help until a promise has been obtained
from them thot they willpay in the fut-
ure tho money for the land purchases,
inregard to which they denied their lia-
bility,and, deprived ;of all. resources,
the peasants see no other, course, open
to them than to undertake tomake these
payments, inorder tosecure a share in
the corn and flour distributed by the re-
lief committee.

The Westnik Evropy, one of the lead-
ing Russian reviews, denounces in in-
dignant terms this abuse of authority,
and mentions that among other places
it has been practiced ina village where
the pievailing distress is aggravated by
the fact that the inhabitants have not
been yet able to pay their damage
;caused by conflagration last year when
most of the cottages, stables and
granaries in the place were destrovecl.
The same review points out that, owing
to their ignorance of the existing state
of things and their inertness, dilatori-
ness and bad management in connec-
tion with the supply of food to the fam-
ine-stricken provinces the authorities
have caused enormous losses to the pub-
lic treasury this year, and that much
money would have beee saved had the
grain been dispatched before the clos-ing of navigation on the rivers and
canals.

MONTT IS PKIKXDLY..
Chili's President Hopes for Eter-

? nal Peace.
New York, Feb. 22.-- Herald's

Valparaiso dispatch says: President
Moutt yesterday held a reception. In
the course of conversation with United
States Counsul McCreery, the president
said that he was extremely glad that
the trouble between the United States
and Chili had been settled. "1 am
hopeful," he added, "that it will be
found practicable to maintain eternal
friendship between the two republics."

The,vessel is crowd-
ed to her fullest capacity, and Messrs.
Blankenburg and Reeves, anrt A.J.
Drexel Jr., of the relief committee, who
are to go to the scene of suffering, will
go by the regular fast passenger steam-
ers from New York.

The scene at the Washington street
wharf just previous to the departure of
the vessel was one well calculated to
linger in the memory of those who wit-
nessed it. Vessel and wharf were
crowded withpeople from all walks of
life. Exercises were conducted on the
vessel and wharf simultaneously.
After singing the Russian national an-
them, addresses were made by several
clergymen and as the strains of the
band were floating out over the river,
the Indiana pulled into the stream and
began her long voyage. Capt. Sargent,
who commands the Indiana, says he
will take the northern route to the
north of Scotland, and ifnot interfered
with by adverse winds and weather, he
hopes to enter the harbor of Libau by
midnight March 9.
