SAVED FOR A TIME.
Two Champions of the Audi-

torium Come Gallantly to
the Rescue,

And the Assembly Goes on
Record as Favoring; the

Original Plan.

Warm Stirring1 Causes Quite
an Odor From an Old Az-

otine Bill.

Change in the Peddlers' Or-
dinance and Other Coun-

cil Routine.

Last Friday the prospects for a public
auditorium looked verydubious indeed.
Both Assemblymen McCafferty and
Oppenheim were out of the city, and
that can be well urged as one of the rea-
sons. They have returned, however,
withtheoue duty of rescuiug the project
and they have burdened themselves
from the tlueatencd destruction. The
enemies of the enterprise seem to be in
a state of general apathy, aud
haobored a sentiment that the market
house site is too valuable for the
purpose. Chairman Van Slyke, of the
joint committee on auditorium, is the
principal mentor of the latter theory,
while Assemblyman Murray is "for-
ninst" the whole thing because, he as-
serts, itis an injustice to taxpayers. He
wants to let the enterprise wait until
private capital is interested.

The auditorium matter was perhaps
the most important measure the assem-
bly had to deal withat the regular ses-
sion last evening. The joint committee
reported that they had decided to
recommend the rejection of all bids, and
the reading of this report brought
Assemblyman McCafferty upon his
feet to make a fight against the course.
He acquiesced, however, when Mr.Op-
penheim explained that the bids now
before the committee are of no practical
value, because they contemplate a tem-
porary structure, and the report was
adopted. Then the following resolu-
tion was introduced by Mr.Oppenheim:

Resolved. That it is the sense of the com-
mon council that the committee on auditori-
um proceed forthwith with the erection of
an auditorium on the market house bite, as
originallyplanned ;

Resolved further. That the corporation at-
torney be instruotcd to push, without delay,
all suits pending against ihe city, seeking lo
impede the buildingof an auditorium on ihe
market house site as originallyplanned.

Mr. Oppenheim, in support of his
measure, declared that it is best to set-
tle the question at once and for ail time.
There had been parleying and gerry-
mandering enougn, and Mr. McCafferty
spoke puugently and fearlessly to the
same end. He was utterly astonished
at the course of the committee on Fri-
day, during his absence, and he could
not understand how ittould have acted
so, and ho regretted his own unavoid-
able absence from the city at that time.
He deprecated the action of the commit-
tee, and Assemblyman Van Slyke
seemed to feel that this was an asper-
sion, and he demanded to know what
the gentleman meant.

"1deprecate the course of the com-
mittee ineverything from beginning to
the end," retorted Mr.McCafferty. He
then recited the declaration of the com-
mittee at the last previous meeting to
the effect that it-is the sense of the com-
mittee that the work be begun at once
on the market house site. There was
but one voteagainst this and the speaker
could not .understand how the commit-
tee of seven" members could consistently
reverse its course on a vote of only two
members. . He would not consent to the
abandonment of the7scheme, for he felt
that the necessity is urgent and that
public sentiment demands it.

Mr. Oppenheim pronounced the Da-
vidson plan a fallacy, and said itis im-
possible to erect an auditorium on the
site, and he cited the fact that the en-
trance willhave to be made through an-
other building 100 feet long. Mr.Van
Slyke wanted to explain why he voted
against the resolution. He asserted
that there is not another man in, the
city more desirous of an auditorium, but
he opposed the plan of taking the mar-
ket house site, because he claims it is
too valuable for such use. His and
Murray's were the only negative votes.

Immediately upon the passage of this
resolution Mr. McCafferty withdrew
from the committee and asKed that Mr.
Oppenheim be restored to his old place.
Itwill be remembered that the latter
resigned a month ago because he was
to be absent from the city for a time
and Mr.McCafferty was appointed to
fillthe vacancy. President Murray re-
fused to listen to any objection to Mr.
McCafferty's request, and when itwaa
suggested that he be added to the com-
mittee Mr.Murray returned:

"No, there are enough on the commit-
tee now."

ANOTHER STRONG SMELL.,

And Again the Azotine Company
;:;Is Behind ItAll. - :
The azotine troubles are aired

-
in \u25a0 the

council regularly these days. Last even-
ing a bill for upwards of?6,000 came up,
and this ..;brought the most poignant
speech from the redoubtable McCafferty.
He characterized itas the worst sort of
a bare-faced steal and a swindle.

No sooner had the clerk read the bill
than Mr.McCafferty was on his feet to
object. He did not believe that the city
owes the Azotine company a single cent,
and he felt that the work pretended to
have been done has .never been done.
He spoke with sarcasm of the fact that
the health commissioner had O. X.'d the
bill,and thereupon the >? fiery assembly-
man asseverated that such a rank piece
of robbery was* never before consum-
mated in St. Paul,' and he then pro-
ceeded -to urgue that the garbage has
not been collected, much less destroyed.
For seven weeks his next door neighbor
has vainly attempted to get his garbage
removed, and Mr. McCafferty insisted
that which is gathered is either dumped
in the river or sold to farmers as fer-
tilizers. He knew that there Is no plant
inSouth St. Paul despite all that has
been said to the coutrary, and he knew,
that the citizens ol that place are about
to take legal steps to prevent the erec-
tion ofa plant there. Mr. McCafferty
pursued at length that the Democratic
administration cannot afford to go on
record as paying such a steal. Itis an
unmitigated outrage, and should be
crushed out of existence.

AllMr.Murray wanted to know was,
has the health commissioner passed
upon the bill? Ifso, he stood ready to
vote.

"He has O. K'dit,"replied Mr. Mc-
Cafferty, "but what Iwant to know is
why have these people not presented
their bill from month to month? Why
have they held itout for five months?
Itis because they didn't dare to send it
before this body."

"The bill was presented," cried Mr.
Murray, "and ithas been laid over from
time totime."

"Butwhy was it laid over?" persisted
Mr.McCafferty. "It? was because itis
a steal ! And they know itis a steal !I
move that itbe referred to the commit-
tee on streets to investigate. This de-
serves the most searching investigation,
and the fraud should be exposed. I
willask foran opinion from the city at-
torney." " '

Mr. Lawier explained that he has fre-
quently been placed in a wrong light.
He has never given an opinion on the
validity of the bill, but he was asked
a while ago concerning the validity ofthe contract held by the Azotine com-
pany, lie said he would be pleased togivea written opinion upon the bill if
referred to him.

Mr.Oppenheim explained that he had
believed the billto be just, and he had
ou;.'j.>oved Sire reason it had not been

paid was that there was no money in
the treasury that could bo appropriated
to the purpose, lie cited the fact that
the health office is responsible for .the
declaration that tho garbage has actu-
ally been destroyed.

"1don't believe it!" cried Mr. Mc-
Cafferty in febrile heat. "Does any
one pretend that the garbage has been
destroyed by the Merz system as tho
contract specifies? 1 don't think any
one will be so foolish as to claim it. Isay this billis a steal! It is a greater
steal than the bill for the collection
Yes, a bigger steal! Now, let us investi-
gate,'' and he insisted upon the refer-ence to the committee on streets and
the city attorney.

Mr. Murray, who championed tho
claim, combated the motion to refer,
and Asssemblyinau McNamee also op-
posed it. The later explained he was
ready to vote againtthe bill,and lie sug-
gested that ifthe Azotine people have aclaim, they can establish it with the
courts. As far as he was concerned he
positively knew that it was not an hon-
est bill. MeCafferty's motion obtained.

PEDDLERS' LICENSES.

Another Change ? Miscellaneous
Business of the Council.

The license ordinance was amended
after a spirited debate, so that peddlers
with push carts shall pay $23 and with
teams $25 a year. Ben Davis, attorney
for the peddlers, made an eloquent ar-
gument before the council.

When the license ordinance was
reached President Murray called Vice
President Van Slyke to the chair, ex-
plaining that he had something to say
upon the subject. He wanted to speak
of the theater licenses, and he ureed
that they should be equalized. . The
upshot was that all theaters are to be
licensed at $100 each..

The corporation attorney reported a
form of an ordinance constituting the
superintendent of police patrol alarm
system an inspector of all the electrical
wires in the city and giving him abso-
lute control of the same, and it was re-
ferred to the committee on streets.

The resolution that came from the
board of aldermen; directing that the
city attorney begin suit in the courts to
collect from the much-mooted Sweeney
contract was referred to the committee
on streets.

Rudolph Fischer, the owner of the
southeast corner of Sixth and Wabasha
streets, asked permission to remove a
frame building, and it was granted.

Privileges.
"Anordinance providing the mode of

granting special privileges," is the sig-
nificant caption ot a bill introduced by
Assemblyman McCafferty at the regu-
lar meeting last evening. The purpose
of this ordinance is to govern suchthings as removal of buildings, the re-
pair, remodeling and erection of frame
buildings, and allother special privi-
leges granted by the city, except insuch
cases 'hat the council otherwise speci-
fically designates the course of pro-
ceed ure.

A resolution refunding S2OO toWilliam
Moore, who runs an intelligence office,
and who recently won a case against
the city in the supreme court, and in
which the court declared the license
ordinance void, was passed.

The committee on ways and means
reported that there is no money in the
treasury from which ?5.0i)0 can be ap-
propriated to the purposes of the
board of immigration as requested by
the chamber of commerce, and the re-
port was adopted.

The engineer reported plans and
specifications for ihe reported bridge on
Grove street at the intersection of
Eighth street, across the Trout Brook
valley to Seventh street, and along the
line of Burr street, from Woodward ave-
nue to Grove street, and itwas referred
to the committee on streets.

Nels J.Ness asked extra compensation
for the change in McArthur Bros.'
contract for building the Robert street
bridge, a change from rubble to bridge
masonry.' The matter was referred to
the committee on streets ana the city
engineer.

The cityattorney was requested to se-cure the removal of all obstructions on
Spring street. 0\ IUWMIIff,, The corporation attorney was directed
to report all the claims brought against
the city on account of alleged damages
sustained by reason of defective side-
walks.

The ordinance granting Kiugsland
Smith the right to occupy a site on the
West side levee, near Wabasha streetbridge, for a roller flour mill, was
passed. <?

The resolution passed by the board of
aldermen regarding the work in open-
ing of Lake. Coruo and Phalen ave-
nue, from Mainline to Snelling ave-nue was concurred in.

A resolution was adopted vacating a
portion of the alleys and streets inWest
Crocus Hill B. against which Mr.Kel-
ioirg et al. lodge no objection.

Mrs. Elizabeth Brimley's claim for
$1,035 for alleged injuries, sustained on
account of a defective sidewalk, was re-
ferred to the corporation attorney and
the committee on claims.

BRILL WILL RESIGN,
And the Ramsey County

Bench Will Lose a Bright
Ornament.

Failing Health Given as the
Cause for the Regretta-

able Step.

Several Very Important Cases
.Ruled Upon by the Su-

preme Court.

The Roaring" Building: In-
spector Farce Closes Its

First Act.

Itlias been hinted occasionally during
the past two years that Hon. llascal K.
Brillwould follow the example of Judee
Wilkin by retiring from the district
court bench. Since the retirement of
the latter after a judicial career of more
than a quarter of a century. Judge Brill,
with his seventeen years' experience
on the bench, has been at the head
of the district bench in time of
service. He is also regarded as the
ablest judicial officer ou the local bench,
if not in the state. The work on the
Ramsey county bench is so exacting
that all of the six judges feel the wear
and tear of the position. More than one
of the judges has felt his strength and
health severely taxed by the duties of
the bench. About two years ago Judge
Brill found his health so much impaired
that he thought ithis conscientious duty
to resign, but regaining much of his
vigor the intention was recon-
sidered. Of late his health has
been somewhat impaired by close ap-
plication, and he thought seriously of
withdrawing iroin active work. In
view, however, of the fact that his term
ends at the close ofthe year, Judge-Brill
has been induced to defer his contem-
plated resignation. The members of
the bar would much regret to lose so
able a judge, and universally hope he
may remain on the benclffor many
years hence. It is truo that the
same fidelity and ability displayed
on the bench would bring him greater
remuneration as a practitioner. He
would rank high as counsel either in
general practice or as adviser of a large
corporation. Those who know him best
say that Judge Brill would not shrink
from duty on the grounds ot personal
gain, but his retirement would be solely
on the theory that he felt that to do his
fullduty as a judge would seriously In-
terfere withhis health.

A slight vari-
ance in the description ot the quantity of the
mortgaged premises between ihat contained
in the notice of foreclosure by advertisement
and ihat In the mortgage hekl not fatal to the
validity of the foreclosure in the absence of
any evidence ofactual prejudice.

Over a Contract.
D.F.Gibbons, respondent, vs.Ole O. Bente.appellant. Order reversed. Collins, J.

Where a contraci is executory one party
has the power to stop performance on the
other side by an explicit direction to that
effect, subjecting himself to such damages as
will compensate the other party forbeing
stopped in the performance of his part, at
that stage in the execution of the compact.
The party tnus forbidden to proceed cannot
afterwards go on, complete the contract and
recover the contract price as such, his only
remedy being for damages for breach ofcon-
tract.

A Co-PartnerMbip.
John \V. Bhackelton. respondent, vs. George

N. Kneisley, appellant. Order affirmed.
Collins, J.

The complaint in this action, which was
brougnt to compel an accounting and to
wind up aud settle theaffairs ot a co-partner-
ship, is not open to the objection that the
district court was without jurisdiction of the
subject thereof, or that several causes of
action have teen improperly unitod. or that
said complaint failed to state lacts sufficient
to constitute a cause of action.
