STATESMEN SCARCE.

The Senate Does Little Business
and the House None.

Washington, Feb. 23.? Senators
were not very punctual ivtheir attend-
ance today, for not one-fourth of their
whole number were present when the
morning prayer was offered and the
journal of last Friday read. Among
the papers presented and referred wasa memorial adopted at a convention of
miners and farmers held in San Fran-
cisco, June 21 last, on the subject of
hydraulic mining, asking an appropria-
tion for the erection of dams and other
restraining works to Drevent debris
from interrupting navigable rivers.
Mr. Fen ton, in presenting it, made a
lew remarks insupport of the memorial,
which was referred to the commute on
commerce. Mr. Sherman offered a res-olution, which was agreed to, calling on
the secretary of agriculture for the re-
port of the special agent of the agricult-
ural department on the experiments in
the Droduction of rain. The resolution
heretofore offered by Mr. Platt tor an
investigation by the committee on ter-
ritories into the resources and other con-
ditions, laws, etc., of Alaska, was taken"
from the calendar and agreed to. :

The calendar was then taken up and
bills were disposed of as follows: Ap-
propriating $100,000 for a public meeting
at Bismarck, N. D., passed. To fixthe
compensation of keepers and crews of
life-saving stations, passed. .

question appears to be in statu quo
peudirur the return of Speaker Crisp
and the Chicago excursionists. So far
as can be learned, Mr. Holman, of In-
diana, the caucus chairman, has not yet
determined upon the date on which the
caucus requested by Mr. Hatter and
his associates shall be held. Itis not
believed that this caucus willmark any
considerable advance towards a definite
agreement It is not. thought that
either the silver or anti-silver men will
be bound by any conclusion reached in
caucus as to the silver question that
may be objectionable to them, so It is
probable that the caucus willbe no
more, than a conference for the ex-
change of opinions.

it is probable that the Democratic
members of the rules committee may
meet prior to the caucus and talk over
the situation. The silver men believe
that an order will be made giving the
Bland bill a day for consideration.

Barter's Circular.
Hon. M.I).Harter (Dem.), of Ohio,

did a good service to the country when
.he sent to Grand Army posts his circu-
lar of warning about .the evil results
that would follow the enactment of a
free silver law, and Mr. Bland indicated
the force of Mr. Harter's argument
when he violently assailed him for what
Mr.Bland was pleased to call "bulldoz-
ing," although the intimation was but
the convincing power or good reason-
ing. But Mr. Harter did a great serv-ice, itappears, in making his speech in
reply, in which he declared that a free
silver bill would not onlynot furnish a
dollar more money to the circulation of
the country, but would promptly, vis-
ibly,distinctly, radically, dangerously,
ruinously contract currency of the
country the morning after the presi-
dent of the United States had set his
name to the bill.

He followed this by saving that "thegentleman (Mr.Bland) talks about his
Democracy, but he advocates a policy
here which, if adopted by this house,
would be equivalent to securing the
election of Benjamin Harrison as presi-
dent of the United States for a secondterm, through the action of the. Demo-
cratic members of the house, under the
leadership of the gentleman from Mis-
souri." This sort of talk is having the
effect of stiffening up these Democrats
who have been wavering between in-
clination and fear. If there has been
any "bulldozing" indulged in, itwillbe
scarcely necessary to bring witnesses topro, that the silver men have made

of what they woulddo if a free silver
bill was not passed. There is not much
doubt that if Mr. Mills had chosen to
keep quiet upon the silver question, or
ifhe had asserted that he would make a
silver committee that would report a
free coinage bill, he would have had-
many more free silver supporters. He
had Mr.Bland, it ought to be said, but
he showed his leadership when he was
able to convince Mr.Bland to follow
him and to vote for him for speaker,
when he was really aware of the pur-
pose of Mr. Mills to make the silver
question a subordinate one in case he
was made speaker of the house.

.Representative Lind (Rep.), of Min-
nesota, says: "The passage of a free
coinage act would not increase the vol-ume ofmoney in the country. We are
now utilizing all the silver we produce
as a basis for legal tenders. Our per
capita of circulation is daily increasing
under the operation of the law passed
by the last congress, and in a manner
that involves no possible risk. For
these reasons Iwill not vote for free
coinage at this time, although 1believe
that is the only way to ultimately ob-
tain true bi-raetalisin unless it can be
effected/ by international agreement."
Mr.Lind has been regarded as being
favorable to free coinage.

The three Democratic representatives
from Minnesota are more emphatic in
their opposition. Mr.-Halvorsen, the
Alliance member, stands by the Ocala
platform, but he is not fully satisfied
that free coinage would cure all the ills
in the nation, and made up his mind to
vote against the bill. He would not
greatly displease his constituents by
taking such a hand. Representative
Castle (Dem.), of. Minnesota, declared
that free coinage men are few and far
between- in Minnesota. Halvorsen'sdistrict, under the new apportionment,
is made almost for the .Republican
party, and he may see that it would be a
good stroke tor him to repudiate the
Bland bill.

BANKS AND VOTERS.

Congressional Committees Take
Action on Proposed Bills.

Washington, Feb. 23.? T113 senate
committee on finance today ordered an
adverse report to be made upon Sen-
ator Coke's bill to amend the laws in re-
gard to the national banking associ-
ations. Only three members ot the
committee, Messrs. Vance. Harris and
Voorhees. were favorably inclined to-
ward the bill. Itwill. be placed. upon
the calendar in order toallow Senator
Coke to make a speech upon the mat-
ter. The measure proposed towipe out
the national bank circulation, replacing
it with treasury notes, and also permits
the banks to lend out money upon real
estate security, the interest not to ex-
ceed S per cent in any case, and in the
absence of stipulation to be fixed at 6
per cent. There was some discussion
inan informal way on the subjectof the
taxation of state bank circulation, but
noaction was taken; and, at the request
of Seuator Voorhees, the subject went
over for future consideration.

The naturalization bill was today
finallyacted upon by the house judici-
ary committee, and Mr. Oates, of Ala-
bama, who has in the last two con-
gresses urged the adoption of a measure
to make changes which it is generally
admitted need to be made in the existing
law, will

report the measure to the
