TOM KINNARD DEAD.

The Old Pugilist Dies a Rav-
ing Maniac at Ashland
Jail.

He Dies Talking About His
Prowess -- Some of His
Contests.

Hy L. Hach Takes a Look at
the St. Paul Ball Situ-
ation,

The Kimmick-Peckham Match
Proves Unsatisfactory--
Other Sporting.

Special to the Globe.

AsHLAND, Wis,, Feb. 26.—Thomas
Kinnard, the prominent fpugilist, was
brought from Hurley this morning to
the county jail on a thirty days’sen-
tence. He walked up stairs to his cell,
and was placed in with other men. He
shortly began to rave so furiously that
the prisoners locked themselves in their
cells in terror. He died about 9 o’clock.
Whisky did 1it. Several parrowly
escaped with their lives. He became
wild. Kinnard was fierce looking, but
looks even fiercer in death, A pullet
some time struck him in the nose. A
big scar from the top of his head around
Lis throat shows where a knife gashed
him in a saloon row. He was also shot
in the head with a shotgun a few years
ago. The knuekles on both of his hands
are driven in trom the result of many
fistic encounters.

Clippings from the Miiwaukee, Chi-
cago and Michigan papers show that
the *“‘eyvelone’” was called the champion
of Michigan. Kinnard fought a seven-
teen-round draw with Joe Sheehy, and
was knoeked out by Jim Fell at Grand
Rapids. He gave Mike Queenan, the
Chicago stockyards champion. a terrific
thumping, and fought Capt. James Dal-
ton twice, once in Milwaukee. He
whipped Dalton Dboth times, but
police interference caused a draw
to be announced. lle defied the
Ithica Jiant. Jack Fogarty, of Pitts-
burz, and Tom O'Donnell, of Grand
Rapids, Ed Carey. of Michigan, and oth-
ers were some of his opponents. At
South Bend he challenged Joe Sullivan

to fight with two-ounc: gloves, and
fought a battle in Laporte, Ind. The

death scene of the old prize fighter was
very tragic. He wept and called for his
mother, and said, raving: *Nothing can
w_h&p me,” when he keeled over and
died.

LOOKS THE GROUND OVER.

Hy Hach Surveys the St. Panl Sit-
uartion.

Henry L. Hach, owner of the Minne-
apolis base ball franchise, was in St.
Paul yesterday endeavoring to interest
two or three business men in the work
of securing the franchise and team for
this city, He said that not more than
£2,500 would be required, aud he desires
to raise this among as few men as
possible, as he Dbelieves that 1n
that way the club will be a
greater success than it would be if a
large number subscribed small amounts
of stock. lu_ case his idea is not possi-
ble of consummation, however, he will
try the stock subseription plan. The
same letter which brought to Mr. Hach
the news that he had secured the Min-
neapolis franchise authorized him to go
to work in St. Paul. The language of
the letter was: “It rests with you to
put a team into St. Paul. Mr Hach
says, in case the effort to place a team

here fails, that either Duluth or
Sioux City will fill the league.
As to grounds, Mr. Hach =says

that no grounds can be secured exeept
the West side park. There are other
desirable tracts, but they cannot be se-
cured. He says that the West side park
is nearer the business center than the
park of any other city in the league
except Minneapolis, and thinks that if
the right men get hold of the club there
will be no difficulty in makisg-such ar-
rangements with the street railway
company as will give the people the
best of facilities for reaching the
grounds. *“It is a mistake to sup-
pose,” said bhe, “that 1 will have
anything to do with the team
after the association is organized. That
will rest entirely with the men who put
their money in. ‘They will seleet their
own manager,and I think [know where
they can get a good one. 1 find the
local situation much as it was in Minne-
apolis when I took hold there, but as it
will require a very small amount of
money to carry the club along, I antici-
pate no trouble in effecting an organi-
zation. Ishall be over every day until
arrangements are completed.”

A “PUT-UP” FIGHT.

Kimmick Easily Disposes of Hite
Peckham.

SAN Fraxcisco, Feb. 26.—The much
talked-of welterweight fight between
Charlie Kimmick, of Minneapolis,
sand Hite Peckham, of Bradford,
Pa., drew a large crowd to
the quarters of the Pacific eclub
at the New Wigwam tonight. It had
been announced the winner would be
matched against the winner of the
Ryan-Needham countest for the welter-
weight championship of Ameriea, and a
long hist of victories of each man added
furthered the interest to the event
tonight. The men were matched at 13414
pounds, with a limit of two pounds
additional, but it is understood they
weizhed in at 145 each. Betting shortly
before the fight was at 20 to 14, with
Kiminick the favorite. Peckham was
whipped in the third. Martin Murphy,
Billy Smith, of Australia, and Dick
Graham seconded Kimmick. ‘Lim Me-
Grath, Billy Smith, of Boston, and
George Lavig seconded Peckham. The
purse was $1,500. When time was called
for the first round some slight sparring
was followod by Peckham dropping on
his hands a couple of times uear the
ropes in evading Kimmieck’s right.

In the second round Peckham landed
both hands on Kimmick’s head, who
stooped with hands down. Peckham
hugged the ropes, but made a num ber
of left leads for Kimmick’s chest. Kim-
mick scored a left in the wind and on
Peckham’s jaw, Peckham slipping. In
the third Kimmick dropped Peckham
with a left in the wind and then threw
him in a clinch. Peckhamn made some
wild leads and suddenly ecaught a left
on the jaw that dropped him. He lay
nine seconds. He rose and Kimmick
again drove his left on his jaw and the
Bradford man agamn went down and
staid until counted out. He was dragged
to a chair by his seconds amid the hoot-
ing of the entire audience. President
Dougherty took the stage and an-
nounced that the elub was salisfied that
the fight had been *“put up.” Referee
Sullivan’s announcement that he
declared the fight no contest was greet-
ed with cheers.

Drs. O’Donnelt and Taylor. upon the
request of President Douherty, made
an examination of Peckham while the
crowd waited. They reported Peck-
ham in perfect condition, and an-
nounced to the elub they had no hesita-
tion in saying the ht was faked on
the !atter’s part. immick was seen
in a dressingP room, and said he
would meet Peckham for anything
the elub would give. He expressed him-
self as discussed with the outcome of
this match in San Francisco, and
claimed this was the second time he had
been “jobbed out of a fight.”” Kimmick
was previously matched to meet Mec-
Cann at the California elub, but the
‘match was declared cCann being
much over weight. President Dougherty
stated in an interview that he would
not give either man another match nor
anything of the purse.
