ROMANCE IN ST, PAUL,

A German Singing Girl Re-
lates a Most Remarkable
Experience.

She Was Affianced to Count
Von Blucher, Son of a Ger-
man Prince,

Whose Sad Fate Recently
Rang Throughout the Civ-
ilized World.

A Marvelous Tale, Ending on
the Stage of the St. Paul
Casino.

Teresina Koska’s lithe figure, straight
as an arrow, a pale butinteresting face,
with flashing black eyes, has been seen
for a week past singing at the Casino on
Seventh street. But few who have seen
her are aware that she is now traveling
through America as the result of a
father’s cruel pride, a love which could
not be consummated, owing to royal
blood, and which, through her good
judgment. was not fulfilled, as she
would not drag to misery and call down
the curses of a stern father on his
youngest son, although she was repeat-
edly entreated by him on bended knee,
and with all the blandishments
and arguments he was capable
of. This young man was Count
Ferdinand von Blucher, youngest son
of Prince von Blucher, of the Castle
Krieblowitz, Post Cauth Schlesein, Ger-
many, and the lady above referred to
was his sweetheart and only love,
and she confesses that,though he is now
dead and he had taken another woman
as his wife, Count Ferdinand was the
only love she ever had, and probably
ever will have. While making this
statement her eyes were slightly dimmed
with tears, but reference being made to
the young count’s father, those black
eyes became stern, and flashed with a
fire that bodes no zood to Prince von
Biucher, the fresh tear drops still lin-
gering on her bright eheeks, giving her
tie appearance of

An Angel of Justice,

With clinched hands and a stamp of
her foot she swore veugeance to the old
count, and characterized him as one of
the most cruel of fathers, stating that
at his own home he was known as the
man with a black heart, for proof of
which she pointed to the fact of his re-
fusal to send sufficient funds to defray
the expenses of bringing the body of
his son to Berlin and placing it in the
family vault. Then, softening some-
what, she showed a handsome wateh,
attached to which was an amulet con-
taining a miniature portrait of young
Count Frederick, and, as she gazed
fondly at it, she stated that she
believed the father would not
bave becn so cruel had  she
become the wife of Ferdinand instead
of Alma Loeb, and that his unforgiving
soui was doubly steeled and embittered
against his youngest boy because he
had dragged the proud and ancient
historic name of Blucher down to the
dust by marrying a Jewess, against
which race the elder Bincher held au
undymg hatred.

In conversation with a GLOBE repor-
ter Miss Teresina stated that all pub-
lished accounts about Count Ferdinand
were erroneous, and in a neat German
diaiect she gave the true history of this
unfortunate young nobleman’s career,

which is quite romantie, and at the same
time related a strange story of her mis-
sion to America.

Teresina’s Story.

Count Ferdinand von Blucher, when
about eighteen years of age, was trying
to pass an examination at Kiel on the
war vessel Elizabeth to enter the Ger-
man marine corps. This examination
did not passoff satisfactorily, and at the
are of nineteen years he came to Berlin
and fell in love with Miss Teresina
Koska, a young lady living in Berlin,
but who was born on the borders of
Poland. Here he passed a satisfactory
examination for the army and entered
the Second guards of Olan along with
his friend, Count George von Wedel.
After leaving Berlin he kept up
a correspondence with the young lady,
and the attachment was reciprocated.
After entering the guards, Count Fer-
dinard, accompanied by Count George
von Wedel, went to the German baths,
where he became addicted to card play-
ing, and was reported to have suffered
some heavy losses. Miss Teresina, upon
learning these facts, wrote 1o him and
begged him not to play any more, for
the love he bore her if for no other rea-
son. He replied that it was for her
sake he was playing, addressing all his
letters to her as **Meine Thea,”” which
translated means “My Goddess.” He
said that his object in playing was
that he wanted to become a rich man,
marry her and come to America, where
he could live happily with her in spite
of his cruel tather’s strenuous objee-
tions. She answered back that she could
not give her consent to this, knowing
that the prince, his father, would not
give his consent, and that i1t might re-
sult in everiasting unhappiness to both
of them. About this time the unfortu-
nate young man lost 70,000 marks, and
failure to pay this debt meant
Dishonor and Disgrace.

As in Germany, a debt of this kind is
cousidered a debt of honor that must be
paid, and as gambling is notallowed in
the army, it also meant dismissal from
the service. He appealed to his father,
but was wmet with an unqualified re-
fusal. His eldest brother. upon learn-
ing the circumstances, offered to pay
the money, but it arrived too late, as the
story had leaked out among the army
ofticers and young Count Ferdinand
von Blucher stood disgraced and merely
awaited the arrival of the discharge
papers from headquarters. About this
wime, while out riding one day,
he fell from his horse and
broke his leg. He was sent
to the Kking’s clenical hospital, and
while there he was visited by his step-
mother, Prince von Blucher having
married a second time, the issue of
which is a young son upon whom the
old prince is now lavishing .all the en-
dearments which he so ruthlessly de-
nied young Ferainand. While lying in
the king’s hospital the young count
formed the acquaintance of an Ameri-
can named Landau, of Texas, who
claimed to own a large cattle ranch
there, and asked the young count to ac-
company him to America when he had
sufficiently recovered from the accident.
When nearly well Ferdinand received
his dischrrge papers and immediately

Applied to His Father

for money to leave the country. His
father fumed and raged at the disgrace
his son had brought upon the noble
family, and ended by giving him pass-
age money and 400 marks, telling him
he hoped he would never see his face
again, and that herding cattle tor the
balance ot his life would be a just pun-
ishment for the dishonor he had
wrought. Miss Teresina Koska was at
this time managing alarge court restau-
rant, whose patrons were composed
entirely of those who move in circles
surrounding the king. Her father had
been unfortunate, and she adopted this
means of support for herself, mother
and younger sisters. The old prince had
visited this restaurant on numerous oc-
casions, and was well aware of the love
engagement that existed between his
son and [reresina, but would not give
his consent to their marriage, owing to
Inck of royal blood iu the veins of
the voung lady. As soon as the

stormy scens Dbetween father and

son had ended Count Ferdinand called
upon his Thea, and passionately en-
treated her to leave for America as his
wife with him. 7This she refused to do,
knowing full well that the father would
never become reconciled once they were
wedded, and she hoped that in time he
would overcome his prejudices and
give his consent. She used this arzu-
ment with the young count, and, both
pledging their love to one another, he
sailed for America on Jan. 28, 1890, ac-
companied by Mr. Landau, to

whose ranch in Browsville, Tex-
as, they were bound. After
being in Texas several months

he wrote to her to come to him but she
refused, and he repeatedly wrote her
letters telling that he was engagad in
the cattle business and making consid-
erable money, to all of which she paid
no attention. On the afternoon of April
3, 1891, as Miss Koska was standing in
the Court restaurant the door suddenly
openea and thers before her stood
her lover Count Ferdinand von
Blucher. After the first aston-
ishment was over and in answer
to uestions he replied that he
had *come back to see his father, and
plead with hum for forgiveness and it
possible obtain consent to their mar-
riage. But the father was unforgiving,
and Miss Koska told the young count
that she knew it would do no good, and
that while she loved him she knew that
marriage would only plunge them both
into misery. She had many friends
among her patrons, all of whom were
high officials surrounding the king, and
they were all unanimous in

Denouncing the Actions

of the old Prince to his son, sayving he
must indeed have a black heart who
could so cruelly treat his own child after
he had been so unfortunate.

At all times, when speaking of the
old prince, Miss Koska’s eyes would
snap, and with clenched teeth she
would hiss her hatred for him, stating
when she went back to Berlin she be-
lieved she could wurder him if he came
across her path and referred in any way
to the past, especially atter the shame-
ful treatment he had accorded the re-
mains. But now comes the strange
part of the story as relates to Miss
Koska personally. At about this time
in conversation with her patrons one
day, she was asked if she woutd like to
g0 to America. She replied that she
saw no reason why she would want to
go to America, as she was doing very
well in Berlin, and would not want to
leave her mother or sisters. After con-
siderable bantering and talk back and
forth, the whole question resolved
itself into a bet between herself and
patrons. A large sum of money, con-
sisting of many thousand marks was
put up that she did not have the cour-
age, single-handed and alone, with only
her trunk and passage money. to go to
America and make her own way for the
period of one year. The money was put
in good hands, she took two days’ time
for consideration, and then accepted ihe
proposition, Her mother and sisters
tried to persuade her, asking ber what
she intended to do upon arrivingin
America, but it was of no avail, and she
answered that she

having had considerable amateur ex-
perience as a young girl. On April 24,
just three weeks after Count Ferdinand
came back to Berlinn, she sailed for
New York, arriving there about the
middle of May, She immediately ac-
cepted an engagement to sing in Ger-
man at Zipp’s Casino, and while there
one evening a card was sent to her from
the audience, which, upon inspection,
presented the name of Count Ferdinand
von Blucher, and a request for
an interview after the performance.

This was granted, and he begged of
her to coma to San Antonio, Tex., with
him, where he ciaimed he was engaged
in the cattle industry. She refused and
told him that she would never consent
to marry him while his father was liv-
ing, or so long as he withheld his bless-
ing. He then upbraided her for hav-
ing taken the step she did. and told
her it would bé impossible for her to
go through the United States without
harm coming to her, especially as she

tlizidtnot speak the English langzuage.
u

She Was Determined

and would not be turned from her
course, but in turn entreated him to
adopt some vocation- for a few years,
similar as she had done. and perhaps
by that time their combined influence
might bring Prince von Blucher to look
more kindly on their suit., The young
count was very disconsolate, and finally
left for San Antonio 1n a very moody
frame of mind. Miss Teresina says the
next time she saw him sbe met him on
the streets of New York, where he told
her he was married to Miss Alma Loeb,
of Milwaukee. Although it was consid-
erable of a shock to her, she ecalmly
wished him all happiness in the world,
and hoped he would in the future be-
come reconciled to his father. DBut
Count Ferdinand was far from happy.
He told Terlsina it was her fault, and
that her refusal to accept him had
driven him to this marriage, but that all
would yet be well if she would counsent
to go with him, he agreeing to secure
an immediate divorce. This she abso-
lutely refused, as that would make an
already serions matter far worse and
bring misery to her for the balance ot
her lifetime. Count Ferdinand entraat-
ed her
With Tears in His Eyes

to change her resolution, but she bid
him a kind farewell and, with wishes
for happiness in his wedded life. they
parted. After this he tried again to see
her at the Atlantia Gardens, but she
would not permit it, answering him in a
note that she had refrained from marry-
ing him in the first place simple because
she did not want him to become a sacri-
fice to his cruel father’s wrath, and that
in so doing she thought she had best
expressed the great love which she bore
him, and she realized they never could
be happy as long as theyv did not have
a father’s blessing. 'This was the
last time she saw or heard from
him, leaving New York mainly to
get away from him and leave hima
chance to live happy with his newly
wedded wife. Sne came West, filling
engagements in several cities, finally
coming to St. Paul. When she heard of
his death on Feb. 13, she was deeply
erieved and pained, all the old love for
the young count coming back to her
with added force on account of his sad
ending, and if she had been in New
York at the time, although
he had deceived her, she would have
taken charge of the remains.

In speaking of Count Ferdinand’s mar-'

riage to Alma Loeb, she swears that he
never loved her and that he was en-
snared into making the alliance by her
and her mother’s wiles, and that he also
did it as a matter of spite to his father.
who he knew hated that race with an
undying hatred- She siid she knew
that Alma Loeb merely wainted the an-
cient name of Von Blucher,and trapped
the young man while his mind w&s in
an unsettled consettled condition.
