By
all lints vieu ie t,!imj,Ke amounted toWr
C74 (ons. nirainst 04,013 tons for the pre-
ceclintr week and 70.531 tons for the
corresponding week last year. Charees
have been heard for several days that
one or more of the lines are cuttinir the
rate on wheat and flour from Chicago to
the seaboard, and the Wabash road has
been frequently mentioned in connec-
tion with these rumors.

But there seems to l;e no reason for
suspecting tlie Wabash, as that road
carried but 126 tons of wheat and 1.765
tons of Hour last week, falling so far
behind seme of its rompetitors as to
leave no room for suspicion that it is
making concessions to shippers. The
Michigan Central and the Lake Shore
led nil other roads in the quantity of
grain carried.
Itisexpected that the increase in last

week's toriiHKe will be followed by a
decrease next week, as it is reported
that 11io country roads in Illinois, lowa
and tlie eastern part of Nebraska have
been rendered practically impassable
by tin- recent rains. Besides, there is
no doubt that a very larire proportion of
the until)is slill K?'?fl by way of
St. 1 Bill and the Soo line, which is ac-
counted for l>y the fact that the Soo, be-
fore withdrawing iis live-cent cut in
trrain rates, had contracted to carry all
the pram in sight at the reduced figure.

Shipments of flour, grain and pro-
visions from Chicago to the seaboard by
the lines in the Central Traffic associa-
tion last week amounted to 57,393 tons*
atramst 58.666 for the preceding week, a
decrease of 1,273 tons, and against 41,8!57
for the corresponding week last year,
an increase of 15,606 tons. The Vander-
bilt lines carried SO per cent of the
traffic, the Pennsylvania lines 1!) per
cent, the Chicago" & Grand Trunk 15
per cent and the Baltimore &Ohio D per
cent.

CARPK.NTKR NAMED.

The Duluth it Iron Range Man
Succeeds Saul.

Chicago, Feb. 29.? M. J. Carpenter,
president of the Duluth &Iron Range
railroad, lit-s been chosen to succeed
George W. Saul as president of the Chi-
cago & Eastern Illinois. This is the
result of a protracted meeting of the
board of directors of the latter com-
pany, held here this afternoon for the
sole purpose of tilling the vacancy
caused by Mr. Saul's resignation. A
number of names were canvassed be-
fore it was decided to put Mr. Carpen-
ter in the place, but his election was
finally unanimous. The office willbe
turned over to him at once, although it
is understood that he will continue for
the present to act as president of the
Duluth ?fc Iron Range, which road, like
the Eastern Illinois,is controlled by 11.
U. Porter.

PAR-REACHING DECISION.

Congress Cannot Make l>a\vs to
Govern Adjacent Countries.

Bpktngfield, 111, Feb. 29.? Judge
Allen, of the United States district
court, today sustained the demurrer to
the indictments against Milton Knight,
of St. Louis, general freight agent of
the Wabash railway, and J.M.B.Kehlor,
of. St. Louis, cioing business under the
firm name of Kehlor Bros., for violation
of the interstate commerce act by cut-
ting rates on shipments of flour "from
East St. Louis to Montreal, Canada.
The court held that congress had no
power to make any laws regulating
rates between points in the United
States and points in foreign countries.
The decision is a very important one
and farreaching. covering as itdoes ths
commerce between the United States
and adjacent countries. This decision
ends the matter as far as Knight and
Kehlor are concerned, the indictment
be ng quashed by this decision.

STEAMSHIP TICKETS.

A Case of Rate Cutting That Can-
not Be Reached.

CiitcAGo, Feb. 29.? Chairman Smith,
of the Trans-Missouri association, has
just decided a case in which the Union
Pacific agent at Trinidad, Col., was
charged with ticketing a party of Ital-
ians to Turin. Italy, via New York and
the French line of steamers, at a cut
rate of $8 per passenger below the reg-
ular tariff. The chairman decides that
there is no provision in the association
agreement under which such a case can
be reached.

Steamship tickets, he declares, are
sold by ttie agents of all roads in his
territory on a commission, as well as by
brokers* and other people. They conse-
quently remit a part or all of their com-
mission to tiie passengers' benefit in
order to secure a party, thus making it
appear that the rate has been reduced.
No good results, he thinks, would be se-
cured by requiring the railroad agents
to refrain from discounting their cotn-

niissioius.
