James G. Blaine Jr. has furnished the
Associated Press an open letter in re-
ply to the “‘personal statement’” made
by James G. Blaine Sr. through the
same channel last Sunday regarding the
relations between Mr. Blaine Jg. and
his wife, who was recently granted a
divorce. The letter by Mrs. Blaine Jr.
is in full as follows:

Sioux Falls, S. D., March 1.—My Dear Sir:
You have furnished the public with a re-
markable proiuction under the caption of
*A Personal Statement.,” 1 consider it my
dutyat this time to address you with that de-
gree of dignity which your position as a pub-
lic man entitles you to. I acknowledge your
well earned, richly deserved fame as a
diplomat, and appreciate the weight which
your uterances possess as fully asdo1ap-
preciate my own weakness and my total ina-
bility to cope with you in a personslen-
counter; but I shall expect from you
that considerate and honorable treatment
which I am sure your keen seuse of
equity and fairness will dictate. The pow-
erful man of a great nation will surely ac-
cord to & weak and defenseless woman her
full meed of justice. You surely can ill
afford to withhold it. T wish it distinectly
understood by you that I am not asking
sympathy. I respectfully demand justice.
Itisin your power to grant this simple re-
quest. It remains to be seen if you will do
it. I will aid you by a suggestion. Have the
kindness to publish in connection with your
etatement the full text of the letters you
bave quoted from. . Do not, like a
ehrewd and unprincipled person, select
only such pages as may be needed
0 make oat a case, but give the
entire contents to the publie, that I may be
judged righteously. You have the documents
surely, else you could not quote from them.
I will give you a sufficient time in which to
conform to my reasonable demand, say ten
days. If atthe end of that time you fail to
respond, I shall deem it my duty to give in
eubstance their contents and corroborate my
statement by publishing lettersfrom your son
both prior and fubsequent to our marriage.
You know full well that your charges
egainst me regarding the marriage are un-
founded. I give you ample opportunity to
retract. You have two alternatives, the one
suggested or silence. Your consideration
for your grandson will surely induce you
to decide in favor of the first.. This
is not a proposed diplomatic engage-
ment on my part, tor your success in dealing
with powertul nations is too well known for
me to meet you on any other ground than as
the mother of vour grandson. I take it that
your statement was prompted chiefly by the
remarks af Judge Thomas in rendering his
decision which gaye me my treedom. I have
no defense to offer in his behalf. I simply
declare, now that you have arraigned me by
tne use of fragmentary quotations from my
loye letters to your son, that you be fair
enough to publish the originalsin full. I
will then prove to the world that your son
was far from & weakling, and that you, his
proud father, well knew it long before he
married me.

MRS. BLAINE DEFENDED.

A Man Who Knows Much in Her
Favor.

P1TTsBURG, Pa., March 1.—The di-
vorced wife of James G. Blaine Jr. is
closely related to the wife of Dr. C. S.
Scott, of Pittsburg, and the doctor is
one of her staunch defenders. He said
vesterday concerning the letter from
Seeretary Biaine: /*‘I think the whole
explanation is only a Blaine scheme
sprung for the purpose of making a
biero of young Jim at the expense of his
greatly wronged wife. I haye knowledge
of facts which, if made pablie, would
successfully refute nearly cverf state-
ment made by old man Rlaine.

His detense of his wife
and son was natural and filial.
I admire him  for his de-
fense. of his wife. Doubtless,
from his standpoint, he believes she
was right, and may.be she was; but, as
1 said before, my remarks concernin
her were justified by the undispute
testimony in the case. 1 have nothm’g
to say in regard to Father Ducey’s
statement except that I have for Mr,
Blaine the deepest sympathy in the sad
affiiction brought about by the ill-ad-
vised marriage and unpleasant notori-
ety. 1am beartilysick of the notoriety,
and believe the matter should now be
dropped for the. interest of all cou-
cerned.”

Proposed New School to Be Opened

SALE OF SAPPHIRES.

No Hitch in the Deal and No
Chance of Failure.

HELENA, Mont., March 1.—The Inde-
pendent says: **The report sent out
from Butte under a Helena date to the
effect that the sale of the sapphire
grounds near Helena to an English syn-
dicate had miscarried is without a par-
ticle of truth. Cullen & Shelton, the at-
torneys in whose hands the English in-
terests have been placed, say they have
not received advices not to pay over the
monéy to the original owners. Presi-
dent L. A. Hershfield, of the Merchants’
National bank,whois the financial agent
in the deal, says the story is a
faisehood from beginning toend. A.

EAR MARKS OF A FAKE.

Alleged Disreputable Deal in Can-
adian Politics.
WixNiPEG, Man., March 1.—The
organ of tke Manitoba government
here last night published a startling
statement to the effect that a bargain
has been made between the Roman

Catholie chureh and the Conservative,
‘government at Ottawa, by which the

church has pledged itself to give the
Conservatives the entire Catholie vote.
One condition of the arrangement is
that Abbott, the present Dominion
premier, is to retire in the near future
and be succeeded by Sir John Thomp-
son, who is a Roman Catholic. Another
condition is that, in the event of the
privy council of England declaring the
act recently passed by the Manitoba
government abolishing Catholic schools
to be valid and constitutional, the
Dominion government will promptly
pass remedial legislation annulling the
act and giving Catholies the right to
maintain their separate schools at the
public expense.

One of Tacoma’s Four Hun-
dred Wedded to a Rapid

Female.
Divorce Granted on _the
Ground That the Wedding
Was in Fun.

The Affalr Proves Quite Se-
rious, Both Socially and
Politically.

Sensational Developments in
Prospect in Whisky Trust
Cases.

TAcoxa, Wash., March 1.—The sen-
sation of the season came to licht today
when an examination of the county
records disclosed the fact that last June
Seymour L. Rau, of Tadoma, was mar-
ried at Seattle to Louise E. Dearborn, a
notorious woman, who has resided here
“hree years. Rauisone of Tacoma’s
four hundred, and one of the most
prominent Republicans in Western
Washington. The woman, while
fast, has long been ackncwledred
to be one of the most beautiful in the
Northwest, and Rau is not the first who
has been smitten with her charmes, At
one time she was supported by an ex-
mayor of Tacoma. The most peculiar
and interesting part of the story is that
last December Mrs. Rau applied tothe
court here for an annullment of the
marriage, alleging that the cervemony
had been performed in a joking way by
a Seaitle justice of the peace under as-
sumed names, and that they had never
lived together as husband and wife.

Later they found that the ecereinony
was valid in law, and, toavoid property
disputes, appealed to the court. Rau’s
cross bill substantiated his wife’s alle-
gation, and Judge Beverly annulled the
marriage. Such influence was brought
to bear at the time that the record of the
case was suppressed. and the fact kept
secret until accidentally disclosed ioaay.
Some believe that the marriage wasin-
tended as a cover for certain'transac-
tions, though Rau insists it was a
joke from beginning to end. How-
ever that may be, Tacoma society
has received a rude shock from which it
will not soon recover, for Rau was ad-
mitted into the first homes, which his
connection with the notorious Mrs.
Dearborn will forbid in the future. His
nsefulness to the Republican party is
also ended, for as a party leader he can
no longer be admitted into its inner
councils. Rau is mortified and cha-
grined. His ex-wife lhas assumed her
former name and continues to treat the
affair as a joke.

SURPRISES IN STORE.

Whisky Trust Cases May Develop
Sensations.

Bosrtox, March 1.—A story published
this evening says: More surprises are
in store for the people most interested
in the whisky trust cases before another
twenty-four hours have elapsed. It is
not improbable, say those who are ina
position to know, that arrests will be
made on indictments found by the fed-
eral grand jury, now in session in this
city, which will create a profound seu-
sation. The indictments have resulted
from the prosecution of the whisky
trust officials, and the charge contained
in them is that of tampering with mem-
bers of the grand jury, and of attempt-
ing to prevent the finding of the indict-
ment.

District Attorney
Allen does not deny that indictments
have been found; he merely says he
can give no information.

FRENZEL’S DILEMMA,

Indianapolis People Can Ride for
the Present.

INpraxaprornis, Ind., March 1. —
Though Indianapolis people have had
all day to think about it, they have not
recovered from their astonishment at
the remarkable legal coup by which
the street railroad ‘‘tie-up’” was
loosened, further collisions between the
mob and police prevented, and the com-
pany thrown into the hands of a re-
ceiver. The underlying cause of the
strike is the arbitrary nature of Presi-
dent Frenzel, of the company, and prob-
ably no other man ever acquired such
intense unpopularity with the laboring
class in so short a time as he has. The
demand for his removal was almost uui-
versal. '

President Frenzel was not pleased
with the appointment of Receiver
Steele. Heheard of it at 2 o’clock this
morning and at once consulted atror-
neys. Then he had all the barns locked
and barred, as well as the office
of the company. Therefore when
Receiver Steele, before daybreak,
came to take possession ., he
found himself barred- out all around.
By daylight, however, the strikers heard
of the changed state of affairs and re-
ceived the news with a whoop. In force
they captured the Louisiana street barn
and got eight cars started. ‘I'hey also
got oue started from the New Jersey
street barn.

The first cars on the street were given
an ovation when it was seen that the
old men were manning them, and an
impromptu labor parade was gotten up.
Over 3,000 men formed and marched
about the streets with a brass band.
The crowd of strikers at the Lou-

isiana  street barn, which is
near the center of the eity,
joined in, and here they made

a mistake. In their absence the Frenzel
forces recaptured the barn and barrea
the doors. The eight ecars on the street
could not get back in to change mules,
and soon had to stop. The coup thus
far was not a pronounced success.

In the meantime President Frenzel
and his attorney appeared before Judee
Taylor at 9 o’clock, with a $100,000 bond
ready, and asked an appeal from the
decision appointing a receiver to the
general term of the superior court.

Place and Time of Holding
the Republican State
Convention.

John Goodnow Wanted an
Aggregation of a Thous-
and Members,

And James Twaney Wanted
Winona Named the Con-
vention City,

But Both Were Turned Down,
and Fell Promptly Into
Line.

“A Republican vote in Hennepin or
Ramsey county is as good as a Repub-
lican vote in any other couuty,” said
John Goodnow, of Hennepin county, at
the meeting of the Republican state
central committee, held at the Windsor
hotel in this city
yesterday to fix a
date for the coming

tate convention.
The immediate oc-
casion of Mr. Good-
now’s remark was
upon a motion to fix
the number of dele-
rates and the basis
of apportionment
for the convention.
As has been stated
in the GLoBe dur-
.ing the past few

I weeks, r. Good-
now was an enthusiastic advocate of a
“big convention.” He wanted the basis
made on such a ratio that the conven-
tion would contain about 1,000 dele-
gates. In this he was opposed by nearly
ail the members of the committee, some
of whom were willing to have the nuw-
ber of delegates increased, although ap-
posed to having it done in accordance
with the plan advocated by Mr. Good-
now,

The Hennepin man advocated that
the convention be made double the size
of the state convention of 1890, which
contained 459 delegates. That conven-
tion was called according to the follow-
ing resolution:

Resolved, That each county polling 500 or
more votes for the Republican candidate for
president in 1888 shall be entitied to two del-
egates at large; those polling less than 5%
votes, one delegate at large; within each
county one additional delegate for every 500
votes east for president in 1888, and oue dele-
gate for each fraction over 100.

Mr. Goodnow’s proposition was that
each county potling over 500 votes in
1883 be given four delegates atlarge ;each
county poMing less than that number,
two delegates at large, and in addition
one delegate for each 250 votes or major
fraction thereof cast for President Har-
rison in 1888, ‘This motion of Mr. Good-
now camein the form of a substitute
for a motion made by Secretary Tams
Bixby, fixing the size of the convention
at the same figure and on the same basis
as that of two years ago. The Henne-
pin eounty inan had no sooner offered
m;l substitute than Senator Tawney
said:

“How many votes will Hennepin ana
Ramsey counties have under that sub-
stitute

Mr. Goodnow—Hennepin 89; Ramsey
54. The total, 918,

Chairman Heatwole—\Would not Hen-
nepin have about 94 ?

*This 18 not a Hennepin ecounty mat-

ter,” said Mr. Goodnow. ‘“‘Under my
resolution there is no difference in the
proportion in Hennepin and Ramsey
counties than in the call of two years
ago. The number of delegates is ex-
actly doubled, and the only argument
that can be made against it is that ow-
ing to the fact that this convention will
have little to do the people will be in-
different and fail to come out. This, 1
believe, is a mistaken impression. At
the time this convention will he held
the national convention will be near
enough to make the people attend. They
will have in view the practical re-
sults that there may be in the
position. At the present time the peo-
ple oat through the state are not talk-
ing state and personal volities. They
g are discussing
national issues.
A larger con-
ventionisan in-
novation in Min-

Tbe people outside the cities would not
like to see Hennepin county with a
delezation of 90 and Ramsey with 350
or 60 in the convention. 1n the last
and in nearly all elections in this state,
Mr. Heatwole argued that the Repub-
licans were obliged to look to the coun-
try districts for their majorities.

*I you want toreach the people of the
country,” he said earnestly, leave the
apportionment at one delezate for every
500 votes. and increase the number of
delezgtes at large. This will do us more
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1 heartily concur in the views of the
chairman of this committee,” remarked
Senator Tawney. of Winona. “We
ought to have a convention of the Re-
publicans of Minnesota rather than a
convention of the Reyublicans of Min-
neapolis and St. Panl.’
