To look on the two
sides of an adject-
ive,honest; am hon-
est woman is a
woman who keeps
herself pure; an
honest man is a

man who. can be trusted with other peo-
ple's money and his own word. The
honest woman sometimes tells lies; tiie
honest man sometimes is false to his
wife.

Certain virtues have come to be the
necessary furniture of women's minds.
just as certain other virtues have come
to belong especially to men.

There is no blinking it;in some im-
portant respects the average "good
woman" is inferior to the average
"good man;" in fact, a man making

no pretensions to saintliness willre-
coil from a turpitude in politics or
finance that does hot stir a hair of his
good wife's head. Itis shocking, ifone
looks at the matter dispassionately, to
view how women charge down on any

moral obstacle in the way of what they
believe a moral change for the better;
and, commonly, that social plan, that
legislation commends itself to them as
best which willpromise the most reck-
lessly!

"Women and Money.

Everybody will recall Mrs. Howe's
bank. J3ut did the credulity of her
dupes exceed so greatly that of the
women politicians who expect laws to
enforce themselves, or of the women
philanthropists who expect to make all
men thrifty and virtuous byabolishing
the punishment of. improvidence and
vice? Women's notions of citizenship
are crude and meager, as might be ex-
pected.

1know of a public man of brilliant
gifts, whohad a great fortune before
him, but was igiiominiously pushed
from public life because he could not
explain a charge that he had used
knowledge that came to him officially
for a private speculation, although the
speculating had been done by his wife
without his knowledge, and quite inno-
cently she 'thought, let the charge
could not be refuted without implicat-
ingher. He was quite ignorant of the
whole business until the thunderbolt
fell.

This wife was as false to her husband
as it itwas possible to be. She ruined
his career, she smirched his life. Yet
in the -usual sense of the word she,
though a young, beautiful and admired
woman, was absolutely faithful to him.
Idoubt whether she ever realized that

she had done anything odious and
wicked. She was bitterly grieved and
mortified, of course, but it was for the
result, not for her owncrime? which.to
be sure, she never called by that name.
Women Lacking in "Sense of

Honor."
Consider, also, for a moment, with

what ease women condone public
oftenses in their husbands, especially if
such moral obliquity makes tliem pros-
perous. Women withall the mediaeval
virtues, who would go to the stake for
their religion, who keep their marriage
vow immaculately, will 'be 7 the
happy and contented wives of poli-
ticians that deserve the pillory or
financiers that deserve the gallows.
Now, a virtuous man could not be
happy with an accomplished robber for
his wife, no matter how confident he
might feel that she would outwit the
constable! But a virtuous woman
quiets her conscience by not knowing
anything about business, or by the as-
surance that the newspapers tell lies.

Considerations like these have a right
to influence people, but do they have all
the rights? '

Is the welfare of the odd sixty millions
of her countrymen not to be reckoned
in the matter by the good woman who
prays Sunday, in one form of. words or
another, for "allsorts and conditions of
men?"

Women are dishonorable, because of
all the virtues honor has the least com-
merce with the affections; and the af-
fections in women have been put under
a kind of Strasbourg goose liver treat-
ment for 2.000 years.

By consequence, whatever virtues de-
pend on the affections, those virtues are
faithfully cultivated by women. So far
as those virtues go they are better, than
men. They do not even feel certain of
the more boisterous temptations. Few
men, also, can bear pain with a wom-
an's tertitude. Wen generally are not
so unselfish as women.

TflaKnauiiiiity.

On the other hand, magnanimity is a
masculine rather than a feminine vir-
tue. There are women that are large
minded. There .are women that are
honorable. So there are women that
can be generous and even (haiderand
rarer virtue!) just to their enemies. 1
only speak for the majority..

As to courage, women are supposed
to be braver morally than men, and
men physically braver than women.

In simple devotion toduty, independ-
ent of the domestic affections or the re-
ligious emotions, men are superior to
women. TPft-H

who, on. that strange day when the
sun was darkened at- midday and
all his fellow legislators trembled

"DUN'S UKVIEW.

Trade Improving and "Money
Reported Plentiful.

New York, March 4.? Weekly review of
trade by If.O. Dun & Co. says: Domestic
trade gradually improves, even at the" South,
where much trouble seems to have been due
to unwillingness of holders to sell cotton for
low prices father than to actual loss on such
sales. Supplies of money are everywhere
ample. Itis still the fact that the two datk
spots are directlycaused by over-production.
Cotton receipts this week have been
light. Efforts to curtail the production this
year appear to meet with some success.
The only possible remedy for the troubles in
the iron trade is to be applied, according to
dispatches, by the closing of some furnaces.
Current prices are called about the lowest on
record. ______?

The rail combination still waits forbuyers.
The trouble 'in this industry is that too great
and sudden expansion was expected. Copper
is unchanged, tin weaker and lead moder-
ately active. The coal market continues un-
certain, as the combination is not ready to
act, but agents recommend an output of only
2,500,000 tons in Morch.

Abetter situation appears in textile manu-
facture, forcotton mills arc well employed,
and trade incotton goods isinproved allover
the country, even in the South. In woolen
mills and in sales of wooldecided improve-
ment is seen. Wool is lower, as holders grow
anxious to sell before a new crop comes.
The spring trade in dress goods closes in
good shape, while in men's woolens the
rightfabrics, and colored to meet the taste,
sell rapidly.' More demand is noted forblack
cheviots. Inboots and shoes there is much
more activity, though ihe many buyers at
Boston slill act with reserve, and shipments
are as yet 7 per cent behind last year to date.

General trade at Boston has been curtailed
by the storm, but increased orders are seen
innearly all Hues. At Philadelphia whole-
sale trade in dry goods is satisfactory .and
especially with the West. At Baltimore the
grain export trade is the largest ever known.
Allkinds of iron and steel are weakening at
Pittsburg, manufactured and structural be-
inglower with dull trade, and seme puddling
mills have closed, but glass is fairly active.
Cleveland notes rolled iron active but weak,
while improvement is seen in hardware,
groceries and shoes, and the dry goods trade
is good. The spring jobbing trade is fair
at Cincinnati, building prospects are good
and manufactories more active than usual.

At Milwaukee wheat receipts are 2,000.000
bu, against 600.000 bulast year; the flourout-
put,177.000 bbls, against 123,00) bbls, and the
lumber trade good, with jobbing trade largely
beyond last year. At St. Paul the jobbing
trade is 53 to *63 per cent greater than a year
ago. At Omaha trade is quiet, and at St.
Louis hindered by impassable country roads,
though the spring outlook is veryencour-
aging with the rapid movement of the corn
crop. Kansas City reports increased sales
over last year, Denver a fair traae and salt
Lake a light business, with slow collection.
AtMemphis trade is improviug. aud also at
Montgomery; but at New Orleans the im-
provement is slow;cotton and rice are rather
dull, but sugar is in good demand.- Speculation has notbeen at all active, and
it may be fortunate that gold exports
checked the rising fever in season. Wheat
has declined half a cent with small sales, the
receipts for half the week being over 2,000,009
bu, against only 575,000 bu exported. Corn
comes forward freely, receipts being1.800.030
bu in three days, but exports are heavy.
1,233.000 dn inthe sumo time and the price
half a cent higher. Pork products area
shade lower, but oila quarter and coffee au
eighth higher.
