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R, SPRINGER WORSE

The Left Side of His Face Is
Again Very Badly Swol-
len.

His Physicians Say There Is
No Cause For Immediate
Alarm.

Silver, Tariff and Reciprocity
to Come Up in Congress
This Week,

The World’s Fair Appropria-
tion Bill Ready for Intro-
duction Today.

WAsniNGgToN, March 6.—The condi-
tion of Congressman Springer is worse
today. There is a recurrence of the
virulent form of erysipelas which had
once almost disappeared, and tonight
the left side of his face is badly swollen
and the eye nearly closed. Periods
of delirium are also more frequent,
and there is today a slight ten-
dency to stupor—a new phase in his
condition, but one which his physicians
declare not to be particularly alarming.
The attending vhysicians held a con-
gultation late tonight, and at its con-
clusion Dr. John A. Vinecent, of Spring-
field, 1ll.. Mr. Springer’s family physi-
eian, made the following statement:

*There is no occasion for immediate
alarm. Mr. Springer is worse today, but
that does not necessarily mean that a
fatal result must ensue. This change
is nothing more than might be expected
in the run of thisdisease. 1 fully appreci-
ated what 1 said yesterday—that while
his condition was improved then he
was not out of danger. Throughout the
day yesterday his symptoms were favor-
able, but a change for the worse took
place in the afternoon, and continued
during the night. While he slept con-
siderably last night, yvet it was broken,
restless sleep. There is today an in-
creased development of erysipelas on
his face, attended by delirionm and coma.
Tl® aggravation of the erysipeias,
while, of course, a matter of gravity, is
»ot necessarily alarming. It only shows
that there is not sufficient vitaljty to re-
sist the ravages of the disease. Itshows
low vitality and a lack of physical
vigor., The erysipelas began on
his left cheek and has extend-
ed over and covers the entire
face except the forehead. The nose is
very much swoli2n, with development
of vesicles. Both eyes are 1nvolved
and nearly closed. The delirium, of
course, is induced by the disturbed con-
dition c¢f the nerve centers. 'I'he coma,
or stupor, frequently makes its_appear-
ance  after he has been talking in
an aimless way about the business
of the hoase or the tariff bill. After he
drops off into this state of coma or
stupor, however, it is quite easy to
mrouse him again, when he will talk
quite intelligently perhaps for a while.

But, after the conversation ceases,
he will lapse into that condi-
tion again. He is a very sick
man; there is no doubt of that;

but it is not immediately dangerous in
my opinion. Even should the disease
terminate fatally he would probably
pass into a comatose state and remain
for hours in that condition, and possibly
a day or two before death ensued. Drs,
Custis and Verdi are still with me in
this case. Dr. Custis, in fact, having
charge of it, as he was the first physi-
cian called. We have consultations
twice a day, and are in perfect accord
as 1o the treatment that is being pur-
sued.”

At 1 o’clock this morning the attend-
ants at Mr.Springer’s bedside said there
was no change in his condition,and that
ke was resting quietly.

THE BIG THREE.

Tariff, Reciprocity and Silver
Coming Up This Week.
WasniNgToN, March 6.—Tariff, reci-
procity and silver are each and all
likely to be brought into discussion in
the senate during the coming week.
Mr. Voorhees has signified an intention
of calling up Mr. Hale’s reciprocity res-
olution for the purpose of addressing
the senate upon it. Mr. Aldrich is un-
derstood to be ready to report the re-
sult of the investigations that have been
conducted by the subcommittee of the
committee on finance into the workings
of the tariff, and Mr. Dolph has given
notice of an intention tospeak upon Mr.
Stanford’s bill to provide a sound eir-
culating medium .with special reference
to its bearing upon the agricultural in-
terests. The pure food bill is still the
continuing order after the morning
hour. The programme inthe house for
next week will embrace the preliminary
debate upon the two vital economic
questions of the day—silver and tariff,
On Monday the resolution from the
committee on rules for a day to consider
the silver bill will be in order. It is
generally expected that the resolution
will be passed, as thee silver men esti-
mate their maximum strength at 180
votes. Several Republicansare counted
with the anti-silver: wing. ~It is
not expecied that the whole
day will be oceupied in the
discussion, and it is probable that some
general legislation will be accomplished.
Monday being suspension day, Tuesday
the opening skirmish on the tariff ques-
tion will oceur. The discussion will not
be confined to the three bills reported
from the ways and means committee
{without binding twine and cotton ties),
but a wide latitude wil! be given the
debate and members will be allowed to
discuss any phase of the tariff. It is
understood that the debate will be
opened by|Mr. McMillin (owing to Mr.
Springer’s illness), and tiat the time
will first be accorded to the members of
the ways and means committee in the
order of their committee assignment.
While no one can staie with certainty
the length of the discussion, it is gener-
ally believed that the entire week will
be consumed. Should this not ocecur,
the sundry civil or the army appropria-
tion bill will probably be considered.

WORLD'S FAIR BILL,

It Is to Be Introduced in the
House Today.

WASHINGTON, March 6.—The bill pro-
viding for additional appropriations for
the world’s fair will be introduced in
the house tomorrow by Representative
Durburrow, the chairman of the com-
mittee on the World’s Columbian
commission. It has been decided to in-
corporate the bill in addition to the
amounts desired for completing the
work on the buildings and grounds at
Chicago and for the expenses of
national commission, a clause making
an appropriation of £500,000, the amount
required for the fiscal year 1893
for the purpose of collecting and
pieparing the government exhibit for

s —ct—

the fair This is the amount which
Acting. Secretary Spalding has recom-
mended to be appropriated for the pur-
pose. It has been decided to incorpor-
ate this in the biil after a conference
between Chairman St. Clair and others
of _the federal legislative committee
of the World’s Columbian com-
mission, President Baker, of the Chi-
cago directory, and members of the
government board of control. The bill,
with the exception of the claims re-
ferred to, has been completed. A long
preamble to the bill reters to the act of
congress providing fc the holding of
the fair; recites that fifty-nine for-
eign nations have formally accepted
invitations to participate therein; that
the site required for the exposition has
been furnished and accepted by the
World’s Columbian commission, and
more than £10,000,000 provided for, as
required by the act of congress, and that
the work of preparation has progressed
in a manner satisfactory on a plane and
scope creditable to the people of the
United States.

The preamble further recites that the
rapid growth and development of the
industrial arts and applied sciences,and
the universal interest felt and taken in
said expusition bv the people of the sev-
eral states and territories of the United
States and the foreign nations ot the
world, render it necessary to determine
a plan and scope of said exposition, and
to construct larger buildings and pro-
vide more extended facilities for its ac-
commodation than have beeu necessary
in any previous exposition, involving,
according to careful estimates,
a necesssary expenditure of not
less than $8,000,000 in excess
of the $10,000,000 available
under the acts of congress, and that the
people of the TUnited States have pa-
triotically inaugurated and given pledge
to carry forward said enterprise to sue-
cess, in a manner commensurate with
the importance of the event to be
commemorated, and so as to comport
with the dignity and honor of the
nation, which can only be accom-
plished if congress shall render such
financial aid under said act as the peo-
ple of the United States may of right
demand.

Section 1 of the bill appropriates
£5,000,000 for the purpose of defraying
the expense and cost of completing in a
suitabie manner the work of prepara-
tion for inauguration and holding the
fair at Chicago. ;

Section 2 authorizes the president of
the United States to detail a disbursing
officer of the United States to disburse
the money appropriated in the bill, no
part of the moneys to be paid out except
for work done and material furnished
in preparing and completing the grounds
and buildings,for installing exhibits and
the inauguration and holding of the fair.
Payment is to be made only upon esti-
mates made by the chief of the bureau
of construction of the World’s Colum-
bian exposition, approved by the com-
mittee having charge of the grounds
and buildings, and certified by the
president and secretary of the exposi-
tion.

Section 3 requires monthly reports to
be made as to the secretary of the treas-
ury showing the amount of money ex-
pended during the preceding month.

At the close of the exposition a state-
ment of all receipts and disbursements
by the World’s Columbian exposition
shall be filed with the secretary
of the treasury. Out of the
net amount received into the
exposition treasury as the result of the
exposition, there is to be paid to the
secretary of the treasury of the United
States such proportion of the amount
received into the treasury of the ex-
position as the amount appropriated by
this act bears to the amount which has
been subscribed and paid, or may here-
after be contributed and paid, by the
stockholders and by the city of Chicago
for the preparation, completion and
conduct of said exposition. 3

Such payment to the secretary of the
treasury is to be made at such times
and in such installments as are made to
the shareholders and the city et Chi-
cago.

In order to provide for the expendi-
tures incident and necessary to the dis-
charge of the duties imposed upon
the World’s Columbian commission
under the act section 4 appropri-
ates  $1,050,000. Of this amount
$700,000 is to be expended to pay the
judges and examinrers and all the nec-
essary incidental expenses of the com-
mittee on awards, $200,000 for the pur-
pose of defraying the expenses of the
World’s Columbian commission, the
salaries of the necessary  offi-
cers and all expenses con-
nected with and mnecessarily inci-
dent to the admission of foreign goods
to the exposition; §25,000 tor the pay-
ment of the deficiency in the expenses
of the World’s Columbian commission
for the fiscal year ending June 380, 1892,
and $125,000 for the expenses of the
board of lady managers for the fiscal
year ending June 30, 1893.

Section 5 appropriates $60,000 for
the manufacture of dies and medals,
and $43,000 for the engraving of di-
piomas, both of which sums are to be
paid out of $700,000 mentioned In sec-
tion 4.

The amount appropriated by section
4 Is to be disbursed on vouchers ap-
proved by the board of reference and
control of the national commission and
by the president and secretary thereof.
Pavment is to be made on vouchers
submitted in duplicate, one copy to be
filed with the secretary of the treasury
and one to be preserved by the secre-
tary of the national commission.

The train, which was in charge of Supt.
Greatinger, left the union depot at 6:30,
and a rapid ran of about three hours
and subsequent sleigh ride of twelve to
fifteen miles brought the visitors to the
famous Cincinnati mine., After exam-
ining this wonderful property under
the guidance of Supt. Florida, visits
were made to the Bewabic, Kanawha
and Hale properties, and ample oppor-
tunity given to all to view the. develop-
ments and the extraordinarily large
quantities of ore. After the day had
been thus profitably spent the return
journey was made to Mesabi station,
and, after the excursionists had dined
and were comfortably seated in the
train on the return journey, your cor-
respondent interviewed a number of
thTm, with the following profitable re-
sult:

Winchell’s Views.

N. H. Winchell, State Geologist, St.
Panl—As to the range in general, I wikll
say that it is unquestionably a duplicate
of the Gogebic range on the south side
of Lake Superior in all its conditions,
except that we have nodikes as we have
over there, which dikes seem to be the
promoting cause ot the location of the
iron deposits; but .instead of the dikes
we have a continuous range greenstone
underlying it, and -it is likely to con-
tinue through for many miles westward.
We know it runs to the Mississippi
river, and the ore is about the same
grade as in the Gogebie. T'he demon-
stration at the present time is equal to
anything we saw for the same length of
time in the Gogebie, perhaps greater. I
have every reason to say that the large
mines which are already demonstrated
are facts that nobody can dispute. 'The
others are hypothetical as yet, with
large deposits aiso. The Mesabi rance
is bound to produce the greatest econo-
mic developments the state hasever
witnessed.

Other Opinions.

A. M. Kilgore, Duluth—Well, T am
astonished at the sights 1 have seen. I
am satisfied that with the developments
in sight on the Mesabi range, Duluth is
bound to become the greatest shipping
city in the Union within five years.
am astonished to find that of about fif-
teen mines with stock on the market
not less than twelve have already
found ore.

KILLED BY AN AGTOR.

Sensational and Fatal Shoot-
ing Affair in a Boston
Boarding House.

The Murder Results From
Slanderous Remarks About
an Actor’s Wife.

Three Officers Shot Down by
Riotous Negroes at Lower
Memphis.,

Excitement at Dubuque Over
the Shooting by Lieut.
Hetherington,

BosTtoN, March 6.—About 2 o’clock
this morning Fayette Welch, an actor,
was shot and killed by William F. Flan-
nery, a variety performer,professicnally
known as William J. Gould. The shoot-
ing occurred at a theatrical boarding
house, No. 10 Dix place, where Welch
occupied a front room on the second
floor. It is said that soon after Flannery
and his wife returned home from the
theater last night they and Weldh had
a discussion over some personal mat-
ters, during which Weleh called
Mrs. Flannery some hard names,
Flannery went to Welch, and,
failing to get a retraction from
that individual, fired the fatal bullet
just as Welch was approaching him in
a threatening manner with hanas up-
lifted. Welch fell without a moan or
sign of life. Flannery at once retired
to his room, and sat down quietly. The
police were on the seene within five
minutes and placed Flannery under ar-
rest. He acknowledged doing the shoot-
ing, but said it was unintentional. His
intention was to fire over Welch’s head,
but he missed the mark by about an
inch. He said he could not bear to have
Welch abuse his wife in such a vile and
scandalous manner. Mrs. Flannery is a
woman of about twenty-two and is very
fascinating. Several theatrical people
who were in the house at the time of
the shooting have been held as witnesses.

NEGROES SHOOT OFFICERS.

Dreadfnl Work of Riotous Col-
ored Men.

MempHIS, Tenn., March 6.—Trouble
has been brewing for some time be-
twveen the whites and blacks in the
lower quarter of the city, and last
night’s attack on three deputy sheriffs
by a mob of negroes threatens to bring
matters to a erisis and bring on a race
war that will culminate in bloodshed.
‘Tne trouble was precipitated last night
by an attempt to -arrest Will Stomart,
a negro desperado,  for whom
Judge  Dubois had -~ issued a
bench warrant. Deputly Sheriffs
Charles Cole, Robert Harold and
Avery Young found Stewart about mid-
night in Calvin MecDowell’s grocery
store, at the corner of Mississippi and
Walker avenues, surrounded by a erowd
of friends. The negroes had been ex-
pecting the raid, and were armed with
Winchesters and shotguns. At the ap-
pearance of the officers the negroes
opened fire and the three officers feli,
all badly wounded, They returned the
fire, but none of the negroes were hurt.
A posse of deputy sheriffs who had been
searching for Stewart, and who were in
the immediate vicinity, eame to the
rescue, and fifteen of the blacks were
placed under arrest. ‘The shooting
caused the greatest excitement in
the neighborhood and fifteen minutes
after the first shooting began, every
white man was armed with a Winches-
ter. The wounded men, all of whom
were at first thought to be tatally shot,
were taken to the hospital, and are still
alive tonight. Officer Cole is in a dan-
gerous condition, and will hardly sur-
vive. The others,it is now believed,
will recover. The police placed four-
teen more negroes under arrest today,
charged with complieity in the shooting.
If Officer Cole should die further
trouble is expected, as the whites living
in the vicinity of the shooting are thirst-
ing for revenge.

The excitement over the shooting of
the three officers by negroes is increas-
ing. The air is thick with rumors of a
race conflict, and groups of excited
white men gathered on the streets today
to discuss the situation. Late tkis aft-
ernoon a meeting of citizens was held
at the court house to decide upon
a plan of action. After a prolonged dis-
cussion, it was decided to call upon all
good citizens to tender their services to
the sheriff to aid him in keeping the
peace. That omficial accepted the offer,
and several hundred men were sworn 1n
as deputy sheriffs. Every white man in
town is a walking arsenal tonight,
and should the negroes renew the
trouble the uprising would soon be put
down. The scene of last night’s trag-
edy is in a locality notorious for its
toughness. Itis a hangout for roust-
abouts and thieves, and the authorities
have always experienced great dif-
ficulty in maintaining law and
order.  The negroes in  that
section of the city are all armed, and
they are making open threats of apply-
ing the torch. The police and deputy
sheriffs are arresting every suspi-
cious character to be found, over
forty having been lodged in jail
since mnoon. The Chickasaw guards,
Hibernian rifles, Rouzier zouaves and the
Bluff City artillery, numbering 1,100
soldiers, are resting on their arms ready
to respond to the call of the sheriff.
The negroes are filling up on whisky
?nd an outbreak is feared before morn-
ng.

HETHERINGTON’S ACT.

It Causes Some Excitement at
Dubuque.

DUBUQUE, Ia.,, March 6.—The. tele-
gram from San Francisco announcing
the killing or a prominent citizen at
Yokohama by Lieut. J. H.sHethering-
ton, of the U. S. war ship Marion,
of the Asiatic squadron, created a sens-
ation here. Lieut. Hetherington is a
native of Dubuque. He entered the
naval academy at Annapolis in 1874,
graduated with high honors in 1878, was
at once assigned to duty and has been
in active service ever since. Three
ears ago he married a Miss

Last
summer she visited the lieutenant’s
relatives here, and was thought to be
very charming in manner and person.

10,
1889, the occurrence being the social
event of the season. They have one
child about eleven months old. Mrs.
Hetherington was the reigning belle at
the time of her marriage, and the scan-
dal that resulted in the South has cast a
glow over this community.

WHERE 1S J. W. POWERS?

A Prominent Chicagoan Thought
to Have Suicided.

CHICAGO, March 6.—James W. Pow-
ers, a former board ot trade operator,
wholost a fortune in the wheat pit, is
thought to have committed suicide. Mr.
Powers disappeared from his home on
Twenty-first streer, near Blue Island
avenue, Feb. 3. He went to the Grand
Pacific hotel the afternoon of that day
and left what money he had, about $75,
with one of the eclerks. He then sat
down and wrote a letter to his wife,
telling her that she would never see him
again. He recounted his misfortunes,
and said that as he was unable to obtain
emwployment and was only a burden
to his friends he had determined
to throw himself into Lake Michigan.
The missing man is sixty-five years of
age. He had hved in Chicago since
1878. During the war he conducted a
large hotel in Philadelphia, and specu-
lated in varlous ways, accumulating a
fortune estimated at over £200,000. Com-
ing to Chieago he bought a membership
on the board of trade, and speculated
heavily. He was a plunger, and fortune
favored him for a time, but reverses
finally came. His wealth rapidly slipped
away, and in 1884 he found himself a
poor man,with no more money on which
to operate. A daughter of the missing
mwan was the wife of Dr. Smith, a prom
inent physician in Philadelphia, who
died in that city about a week ago. The
friends of Mr. Powers have made a dili-
gent search for him, and are confident
that he has carried out his plans and
ended his life.

BROKE UP HIS HOME.

The Cause of a Fatal Chicago
Shooting.

CuIcAGo,March 6.— “You have broken
up my home,”” shouted Igra Kriz to Jos-
eph Jicha, as he drew a revolver and
fired three shots at him. Then he shot
himself through the left breast. The
shooting oeccurred on Jicha’s doorstep,
No. 730 Alport street, at 9:30 o’clock
last night. The first shot grazed Jicha’s
stomach, the next two entered the left
arm. Kriz, after shooting himself, stag-
gered up to the saloon at No. 390 Eight-
eenth street, where he was arrested.
Kriz was removed to the county hos-
pital. His wound is likely to prove fatal.

Smuggling Clothiers Arrested.

DeTrOrT,March 6.—Yesterday George
F. Logan, a merchant tailor, and Frank
May, both of Sombra, Ont., were ar-
rested by a customs officer while in the
act of smuggling clothing across the
river. It is claimed that these men
have been in buginess between the two
countries for a long time, and that they
had worked up a large and growing
trade, having for customers some of the
leading business and professional men,
both in this and neighboring -cities-
Twenty or thirty citizens are impli
cated, it being charged that they knew
they were dealing with smugglers.

Killed by Italians.

NewrporT, Ky., March 6.—William
Sprott, of No. 511 Chestnut street. was
shot and instantly Kkilled at an early
hour this morning. The shooting was
done by one of three 1talian brothers by
the name of Colli. Sprott was on his
way home, and had incurred the anger
of the Colli brothers, who were deter-
mined on revenge. A shot was fired,
and Sprott rolled over dead on the side-
walk at the corner of Adison and Chest-
nut streets. The Collis were arrested,
but refused to say anything concerning
the shooting. 2

Mayor Washburne'’s Bad Boy.

PELTED WITH EGGS.

Free Methodists Ask Gov,
Boies to Call Out the
Iowa Militia.

These Religious Enthusiasts
Get at Outs With Corn-
ing Citizens.

Unseemly Conduet of Somg
of the Young People Re-
cently Converted.

The Sheriff Informs the Gov«
ernor There Is No Cause /
for Alarm.

Cor~ing, Io,, March 6.—The applica
tion made by the Free Methodists tq
Gov. Boies for protection by the statd
militia is the outcome of an antagonistig
feeling that the citizens of Southwest(
ern Jowa have for months enter«
tained against these religious enthu«
siasts. The latter have had head{
quarters at Shenandoah, Red Oak and
other points, and at all of these placed
have had trouble with the local author<
ities. Since last summer they have
been holding. protracted meetings at
Corning. At first they occupied a large
tent which was burned, probably
by an incendiary, one night lasu
September, after which they leased
Calkin’s rink and continued their
work there. Their announced faith'
or creed has not been criticised so much
as their manners, methods and pulpit
utterances. They are accustomed, in
the enthusiasn or their meetings, to
stamp, shout, yell and run about the
full length and breadth of the rink,
and some of the young girls and yvoung
men who have been converted have
frantically thrown themselves at full
length upon the floor, and at times have
lain there kicking and rollicking hys-
terically about for hours. At times the
band has been aceustomed to go to any
of the homes where they could gain
entrance and
Sing and Pray
until they were requested to withdraw.
They held daily seances at one home to
heal a good woman who has been a
helpless invalid from rheumatism for
many years. The conditions were nog
right, however, for her restoration.
Naturally, the evening meetings ate
tracted a rabble, and the services
were sometimes interrupted by scoffers.
After several arrests had been made
and the prisoners released at the re-
quest of the prosecutors, special police=
men were sworn in to preserve the
eace. One of the converts is W. H.
loxie, publisher of a loeal paper,
who has become so wholly wrapped up
in this religious enthusiasm as to
give most of his property to the
agitators. The immediate cause of the
present appeal to the governor was as
follows: A prominent furniture dealer
named Robert Hollister has for years
provided the comforts of a good home
for his wife’s infirm parents, Mr. and'
Mrs. Whitehead, aged seventy-two and
eighty-five respectively. These good old
people have become interested in the,
meetings and the members of the
bhand have been regular visitors at Mr,|
Hollister’s home to hold special meet-
ings in their behalf. This became so
annoying to Mr. and Mrs. Hollister
thatv they requested the visits to cease.’
The Free Methodists then prevalled
upon the old couple to go with them and
occupy quarters whici they would fit up,
Promising to Provide
for them, Wednesday night after these
events Mr. Hoxsie thanked God that
-this was “not the kind of religion which
allowed a man to turn his old tather and
mother out of doors.” At the close of
the meeting Bert Hollister, a son of
Robert ana a grandson of the old cou-
ple, approached Capt. Hoxsie and called
him a liar and a few other
similar names. ‘I'he special police
threatened him with arrest, but he wasg
well backed by his young companions.'
The next night the manager of the rink
building leased the main floor of the
edifice for a prize fight and boxing ex-
hibition. Large crowds gathered,
and during the evening the win-
dows of the rink occupied by the
revivalists were kicked in, the electrie
lights were shut off at the works, and
the Pentecostal band was served em-
bryonic poultry on the half-shell, mud,
stones and sticks. At the conclusion
the gang followed the workers to their
sleeping quarters and pelted them with
eges and other missiles. The band did
not complain to the city authorities,
but at once telegraphed the governor
for troops. ‘I'he governor’s private sec-
retary communicated with the sheriff,
who telegraphed him theré was no cause
for alarm or calling out the militia. The
United States marshal is now here to
investigate the situation, Public senti-
ment is strongly opposed to the contin-
uance of these meetings. Capt. Hoxie
alleges that Thursday night’s mob was
the same as that that lynched and hung
the murderer McKenzie here a few
years ago. |
