fle Bows to a Minneapolis Au-
dience and Says He Can Whip
Any Man in the Worid.
John L. Sullivan and Duncan B. Har-

rison began their much-heralded en-
cagement at the Bijou yesterday. Asa
matter of course, the theater was

crowded at Loth the afternoon and even-
ing performances. The people were
anxious to demonstrate to the prize pu-
gilist that the sentiment of the elevation
of the stage was nearest their hearts.
The performance witnessed exemplified
the aphorism, or rather adage, that
actors as well as poets are born and not
made. Moliere little dreamed, when he
delighted the French populace with his
plays, that he would have so large and
muscular an exponent of his art in

the distant future as John L. Sul-
Jivan. The pl “Honest Hearts and
Willing Hands,” as performed by

the company at the Bijou, is scarcely
worth a eriticism. However, there is
no telling what wight be developed by
competent artists could they be induced
to take the lines. IHarrison, of course,
is a fairly good actor.

There are amphibious creatures who
Jive as well on land as in water. The
fish is not one of these. Sullivan on
the staze is like a fish on dry land—out
of his element. He appeared on the
stage with one of his arms bound in
cloth and plaster®, as a result of his
running amuck of a plate glass window
in St. Paul. ‘There is no need to dwell
upon his impersonation of James Daly:
rather draw the veil on his acting as a
whole.

He was called before the curtain
at the close of the first act, and his
mentor, Mr. Harrison,made an explana-
tion to the gallery gods of the challenge
which appeared in the papers yesterday
morning. Although no one, atter read-
ing the challenge, doubted for a mo-
ment that Sullivan wrote it, Mr.
Harrison explained to the afore-
said  gods. He reiterated  the
statements that Sullivan was champion
of the world and was lying awake
nights thinking how he could getan
opportunity to fight, and, of course,
whip Charlie Mitchell. Sullivan fol-
Jowed with one of his characteristic
speeches, in which he corroborated
what Harrison had said, i. e., that he
was only too anxious to meet the so-
called English ehampion, whom he
dubbed a sprint runner. It was one of
his “aspersions,” he said, to defend the
title of champion in this *“Lana of the
free and the home of the brave.”

*1 want to show ’em,” said he, *“that
there ain’t no one in it with me. See?”

He offered to put up any amount of
money that he can whip any man on
earth, and then bowed bimself off the
the stage amidst a perfect tumult of ap-
plause. It was fully five minutes be-
fore the orchestra could make itself
heard, and a look of disappointment
crept over every one’s face and re-
mained there until the curtain rolled up
on the second act, and Suilivan made
his appearance again.

A representative of the GLOBE saw
Suilivan in his dressing -room after the
afternoon show, where he was consign-
ing to perdition the inventor of mati-
nees. He was asked if he had anything
to say conecerning the reply made to his
challenge by Charles Mitchell. Get
Sullivan on the subject of Mitchell, and
be is always ready and willing to talk.

“It’s just this way,” said John L., as
he has said many times before, *'I have
been under contract for the last two
years, and that has been the chance for
all these fellows to take a rap at me.
They all keep at me because they know
my hands are tied. When I was free I
barrea no man except a nigger. 1 never
did fight & nigger and 1 never will.
Any white man that’ll fight a mg-
ger’ll—wedl, I won’t say what he’ll
do. If God intended a nigger to be as
good a man as you or I he would have
made him the same color. But 1 never
barred these cother chaps when I was
free. Now Mitchell talks about my
wanting concessions. I don’t want any
concessions from any man, least of all
from Mitchell. All 1 want is a ehance
to fight him for money before a fair club
and with a fair referee. 1 don’t ask to
choose the referee. All I want is
to have a good man referee the mateh
and a chance to make Mitehell fight, 1
won’t chase Mitcheil around a ten-acre
Jot. 1 wantto get him where he will
have to fight, and not lie down likea
cur’”’

“The morning papers say that the
president of the Olympie club in New
Orleans has sent on articles for you to
sign.”’

*[ don’t know anything about it. I
don’t know Mr. Noel. He may be a
very nice man, but I don’t know him,
and he is not making any matches tor
me. There is but one man on earth who
can make a match for me, and that is
Charley Johnson, of Brooklyn.

Ie wore a
handsome diamond, valued at $150, in
his neck scarf, and one of the men
caught him by the throat, attempting

at the same time to snatch the
jewel. 'The other miscreant came
to his partner’s assistance, and

things would have faired badly with
Levy had not his brother opportunely
appeared on the scene. The brother had
a revolver concealed in a arawer behind
the counter and he tried to secure it,
but the ruffians anticipated his design
and frustrated it. Accordingly he
snatched up an old flint lock blunder-
buss, that had not known a charge of
gunpowder for half a score of years.
Pointing it at the men whe were still
struzgling with his brother, he yelled:

ONE MORE UNFORTUNATE.

Rev. William Wilkinson at the
Funeral of Lottie Mitchell.

The funeral of Lottie Mitchell, who
was killed in the runaway last Friday,
took place vesterday afternoon from
Gleason & McAllister’s undertaking
parlors. The service was that of the
Episcopal church, and was read by Rev.
William Wiikinson. There was a large
attendance, and the flowers sent were
elaborate and exceedingly Dbeautiful.
The casket was covered with black
broadeloth, with silver mountings. In
the chapel at Lakewood cemetery, Mr.
Wilkinson said:

The cirenmstances under which we
meet are peculiarly sad, and as it is
probable we shail never all meet again
n religious service, 1 take this oppor-
tunity of speaking to you in the clear-
est words at'my command. Every one
of you knows well that as a true min-
ister of Christ it is my duty to preach a
standard of life and duty, I did not
make and have no authority to alter,
change or abrogate in the law. 1t is
said in Holy Seripture that if the watch-
man see the sword come upon the land

and warn not the people, and
they be taken away in their sins,
their blood shall be required at

his hand. I, today, tell you that God
shall be judge ot all men, and unre-
pented sin shall not go unpunished, It
is not, it never could be my pleasure to
sit in judgment upon any child of man
who had changed worlds, least of all
upon one who did so under conditions
such as call us here today. Mine isa
different duty. It is to point the moral
of what we call death, and to incite you
to nobler life. Whatever you remem-
ber, do notv forget this: That in the
New Testament it is told our Savior
said, “Blessed are the wmerciful,for they
shall obtain merey.”” So I decline to let
My weak, unknowing hand
Presume God’s bolts to throw
And deal damnation round the land
On each I juage my foe.
I rather ask for grace, which shall
Teach me to feel another’s woe,
To hide the fauit I see;
That mercy 1 to others show
The Lord may show to me.

I wonld have you all take a view of
the Savior of Men as He is made known
to us in the Gospels. He had ample
opportunity to show that He despised
fallen womanhood had sach been the
fact; He could have spoken in keen
and blighting scorn of her in her fall,
but He knew too well how that would
degrade her further. So He appealed
to all which was most womanly in
her heart. The result is known.
When the woman of Samaria
came to Jacol’s well she was not a weep-
ing penitent: she was a glib, clever, art-
ful woman of the world, who lived in
sin and who probably loved it. Jesus
called her attention to holy things, and
with such success as we may well de-
sire. Wicked as she was, she yet thought
when the Messiah should come He
would tell her all things. The true
want of sinners is the Savior.

If you turn to the woman in Simon’s
house, it is a like freatment of a woman
who was known for her open sin. The
Pharisee did not like Jesus to even
speak to her; he was quite sure, indeed,
that if He knew her character He
would not. All this he thought, and
had the grace not to say it. In this, at
Jeast, he was unlike modern Simons,
for they do say it, and worse. But the
searcher of motives knew what His
host was turning over in his mind, so
He quickly called to his mind the posi-
tion of this woman who all the city
knew was a sinner. Here for us'is a
lesson. While we do not extenuate the
bad, we behold the good, acknowledge
it, commend it, and thus strengthen
and extend it.

1t is exactly the same with the woman
takenin sin in the very act, when the
self-righteous brought her to Him and
said Moses said she shouald die. **What
sayest thou?”” He said. “*Let him who is
without sin first cast a stone at her.”
When they all went away and the
woman was left alone He told her to go
and sin no more.

You, see from this what Jesus Christ
is to those who will be blessed; not so
much a quick and keen reprover as a
warm sympathizer, a Savior who saves
by love, who cares for us more than we
care for each other, or even for our-
selves. I tell you now that thereis no
man can wander so far, no woman
who can fall so low as to be away from
the love and power of God? We all
may be saved, it we will it: we all may
begin anew, 1f we desire earnestly to
do it, and we may find the sweetness of
the love of which Christ is the very em-
bodiment. Never anyone of you, for
an instant, lose sight of this great truth.
It is the pole star of salvation. Now,
we go each our separate ways, to
travel on divergent lines. We can-
not know each other’s hearts. No
one ecan know all the Imotives
which rompt to any series of
deeds. e do not know the tempta-
tions of the girl we leave, or what led to
her fall and shame. We will not ‘““make
deep scrutiny into her mutiny,” but,
“Owning to her weakness, het evil behavior,
And leaving with meekness her sins to her

Savior.”
We go to our homes in sadness and
hope. Let usresolveon a new life of
purity and love.

MORE FOR ALARMISTS.

Dr. [Shutter Again on Relations
Between Capital and Labor.

Rev. M. D. Shutter presented ‘‘More
Facts for Alarmists” at the Church of
the Redeemer last night. The general
trend of his argument was that the con-
dition of the laboring man is bet-
ter today in this country than
it has ever been Dbefore, and
that it is constantly improving.
The gulf between Dives and Lazarus—
between ecapital and labor—is not so
broad as it used to be, and it grows nar-
rower with each sueceeding year. He
had figures to show that the working-
men are not thinking of themselves
alone so much as they have been accus-
tomed to. They are not so given to co-
ercing capital through the medium of

strikes. He says that the labor
unions of the present are work-
ing to avoid the strikes instead

of to encourage them, as fermerly, and
he quoted statistics sho g that they
have been successful in many thou-
sands of cases. Then Dr. Shutter went
into the progress upward of the work-
ingman. ‘T'he purchasing power of the
dollar is 25 per cent greater now than it
was thirty years ago, and in that time
the wages of the workingman have in-
creased fully 50 per cent. Even in Minne-
apolis, he said, wages increased between
the years 1875 and 1886 over 10 per
cent. He took this increase of wages
and the increase in the purchasing
power of a dollar to be evidence that
the condition of the workingman is 1m-
roving. He held that the fact that
abor unions are using their influence
to avert strikes and settle disputes by
arbitration was evidence that eapital
and labor were getting closer together
than formerly. ;

Lo~NDpox, March 6.—In the triennial
elections for members of the London
county council, which came off Satur-
day, out of twenty-seven Moderates
elected ten were unopposed.

It
cannot be doubted that a Liberal minis-
try and parliament will confer the -
creased powers which the Progressives
ask, and will subject the landlords’
revenues to their proper share of mu-
nicipal taxation.”

FEEDING THE POOR.

Another Distribution of Bread at
Vienna.

VIENNA, March 6.—On Saturday an-
other extensive distribution of food to
the destitute was made here. Twelve
thousand loaves of bread were distrib-
uged from four different stations, along
with meat, sausages and milk, It
was touching to see the procession
of applicants, in which there were hun-
dreds of children, from the age of three
upwards, many clothed only so far as
they have a handkerchief about the
loins and about the neck. With bony
fingers they seized on the food, and
showed their gratitude in their eyes.
After a weary wait in the snow twenty-
seven women fainted in the crowd.
I'wenty young men carried out the
work of distribution. They kept order
by kind words and looks. They depend
solely upon money sent from the pa-
pers, mainly the Neue Freie Presse.

Attacked Salvationists.

Loxpox, March 7.—Eastbourne yes-
terday was once more the scene of dis-
order arising out of the hostility for the
Salvation Ann;\" frequently shown
there. During the day a mob attacked
the Salvationists in the strreet, and the
police, though making strong efforts to
keep order, were overpowered. As the
result of reported scrimimages irany
persons were injured, including & num-
ber of Salvation ‘“‘lassies,” several of
whom fainted. One of these women
was so badly hurt that it was necessary
to remove her to a hospital,

After the Foreigners.

Brussers, March 6.—Yesterday one
of the papers of this city announced
that an unsuccessful attempt had been
madp to blow up one of .the foreign em-
bassies here with an infernal machine
containing two pounds of explosives,
Lhe scene of the attempt was the Span-
ish legation, not the British embassy,
as at first reported. The infernal ma-
chine was discovered by some workmen,
who promptly extinguished the fuse.

The Seal Doomed.

LoxpoN, March 7.—The Standard,
commenting on the Behring sea matter,
says: *“We fail to wuvnderstand why
Lord Salisbury’s demand is regarded as
arrogant and insulting. It is gross ex-
aggeration to say that all the seals will
be killed, but it is undeniable that any
will be captured. However tne case
may be settled, we see no chance of the
seal surviving unless a close time and a
restriction of pelagic sealing early in
the summer be euforced.”

Royalists in Danger.

Loxpoxn, March 7.—The Chronicle’s
Moscow correspondent says that while
the czarina and the czarewitch were
driving in the Nevsky prospect in St,
Petersburg, a day or two ago, a parcel,
supposed to have been an infernal ma-
chine, was thrown at them, but missed
them and fell harmless in the snow.
The culprit who threw the parcel es-
caped.
