" Judze Otis Filesa Decision
on the 0il Inspection
Law.

The Colleetbr Cin' Collect
" Fees for 0il Stored in
; Tanks.

3 _ppellate Judges Will Next
Have to Pass Upon Tech-
nical Points.

Father Heffron Non-Commit-

Judge Otis filed an (':\'haustiv.e opin-
fon accompanying his decision in the
oil inspection case yesterday. The ac-
tion was begun upon an agreed state-
ment of facts by State Oil Inspecter li..
B. Willis and-against the Standard Oil
company, ihe Northwestern Star 01l
company and the Independent Oil com-
pany. The object of the proceeding
was to determine the right to charge
fees for inspecting oil: to test the con-
stitutionality of theinspection law, and,
if found constitutional, to determine
what oil should be inspected, in what
character the o1l is subject to inspee-
tion. and the fees to be charged for the
inspection. 1n his decision Judge Otis
orders judgment in favor of H. B. Willis
acainst the Standard Oil compauny for

£3.052: against the Northwestern Car

company for £376, and against the Inde-
pent Oil company for $270.40, with in-
terest on these sums at 7 per cent from

Sept. 30,1891 together with the disburse-

ments of the action. 1t is but justice to

the Standard Oil company to say that at
the hearing it declined to contest the
validity of the law, but assented to pay
the fees for inspeetion upon condition
that other companies and dealers be re-
quired to do likewise. It was under-
stood at the hearing before Judge Otis
that the case would be carried

To the Supreme Court

for review, so that the matter may be-

come res adjudicata. The case will o

up at once, so as to be placed on the

Avril eaiendar of the supreme eourt.

Judge Ous in his opinion reviews the
Iaw and gives his reasons forarriving at
the decision. On the point of the valid-
ity of the law the view is taken that the
inspection fee is not a tax, but merely
fees charged to enforce a police regula-
tion. It is within the power of the
Jezislature to enact just and equal in-
spection laws with respect to commodi-
ties 1n sueh universal use, and so essen-
tial to the welfare and comfort of the
general publie, as is illuminating 0il.
That it is a proper poiice regulalion is
no longer an open question. 1f chapter
246 of the General Laws of 1889 is valia
at all it is to be constrved with chap-
1er 6 of the Statutes of 1878, exceptso far
us is necessary to a reasonable con-
struction of the act. !

Oil in tank cars, such as is mentioned
In seation 4, act of 1889, must be oil im-
ported from without the state. All
other oils must be inspected at the fac-
wory where manufactured or at the re-
finery, and if the oil is manyfactured or
retined in the state but one inspection
is necessary. Prior to the actof 1889
there was no provision for inspecting
oil in *tank ears standing'on a railroad
track,” but since that law was passed
illuminating oils imported into the state
in tank cars must be inspected betore
being lawfully: transferred into ware-
hofise or torage tanks or unloaded. As
to the

Fees for Inspection,
the law prouides a scale of fees for the
fnspection according to the quantity
confained ‘in- each - tank. At isgraded
the same as if inspécted in separate
barrels. The law implies that eagh bar-
. xelistobe brauded "1n fehse the'eil is
drawn out of the tanks into barrels.

‘There is nothing inthe law of 1889 upon

which to predicate the  claim of -unjust

discrimination.

I'he-court does not agree with counsel
in theelsipr-thai the law requires in-
spectiom amthrinding of oils in a huge
ufidérgroundireservoir or elevated sta-
tionarytanks whether located onsteam-
boats or elsewhere. The word package
as used in the act iS5 construed to refer
to a portablé reéeptacle in which the
oil is transported and which upon sale
usually goes with 'the oil. In the lan-
guage of the people it is never used as a
stationary receptacle, but as a wrapping
and its contents as a commodity made
up ready for transportation. There is
serious questiom whether il in tank
cars is within the definition of a pack-
age given in the Century dictionary.
‘The fees provided are not unreasonable.
‘Tue faets do not show unjust diserim-
ination or inequalities, because the fees
for inspecting foreign and domestic oils
are practically the same. ,The law can
not be avoided on the theory that it in-
hibits “interstate commerce. There is
no unreasonable restraint upon the im-
portation, use aund sale of low grade
oils. The rvemoval of oil from tank
ears before inspection is prohibited.
The removal ot the oil from tank cars
is a misdemeanor, and to allow the
guilty parties to escape the payment of
stipulated fees for inspection before the
wrongful removal would bLe to allow
them to take advantage of their own
wrongs. As to the barrels of oil in tran-
situ to a point without the state, there
is no warrant of law for making such
inspeetion unless the oil 1s on sale with-
in the spirit of the act. 1f the law were
intended to require the inspection while
in transitu,-it would interfere with in-
terstate commerce.

In ordering judgment it was assumed’

that the oil inspected, after removal
from tank cars, for which fees were
charged, was removed after the aet ot
1589 took effect.

to collect the little amounts due them
from the ecity, even after they are
ordered paid by the couucil. - There are
unpawd  warrants running back as
far as 1868, and some of them are run-
ning to laboring men for labor per-
formed, while the inost of them:seem
to be for supplies futmished. ”There are
about 300 of these warrants, and they
aggregate several thousands of dollars.
One particular warrant that has laid in
the office upwards of a year calls for
more than $00 and runs to a promi-

nent firm. Mr. Ponthan is  send-
ing out mnotices to the parties
interested and many will be made

happy in consequence. 1tis likely,how-
ever, that quite a number of the people
have moved away and that they will not
be reached. Then the question arises
as to the best mode of procedure. Itis
probable that the council will be rec-
ommended to cancel all warrants not
called for in a reasonable length of time
and that the money will revert to the
general fund. In case the proper claim-
ants turn up in the future, new war-
rants ean be drawn, so noone’s interests
can suffer by this course. .

A STOCK CONTRACT.

Suit by a Stockman Against the
Milwaukee.

In the cause of William Dodge against
The Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul
Railway Company, Judge Otis has sus-
tained the demurrer to the complaint
on the theory that the complaint does
not alleze a case that places the con-
ductor of the train in the wrong. The
plaintiff was traveling on a freight train
in charge of stock. In a memorandum
the court asserts that it was necessary
that the plaintiff should allege that he
not only exhibited his stock contract,
but that he tendered it to the conductor
as a fare, and also set out that he was a
passenger. Itis also held that it was
the duty of the conductor to accept the
stock coniract and send it in with his
report.

Norma Leander, twenty vears old,
was adjudged insane in the probate
court yesterday and ordered sent to the
Rochester hospital. She has been work-
ing as adomestic and isa comely looking
t young woman.

She declined to allow a deputy sheriff
or her hrother to go near her yesterday,
but walked quietly by the side of.Dr.

Dr. Ancker remarked
 to her friends vesterday that the better
way for them to do when she shall be
discharged from the hospital is to send
her back to Sweden. He also volun-
teered the statement, based upon obser-
vation, that the Swedes are adicted to
become deranged througzh homesick-
ness.

CHANGED HIS STORY.

Places Him in an Awk-
ward Light.

Judge Brill Orders His Arrest
on a Charge of Per-
jury

In a Suit for Personal Dam-
ages Against the Soo-
Road.

Secretary Rusk Will Supply
- Farmers With Sugar Beet
Seed.

Frank Gaul stepped down from the
witness stand in Judee Brill’s court yes-
terday into the arms of a deputy sheriff,
and was taken to jail in default of $2,500
bail, to await the action of the grand
jury on a charge of perjury. Thecourt
room was packed even to standing room
al the time, and the incident created a
sensation.  He was a witness in the
case of Charles Gibson against The Min-
neapolis, St. Paul & Sault Ste. Marie

Railway. Gibson was a locomotive
engineer, - who sued - for 50,000
damages, alleging permanent dis-
avility by Teason of a foot
rest in his engine breaking down and
allowing him to fall and strike his back
against the side of the cab. At a former
trial he got a verdiet of $10,000. This
verdict was set asidz upon affidavit of
Gaul, to the effect that he had sworn
falsely at that trial. Gaul was fireman
on the engine with Gibson at the time
of the aceident. He swore at the for-
mer trial that he picked Gibson up
when he fell, and then ran the engine
to the end of the run for him. On the
stand yesterday he admitted that he
swore falsely before, and said he was a

friend of  Gibson’s, and wanted
to help him through sympathy.
He was called as a  witness

for the railway company yesterday,
and while he admitted that he had seen
Gibson fall, said he did not now recol-
lect if it was at the time of the injury.
He also denied 1n substance his former
story on the stand. Judge Brill. who
tried the case before and grauted the
new trial, is also trying the case this
time. He closely observed the witness
on the stand yesterday, especially when
John D. O’Brien, counsel for Gibson,
subjected him to a rigid cross-examina-
tion. C. D. O’Brien, counsel for the
railroad company, then asked the
witness a question on redirect ex-
amination, and he was stepping
with alaerity from the witness stand,
smiling at getting off as he thought.
He dropped back into his seat,however,
when Judge Brill said severely: **Stop,
sir!” The court then addressed the
witness further to the effect that he
was much surprised at the action of the
witness, and after an expression or two
of surprise astonished the witness, as
well as the crowded court room, by
saying:

*You have perjured yourself, sir. 1
don’t say whether you have done it to-
day or at the former trial. Itis my
duty to take cognizance of such willful
perjury. and I cannot esecape from
doing my duty now by ordering your
immediate arvest for perjury. Sheriff,
take charge of this man and confine
him 1n the county jail.” :

The court fixed his bail at the sum
named. County Attorney T.D. O’Brien
was in the court room at the time, and
he will eall the attention of the grand
jury that is now on duty to the matter.

Graud Forks, N. D., chamber of com-
merce, was ‘in the city yesterday, en
route from Washington ¢ity to Grand
Forks. . Mr. McGinnis while in Wash-
aagton, in. company with ‘Messrs. La-
Laptlen and H. P." Rucker, called
on Seervetary’ Rusk and presented to
him the advantages of North Dakota
for theé - beet’ sugar:industry. 'They
succeeded _in arranging ‘with © the
department for the distribution of'sugar
beet seed, lately- imported by the de-
partment ‘frem Europe, ammg repre-
sentative tarmers in North Dakota. In-
stroetions will be sent Ly - the depart-
ment with the seed, giving the proper
method of cultivating the -same, and
samples of the beets will *be returned
next fall to-the agricultural depart-
ment  at ~ Washington, where they
will Dbe analyzed and the results
published, in the official bulletins.
Great chopes, are entertained by the
department for the extension of the
sugar beet industry in Minnesota and
the Dakotas, and in North Dakota in
particular, as it appears by the records
that that state has a climate and soil
especially adapting it to the cultivation
of the beet Toot. -

‘I'be officials of the department of agz-
ricalture ave strongly impressed by the
phenomenal wheat erop of North Da-
kota and the Red river valley, special
remarks being made of the fact that
Grand Forks, Walsh- and DPembina
counties yielded over 18,000,000 bushels
of wheat during the past season.

The department has decided that the
wheat yield of the Northwest having
become one of our most important na-
tional factors, it will establish a special
state weather and eropreporting bureau
for North Dakota, and an official of the
weather bureau has been instructed by
Prof. M. W. Farrington, chief of the
United States weather bureau, to pro-
ceed to Grand Forks to open up an of-
fice for the state, and from which erop
and weather reports for North Dakota
will be forwarded to Washington, t6 be
used by the department in its official
reports to the country. :

Mr. MeGinnis says that the fact that
the 135,000 people of North Dakota pro-
duced nearly 64,000,000 bushels of wheat
last year, raising that state to the front
rank in the production of that crop, has
aroused universal and favorable com-
ment throughout the East. The atten-
tion of capitalists and home-seekers is
now directed to the Northwest in pref-
erence to that of any ather section of
the country, and we are now entering
upon an uvexampled era of develop-
ment and prosperity.
