'KIGHLI 1S DOWNED,

His Transfer Ordinance Ré-
ceives Its First Reading
Only in the Council.

] Aldermen Explain Their Votes
Because They Wanted to
Go on Record.

Judge Shaw and Bowker Tire
a Small Audience With
Old Pleas.

Convention Bidders Qualify--
Supt. Henderson Is Dig-
nifiedly Silent.

The bone of contention in the meet-
ing of the city council last night was
the Kiichli street raiiway transfer ordi-
nanee, compelling the company to issue
checks on all lines in the city and at all
intersections. The Republican alder-
men were anxious to go on record as
favoring the ordinance, but did all in
their power to defeat it, and the adop-
tion of the committee’s report and the
first reading of the ordinance was
merely a formality deemed neces-
sary to go through before its
final dumping in the waste basket.
Among other matters of 1nterest that
came up was Ald. Grimes’ motion that
all telegraph and electric light poles be
torn down before May 1. 'This passed
like & whirlwind, and, unless the com-
panies owningithe poles take them down
of their own accord, they will likely be
cut down. A faint odor of Harmonia
hall and exposes permeated the atmos-
phere when a petition from Col. Glenn,
asking that his license money be re-
funded, wasread. It was referred to the
committee on licenses, and a smile
passed over the faces of the assembled
solons. After the transaction of a lot of
routine business, including the reading
of new ordinances and referring peti-
tions to Lthe proper committees, the re-
port of the special committee on rail-
roads. which had in hand the Kiichli
transfer ordinance, came up. The re-
port embodied the opinion of City At-
torney Russell that it was unconstitu-
tional; also a letter from DIresident
Lowry deelining to meet the committee
and consult on the matter. The com-
mittee held a meeting during the day
and after reading President Lowry’s
letter decided to report in faver of the
ordinance. The letter is given below:

Charles F, Haney, Esq., City Clerk, Minne-
apolis, Minn.—Sir: Yours ot yesierday, in-
forming me that the joint committee on rail-
ronds and ordinances desired my pres-
ence before them today at 2 o'clock p. m.,
received. Please inform the committee that
engagements previously made will prevent
me from complying with their request. 1
wounld say, however, that it would be useless
for a representative of the street railway
company to take up the time cf yourcoln-
mittee in discussing the proposed transfer
orainance. The company will in the future,
as it has in the past, keep all its agreements
with the city, including the transfer clause
in its ordinance, and it hopes and believes
the city will do the same. If our pres-

ent system of transfers is inadequate,
we will be glad it the commit-
tee will aid us 1n suggesting one

which will better accommoadate the public
in its legitimate use, and at the same time
protect the company from the wholesale
frauds now daily being practiced upon it.
At no time has the company failed to comply
with all reasonable requirements of the
council.

Mr. Goodrich, the active manager of the
roaq, is absent from the city, and is expected
to return early in April. T would suggest
that a conference be delayed until after his
return, and that any measure proposed will
be in the interest of the public and wholly
divested of ‘“‘political ammunition.” Re-
spectfully, Tromas Lowry, President.

Explained Thelr Votes.

Aside trom reading the letter and report,
legal opinions from Judge Smith and others
on similar cases were cited. These opinions
were partly on which City Attorney Russell
based his opinion that the ordinance was un-
constitutional, He was asked all sorts of
questions pertaining to Blackstone, and an-
swered them good naturedly. Among the
aldermen who explained their votes on the
adoption of the report were Ald. dcGowan,
Haines, Parry, Grimes, Bradish, Gray, Potter
and Barrows. 7The latter gentleman was in
a sarcastic mood, and his eye twinkled as he
said that he had signed the repott knowing
1t was unjust, absurd and illegal, just to put
himself on record. The trades and labor
assembly, he =aid, had intimated that the
commitlee was owned by the city railway
company. and wauted the ordinance to be
referred back to the council, to put the mem-
bers on record.

“I want to go on record with these people,”
said Ald. Barrows sarcastically. *“I haven’t
had a chance before, so I take this.”

The alderman said he certainly had received
no money from the street railway company,
and had not received notic2 that any one else
had been given any for him. Had such been
the case, he might have acted aifferently.
Ald. Bradaish followed patriarchal Barrows,
and cast a few pointed shafts at his ccl-
league, Kiichli, who was father of the fa-
mous ordinance. He also vricked the trades
and labor assembly in a delicate way. He
wonld vote for the passage of the report and
ordinance, he said, for humanity’'s sake, no
matter whether it was legal or not. He under-
stood Tom Lucas was out of employment,
and as the passage of this transfer ordinance
would no doubt give employment to a great
many people, he would vote for it. It was
not often that the council had an opportunity
to give way to humanity’s eall, and every-
thing ought to be thrown aside and the ap-
peal responded to.

Ald. Gray wanted an opportunity to ex-
plain his vote, and did so 1in his usual de-
sultory manner. Ald. Parry got nervous at
the length of Ald. Gray's preamble and
asked the chair to call him to order.

“He isn’t explaining his vote,” said Ald.
Parry, giving his cigar a fashionable twirl
“If he ever said anything I wouldn’t object,
but he doesn't.”

Kiickli and the Chair.

Ald. Gray. however, was allowed to finish
the explanation of his vote, in which he
held forth what he termed inadequate street
railway services and A& very poor (ransfer
system. The report was finally allowea to
go to a vote and it wasadopted unpanimously,
The ordinance itself then came up tor read
ingand Clerk Haney statea it was the first.
Ald. Kiichii jumped to bis feet at this and
insisted that it was the second reading, for
he had made the first reading himself.
President Potter refused to recognize this as
the first reading, however, stating that no
one but the clerk bad the authority to give
an ordinance its reading. A warm dizcussion
as to parlinmentary rules and usages fol-
lowed, in which Ald. Bradish took delightin
embarrassing Ald. Kiichli by interpolating
humorous and peinted remarks. The latter
moved that the minutes of the eouncil be so
changed as to show that his ordinanee had
received the first reading at a previous meet-
ing, but President Potter haa declined to en-
tertain it and Ald. Kiichli sat down, very
red in the face, with the remark that t:e
council seemed to have the bulge on him.
The ordinance was then read asthe first time,
and at the conclusion the irrepressible Kiichli
made another motion, practically the same
as the first, that the minutes be so amended
that they would show that his ordinance had
received its first reading. Potter made the
same ruling and a wrangle ensued, with the
majority of the council on the side of the
chair. Kiichli got mad and tried it again,
Potter said he would waive his ruling this
time and put it to a vote to have the matter
settled once for all.

Various of the aldermen indulged 1n a dis-
cussion on ;lmrlinmeulary rules and on the
subject of the ordinance itself, some claim-
ing tbat Ald. Kiichli had the right to read
his own ordinance and some the opposite.
The resuli of the whole maiter was that
when the motion 10 amend come to a vote it
was lost.

Pumps Will Be Manned.

The report of the water board asking for
the confirmation of Messrs. Cowan and Fair-
weather passed by with scarcely a ripple. It
wos expected that the aldermen who have
avowed their dislike for Engineer Rinker
would attempt to force the report to the wall,
but 1t turned out differently. Ald. Rollins
made a motion that the report be laid on the
table. and began explaining his reasous. The
chairman called him to order. and finding no
second, asked those who were in favor of
confirming the appointment of the engineers
to vote aye. There was but one dissenung
vote, and that was Ald. Rolling’.

The Minnesota hospital coliege, through
the medium of a communication, offered to
sell its building at the corner of Ninth ave-
nue south and Sixth street to the city, for
use as a new city hospital. The price of the
building could be fixed by a committee of
five disinterested gentlemen, one of whom
should be Mayor Winston, two of them real
estate men, and the other two practical
builders. The communication was referred
to the proper commitiee,

Ald, Haines introduced & resolution to the

——

effect that any and all material for any de-
partment ot the eitly, over $100in value, be
not purchased except through the medium
of sealed bids, unless the council otherwise
ordered. 'This eame about after the reading
of the report of the committee appointed 16
investigate the fire department pay roll. This
ronort }!xo:';mted Chizf Runge and his
clerks of anyti*iug bu(’ htonest intentions and
any errors that crepy inté"tha pay roll yere
clerical and too sum!l to take cognizance of.
Ald. Haines’ resolution was adopted.

Ald. Gray made a motion that the city
clerk be authorized to advertise for proposals
for furnishing the city with elec:rie lights
for the next five years, the lights to burn all
night. This occasioned considerable discus-
sion, and fully & dozen amendments were
offered. Ald. Lackey offered a substitute
that the light inspector be authorized to
n}u:e plans and specifications, and this car-
ried.

SHAW AND BOWKER

Put a Lot of Old Straw Through
the Mill Before a Small Audi-
ence.

STEVENS' EXPOSITION

The Largest Manufacturer of
Wcolens Ably Argues for
Free Wool.

Infinite Possibilities in the
Springer Bill for Good to
the People.

A Somewhat Personal Alter-
cation Happily Ended in
Spicy Talk.

Senator Stewart on Presi-
dential Terms--Vest’s
Postoffice Bill.

T AsHINGTON, March 11.—The tariff
discussion in the house today was more
than usually interesting, and there
were several lively passages which
forcibly reminded one of the fierce po-
litical scenes of past congresses when
this all-absorbing issue was to the front.
The somewhat unique spectacle of the
largest individual woolen manufacturer
in the United States arguing in favor of
the free wool bill was presented when
Mr. Stevens, of Massachusetts, a mem-
ber of the ways and means committee,
took the floor in support of the Springer
bill; and the Democrats paid close at-
tention to his remarks and greeted his
arguments with applause.

No less flottering was the attention
paid by all the members of the house to
Representative Montgomery, of Ken-
tucky. Representative Ray, of New
York, the chiet Republican orator of
the day, succeeded 1n provoking more
than usual partisan strife, and it looked
for a time as though his altercation
with Representative Meredith, of Vir-
ginia, might surpass parliamentary
bounds,

Unanswerable Arguments.

On the svggestion of Mr. MeMillin,
two hours tomorrow were set apart for
the cousideration of private bills; and
the house went into committee of the
whole (Mr. Blount, of Georgia, in the
chair) on the free wool bill, aed was ad-
dressed by Mr. Stevens, of Massaehu-
setts. He said he believed that the
pending bill wonld benefit alike the
manufacturers of woolen goods and
the great mass of the Americen
people who consumed them. Agaman-
ufacturer he was not afraid to seek the
relief of the people by reduced duties
on his product, and he believed that the
majority of American woolen manu-
facturers who had carefully studied this
question were rapidly coming over to
lis opinion.

The abolition of the duty on wool did
not mean necessarily a smaller demand
or lower prices for American wooi. It
meant that both American wool and
foreign could be used to the best ad-
vantage for the purposes to which each
was best adapted, and that they could
be mixed in proper proportions in all
sorts of fabries. It meant that more
wool would be used than was used to-
day, because foreign wool, less the duty,
would take the place of shoddy and
other imitations, and more genuine
woolen goods would besold to American
buyers, and it might mean in the future.
perhaps, also, the opening of new mar-
kets to American manufactures. Re-
duced taxes and lower prizes always
meant increased consumption. The bill
as it stood represented infinite

Possibilities of Good

to all the American people. Mr. Mont-
gomery, of Kentueky, then took the
floor and made a strong argument,
largely made up of statistical analyses,
in support of the bill of the committee.
In this speech Mr. Montgomery devoted
his chief attention to the contention
that it deprived labor of protection, and
by statistics wenton to show that the
bill gave more protection than the en-
tire labor cost of producing goods in the
United States. |,

Mr. Brookshire said that Mr. Blaine’s
so-called reciproeity scheme and the tax
upon raw wools were the two most emi-
nent fallacies by which the protective
system was sought to be maintained. It
was not the agriculturol products that
the people of South America wanted.
In the main they wanted manufactured

goods. Reciprocity, he said, was a
snare and a delusion and fell
short  of developing  necessary

markets for the surpius of agriculture.
1t was but an artful contrivance for the
perpetuation of the most selfish, op-
nressive and unjust system of taxation
ever fastened upon a free, loyal and
self-respecting people. :

IN THE OTHER WING.

Stewart and Vest Bills Engage
; Attention.

WAsHINGTON, March 11.—In the sen-
ate today Senator Siewart introduced
a joint resolution providing for a con-
stitutional amendment that no person
who has held the office of president of
the United States for a term of four
years, or any part thereof, shall be
eligible to that office within four years
after the expiration of that time, this
amendment to take effect afrer the
4th of March, 1897. Referred to the
committee on civil service reform.

The unfinished business was Mr.
Vest’s bill to construct a postoffice
building in every town where the
postal receipts ranged from $3.000 to
210,000 a vear. Mr. Vest supported it
and said it was to remedy the discrim-
ination in favor of large cities. Mr.
Berry (Arkansas) op posed the bill be-
cause it would discriminate against
agricultural states and give other
portions of the United States undue ad-
vantage. Mr. George, of Mississippi,
indorsed this view. Mr. Vilas. who,
_\vhen postmaster general,originated the
idea upon which the Dbill was based,
argued in support of the bill, and it was
stiil under consideration when the
senate adjourned to Monday.

Striking Contrast in Treatment of
Seized Sealers.

WAsHINGTON, March 11.—The two
British vessels seized in Boshring sea
last vear for violating the terins of the
modus vivendi, and turned over to the
British authorities for prosecution un-
der that agreement,are said to be among
the vessels that have already started for
the sealing grounds. So far as known,
the British government has not even
instituted proceedings against them.
On the other hand. the two American
vessels seized for exactly the same
offense were libeled aund condemned by
the United States courts.

Honor to Pere Marquette,

WasHiNGTON, March 11.—Represent-
ative Hopkins, of lilinois, today, at the
request of Postmaster General Wana-
maker, introduced a Dbill to authorize
the establishment of a postal telegraph
service. Mr. Hopkins desired it under-
stood that the faet that he introduced
the bill does not commit him to any of
its provisions.
John Treber Pardoned.
WASHINGTON, March 11.—The secre-
tary of state has received a telegram
from the charge d’affaires ad interim
at Berlin, announcing the pardon ot
John Treber, of Deadwood, S. D., who
was recently imprisoned in Germany
for an alleged violation of the military
laws of that country.

Hemp Statistics.

WasminGToN., March 11.—The su-
perintendent of census has sent to press
a bulletin on hemp production, which
shows the total area of land devoted to
the cultivation of hemp in the United
States in 1889 to have been 25,054 acres,
and the production of fibre, 11,511 tons,
valued at $1,102,602. The average yield
per acre is 1,029 pounds, and the aver-
age value per acre $44.01, or $05.75 per
ton,
