T0 BUILD AT ONCE.

The Canadian Pacific in Earn-
: ‘est About Its Line to
St. Paul.

Chairman Finley Rules on
the Liability of Roads in
Redemption.

The Omaha Held Responsible
for Accepted Northwest- -
ern Mileage.

Proposed Iowa Legislation
Affecting Railroads in
That State.

Special to.the Globe.

WiNsreee, Man.,, March 11.—Your
correspondent,who has been acquainted
W}!h the fact for several weeks, was
given permission today to publicly an-
nounce that the Canadian Pacific will
at once proceed to complete an inde-
pendent line into St. Paul from the
Northwest, in order to be on an equal
footing with tue Great Northern and
Northern Pacific railways for the Nil-
dle states’ traffic to and from the Pacifie
coast. When the friendly relations be-
tween the Canadian Pacific and Great
Northern now existing have been sev-
ered by the completion of the latter’s
through line to Puget sound, which will
make them rival competitors, instead of
the friendly associates they have been
for the past fourteen years, the scheme
is to build a branch from the
Soo at Haunkinson, in North Dakota,
almost directly northwest, keeping
south of Devil’s Lake to the Canadian
boundary, where it will connect with a
h.ne to be built southeasterly from Re-
gina, a point on the Canadian Pacific
main line 357 miles west of \innipeg,
near the bounaary hme. This line will
be intersected by the Canadian Pacific
extension at a point where a large coal
mine will be opened up. A survevor
will arrive here tomorrow from Mon-
treal, who has instructions to proceed at
once with the location of the line, and
when he has finished his task the work
of construction will be commenced, and
pushed to eompletion with all possible
speed. The extension ot the Soo to the
boundary will be carried on simultane-
ously. The Canadian Pacilic officials
say that this line will give them a much
shorter route from the coast to St. Paul
than that of either the Northern Pacific
or Great Northern.

TICKET REDEMPTION.

Finley's Rules on the Liabilities of
Roads in Redemption.

CHicAGoO, Mareh 11.—Chairman Fin-
ley today handed down a ruling in re-
lation to the lability of roads in the
Western Passenger association for the
redemption of tickets issued by their
connections. The decision was called
out by the refusal of the Omaha to re-
deem a mileage book issued by the
Chicago & Northwestern, and which
had fallen into the hands of a broker at
St. Paul. The ticket, which was 1ssued
i favor of E. L. Mulford, was pre-
sented for transportation over the
Omaha road by an aygent of the associa-
tion, who had purchased it for $30.43
and received a rebate order on a Chi-
cago broker for $20.20.

‘The passenger signed the name of
“Leo Mulford,” but the  ticket was ac~
cepted by the conductor. For this the
Omaha was called upon to redeem the
ticket at the rate of 24 cents per mile,
but deelined to do so on the ground that
the mileage had' been regularly issued
by another. road, Chairman Finley
rales, however, that under the agree-
ment the road aecepting a ticket, wheth-
er of its own issue or that ot a connect-
ing line, is liable for its redemption;

otherwise it would be  possible for both

roads to évaae tlre redemption clause.

IOWA LEGISGUATION.

Provisions of a Bill Recently In-
troduced.

CHICAGO, March 11.—Copies of a bill
introduced in the lowa legislature have
been sent to the managers of interested
roads in this city. The Dbill provides
that the railway companies of the state
shall be required to furnish reports of
the gross earnings of their respective
lines within the state every year for
taxation purposes. ltalso provides for
the classification of the roads and the
fixing of maximum rates according to
the classification. The date of making
changes in rates, pursuant to changes
in classification, is fixed at July 4, fol-
lowing such changes. Any failure on
the part of the roads to make the re-
ports required of them will subject them
to a fine of $100 per day for every day
the reports are withheld.

THROUGH TO NEW YORK.

Arrangements Perfected for a
New Freight Line,

Speeial to the Globe.

WiNoNA, March 11.—1t is announced
from a reliable source that a new
through freight line from this place
east to New York is to be established
that will place us on an equal, if not
better footing than Duluth. For some
time past it has been known that the
Green Bay, Winona & St. Paul Railway
company, aided by the Delaware, Lack-
awanna & Western, was trymg to se-
ecure a through route from New
York to the Missouri river. This
tihey have mow accomplished, and the
freight is going to the East via that
route.

The boats are to be ice crushers,
will run summer or winter and are
capable of carrying twenty-tour loaded
freight cars at a single trip. They are
ganged to make two tripsand return
Joaded in a period of twenty-four hours.
Enough boats will be provided to trans-
fer all the freight going over the road
east and west with comparatively small
loss of time. This will be the first boat
of the Find on the lake. When the
plans now laid fully mature Winona
will get freight rates never before

_dreamed of.
