CORBETT MEANS FIGHT,
Not Much Doubt of the Califor-
nian's Karnestness.

New York, Mareh 14.—The prospect-
ive Sullivan-Corbett contest is the all-
absorbing topic in pugilistic and sport-
ing cireles just now. Some of the local
sports profess to believe that the match
will never take place. They say Corbett
has no intention of fighting Sullivan.
One of Sullivan’s admirers, Dick Roche,
has even gone so far as to offer to
wager 3500 that no mateh between the
men will be made. Corbett arrived in
town last night. This morning he said:
“Tell those who want to bet against my
good falth in the matter that 1 will be
at the place appointed at 1 o’cloek
Tuesdav to put up the rest of the de-
posit. 1 accepted Sullivan’s challenge
simply because hie abused me. 1 want
to get even with him for alinding to me
as a bombastic bluffer. I think 1 can
defeat him; I always thought thatl
comd.”

Corbett denied that he would have
Prof. William Muldoon train him for
the prospective fight with Sullivan. He
said his sparring partner, Jim Daley, of
Philadelphia, would perform those
functions for him. He had not decided
where he would train, possibly in Cali-
fornia, as the climate there suited him
better than any other place. He hoped
the fizht would take place in New Or-
leans. because the change of climate
would not be so great should he decide
to train on the Pacific coast.

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POSTOFFIGES GALORE

The Senate Passes the Bill to
Provide for Uniform
Buildings.

Statement of the Conditions
Which Will Govern the
New Scheme.

In Executive Session Senators
Discuss the Seal
Matter.

Naval Vessels Being Placed in
Shape for Service in
Emergency.

WAsHINGTON, March 14.—Among the
pavers presented and referred in the
senate today was a protest by the Balti-
more conference of the Methodist Epis-
copal chureh against the enactment of
further oppressive legislation against
the Chinese people, as tending to cripple
missionary work in China through retal-
iatory measures. There were also hun-
dreds of petitions presented from grang-
ers praying for legislation against gam-
bling in “futures” and on various other
subjects, Half an hour was occupied
in the presentation of such petitions.
Several resolutions touching world’s fair
matters were placed on the calendar.

A conference was ordered on the ur-
gent deficieney bills, and Messrs. Hale,
Allison and Cockrell were appointed
conferees on the part of the senate.
The vote by which the senate recently
passed a bill in regard to the collection
district of Puget Sound was reconsid-
ered, and the bill was recommitted to
the committee on comierce. Senate
bill to authorize the construction of a
combined railroad, wagon and foot
bridge across the Missouri river at
Yankton, 5. D., was taken from the cal-
endar and passed. The senate then pro-
ceeded to executive business.

Postoflice Bill Passed.

When the doors were reopened the
senate resumed consideration of the
postoffice building bill. 1t was finally
passed, yeas 24, nays 21, as follows:

The bill directs the secretary of the
treasuary to cause 10 be prepared by the
supervising architect of the treasury
designs, plans, working drawings and
specifications for postoffice buildings,
which, before being adopted. shall be
approved by the postmaster general,
secretary of the interior and secretary
of the treasury., The designs and
plans are to be so devised as to provide
for the construetion of buildings of
such dimensions as may be required for
the transaction of business of presi-
dential postoftices, and so that addi-
tions to their capacity may be con-
structed from time to time without in-
jury to the harmony of the design or
usefulness of the building, and such
design and plans are to be as nearly
uniform as praciicable, both as to ex-
terior appearance and internal arrange-
ment, and all sach buildings are to be
five-proof and provided with a suitable
fire-proof vault.

Conditions of Buildings.

The postmaster general is from time
1o time to cause to be constructed build-
ings in accordance with such general
design and plans, for the accomuoda-
tion, in towns and cities having no fed-
eral building, of all presidential post-
oftices, the gross receipts of which for
three vears preceding shall have ex-
ceeded the sum of 0,09 and have not
exceeded $90,000; such buildings to be
rairly distributed awmong the several
states and territories, the plaeces to be
designated from time to time by the
postmaster general, the secretary of the
treasury and the secretary of the in-
terior, but no buildinzs are to be con-
tracted for or erected in excess of the
amounts which may be from time totime
appropriated for such purpose by con-
gress.

T'he material to be used in the con-
struction of any such building 1s to be
determined by the pustmaster-general.
The cost of such building and site is
not to exceed £30,000 at any place where
the gross postal receipts for each of the
three preceeding years shall not have
exceeded 88,000; and at no other place

! shall it exceed a sumn equal to the aggre-

gate of the postal receipts therein dur-
ivg the three years preceding, nor shall
it exceed §75.000 in all. The postmaster-
general is authorized, when in  his
jndezment it shall be necessary to pur-
chase a suitable site for any suen build-
ing, at a price not exceeding 5,000, or
when the same cannot be ctherwise
procured, to acquire
Title by Condemnation

in the name of the United States, under
the laws of the state within which such
site may be situated. The postmaster
general is annually to report to congress
a statement ot all postottice buildings
construeted under the provisions of the
act, tozether with ail contracts therefor
or relating thereto, and a particular
statement of the cost of each during the
preceding fiseal year, and also of all
contracts for buildings which may be
unfinished; and is also at the same
time to report to congress a list of all
the buildings, with the estimated cost
thereof, to be erected under the pro-
visions of the act during the next en-
suing year.

Whenever, in the opinion of the post-
master general, the secretary of the
treasury and tbe secretary of the in-
terior, it shall be necessary or expedient
to provide, at any place where a build-
ing is to be erected under the provisions
of this act, for the accommcdat:on of
government officials other than those
connected with the postoflice depart-
ment, the building isto be evectel with
a view to furnishing such accommoda-

tiou.

‘T'he bill of which the foregoing is the
result was originally infrodunced in the
senate by Mr. addock. After another
executive session the senate adjourned.

AN EXECUTIVE SESSION,
Senators Discuss Behrinz Seca
Matters at Length.
WasnixGgToN, March 14.—The senate,
in execulive session, today spent an
hour in the discussion of the Behring
sea question. 'The matter came before
the senate in the shape of a message
from the president in reply to a resolu-
tion requesting further information as
to the effeet of pelagic sealing. The
president sent extracts from officia¥ re-
ports of the Behring sea cominissioners
showing that, contrary to Lord Salis-
bury’s statement. the British commis-
sioners had conceded that the seals had
diminished in number by the hand of
man, whieh, of course, meant largely
through the acts of the poachers in Kill-

ing the seals at sea.

I'he message was laid before the sen-
ate. and Mr. Sterman woved its reter-
ence 1o the committee on foreign rela-
tions. But the senators wished to hear
the extracts enclosed by the president,
and defeated the motion. The wmatter
was read in full, and then foliowed a de-
bate very similar in character to these
which oecurred last week. The point

of difference was to be seen in the
sirength shown by the sentiment favor-
able to the protection. of the claimed
rights of the United States in Behring
sea by all the resources of the govern-
ment, pending _arbitration. . Short
speeches were mad® by Senators Sher-
wan, Butler and Morgan, of the com-
mitiee on foreign relations, and by
Messrs. Platt, White and others. At
their conclusion the papers were, re-
fierred to the committee on foreign rela-
tions.

THE SUPREME LAW.

Important Postoffice Case—Butler
Gets a New Trial.

WasnixgroN, March 14.—The su-
preme court today announced ten de-
cisions, oniy two or three of which were
of general interest or importance, ‘fhe
United States appealed from a décision
by the court of claims, rendering upon
the following state of facts: William
Wilson was appointed postmaster at
Chadron, Neb., in 1885, In October,
1886, the postmaster general raised the
grade of the office and fixed the salary
at £1,600. His commission as third-class
postmaster did not issue until January.
1887: the auditing offices refused to pay
Wilson at the rate of the increased sal-
ary prior to the date of his new com-
mission, although he verformed the
duties of the office. The court of claims
decided that he was entitled to pay of
the higher rank from the time the
office was raised, and the supreme
court, through Jistice Lamar, an-
nounced its opinion, affirming the jodg-
ment of the court of claims.

I'ne well known case of Gen. B. F.
Butler against the National Home for
Disabled Soldiers was sent back tothe
Massachusetts circuit court for another
trial by Judge tiarlan, speaking for the
supreme court. While acting as treas-
urer for the home Gen. Butler loaned
$15,000 to Gov. Tilton, of the eastern
brancn home, for the uses of the ingti-
tution. Aftterwards the money was re-
turned, but it was alleged Geu. Butler
did not account for it, and the boardjof
managers brought suit to recover the
mouey, Judgment was given against
him in the eourt below. He appealed,
and the supreme court, by Justice Har-
lan, said his appeal was well grounded
and that a new trial must be given him.
Justice Harlan said it was plain from
the record that the case had not been
fully tried, and for that reason must be
hear® again. Justice Brown dissented
from the judgment of the court, assert-
ing that, in his epinion, the court had
given Gen. Butler full oppottunity'to
present  and  establish  his defense.

Justices Fuller and Gray took no part|

in this case. '

MORRILL, MAY DI1E.
Vermont's Aged Senator in a
Pang2rous Condition.

He remained at home Saturday
onh account of a cold and spent the day
at his desk, and in the evening was

{;esler(lay he was compelled o keep his
ed. His pbysiciau pronounced him
dangerously ill. 1le was somewhat
easier this morning, but during the day
there has been no improvement in his
condition. Senator Morrill is eighty-
two years of age, and it is teared his
constitution is not sufticiently robust to
withstand the attack of so serious‘a
disease as congestion of the lungs. His
family do not lock for any amelicration
of his condition tonight, and his death

may eusue at any time,

YokomAMA, March 14.—The fmquest
‘iuto the circumstances attending the
death of George Gower HKobinson, a
prominent broker and society man, shot
by Lieut. J. H. Hetherington, of the
United States steamer Marion, Feb. 13,
was concluded on the 18th, with a ver-
dict charging Hetherington with wiliful
murder, The latter had accused Rob-
inson with alienating his wife’s affec-
tions, and meeting Robinson, who was
driving with a friend named M. Pors,
on the afternoon of the i3th, Hethering-
tou fired three shots at Robinson, one
bullet passing close to Fors, the second
also flying wide of the matk. but the
third striking Robinson in the side,
shattering his hip. y %

The ball traveled forward and upward
util it reached the stomach. Robinson
was carried into the United club build-
ing, where he lingered until 11:30
o’clock Sunday night, Feb. 14, when he
died. Before death he caused a letter
to be written to United States Admiral
Belknap, expressing pardon for Heth-
erington’s act, and requesting that the
utmost possible leniency might be
shown in dealing with the case. Many
prominent officials and residents of
Yokohama were present at the inquest.
Dr. Wheeler testified that he found the
bullet in Robinson’s abdomen, and that
death was caused by hemorrhage. Dr.
Eldridge testified that Robinson told
him in an indirect way who fired
the fatal shot, and added: *‘Doctor,
if I get through this time aliye,

He’ll Finish Me

next time.”” The doctor replied: *No,
if you recover he’ll be out of the way
of doing you any mischief.” On Rob-
inson asking what the doctor meant, the
latter stated that Hetherington would
ba arrested. Robimson responded:
“Good God, that will never do; it will
ruin the poor fellow.”” After repeating
this Robinson asked Dr. Eldridge to
write, from dictation, to Adwiral Bel-
knap, In the letter Robinson used the
phrase, as nearly as the witness could
remember, to the following effect:

If anything frorm me can make the position
of Lieut. Hetherington easier or better I shall
be very glad. 1 fully forgive him.

M. Pors testified that Robinson was
one of his Dbest friends. On Saturday
afternoon he went driving with Robin-
son. The witness’ attention was called
to a man who stepped up to the side of
the cart with a revolver in his hand,
The man, whom le subsequently ascer-
tained was Lieut. Hetherington, cried
~out **Stop, you blackguard.” Kobinson
made no reply, as Hetherington at the
‘same time fired the first shot. Pors
‘testified a second shot was fired while
“be was rising fromn his seat to jump
out; Robinson cried out, **Oh, my God,”
‘and bent over to the left side. The
‘witness jumped to the ground saying,
“Gower, =
Drive for Your Life;

1L stop him.?  Witness struck the
ground and received some contusions,
:When he rese the cart had proceeded
-sowe distance. 1’ors testified he threw
himself upon Hetherington and they
both fell. The latter rose. Pors clinging
to him, endeavoring to seize the revol-
ver and imploring. Hetherington to de-
sist. 'I'bis continued for some seconds,
Hetherington expressing his intention
of eontinuing firing. Finally he dropped
his arm, saying: “l have done it.”
Pors then ran after Robinson and two

olicemen took charge of Hetherington,
Robizson had told him that afternoon
he was in some trouble,but was pledged
not to Zivalge what he had heard,

I'lse coroner then reviewed the evi-
det:T2, impressed upon the jury that in
cons#iering a verdict they must dismiss
from their minds all reports aud rumors
whicl: they might have heard. The jury
returitd the following verdiet: “We
find from the evidence laid before us
that George Gower Robinson, broker, of
Yokohama, died Feb. 14 from a bullet
wound inflicted by J. II. Hetherington,
lieutenant of the United States navy,
Feb. 13, and we find said J. H. Hetn-
erington guilty of willful murder.”

Robinson’s funeral took place Feb. 23,
and was attended by a majority of the
leading residerts.

Lieut. Reamy, of the Marion, was the
first of Hetherington’s friends at his
side, and his wife arrived at the consul-
ate shortly after. Owing to the fact that
Robinson had been involved in vatious
other scandals, it is conteniled that the
feeling was so strong against him that
a number of British war vessels in port
refused to receive him on board. De-
spite the fact that he was arich and
prosperous merchant, surrounded by
friends, none of the latter came forward
to swear to a complaint against his
slayer.

Sax Feaxcisco, Mareh 14.—Rear Ad-
miral Belknap was interviewed today
concerning the Hetherington tragedy at
Yokohama. While refusing to express
an opinion as to the justness of Heth-
erington’s act, the admiral intimated
that public opinion in Yokohama was

BRITISH COMMONS,

Canada and ksquimalt Defenses
Up Again.

Loxpox, March 14.—In the house of
commons today Sir John Broderick,
financial secretary of the war office,
stated that he had reason to believe that
the Canadian minister of militia was in-
teresting himself in the question of the
defenses of Esquimault, and that the
government was confident that the work
would now be carried out. James C.
Filynn (MeCarthyite), member for the
northern division of Cork county, asked
the government what portion of the
£25,000 voted for British representation
at the Chicago Columbian exposition
would be allowed for Irish exhibits.

Sir John Gorst, financial secretary,
replied that the grant was given to the
United Kingdom, and that Irish exhib-
itors would have the same facilities as
those in other parts of the kingdom.

The subject of the arrest of two En-
ghshmen at Auteil, France,Sunday, the
3d inst., they not being allowed to com-
municate with the British embassy, was
brought up. James William Lowther,
parliamentary seeretary of the foreign
office, stated that the grave matter had
been the subject of a commuuication to
M. Ribot, French wminister of foreign
affairs. Mr. Lowther said he trusted
the Freneh government would be
willing to redress the injury and pre-
;em. the recurrence of a similar loci-

ent.

REAL HOT ELECTIONS,
