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RAKED THEIR REGORD,

Senator David B. Hill Talks
Truth and Wisdom to
Mississippians.

Fair and Candid Statément of
Democracy’s Impregna-
ble Position,

fnd a Keen. Merciless Analy-
sis of Selfish Republican
Treachery.

Ringing Peroration That Is a
Trumpet Call to Victori-
ous Assault.

Jackson, Miss,, March 15.—United
States Sevator Hill, of New York, spoke
in the hall of the house today. Early
in the afternoon the galleries had been
filled with colored people,but they were
cleaned out by the police and room was
made for white men and for the ladies
of Jackson., The house was called to
order by Speaker Street at 1:40 p. m.,
while at the other end of the capitol
Lieut. Gov. Evans called the senate to
order. Five minutes later the members
appeared at the door of the house and
were formally received, the lieutenant
governor mounting the platform beside
the speaker,

A few moments before 2 o’clock Gov.
Stone appeared, escorting Senator Hill.
The whole assemblage rose to greet
them, and the galleries and floor ap-
plauded loudly. When the assemblage
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quieted. Gov. Stone arose and intro-
duced Senator Iill in a speech replete
with warm praise for his services to the
Democratic party, while governor of
New York.

“He comes to us,” Gov. Stone said,
*undisguised as a representative of the
great national Democratic party—a man
endowed with every requirement and
accomplishment necessary to make
him a great leader of parties and of
men; a man who bhas already been
crowned with civie Jlaurels such
as few men of his years have
ever worn; a man who, so far as his
own state is concerned, has fllled the
measure of public honor. The isms
and schisms which threaten disruption
of the great Demoecratic party of today
find no place in his political creed, and
those who follow his lead will find
themselves moving steadily on in the
ranks of and abreast with the great con-
servative Democracy.”

Banded Soverelgnty.

After the applause had subsided.
Senator Hill spoke as follows: 1 am
deeply sensible, gentlemen, how rare
your bestowal has been of that distin-
guished honor which, with open pride,
I come hither to receive at your hands
and to ackrowledge with gratitude. The
old world has had its cordial emnbass-
fes from sovereign state to sovereign
state. In this new world, where the
people rule, shall we not brighten every
tie that links our Democratic densmina-
tions, principalities and powers in the
banded sovereignty of an imperishable
union? I will trust your white-haired
veterans familiar with public cares; I
will trust the youngest man who treads
for the first time these hails and is
burning to hurl his heart into the serv-
fce ot the state, to know what thankful-
ness 1 shall ever feel, gentlemen of the
state of Mississippi, to have been for an
hour the focus of that reciprocal good
will which 1 owe to the favor and re-
turn to you on behalt of the state of
New York,

There is good reason at all times for
Interchange of thought between the
people of forty-four states, banded to-
gether for life to insure one another’s
Iiberty in the pursuit of happiness. But
there is excellent reason at the present
time for such interchange between men
whose political philosophy and practical
polities alikke are summed up in the pre-
serving for our own benetit, and the
benefit of times to come, the great Demn-
ocratic faith and tradition. ‘I'he ground
upon which Democrats of the state of
New York have taken their stand is the

Whole Democratic Faith

and tradition, not some corper of it, not
some splinter of it merely, but the
whole. This is the ground upon which
1 would see united the Democrats of
the state of Mississippi with all Demo-
crats of the North and West. Like the
victory of Jefferson, this contest, this
victory, will close a chapter of history,
will doom to final disintegration a de-
graded party and will fix the direction
of our political progress for some dec-
ades in the century to come. Inthe
union of the Democratic party liesa
greater strength than all its enemies
combined can ever finally subvert.
It survives every disaster; it
is the great and most eflie-
fent organ of the people’s
power. ‘I'he Democratic party is
stronger than any man or set of men.
No man is ever indispensable to its sue-
eess, for its strength is with the people.
Therefore it is large, tolerant, liberal,
progressive. 1t iuvites to its member-
ship, to its control, all men who will
uphold the Democratic faith and tra-
dition and apply them to the people’s
needs.

Continuing, Mr. Hill urged a close
adherence and strict construction of
the constitution of the United States,
which he said was “the standing mar-
vel in the history of civilized men.”
The powers which it grants are few and
specified, and it concentrates and cen-
tralizes those few. After a century of
storm and stress, it remains almost
wholly unruptured and has emerged
wnimpaired from the

Torsion of Our War.

It is in spite of transgressions, not by
help of tiiem that westill live. We have
not profited by them; we have survived
them. It is the old abridgement and
limitations of the funetions of govern-
meut to its own proper business, des-
pite transgressions; itis the distribu-
tion and evolution of its powers, despite.
ursurpations; it is the prohibition of
state powers; it is the declaration of
str ) rights; it Is the reservation and

surrcnder of the residue to the States,
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respectively, for the people. by which
we have truly lived and still bear our
life; tt is individual freedom, not a
paternal  government rule, which
explains our swift expansion from a
fringe of thirteen colonies to a conti-
nent of mighty states. It is individual
freedow, not Republican torce bill nor
coQaressional leading  strings, that will
enable you, the strong and highly civil-
ized race, to guide forward your less
gifted fellow citizens from the plane of
equality before the law to the higher
level of thrift, economy, good hus-
bandry, social order, self-imposed and
household virtue, and thus transform
the present difficulties and unshared
burdens of the South into the solid
foundation of sti/l more prosperous and
still more poweriul states. We must
live up to that coustitution. New York
should stand by Mississippi and Missis-
sippi stand by New York in itssup-
port.
Republican Wrecking.

Every trouble that exists, every disas-
ter that impedes and every danger that
is feared at this time throughout our
whole land, not merely in some part of
it, is the direct and obvious corsequence
of Republican legislation in disregard
of this spirit-of the letter of the consti-
tution. Not for one hour during the
last thirty years has the Democratic
party possessed, nor does it now pos-
sess, the power to repeal or amend
these other laws, the fount and origin
of every present disturbance to the
general peace and prosperity, so that
all these evil-producing laws have been
absoliutely beyond our reach and went
on cperating, and go on operating, now
Just as if the overwhelming Democratic
majority in the house of representatives
were a Republican majority.

Dishonored Their Trust.

Three years ago the Democratic par-
ty experienced a disastrous overthrow
and lost the house of representatives,
which till then it had controlled for many
years. Both branches of congress and
the execative being then in Republican
hal_lds. their power was complete to
write new laws upon the statute books
and do with the government and its ad-
ministration whatever they would. The
block upon any further new, bad, un-
constitutional legislation, which either
a Demoeratic house or a Democratic
executive could have effectually inter-
posed, was thus lost,

For two years our country was aban-
doned to their designs. What did they
do with their unhindered power? Did
they repeal one of those unconstitution-
al laws for which they had been plead-
ing the false excuse of war, its burdens,
its necessities? Let our worse-than-war
tarift taxation reply; let the disorders of
our currency make answers. No: they
first cheated more power into their own
hands and then doubled its prostitution.
|Applause.] Their speaker in the house,
Ly violent and unparliamentary pro-
cedures, distended the actual small to

a fraudulently large majority.
all of whom followed him
with dog-like docility. [Laughter.]

In the senate six new Republican
senators were seated to represent a
smaller population than their census
left uncounted in the city of New York,
and one state was defrauded of its Dem-
ocratic choice. Their objeet was not
only to enact more and worse uncon-
coustitutional legislation, but also to
put that legislation beyond the people’s
amendments or repeal.

Unwary Democrats.

This they did and their occupation
within those irtrenchments, and the oe-
cupation of the whole Kepubliean and
and mugwump press, has ever since
been to plant political discussion on
proferrea Dbills which their president
would veto and their senate won’t pass.
I regret that some -unwary Democrats
in congress and in the press render as-
sistance in taking off publie attention
from the unsurpassable monstrosities of
their hiving laws and assist the Repub-
lican party in hiding the scope of that
revolution it pursues.

Of course they tried to pass a force
bill. They did pass the two McKinley
laws, superadding to the protected
taxes of the tariff of 1883, the reciprocity
humbug, and the new subsidy and
bounty swindle. _ The tariff on imported
sugar. every dollar from which went
straight to the federal treasury, they
abolished for the sake of crowding up
and perpetuating higher protected
taxes which, besides taking no less a
summ from the people’s pockets for the
needs of the people’s treasury, take also
many times greater sums from the
people’s pockets, not one dollar of
which goes to the people’s treas-
ury, nor to raise workmen’s
wages, but all goes into_the private
cash boxes of a few employers of less
than 7 per cent of our industrious, toil-
ing millions. [Applause.] 'T'o call Re-
publican taxation like that unconstitu-
tional is like calling highway robbery a
fault of conduct and flat burglary an
indecorum. |[Laughterand applause.]

Financial Disorder.

The Republican congress also passed
the Sherman silver law, into which
every Republican monetary heresy is
crowded, that has kept our finances in
perpetual disorder for thirty years,
tortured our merchants with unecer-
tainty and fear, turned our foreign
commerce our sales of wheat,
our sales of cotton into a daily
gamble, 1t revives the most
dangerous heresy which the Republican
party once packed the bench of the su-
preme court toget afalse judgment
upon as constitutional. But that was
the last and final tribute of their polit-
ical bypocrisy to legal virtue. [Ap-
plause.] Never once since they com-
pelled this supreme court to reverse its
own righteous ruling, to flout history
and put our public law to public shame
never since then have they cared enough
to get fig leaves for their indecencies.
[Laughter and applause.] And while
Sherman’s silver law is draining off
our gold to turn into a steady stream

and drivihg us headlong into
an exclusive silver basis, not one

Republican lawyer, not one Republican
merchant or board of trade or chamber
of commerce in all the North has raised
against that law the demand that we re-
peal 1t, for that constitutional reason,
reviving the less bad law which it
superceded, but that would ve a first
step toward living up to the constitu-
tion and would keep in plain sight of
the people till next November, the Re-
publican erime. the people’s verdiet and
the pecple’s duty to unite inits renewal.
[Applause]. We must never despair of
the republic; but 1 can truly say that if
these
Enemies of the Republic

who now possess its powers shall escape
an overwhelming defeat next Novem-
ber by our divisions, by our failure to
unite and conquer, they will be able,
with that reprieve, so to buttress about
their stolen powers, so to fortify and
entrench themselves, that another gen-
eration, wiser and more self-sacrificing
than we, may have to suffer and take up
the noble efftort which has failed and
dropped from our unworthy hands.
[Applause.]

But by unity and concord in our
ranks now we can surely triumph,
Unity will endow with needful power
the great Demoeratic party—today
the sole eflicient;instrument of re-
form. Unity will enable it to force
relief from upjust taxes. Unity will
enable it to call a halt in the growth
and spread of grinding monopolies.
Unity will enable it to restore the
sound, safe, sufiicient money of our
fathers, when every dollar was as good
as the gold dollar. [Cheers.] The
farmers for their own deliverance

should reinforce the Democrats and en-
able that party to dethrone the endorses
ot every act of the biilion-dollar con-
gress. Alone, he said, the farmers
could do nothing but defeat their own
hopes and re-elect the party whose pol-
icy of protected taxes plundered the
farmer first and most of all.

One More United Effort.

Senator Hill’s peroration was as fol-
lows: Once more to the breach, my
friends. Altogether. just once more.
[Applause.] The people’s victory re-
quires but union. Altogether, once
again, and then it stands complete.
[Cheers.] For then the people’s serv-
ants will be empowered as they cannot
be till then. empowered to execute the
people’s will. [Applause.] Gentlemen,
we cannot afford division next Novem-
ber. Our strength is enough, but it
needs our united strength. Division
is defeat. Division, even ing Missis-
sippi, is nothing else but a vote
to prolong the Republican domination
and renew the party’s life. But unity
now will destroy the Republican party
and swoop it off the face of the earth.
1t can never survive the renewal of the
people’s verdict, pronounced in their
great uprising two years ago. The Re-
publican party will go where the Fed-
eral party went. 1t will zo where the
Whig party went. 1t will go where the
Know-Nothing party went. llApplause.]

Let us once more unite and once more
defeat the Republican party next No-
vember, and its defeat will be its death.

It will disintegrate, dissolve and be
crushed. The reign of autocrats and

plutocrats will be over and gone. The
conspiracy of the Republican revolu-
tionists of the billion congress to wreck
this great experiment of Democratic
justice and liberty will be crushed. And
we shall awake from this long darkness
and its foul dreams to sunrise, morning
and a new life. [Prolonged applause.]
FPublic Address and Reception.

Senator Hill was greeted often with
applause, and some of the ear-splitting
yells which are peculiar to the South.
The aodience listened with close atten-
tion to all the speech, and applauded it
liberally. Atits conclusion a series of
resolutions were unanimously adopted
extending a eordial greeting to Senator
Hill. tendering thanks for his words of
wisdom, praising his career and char-
acter, and bidding him godspeed in his
endeavor to rescue the government
from the control ot the Republican
party.

When the governor declared the meet-
ing adjourned, Senator Hill shook hands
with a number of gentlemen and then
returned to the governor’s mansion,
where a lunch was served. Rain had
bezun to fall, but it did not disperse the
crowd which had gathered about the ex-
ecutive mansion waiting for the public
speech which the senator had promised
to deliver. The speech was brief, but
was heartily cheered by the large crowd
on the lawn. After 1ts delivery the
senator held an informal reception in
the governor’s mansion.

‘The clearing house
is said to have not only settied the brof-
its of the beef gales for the members of
the combination, but also divided the
complete returns from sunch other
products of the business as oleomarga-
rine and intestines.

INTO THE BIG TRUST.

The Minnesota Farmers’ Alli-
ance Indorses the Nation=
al Union Company,

Which Is Supposed to Be An-
other Name for the
Cordage Trust.

Grose, of Aberdeen, Declines
to Give the Names of Its
Backers.

The Austin Hail Insurance
Company Struck a Blow
Between the Eyes.

The National Union company was in-
dorsed by the executive committee of
the Minnesota Farmers’ Alliance at a
meeting held at the Merchants’ hotel in
this city yesterday. Shortly after the
members had been called to order George
G. Grose, of Aberdeen, S. D., who in
addition to running an Alliance news-
paper finds time to act as manager for
the National Union company in no less
than seven out of the forty-four states
of the Union, appeared and in a half-
hour speech explained the workings of
the great corporation which he declared
was to be run in the interests of the
farmers without the inyestment of a
single dollar by them.

“All we want is the indorsement of
the Alliance, and the pledge of the sup-
port of the farmers if we sell as cheaply
as other firms,”” said Mr. Grose.

According to Mr. Grese the National
Union company is not connected with
the National Cordage trust, although he
suid he was not prepared to state the
names of the men who were behind the
scheme. He intimated that a nuwmber ot
manutacturers were in the company,
aud that it was simply a means of bring-
ing producers and consumers together.
The National Union company will take
all the products of the farmer at the
highest price, and will allow him a re-
bate of 2 per centon all the goods he
buys at their stores, and in addition to
this a share of the profits. Mr. Grose
who, by the way, is built somewhat on
the plan of Hon. Alonzo Wardall, of
Huron, S. D., was so high in the hea-
venly ether ag this time, that he could
not stop, and he pictured the building of
flouring mills by the National Union
company, which are to manufacture the
Minnesota farmers wheat which this
beneficent corporation will ship South
in exchange for Southern produets.

The theoretical soul of the Sage of
Nininger at the close of this speech was
found to have been neatly caught, its
very impracticability, of course, recom-
mending it, and he at once offered the.

Resolved, That we ask the members of the
Alliance to give the matter a full and fair
hearing, and, if they are satisfied, support
the Union company for one year, at least, as
an experiment and see how it works.

Resolved, That we believe in co-operation,
especially when it cheapens the price of
commodities bought by our members, and
at the same time promises to furnish us with
direct trade with those who buy what we
have to sell.

MRS, WILLIAMS WINS

Judge Fuller Awards the Di-
vorce to the Defendant
in the Case.

Papa Williams May Have to
Pay Pretty Heavy Ali-
mony.

Decision in a Very Important
Saloon Case at
Pierre.

Rarip City, S. D., March 15.—'T'his
was the fourth and last day of the Will-
iams divorce case. In the morning the
cross-examination of Mrs. Williams was
completed. She was agitated and tear-
ful, and broke down once or twice. Mrs.
Williams’ wish to speak with her hus-
band, expressed while upon the stand
yesterday, was explained this morning.
She declared that she had never aban-
doned the hope of being reconciled to
him, ana had deferred her answers to
his proposition for this reason. She
was averse to asking a divoree, but
tinally yielded to her attorneys.
She said that she had never
had reason to doubt her husband’s
fidelity while living with him. He was
away a good deal evenings, but she sup-
posed he was at lodge. In her opinion
it was wrong for Catholies to marry
Protestants. She had perhaps done
wrong when she married Mr. Williams,
but she was led by her affections. Judge
Fuller ruled out the question, *Which
would you give up, your husband or
your church?” Her testimony entirely
changed the face of the case, and, while
Judge Fuller holds that her charge of
adultery was not proven, her husband
could not secure a divorce in the face of
her evident attachment and loyalty.
WWilliams took the stand to deny all
criminal intimmacy witnh Miss Boyd, and
then the case was closed. When court
convened at 3 p. m. Judge Fuller stated
that he had decided not to hear argu-
ments. He then said the evidence of
residence was suflicient, Mr. Brown, for
the defense, having coincided. Judge
Fuller then said: **On behalf of the
plaintiff I find - that the evidence has
fnilad to sustain the charges of adultery
againsty him, but upon the ground ot
desertion Mrs. Williams is entitled to a
decree, and the minutes will so show.”
The amount of Mrs. Williams’ alimony
will be rixed at a later hearing, at which
evidence will be heard as to the amount
of  Williams’ property. ‘This is
variously stated=by himr - at $17.-
000, . by the defense at mnearly
'§200,000. The result is singular, in that
it denies a divorce to Williams and
gives one to his wife, though she pre-
terred a reconciliation. Mrs. Williams
won all hearts upon the stand, and has
the sympathy of those who listened.
Her taithfulness as a wife is vindi-
cated. Her brother, Mr. Cox, is satis-
fied, and Williams, who only desired
his freedom, left the court room smil-
ing. The decision is generally ap-
plauded, and the impression prevails
that Williams will have to pay a round
sum for alimony.

THE SALOONIST RECOVERS.

Decision of an Important Case at
Pierre.

PIERRE, S. D., March 15.—For a great
many months Pierre city ofhicials have
collected fines from saloonkeepers and
have thus handicapped the state author-
ities in collecting evidence and prose-
cuting violators of the prohibition law.
Lately the saloonists refused to pay this
monthly fine, when the city oflicials
stood out of the way enabling the
state’s attorney to close up the saloons.

SALE OF SCHOOL LANDS,

Those in North Dakota Bring
Splendid Prices.

GRrRAND Forks, S. D., March 15.—The
annual sales of school lands took place
today in threej Red river valley coun-
ties. Ten thousand acres were sold in
Walsh county, 15,000 in Richland and
16,000 in Traill.
