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A REPUBLICAN DANGER.

It is given out upon Democratic au-
¢hority that a combination grrangement
has been agreed upon in Kansas be-
tween the Democrats and People’s
party. Confidence is expressed that
this will insure the loss of the state to
the Republicans. On the basis of the
most recent votes, the Kansas Repub-
licans have a plurality; but the two
other parties, voting together, form a
considerable majority. The Democrats
are to be alloited about one-third of the
congressmen and a part of the state
officers. They have no chance to get
anything by themselves, as the smaller
of the three parties: but, if by this co-
operation they ean gain membership in
congress, they will be effecting some-
thing tofvard the promotion of the prin-
ciples of the party. 1t isa question for
the political casuists how far parties
with principles not altogether harmoni-
eus may work together. The practical
politician fancies that his persuasion
has accomplished something when it
elects a part of its representatives, and
has defeated the main army of the op-
position, At all events, such combina-
tions have been had at times by all
parties, and the Republicans propose to
combine in the Southern states, if they
can, with the People’s party, to
defeat the Democrats. It is not
surprising that they are alarmed
at the prospect of losing the
electoral vote of Kansas. They
eannot spare it and have any chance for
success. They expect such action there
will be followed by a similar co-opera-
tion in Nebraska, Minnesota and the
Dakotas. There are no possibilities of
success for them without these states.
As far as the final result is concerned,
it is of no moment to the Democrats
whether the electoral vote of these states
is with them or the third party. Taking
it from the Republicans is the only ma-
terial point. If the election is thrown
into the house, they have the states then
toelect. It may well be a matter of alarm
tothe Republicans to see any pooling
projects in vogue among the two other
parties in their states.

HILL'S SILVER POLICY.

The expectation that Senator HiLL
would fully elucidate the silver ques-
tion in his speech before the Mississippi
Jegislature, and leave no room for Mr.
HanrTeER or any other inquisitive peo-
ple to obtrude their interrogation points,
was not fully realized. A diagram of
his policy with all the lines quite dis-
tinct was not had. Yet he was explicit
in denoancing the SHERMAN silver law
“that has kept our finances in perpetual
disorder for thirty years.” Among his
objections to it were that it was send-
ing gold out oi the country “‘and
driving us headlong into an exelu-
sive silver basis.” In his view the law
that preceded the SHERMAM act “was
less bad.” It might not be purely a
wechanical task to formulate a bill
covering the financial fabric in the mind
of the senator, but a clue may be had
perhaps to his general object in his
preference for the policy superseded.
His mind was dwelling more, perhaps,
upon the practical effects of that meas-
ure than its possibilities under present
conditions. He remembered that by the
present policy the so-called 70-cent dol-
lars have been multiplied enormously.
The government is- purchasing double
the amount of silver used for coinage
under the preceding condition. In fact,
some insis! that absolute free coinage
would not materially enhance the vol-
ume of the white metal used as money.
Without great mental effort it may
then be inferred that the senator would
recall the condition rather than the
statutory lines of the antecedent era.
He presumes that there is a plethora of
silver widening the gap between it and
gvld, and this 1s to be deprecated and

reduced. When he returns to the sen-
ate he may conclude to relieve all ques-
tion as to his precise views by the in-
troduction of a bilt covering them.
Yet, trom the space he accords the sub-

jeet, it is not probable that he
attaches the importance to it that
the radical men on either side
appear to. He knows that it is

not distincetly a party measure, and
that no radical change in the policy pur-
sued can be effected by either party
alone. He would not have this made a
disturbing question 1n the party. He
would leave it somewhat in the rear.
Yet many who have been in some doubt
as to his views on the question will feel
that he has not removed all ground for
it, and that under the circumstances,
having gone South toenlighten the peo-
ple upon public issues, he should be
more distinet in his aftirmations on the
subjeet.

A DAKOTA PICTURE.

A few years ago it was common to
find in Eastern papers the most extrav-
agant caricatures of the climare and
life in the Dakotas. These were some-
times given as the reports of persons
who had braved the perils of that land
and marvelously escaped totell the tale.
However the hobgobiin stories were
concocted, it was understood that they
were used to deter credulous readers
from looking for new homes in the
West. They have not done much serv-
ice since there have been blizzards in
New York city more destructive than
in the West. 1t is surprising to find in
so ponderous and dignified a publica-
tion as the Atlantic Monthly a screed
on the Dakota climate that rivals
the romances of the early time. The
first and chief article in the Contrib-
utor’s Club of the March issue affects to
picture the climate of Dakota from the
experience of a writer there ina resi-
dence of fourteen months. It is not so
stated, butsome of the language indi-
cates that the party who finally sur-
vived and escaped wasa woman, and
her sojourn was in South Dakota. In-
cidentally, it may be noted that Minne-
sota shares largely the Dakota condi-
tions, as it borders both states their en-
tire length, except that it does not ex-
tend quite so far scuth. ‘The magazine
writer never heard a person in Dakota
speak of the climate but to relate some
new horror. The Indians chose that
region for the reason that they be-
lieved no white people would ever
attempt to live there. The cold
was so intense in winter that
while a thermometer was at 115 degrees
near the stove, eight feet distant it sank
to 20 degrees. 1f a person winks out
doors the eyelashes freeze to the cheek,
and for this reason no person makes a
second attempt to perpetrate a joke
that involves winking. The intensity
of the wind drives the women insane,
and they crowd tte asylums. The aui-
mals, even, are affected. The roosters

,are unable to crow or the hens to cackle.

The Indian ponies cannot whinny. Po-
tatoes are taken into the beds to keep
them from freezing. Withsuch uncom-
fortable conditions in winter it might be
supposed that the summers would be
conceded to be endurable, but if pos-
sible they are still more excrutiating.
The hot air comes in burning blasts, as
if it had just escaped in crevices
from the internal fires, and the
people close doors and windows
to keep it out, and still pant
as 1f they were about to perish.
The airy imagination, however, does
find two small compensations. There
is no malaria, and not a rat in all Da-
kota. Not a rodent has been found
courageous enough to venture there.
Still, in spite of all this, people have
been flocking to Dakota from New En-
gland and all the old states, making
homes and fancying themselves com-
fortable and prosperous. Those who
have lived there a dozen or more years
imagine that the climate is really one
of the great attractions. Such screeds
as that of the Atlantic writer amuse,
but donot vex them. When they get
the prairies and home sites dotted with
trees more generally, they have a con-
ceit that even for the adornments of
civilization they will not take second
place to any.

THE DIVORCE PARTY. -

There are some good names attached
to the so-called ‘‘divorce party’s" call
for a Saturday night mass meeting, and
some indifferent ones. 1if they have no
higher object than to divorce municipal
affairs from party politics, as they de-
clare in their call, theirs does not seem
a very serious purpose. If their idea is
really to raise the standard of honesty
and efficiency in the public administra-
tion, anything they undertake which is
calculated to this end will receive the
GLoBE’s hearty indorsement. Popular
movements of this sort are not
very promising enterprises, however,
as a rule, because they usual-
ly content themselves with passing
resolutions and making speeches. Their
leaders have neither the time, the incli-
nation nor the patriotism to do much
besides. They have to disclaim all am-
bition to hold office in order to show

their sineerity, and if they do not hold-

office they have to earn their living
some other way, and this generally
leaves them little leisure for anything
else. The truth of the matter is that
politics is a business, and people learn
it as they do any trade. The rousing of
voters, the selection of candidates, the
manipulation of campaigns consume

energy and long hours of work., Itis

the officeholding class alone which
is willing to spend these, and,
having spent them, they get the
offices. Thus in every city is produced
a coterie of men who are always thought
of when a vacancy occurs in a public
position, just as other ones are thought
of when medical service is needed, and
again others when a lawyer is wanted.,
These men are apt to be skillful in the
discharge of their duties, and if no
weightier charge can be brought against
them than that they are politicians,
they are not liable to suffer much in
public esteem. Gentlemen like those
who compose the ‘‘divorce party” can
do very valuable work in watching and
eriticising their methods, but when an
attempt is made to do away with them
entirely, the chances are a thousand to
one that it will prove abortive. The
projectors of such an undertaking are
seldom equal to the labor it involves.
It takes something more substantial
than speeches and resolutions to carry
an election.

A COG IN THE MACHINE.

Ulterior motives are concealed in the
postoffice building bill which lately
passed the senate by the narrow ma-
jority of three. There are two cogent
reasons why the bill will fail to pass in
the house. The first and weightiestone
is that its principal feature is highly re-
pugnant to the supposed liberty of the
elective franchise.

The bill provides for the erection, at
government’s expense, of postoffice
buildings in towns whose postal reve-
nues exceed £9,000, but do not exceed
§90,000 per annum. At a hasty glance
it would appear that this measure would’
be beneficial tothe country at large, and
especially to the West and Northwest.
Careful investigation, however. reveals
a good-sized Senagambian concealed in
the woodpile from which BENJAMIN
HArrisoy is industriously and silently
sawing presidential timber. To de-
termine the *‘fair distribution among
the several states and territories” of
these presidential postoffice buildings,
the postmaster general aund secretaries
of the treasury and interior compose a
board for their location. The text of
the bill reads:

Whenever, in the opinion of the postmas-
ter general, the secretary of the treasury and
the secretary of the interior, it shall be neces-
sary or expedient to provide, at any place
where a building is to be erected under the
provisions of this act, for the accommoda-
tion of government oflicials other than tnose
connected Yith the postoffice department,
the building is to be erected with a view to
furnishing such accommodation.

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CLEVELAND'S LETTER.

How It Is Received by Two Chica-
go Editors.
Chicago Herald (Dem.).

Translated into plain English this
means that in Mr. Cleveland’s opinion
the fact that he will not be presented
by his own state should not bar him
from the field, and that individual
delegates from his state should be per-
mitted to cast their votes for him if he
can induce any to doso, no matter what
action may have been taken by the
state convention concerning presiden-
tial nominations,or what rule may have
been adopted by the delegation on the
unit question. Thus it appears Mr.
Cleveland is ready to override for his
individual advantage a decision for
which he and his adherents stubbornly
and successfuily fought in the Chicago
convention of 1834,

The late Daniel Manning was then
“boss” of the astate. Under his skill-
ful manipulation one-third of the state
delegation, led by John Kelly, Bourke
Cockran and T. F.Grady, having openly
declared that they would not cast their
ballots for Grover Cleveland because he
was not their choice nor the choice of
the people they represented, were com-
{wued. neveriheless, to_cast their bal-

ots for him, or, rather, their ballots
were counted for him against their
will and against their vehement
and long maintained protest. Mr.
Cleveland approved then of sup-
pressing everything except major-
ity rule in the state and in
the party. Now he is ready to override
party discipline, destroy the ladder on
which he climbed to the nomination
eight years ago, and seize for himself
the liberty he denied to his fellow Dem-
oerats in the last Chicago national Derz-
ocratic convention. He accepted twenty-
four votes under the operation of that
rule, without which he could not have
been nominated; and he knew that
every one of them was cast for him
against the will of the twenty-four dele-
gates and of the people who elected
them. There is no protest from New
York state this year. The state delega-
tion is unanimous. But it is not for
Mr. Cleveland. Therefore he will *go
to the people.”

They
were beginning to doubt whether Cleve-
land’s name would be mentioned in the
Chicago convention. The bugle call is
not as stirring'as the note that Hill is
sounding through the mountains of
Tennessee and on the plains of the
Southern Mississippi, but it will inspirit
many a drooping follower. These
friends of Cleveland wilt recall that
Tilden was named against the active
opposition, the positive menace, of
Tammany, and nevertheless carried
New York. They will remember, too,
that at Chicago in 1884 Cleveland was
menaced in like manner by Tammany,
but succeeded in carrying the state, and
that only when the powerful organiza-
tion of Manhattan was professedly
Cleveland’s friend was New York lost
to the Democracy. Cleveland was strong
in the South. But against his cold and
tormal letter to Bragg is the personal
appearance of Hill in that region, an
open and avowed candidate, talking di-
rectly and adroitly to the people, and
carrying everywhere with enthusiasm
the banner of his party.

Silver Contrasts,
New York World.

The Republicans of the East are pos-
ing as the peculiar champions of honest
money, though two-thirds of their con-
gressmen voted to fix a day for taking
up the Bland free coinage bill.

In President Harrison’s own state the
Republican convention declared in favor
of dollars **of like value in the payment
of debts.” 1In 1890 the Republicans of
Indiana indorsed the Shermman act as
*a long yet prudent step towards free
coinage.”

The notes issned under the present
law,redeemable in 70-cent siiver dollars,
are a legal tender for all debts and for
government dues. Silver dollars issued
under a free-coinage law would be of
*like value (with gold) in the payment
of debts.”” And it is for this reason that
the “‘debtor classes” of the West and
South clamor for them. They think
they can scale down their debts by pay-
ing them 1n *““cheap money.”

This is the kind of money that the Re-
publicans of Indiana favor.

Contrast this dishonest declaration
with the honest-money resolution of the
New York Demoerats:

We are against the coinage of any silver
dollar whieh is not of the intrinsic value of
any other doliar or the United States.

Or with this equally explicit utterance
of the Rhode Island Democrats:

Eve‘liy dollar of American money, whether
of gold. silver or paper, ought to be of equal
value the worla over.

The fiat of the government makes
dollars “*of like value in the payment of
debts,”” but it cannot establish intrinsie
values uor reach to other lands. The
Republican professions in favor of
*honest money” are a fraud.

TAE WESTERN LEAGUE.

An Important Meeting to Occur
Today in Chicago.

CHICAGO, March 16.—James A. Will-
iams, president and secretary of the
Western base ball league: Gus H.
Schmelz, manager of the Columbus club;
L. C. Krauthoff, of Kansas City, coun-
sel of the league, and Robert
W. Maguire, of Milwaukee, held an
important base ball meeting today.
Williams had in his grip the signed cou-
tracts of 106 men who were wiilinz
and anxious to play in the Western
league. The list included 16 ecateh-
ers, 28 pitchers, 9 first basemen, 12 see-
ond basemen, 12 third basemen, 8 short
stops and twenty-seven fielders. A few
of the third basemen can play short,
and will be assigned to that position.
The list was studied by McGuire, Kraut-
hoff and Schmelz, the players’ commit-
tee. Finally nibety-six names were
selected, and then came the work of
apportioning eight evenly balanced
teams. 1t took several hours to
do this to the committee’s satisfaction,
and each team will start in with three
pitchers and a brace of catchers. [he
league as a body will act tomorrow.
The teams as apportioned will be sub-

mitted to the managers. Each
manager is expected to do all that
will in his judzement start
the teams on an even footing.

Therefore it 1s likely that some changes
in the makeup will oceur. Lists of the
various teams as finally arranged will
be dumped into a hat and a number
will be drawn simultaneously. It was
decided to play 140 games and divide
the season. The opening games will

be played on April 15 and the
first series will close June 30,
The second season will open July 2 and
close Sept. 29. The series will not be
equally divided. Sixty-six games are
scheduled in the first division and
seventy-four in the second. The um-
pires will first call play in the southern
tier of cities. St. Paul wiil epen
in  Omaha, Minneapolis in Kansas
City, Milwaukee in Indianapolis
and Toledo in Columbus. Theschedule
as it stands will be adopted.

SEARCH FOR BOMBS,

Paris Police Make Important Dis.
coveries,

PArig, Mareh 16.—As a result of the

rigorous search which has been insti-

tuted by the authorities, a discovery

has been made which wmay possibly
lead to the detection of the
persons concerned in the various
explosions, which have recently oe-

curred here. While the police were
pr()scc_lltltxgthﬂll' serutiny of the dweli
ings of suspicious persons in the sub-

urbs of this city today, they overhauled
a collection of articles which evidently
were intended to be used in the
manufacture of explosive machines.
The  officers were making an

examination of a certain house, and
while searching some rooms they dis-
covered a quantity of eyianide of potas-
sium and a number of eleetrie eoils and
cartridge cases. ‘These things were
found in the rooms of an anarchist liv-
ing at St. Denis, a town in the depart-

ment of Seine, five and a half
miles north of the ecenter of Paris.
A bomb, fully charged with deadly

explosive, was also discovered in the
house occupied by an anarchist in the
Fauborg St. Etienne. Additional search
warrants were subsequently issued,
and the police are engaged in making
a thorough search of the houses known
to be occupied by anarchists. ‘Thirty
five lodgings have already bzen closely
examined and five of the occupants
hayve veen arrested. The search is still
going on.

LLoxpox, March 16.—The Chronicle’s
Paris correspondent says: *“*A general
feeling prevails that the effort o terror-
1ze only macks a deep political move,
which prudence forbids me to chare
acterize.”
