POLITICS AND POLITICIANS.

A glance over the battle field of Sat-
urday night,since the smoke has cleared
away, demonstrates that the Globe
was right in saying that itwas not gen-
erally understood that there was
any fight on at the primaries.
In but few precincts were
there any contests at all. In many
of the precincts? most of them, itmay
be said? there was but one ticket in the
iield. Inmost of the predicts where
there was more than one ticket out, the
multiplication was due more to per-
sonal ambiton for a plaoe in the county

convention than to any Umt was
being made on any one man or set of
men. Tho places where the fights
occurred were the preoiiids of the so-
called leaders of factions. First of all
comes the Thirteenth precinct of
the Fourth ward. That squabble
was mentioned yesterday morning.
Then, for instance, C. M. Foote was
defeated in his own precinct. Mi.
Foote is inclined to think that he was
not defeated fairly. The number of
votes cqpt in that precinct was out of
proportion to the number cast in the
same precinct last election. But
Foote is not kicking. Ho said
before the primaries that he
would go down with the flag flyingbe-
fore he would try to pack any caucuses.
Foote was about the only man? (he
tinly one of consequence 1,in fact? of tiie
so-called Foote faction, who was de-
defeated. All the others like
Otto Miller. Thomas Scott, etc.,
were elected without much difficulty.
Mayor Winston carried his precinct.bui
liis side was a sufferer in about the same
proportion as Foote's. J. 11. Kolfe, one
of the mayor's strongest friends, and a
man who "iscredited withhaving had an
am bilion to go to Chicago as
a delegate to the national con-
vention^ was wiped off the earth
in his precinct by Frank Morse. All
the others of the mayor's friends were
elected. As pretty a contest as any in
the city occurred down in the Falls pre-
cinct of the Twelfth ward. The race
was between Elmer Foster, ball player,
and S. A.Stockwell, statesman. Foster
lias a reputation as a sprinter and sus-
tained it.

Itseems Drobable that the caucuses
of this year willresult in an appeal
from Minneapolis for a re-enaction of
the old law governing primary elections
which threw almost as many safeguards
around the primary as around the regu-

lar election. The most serious contests
that arose (Saturday niirht were all be-
cause of the absence of any system for
conducting a primary election. The
county committee adopted what it
deemed to be a good system for man-
aging tiie primaries, and in-
structed the precinct committees to
follow the instructions. In many cases
there was on absolute refusal to follow
instructions. Allpersons should be In-
terested inmaking the primaries regu-
lar and free from any suspicion of un-
fairness. Unless voters at the pri-
maries are registered there is
no means of knowing that they
are entitled to vote in the
precinct were they present their ballots

And the registry amounts to nothing
unless there is some penalty for false
registration. The absence of any law
governing this matter of primary elec-
tions was not noticed until a day or so
before the primaries, and it is safe to
cay that not any of the so-called fac-
tions are glad that the law is silent on
that point.

The slate-makers willbe busy today
electing a permanent chairman of the
convention tomorrow, to be confirmed
when the convention meets. There are

\u25a0everal possibilities. First of all comes
Mr. Winston. He Bays that
lie has no desire to be chairman,
but his friends want him to
take the place, and he willprobably not
refuse itifoffered him. Itmay be de-
cided, however, that he has honor
enough in controlling the convention
without presiding over its delib-
erations. Then, there is Capt. O.
C. Merriman, who has been chair-
man of more than one county or
city convention. Titus Mareck has been
spoken of, too. lie is believed to be
ilavor Winston's choice. Both A. T.
Ankeny and John Ankeny have also
been mentioned as possible chairmen.
Uernard Cloutier is another who. some
think, would make an excellent presid-
ing oflicer.

Joe Jepson was the maddest man in
Minneapolis Saturday night. Joe lives
out in ttie mayor's precinct. He has
not missed a Democratic convention
since In- was old enough to vote, and he
does not want to miss this. He saw that
liis name was put on the Winston ticket
and supposed that would be all he
would have to do. He though h? was
on all the Winston tickets. But he was
not. lie was swamped. That is why
lie is mad. He willnot go to the con-
vention tomorrow unless he can secure
ft proxy somewhere.

As usual, the Republican papers have
been mixing matters while pretending
to inform the public on Democratic
politics. The situation in the First
ward has been misstated. As pub-

lished in the Republican papers.
Aid, McGowan and Perry Long
liave formed a combination by virtue
of which Long is to succeed McGowan
In the council, and McGowan is to go to
the legislature. Itis early in the sea-
lou to fall to discussing council poli-
tics, but what has been written about
the First ward is all wrong. Aid.
McGowan will be a candidate
for re-election to the council.
His friends recognize that he has been
In the council under adverse circum-
stances. He has always had to fight a
Republican majority, but has held his
own against the odds. Now his friends
Intend to return him to the council,
When it will be Democratic and when
he willbe given a chance. McGowan
has almost a cinch on the nomination in
that ward, as it looks now.

PRAYER AND TEARS,
Judp;e David A. Secombe Fol-

lowed to His Grave by
Brother Lawyers.

Minneapolis Engineers De-
clare the North Side

Pumps Insufficient.

L.W. Smith Searches for His
Brother's Murderer in

Minneapolis.

General News of the Day
Gathered by Reporters

for the Globe.

The Judge Secombe obsequies Joc-
curred yesterday afternoon at the fam-
ilyresidence. 25 Grove street. There
was a very large attendance, and many
a tear was shed when the last of the
mortal remains of the dead barrister
were viewed. The members of the Min-
neapolis Bar association met at the Nic-
ollet house at 1:30 and atlended the
services in a body. The street on which
the residence faced was lined with
equipages, neaily a hundred of which
formed a procession and followed the
hearse to the grave. The remains lay

in a handsome black casket,
which rested on pedestals in the
front parlor. The floral offerings

were many and there yas an almost op-
pressive odor of dying roses in the
room. On the mantel piece was a vase
filled with new spring lilacs, also sev-
eral huge bouquets of white roses and
chrysanthemums. A clock of unique
design stood on the mantelpiece, but
the ticking bad been stoppid and its
shining face hidden under a confusion
of delicately bued pinks. By the sine
of the clock was a bunch of ealla lillies
and little hot house violets. On the
casket rested a wreath of lillies and
yellow and white cut roses interwoven
with smilax. On a table by the pule of
the casket stood a floral cross, which
bore the familiar inscription, "Kequies-
cat in pace."

Among the many old friends who
were present were two who knew the
deceased especially well, and with
whom there were linked tender associa-
tions. There were Rev. E. D.Neil and
Dr. James Murphy, of St. Paul, family
pastor and family physician; Rev. Kiel
was the pastor of a congregation which
held services in an old cow stable on
University avenue, somewhere in the
fifties, and Jude<; Secombe had been
a member. It was this old
gray-haired clergyman who spoke
the last eulogy and "murmured the last
public prayer over his old friend at the
services yesterday, lie was greatly
affected and his voice was tremulous as
he delivered the prayer and read a por-
tion from the Scriptures. The text of
liis homily he drew from the flowers
and plants that shed their fra-
grance over the world. There was a
lesson, he said, in watching the deli-
cate life of the lilyor rose, in seeing
how like the lifeof a man it grew and
developed, blossomed forth in ail its
beauty and then died and vanished.
The life of a rose could never be
brought back, nor the perfume of the
violet when once departed.

Rev, Niel drew a comparison between
the lifeof a rose and that of a man.
The human life was the head of crea-
tion, yet how mysterious it all was. The
philosophers in all theirresearches were
only able to say life is a mystery and
miracle.

"As we stand here today," continued
the old minister, "we realize that a life
has been taken away; that he whose
self and form were so familiar to us,
has gone from us on this earth forever.
No man knows when the end willcome,
so it behooves us to prepare for the
morrow. Men do not stop to think their
lives may be taken away suddenly. They
think other men are mortal, but not
themselves. But we are one and all
made of the same clay, and have no
word to say in the work of death. We
are called upon today to sympathize
with a wife who has lost a husband,

children wlio have lost a father and
friends who have lost a comrade. Let
us taka heed, then, to our own lives.and
proQt by the example of our beloved
brother who has gone before."

Rev. Niel spoke of the deceased's
early life, and how he had watched him
in the beginning of his career, anil the
gradual development of noble things.
He also briefly touched upon the de-
ceased's official life, the success he had
at tiie bar of justice, and the service he
had rendered his state when lie aided
informing the constitution. Inconclu-
sion he said that Judge Secouibe had
never despised fame, but he had loved
his profession and dignity more. There
was not a man of his profession in the
state who was any more consistent iv
his duties than he had been.

At the conclusion of the services
those present were given an opportunity
to view the remains. They were then
conveyed to Lake wood cemetery and in-
terred. 'Ihe gentlemen who acted as
pall-bearers were the followingold resi-
dents of the city: R. P. Russell. Judge
L.Bostwick, U. D. Dorr, M. B. Hayes,
S. D. Todd and James McMulleu.

POOR NORTH SIDE PUMPS.

Engineers ina Body Declare Them
Totally Inefficient.

The controversary over the pumps at
the north side station willnever die out.

As soon as there seems to be a clear road
to the final dismissal of that topic, a
new point bobs up and opposes the way

of the pump controversary out into
the wide, wide oblivion of oblivious-
ness. Ithas occurred several times and
has occurred stilj again. Last week
Aid. Rollins, chairman of the special
committee on North Side pumping
station investigation, announced that
he would call the committee together
again today. This committee has
made no report as yet, altliongh
itfinished its labors a couple of months
ago. Itmay resume work now. The
stationary enelneers of the city have
taken a hand in the pump contioversy.

Atthe last meeting of National Associ-
atiou of Engineers No. 2of Minneapo-
lis, the followine resolutions, which
speak for themselves, were presented
and adopted:

Whereas, The committee appointed by
this association to Investigate nnd report, re-
garding the North Side pumping station, has
reported the facts in detail, and the matter
has been fullydiscussed at several meetings
of this association, therefore, belt

ReSolved. Thnt' in the opiuion of this
body ofengineers and mechanics, the pumps
at tue Norm side station are unsuitable for
the service required by this city;

Resolved, Thnt the entire plant is fauity In
6>vi-.rn nii'lerpctlon in mauy particulars ;

Resolved, Th<H from the evidence before
us, we believe that the oriicial test, made at,

the time ol ueeeptuuee of the North side
plant was unreliable and of no account:

Resolved, That in our opinion the whole
difficulty with the North side station be due
to the lack of mechanical abilityand experi-
ence on the part of the representatives of the
cay inmjibcuuk pumping machinery, for the
service which it was expected to perform;

Resolved, That we believe the cityof .Min-
neapolis would be in danger of a water fam-
ine if it had to depend solely on the North
side pumpingstation ;

Resolved. That we believe It would bo ad-
visable for tne city ofMinneapolis to employ
amechanical engineer of recognized ability
t<> look after the city's mechauical depart-
ment.

A BROTHER'S SEARCH. *.

He Wants to find the Murderer
of His Brother.

A gentleman who gave the name of
L.W. Smith called at police headquar-
ters yesterday, and informed the offi-
cers that his brother Daniel had been
murdered in Richmond county, North
Carolina, on Feb. 13, and he had rea-

sons for believing that the mur-
derer was in this city. He
presented a photograph of the
murderer, and asked the co-operation of
the police department in apprehending
the man. On the date mentioned, Mr.
Smith says his brother and a man named
A. T. Wright became involved in a
quarrel over the possession of a dog.
Wright drew a revolver and shot his
brother. He escaped, and Mr.Smith
thinks he is in this city.

FOUND HIS DAUGHTER.

Edward Wanlell Takes Her Home
AfterEight Months' Absence. 1
Another sorrowing parent has recov-

ered his daughter. Edward Wardell
ltves at Grantsburg, a small townup on
the St. Paul & Duluth road? so small
that it is seldom dignified by getting

a place on the map. lie has a farm
up there, where he and his family live
and prosper. He has a daughter, a girl
of sixteen, named Mellie Wardell.
About eight months ago Nellie made up
her mind that life on a farm was too
slow for her. Her parents were not
willing that she should leave home
But she left, nevertheless, and did not
tellher parents whither she was going.
She came toMinneapolis. She secured
a place iv a private family shortly after
coming to the city and, unfortunately
for her. a good one. But her parents
were worrying about her. Recently
they learned that she had come toMin-
neapolis. Her father arrived late Sat-
urday night. He found her yesterday
afternoon on South Washington avenue
with a young man. He approached her
and asked her to co with him. She re-
fused. Then he appealed to an officer
and threatened to have her arrested and
sent to the reform school should she re-
fuse to go with him. That caused her
to change her mind. Today they will
return to the Grantsburg farm.

SECTARIAN SCHOOLS.

Dr. Hoyt Speaks on the Condition
of Affairs at Stillwater.

Previous to the delivery of his sermon
last night, Rev. Wayland Hoyt, of the
First Baptist church, made a few re-
marks on the sectarian and parochial
school question which is agitating

Stillwater at tho present time.
He went over tho condition
of school affairs in Stillwater
and incidentally referred to the soci-
ety that had been organized under the
title "Defenders of Public Schools." It
was a laudable enterprise, he said, and
should receive the hearty support of
every true citizen ana Christian. Dr.
Hoyt took the stand that the
actions of the Catholics in Still-
water were obnoxious and in di-
rect opposition to the fundamental
laws of the public school system. He
was personally aware, he said, that in
the so-called transfer system in vogue
in Stillwater it was necessary that the
teachers should be mainly Roman
Catholics, and also that they should be
garbed as such. By this the doctor
meant the teachers were bound to go
attired in the garb of nuns.

Tho appearance of teachers attired
like nuns was, in Dr. Hoyt's opinion, a
blow at the public school system and an
almost direct recognition of the sectar-
ian. He did not object to a Roman
Catholic being employed in the schools,
if employed for his learning and merit,

but he had the most serious ob-
jection to the employment of a
Roman Catholic because he was a Ro-
man Cathoiic. Dr. Hoyt referred to the
institution of tho school holidays in
Stillwater, of days held holy by the
Catholic church, as a direct violation of
right, and law. In impressing upon his
audience to do everything possible to
puta stop to the evils of sectarianism
in public schools, he indulged in a num-
ber of similes and comparisons that
were apropos and to the point.

Homeless and Hungry.

Apoor shivering little woman, who
gave her name as Mrs. Hannah Mc-
Manus, accosted Officer John Ryan yes-
terday afternoon and requested aid for
himself and little child. She said her
husband had deserted her, leaving her
absolutely penniless and no place
to lay her head. She was with
him during the forenoon, when he
made some excuse to leave her, and
since then had failed to put in appear-
ance. She had been wandering about
the streets allday and had had abso-
lutely nothing to eat. She formerly re-
sided on Second avenue north between
First and Second streets, but recently
had been employed in a family at the
corner of Eisrhih street and Twenty-
fourth avenue north. The deserted
woman was taken to the central station
and given foodand shelter.

Danz's Last Concert.

Prof. Frank Danz had the satisfaction
of seeing a large audience and an aris-
tocratic audience yesterday afternoon
at his last concert of the season. The
programme was an excellent one,
though not vastly superior to
some that have been offered be-
fore. The first number that really
stirred the audience to enthusiasm was
the fourth, St.Saens' "Dance Macabre,"
with violin obliiratoby lleinrich lloevel.
The next number, also by St. Saens,
ballet nui9ic from "KinsHenry VIII.,"
was loudly applauded. The firstencore
was given to the 'celloquartette,Messrs.
Ransom, Schlaehler, Wagner and Teae-
ger for their rendition of Paque's "Sou-
venir de Curis." Mr. Ransom, who
played first 'cello, demonstrated that he
is a"v artist, and itis to be regretted that
he is heard so seldom in solo work.
Steck's "Flirtation" waltz for string
orchestra was exquisitely rendered and
encored.

Probably Fatally Injured.
Shortly after 10 o'clock last night,

while Fred Peterson, a saloonkeeper at
the corner of Fourth street and Twen-
tieth avenue north, was out driving,his
horse ran away. Peterson was thrown
out ac the coiner of Thirtuentn street
and Twentieth avenue north and sus-
tained injuries that may prove fatal.
There are several large gashes in his
head, and there is a probability that his
skull is fractured. The North side pa-
trol wagon took Him to his home.

A $2,000 Fire.
Fire broke out in the handsome clou'

tenement house at 1018 and 1020 First
avenue north, at 7:45 last evening and
caused about 12,000 damajres. The fire
department responded in good season,
but could not prevent the burning of
the roofs and one story. The occupants
Of the house are I.R. Snow and a Mr.
Dodds. The origin of the fire is not
known. While the fire was in progress
there was a general scramble among
the roomers to save their effects.

ANDREW LABOR BILL.
It Is Designed to Exclude

Politics in the Employ-
ment of Laborers.

Some Twenty-One Thousand
Employes Affected by the

Measure

Under It Appointments Must
Be Made in the Order of

Application.

Statistics Showing How the
Proposed Method Works

inMassachusetts.

Washington, March 20.?Represent-
ative Andrew, of Boston, has completed
the report upon his bill"to exclude po-
liticalinfluence in the employment of
laborers under the authority of the
United States," and will snbmit it to
the house tomorrow. The bill,accord-
ing to the reports he has received, will
affect some 21,000 employes, and willre-
quire that henceforth they shall be ap-
pointed or employed without regard to
political considerations. The report
corrects a misapprehension which itis
said is held by some army and navy of-
ficers that the system contemplated by
the bill will require certifi-
cations through the civil serv-
ice commission. The oniy purpose
of the legislation, Mr. Andrew points
out, is to compel the appointment of
properly qualified men fh the order of
their application, and tiiis purpose can
be carried out by the officers authorized
to give the employment without any

cumbersome machinery. Mr. Andrew
gives a table, compiled from recent sta-
tistics, showing that the official force of
the government in the executive de-
partments is 173,760, and that of this
number only 30,726 are actually subject
to competitive examination. The re-
p ort;continues. The billreported pro-
poses a wide extension of the

Non-Partixan System
by a much simpler method and at much
less cost than the extensions which have
already been made. Itis not proposed
to requiie competitive examinations of
laborers nor subject them to any schol-
astic test. The framing of the rules by
which they are to be appointed or em-
ployed is lett 10 the wise discretion of
the civil service commission, but itis
intended that these rules shall simply
provide for proper evidence of the
physical htness and the good character
of applicants. Allthat is to be required
beyond this is the registration of appli-
cants in th? order of their applica-
tions, and this will require, under a
proper system of rules, no more
labor on tho part of officers in charge of
public works and in the various de-
partments than is now required to file
applications or make out lists of em-
ployes. The labor imposed upon ap-
pointing officers ought to be even less
than at present when the new system
comes to be thoroughly understood. De-
cause such officers willbe relieved from
the pressure of outside parties and vyill
have nothing to do but make appoint-
ments in the order of applications. It
is left by the bill within the discretion
of the civilservice commission, with the
approval of the president, to provide
tests for

Technical Skill
where itis required, but these tests may
bo as simple and as practical as they
would bu under any conscientious and
intelligent appointing officer. The coin-
ojisoion is also authorized to permit em-
ployment without any system of regis-
tration and at the discretion of the em-
ploying officers where the exigencies of
the service seem to require it. The sim-
plicity of this system milker itpracti-
cable to extend itto a much lanrer num-
ber of men at small expense than the
system of competitive examinations
could readily be extended to. The
statement showing the number which
will probably be affected by the
proposed bill gives 8,603 in the
treasury department, 10,127 in the war
department, 0.128 in the navy depart-
ment, and a total, including the other
departments, of 21,188. Mr. Andrew
states that the method proposed of ex-
cludine political influence from the em-
ployment of laborers is not an untried
experiment, and he quotes the system
inaugurated by Secretary Tracy in the
navy yards, and in force in the cities of
Massachusetts for the past seven years
in proof of this statement. There are ob-
vious advantages, Mr. Andrew argues,
inestablishing by law. under the pro-
tection of the civil service commission
and applicable to all the departments,
a system of

BTon-Partlaan Appointments

which has already proved so efficient in
improving the service in the municipal
work of the cities of Massachusetts and
in the navy yards of the United States,
The system should be established by
law to protect the officials themselves
from importunity to overturn or evade
it. Itshould be established under the
protection of the civilservice commis-
sion, in order that the commission may
apply the same general system of rules
to laborers under different departments,
and. where the conditions are the same,
make as nearly uniform as may be
practicable the manner of applications
and the term of employment. Mr.
Andrew declares, in conclusion, that the
bill proposes to take away from un-
scrupulous politicians the opportunity
to divert public funds to personal and
party uses by employing public serv-
ants as personal and party tools. It
proposes to relieve the people, when
they go to the polls toexpress their judg-
ment upon public questions, from the
interference of thousands of employes,
paid for by taxes upon all the people,
but employed and directed as the tools
of a faction or a party. It proposes to
thus increase the efficiency of the pub-
lic service, raise the standard of Amer-
ican politics and place all the working-
men of the United States uoon an equal-
ity in seeking tiiopublic service by the
simplest methods and at a profit to the
government, resulting from better
service and better work, rather than at
the cost of needless machinery and new
expenditures.

POISON FROM BAMBOO.

Hairy Crystals Which Inflict a
Slow and Painful Death.

One of the most famous and fatal
poisons used in Japan and Java is ob-
tained from the bamboo, says the Chi-
cago News. The youug shoots of the
cauc when they first push through the
ground are covered with fine, brownish
hairs, which, under the microscope, ap-
pear to be bayonet-like spikes of crys-
tals of silex,infinitely sharp and hollow.

Small quantities of these hairs ad-
ministered daily in the blood bring on
ulceration of the whole alimentary
canal, simulating malignant dysentery.

The action must be of a mechanical
rather than chemical nature, just as the
spores of the common puff-ballact upon
the eyes. The bamboo crystal is greatly
rtreaded by all European residents of
Java.

A Dutch official report say 3 that
scores of deaths among European plant-
ers are due to the bamboo hairs and to
the jealousy of native women, who, when
they take a fancy to white man, will
either have him or poison him on bam-
boo hairs, if it takes months to ac-
complish the job.

The infinitesimal hollow through
these hairy crystals is the most remark-
able thing in connection with them,
they being the only known hollow
vegetable or mineral thorns or crystals.

Van Buren, asthma and catarrh; Will-
iam Henry Harrison, pleurisy, tho re-
sult of a cold caught at his inaugura-
tion; Tyler, unknown; Polk, cholera:
Tavlor, cholera morbus. caused by ex-
cessive drinking of ice water, followed
by the immoderate eating of cherries;
Fillmore, paralysis; Pierce, dropsy, and
Buchanan rheumatic gout.

The remaining deaths are fresh in
mind, Andrew Johnson's having been
<lue to paralysis.
Itis noticeable that c?lds and bron-

chial affections played a large part,
effectually refuting the fallacy that
"only a cold" is a matter of triflingcon-
cern.

CARNEGIE INTERVIEWED.

The Iron Magnate Thinks Ilairi-
son WillWin Again.

Dknhjck, Col., March 20.? Andrew
Carnegie and party arrived here on their
return East. An attempt was made last
night to interview Mr. Carnegie, but
he could not be seen. This evening
he, however, expressed himself in
regard to the probable presidential can-
didates, saying that Cleveland or Hill
would be nominated, but that he
thought some Western man should be
selected, suggesting Palmer of Illinois,
or Boies, of lowa. He said that there
was no doubt that Harrison would be re-
nominated and elected. On the question
of silver he would only say that "Silver
was doing well enough the way it now
is." The party left tonight' for the
East.

Thrc New Yorkers Win.
New Yoke, March 20.? The chess

match between the Manhattan Chess
club and the New Orleans Chess,
Checker and Whist club on ten boards
by telegraph was decided at o o'clock
this morning in favor of the New York
club by GM to 33a points.
