THEHENNEPINHURRAH

Today’s Convention Promises
to Be Harmonious and
Quiet.

Despite His Desires, Mayor
Winston Will Be Named
Chairman.

Preparations Still Hastling to
Entertain the Big Con-
vention.

Interesting Resume of the
News of One Day in Min-
neapolis.

As the Grose has said all along, the
convention that will meet at Normanna
hall this morning at 10 o’clock will be
a quiet one, unless the few little squab-
bles that came off at primaries Saturday
night are cairied into the convention
and made personal matters. Should
that be done, there may be some fun.
The convention will be found to
have a much larger independent repres-
entation than many of the ambitious
politicians have thought. The sentiment
that I. B. Winston should go to Chicago
as delegate at large is practically unani-
mous. ‘That is a certainty. But there
is nothing to favor the opening up of
any factional fightin the convention.
The majority of the delegates elected to
the county convention want to see
Charles M. Foote go to Chicago, too, as
a delegate from the Fifth district. T'hat
is the way the delegates feel. Thatis
the way they wili vote,

1t is evident that Mr. Winston will be
pushea for the place of permanent
chairman ot the convention. He will
undoubtedly be elected. He will prob-
ably object to being put forward in that
way, but his objection will be overruled
as it was at the city conveuntion held pre-
vious to the last campaign, when he was
nominated for mayor. There may be
some discussion over the manner of
choosing the delegates to the state con-
vention. Some of the Democrats have
championed the 1dea of departing
from the established custom. and elect-
ing the delegates from the floor
instead of appointing a committee to
select them. It is not probable, how-
ever, that any such action will
be taken. Itseemsalmost a certainty
that the delegates to the state conven-
tion wi!l be named in the usual way—
that is, that the chairman will appoint a
commwittee to select them, and that the
selection will be approved in a body by
the convention. There will, as it looks
now, be but one contest for the commit-
tee on credentials to pass upon. That
will be the matter ot selecting the dele-
gation from the ‘Thirteenth precinet of
the Fourth ward. There will be two
delegations from that precinct, headed
respectively by Howe Paize and by F.
G. Holbrook. ‘These two rivals will put
up a lively arzument for recognition.
The decision of the committee cannot
be foreshadowed. It will make no dif-
ference with the general result, no mat-
ter which is recognized.

Some of the mayor’s friends say that
Foote will not be allowed to go to Chi-
cago as a district delegate. They are
probably talking through their new line
of spring headgear. ‘The mayor cer-

tainly has no desire to treat
Mr. Foote in that manner,
The matter of a second district

delegate will have to be settled between
now and the date of holdinz the state
convention. The name of F. C. Brooks
may be adced to the llst of possibilities
already published in the GLOBE. Mr.
Brooks stands as good a chanze of going
to Chicago as any man in Minneapolhs.

THE BIG HOTEL.
W. W. Waite Will Have Charge
of the New York Life.

The national conveution executive
committee signed a contract with Wal-
lace W. Waite yvesterday, whereby he is
to have full control of the New York
Life building. By the terms of thiscon-
tract Mr. Waite is to furnish everything
at his own expense, and the rates will
range from $2.50 to & perday. The
rent which is to be paid for the building
has not been settled upon, but if it does
not exceed $500 Mr. Waite is topay it, but
if it runs above that sum the convention
committee may pay the excess. Mr.
Waite will also be indemnified it he in-
curs an actual money loss.

Thus far the representatives of about
seventy newspapers have been assigned
to quarters in the building. Mr. Waite
intends to put double beds in the rooms,
as the expense will not be mueh greater
than to furnish cots. In this way nearly
every room will have two occupants.

THOSE GAMBLING CASES,

Harroun’s Suits Against the Syn-
dicate Are Filed.

The two big suits. published by the
GLoBE some time ago, which implicate
what is known to the local sports as the
“syndicate,” were filed,at the district
court yesterday, and will come on for
trial during the April term. The cases
were accompanied by a third against
Loomis & Depue, a branch of the “syn-
dicate.” Edward Harroun is the
plaintiff.

Harroun’s suit against the ‘syndi-
cate” proper—which includes J. B.
Flannagan,\V. A. Tanner, Mike Sheeley,
C. Brown and Blake—is for $15,000. The
complaint states that this amount was
lost at various times between Oct, 20,
1890, and Oct. 20, 1891, at various
places operated by the defend-
ant. He wants it returned. As
stated in the GrLoseE when the com-
plaint was drawn, on or about Feb. 25
this year, Harroun was assessor of
Ramsey county. Previous to getting
into this otfice he was a printer on the
St. Paul Dispatech. The story of his
arguments with “the tiger” is the old,
old tale. Luck was with him at first, but
deserted him when he had been led on
to believe that he was especially com-
missioned to break the banks of those
who played their money against his.
His suit against Loomis & Depue 1s for
$1,025, which he also claims to have
lost at various times between the dates
mentioned above.

The suit of Mrs. Florence E. Sullivan,
widow of the late Patrick Sullivan, in-
volves £8,000 and is against John B.
Flannagan and William A. Tanner.
She sues not as administratrix of the es-
tate, but as sole heir. The complaint
states that her husband owned a one-
third interest in diverse establishments
at present operated by Messis. Tanner
& Flannagan. She has asked them for
an accounting,which they have refused,
the complaint states, to make. She be-
lieves that her interest in the business
of the defendants is worth §S,000. She
asks that a receiver be appeinted to set-
tle matters up and continue the busi-
ness. Sullivan died on July 10, 1891,

almy days of the Chicazo Times under

Wilbur F. Storey he was regularly con-

nected with thav paper, most of the

was especially noted at that time for his
capable work as the representative of
the Times during the Indian wars in the
far Northwest. ‘Mr. Finerty has also
enjoyed something of a political career.
He was elected to the Forty-eighth con-
gress from the Second . district of Illi-
nois in Novenber, 1832, and his match-
less oratory often resounded through
the halls of the house of representatives
during his term there, 1n 1890 he pub-
lished a book entitled **\War Path and
Bivouck; or the Conquest of the Sioux,”
which is a thrilling narrative of his
personal experience and adventures
in the Indian eampaigns, and which
has received much praise at the
hands of the United States army
officers and the entire American press.
He was a delegate to the national
league convention held in October, 1801.
In pgrsonal appearance he is a giant in
stature, broad shouldered and vossess-
ing all the elements of strength. In
manner he is the most amiable and en-
tertaining of men and a brilliant con-
versationalist. He visited the scenes of
his adventurous career a short time
since, being the orator of the day at the
one hundred and fourteenth celebration
of the birthday of Robert Emmett at
Butte, Mont. Mr. Finerty’s subject
next Thursday evening will be “Daniel
(’Connell, the Lincoln of Ireland.”

THE FISKE LECTURE.

History of Maryland and the Car-
olinas Scientifically Treated.

Despite the inclemency of the weather
a good sized audience assembled in the
lecture room of the Church of the Re-
deemer last evening to listen to Prof.
Fiske’s second lecture on colonial his-
tory entitled **Maryland and the Caro-
linas.”

The professor spoke in a general way
of the politieal, social and mercantile
life of the early settlers, and contrasted
the progress of the inhabitants of Mary-
land and North Carolina with the inact-
ivity, roughness ana lack of enterprise
displayed by the people of their sister
colony. The debased condition of the
South Carolinans he ascribed to their
comparative isoiation.

Their harbors were undeveloped and
unsafe; their coast was besieged by
numerous bands ot brutal pirates; their
roads were few and daungerous to travel,
and‘all ecommunication with the outside
world was fraught with difficulty and
danger. Under such conditions the
people retrograded and acquired much
of the lawlessness of the freebooters
and pirates.

They smoked their pipes in church,
drank rum to excess and worked their
slaves to death, claiming it was cheaper
to let them die thus than to support
them. Indigo and rice were the princi-
pal products, and, strange to relate,
these have never been successfully cul-
tivated by white men.

The mhabitants of North Carolina
and Maryland were in a position to have
their sons and daughters educated in
Europe, and the advantages of this edu-
ertion and travel were productive of a
high state of society even at that early
period of America’s history. Tne third
and last of the lectures will be delivered
next Friday night, and the subject se-
lected is **The Middlz Colonies.”

WALKER’S IMPUDENCE,

It May Result in a Desirable Re-
form.

WasHiNGTON, March 21.—It is likely
that a radical reform in the matter of
the privilege afforded members in ex-
tending their speeches in the Record
will result from the investigation into
the transgressions of Mr.Walker.of Mas-
sachusetts. Near the close of his tariff
speech in the house last week Mr.
Walker had just reached the height of
an impassioned flight of oratory when
his time of debate expired under the
rules. The house indulgently granted
him leave to extend his speech in the
Record. He did so in a very lavish
manner, and addedgelaboration to the
speech by now and then inserting head-
lines calcualted to rivet the attention of
the casual reader. 1ln addition to this
Mr. Walker charged the speaker with
gag rule methods, accused him of hav-
ing packed the coinage committee with
free coinage men, and boldly asserted
that the Democratic representatives
from Massachusetts had gained their
seats by fraud and deception.

Immediately a‘ter the appearaunce of
this speech in the Record Mr. Williams
called atteation to what he asserted was
an infraction of the rules, and, after
lively debate, Mr. Walker’'s whole
speech was referred to the committee
on printing with instructions to report
on its propriety, and as to whether it
should be stricken from the Congres-
sional Record. This committee today
submitted a report which reviews the
speech in detail and recommends that
the whole of the undelivered portion of
the speech be expunged from the Ree-
ord.

Mr. Boutelle, of the Republican side,
objected to the consideration of the re-
port, and Chairman Richardson, of the
committee on printing, finally agreed
that it should be printed in the Record
and Le called up for consideration to-
morrow morning. Thereis little doubt
that Mr. Boutelle and other prominent
Republicans will defend Mr. Walker,
although the report of the committee
recommending the eradication of the re-
marks is a unanimous one and con-
curred in by both Republicans and
Democrats,

Mr. Enloe, of Tennessee, offered a
resolution in the house this morning
calling on the secretary of the treasury
for a list of all persons employed in the
const and geodetic survey whose salaries
were increased or decreased during
1800, and also for a list of these who
were dismissed or who resigned during
that year. Mr. Enloe sald he had infor-
mation from a discharged employe that
the coast survey was in the hands of a
ring. ‘T'he resolution was adopted.

In committee of the whole house (Mr.
Blount, of Georgia, in the chair) on the
free wook bill, Mr, Goodn'ght, of Ken-
tucky, assailed the protection system,
declaring that the tariff on wool was not
only the keystone of the arch ot protee-
tion, but it was its roof. A Democratiz
house could not reform the tariff in a
day, but it could begin the refoim by
taking off the roof,

Mr. Snodgrass, of Tennessee, con-
sumed his time in opposition to the bill
donating £5,000,000 to the world’s fair.
He contended that representatives in
congress in making this appropriation
would violate the constitution, and
would do so in direct conflict with the
oath they took at the bar of tne house,
‘I'he committee then rose and the house
adjourned.

Police Signal Corps.

CiNncinyATI, O., March 21.—The Cin-
cinnati police force is about to organize
a signal corps, which will be drilled in
the use of flag signals for the purpose
of conveying crders in times of riot or
of other obstruction to the streets,
where there is diffleulty in passing ver-
bal orders. The plan wmeets the ap-
proval of the mayor and will soon be
put into effect.

Voted for Women.
WirsmINGToN, Del., March 21.—At to-
day’s session of the Delaware M. E.
