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70 IMPROVE RIVERS.

Nearly Twenty-One MNillion
Dollars in the Appropria-
tion Bill

The Contract System Assures
the Ccmpletion of Impor-
tant Projects.

List of Appropriations to Be
iade for Work in ths
Northwest.

Undelivered Speeches Will Get
No Show in the Record
Hereafter.

WaAsnINGToN, March 21.—The house
committee on rivers and harbors today
completed consideration of the reguiar
river and harbor appropriation bill. 1t
appropriates $20,500,000, which 1s.about
£300,000 less than the amount carried by
the Dbill reported by the committee in
the last congress. The greatest feature
of the bill is the extent to which the
committee enlarges the policy adopted
in the last congress of placing some of
the most important projects under the
contract system, by means of which
work can be undertaken with the
amount appropriated tor the year cov-
ered by the bill and contracts entered
into for the completion of the work :\}ul
of its continuance without serious in-
terruption, as has sometimes happened
when the continnance of the work was
entirely depencent upon river and har-
bor appropriations by each congress be-
fore the work could again be pushed
ahead. ,

This year the committee autherizes
additional contracts to be entered into,
aggregating $32,151,7C6. distributed as

s:  Charleston, $2,178,000; Savan-
17,600 Mobile, £1,443,800; Hud-
river, $2,447.906: Columbia river,
Oregon, £1,700,000; the great lakes,
€3,240,000: Point Judith. R. 1., §1,175,0003
Beaver Dam, Ohio, $650,000; the Mis-
sissippi river, §10,060,000. The bill in
suthorizing

The Contract System

to be applied to the Mississippi river
provides for improving the Mississippl
river from the head of the passes to the
mouth of the Oho river, including sal-
aries, clerical office, traveling and
miscellaneous expenses of the Missis-
sippi river commission, and continuing
fmprovements s 0,000, the amount
directly appropriated in this vear’s bill.
to be expended under the direction of
the secretary of war, in accordance
with' the plans, specifications and rec-
ommendations of the Mlssissippi river
commission for the general improve-
ment of the river, for the building of
levees and for surveys, including the
surveys from the head of the passes to
the headwaters of the river, in such
manner as in their opinion shall best
improve navigation and promote the in-
terest of commerce at all stages ot the
river.

Additional contracts may be entered
into by the secretary of war for such
materials and work as may be neces-
sary to carry on continuously the plans
of the Mississippi river commissions
system: materials may be purchased
and work done otherwise than by con-
tract, to be paid for as appropriations
may be made from time to time, not ex-
ceedingin the aggregate §2,500,000 per
gunum for three years commencing
July 1, 1803,

Erom the Ghio 1o St. Paul,

For improving the Mississippi river
from the mouth of the Ohioto St. Paul,
F1,500,000. Additional contracts may be
made Ly the secretary of war to carry
on: continunousiy the systematic improve-
mient of the Mississippi between the
points mentiened, or material may be
purchased and work done otherwise
than by ¢outract, not exceeding the ag-
gregate £1,500,000 per annum for three
years eotpmencing July 1, 1803. Pro-
vided further, that of the amount ap-
propriated £700,000 shall be expended
from the mouth of the Ohio to the mouth
of Missour: river and £800,000 from the
mouthof the Missouri to St. Paul,and the
amounts for which additional contraets
are autnorized to be entered into shall
be expended in like proportions.

In the case of the great lakes project
£400,000 is appropriated in the bill for a
ship channel twenty and twenty-one
feet in depth and a minimum width of
300 feet in the shallows of the connect-
ing waters of the great lakes between
Chicago, Duluth and Buffalo. Further
contracts may be made by the secretary
ot war to carry out the plan proposed
by the engineer officer at Detroit. In
the cases of the other improvements
put under the contract system, the bill
provides that the secretary of war may
enter into contracts *‘to complete the
present

Frojected Improvements
to be paid for as appropriations may
be made by-law.”  The agegrezate cost
of 1he contraets, it is provided in each
case, shall not exceed, inclusive of the
appropriations made direetly in this
bill, the cost heretofore named as the
limit of cost of completion of the im-
provements. For these projects there
is directly appropriated in the bill the
following amounts: Charleston harbor,
£300,000: Mobile harbor, $350,000; Savan-
nah, $425,000; improvement to Ohio
river by the construction of a movable
dam at or below the mouth of Beaver
river, Pennsylvania, $100.000; Point
Judith, R. L., $100,000; Columbia river,
Oregon. at the Cascades, $435,000.

EASY IN THE SENATEFE,

Very Little Business Transacted
in Open Session.

WaAsHINGTON, March 21.—In the sen-
ate a bill was reported and passed to
regulate the terms of the circuit and
aistrict courts of the United States for
the eastern district of Wisconsin (at
Milwaukee on the first Mondays of Jan-
uary and October, and at Oshkosh on
the second Tuesday of June). Among
the bills introduced and referred was
one by Mr. Vilas for the purchase of
Sturgeon Bay ship canal.

By Mr. George to refund to the pro-
ducers of cotton the internal revenue tax
collected.

Mr. Hoar offered a resolution, which
was aegreed to,instructing the committee
on publie buildings and grounds to in-
quire infothe practicability of providing
suflicient shelter, east of the capital, for
the protection of persons who may take
part in inaugural ceremonies,

Mr. Morgan offered a resolution,which
was agreed to, requesting the president
to communicate to the senate the items
of taxation imposed by the law of the
republic of Columbia on products of the
United States imported into Columbia,
and which the president has found and
proclaimed to be reciprocaily unjust to
the United States, and also to send
copies of the correspondence on the
subject. After some further routine
business the senate went into executive
session, and shortly afterward ad-
journed.

AN ARMY PLUM.

Gen. Kelton Said to Be
Booked for It

WASHINGTON, Mareh 21.—An unex-
pected bit of army patronage has been
placed at the disposal of the president
bv the resignation of Gen. Orlando B.
Wilecx of the governorship of the
United States soldiers’ home. A dozen
or more of the retived officers here have
already entered the contest for the suc-
cession to Gen.Wilcox,but there is little
doubt that Gen. John Kelton 1s
beolked for this choice billet. He wants
it, and he s the choice of the board of
management, besides having the inside
track with the president and secretary
of war. He will retire on June 24 next,
and wili then be eligible for appoint-
ment. It is understood that the gov-
ernorship will be held open until that
time,

The successorship to Gen. Kelton in
the adjutant generalship promises to
be one of the most exciting contests for
a staff position in the army that has oc-
curred since the memorable fight be-
tween Gen. Baxter and Gen. Barnes for
the surgeon generalship. Col. Robert
Wilhams and Col. Chauncey McKeever
will be the chief contestants. 'I'he first
named is next in line of promotion, but
the latter has had the lonzest service. °
