Bland’s Bill for Free Coinage
Is Now on the Calendar of
the House.

Hot Cross Firing and Solid
Argument Preceded the
Test Vote.

Speaker Crisp Saved the Bill
From Early Annihilation
by His Veto.

Opponents of the Measure
Jubilant Over the Vie-
tory Scored.

WasHINGTON, March 24.—Opponents
of free coinage are tired but jubilant
tonight. Mr. Bland and his supporters
are downeast and more tired, but de-
termined, withal, and not at 811 discour-
aged by the temporary delay of a final
vote on their pet measure. 1t was after
midnight before the Missouri states-
man saw It was hopeless to expect a
square vote on his measure, and moved
an adjournment, thus leaving his bill to
goon the house calendar, swhich will
necessitate a new special order from the
committee on rules to again bring it to
the front.

The last legislative day of the silver
debate opened with erowded galleries
and a full attendance of members of the
house. The utmost dilhgence had been
exerted by the leaders of both sides
tor the past three days to secure the
presence of every member who is not
absent from the city, and so well had
they suceeeded in their efforts that only
the gentlemen who have been granted
leave by the house were absent today,
and these were so equally divided upon
the question that neither side derived
any advantage from their non-attena-
ance.

The Time Extended.

Immediately after the reading of the
journal, the period of general debate
was extended three hours by the an-
wonncement of Mr. Bland that he would
postpone the motion for the previous
gues ion until 5 o’cloek in order to give
opportunity for greater debate, Repre-
sentative Williams, of Illinois, a Demo-
eratic member of the committee on coin-
age, opened the debate in favor of the
bill. I am in favor of sound currency,
said he, but one of suflicient volume to
conduet with ease all the exchauges
desired by the people. 1 believe that
the volume of our money should increase
&s the volume of exchangeable products
fncreases. ‘T'he unitof value is a creat-
ure of law, and the power of declaring
what shall constitute the unit of value
In the United States is vested in con-
gress alone. [Applause.| Gentlemen
talk about 30 cents fiat in the present
silver dollar. 1 reply that we arein-
ereasing our currency today with paper
dollars that have 100 cents of fiat.

If France was able, he said, for over
sixty years to maintain the parity be-
tween gold and silver, 1 say that the
United States with her 65.000,000 of peo-
ple, with her vast resources, is able to
restore to thesilver coin that confidence
of the people which existed: before this
government itself destroyed it.

1f we are to use gold and silver as
money, he believed we should have
fixed a ratio. But that could never be
done while one was used as money and
the other as a commodity. The only
fixed value gold has is its coin value.
1ts relative value changes just as often
as an over production or under produc-
tion ot commodities changes its pur-
ehasing value, In concluding, Mr.
Williams warned the Republicaus that,
rlthough the Democrats might be some-
what divided upon this question, they
would be united in November in the
great issue—taniff reform—and success
would again crown their efforts in the
pext eampaign. [Applause.]

Buorke Cockran’s Views.

In opening his speech in opposition to
the bill, Mr. Cockran said that this
question was not a sectional one; it was
not a question of the city against the
country, of the banker against the
farmer. [Applause], He was thank-
ful that the party to which he belouged
could contain i its ranks all men who
believed in a constitutional system of
government drafted by our fathers,
however they might differ upon eco-
nomic and other questions of minor
fmportance. The gentleman compli-
mented Chairman Bland’s report and
the elcquence of his opening speech.
Ile had no patience with Mr. Harter,
who had said: *“I credit him (Mr.
Bland) with gross ignorance as the
only excuse for his attitude.”

Mr. Cockran said that, while disput-
Ing the conclusions of Mr. Bland, he
desired also to dispute the statement of
Mr. Harter. If there had been ignor-
gnce displaved upon this floor.it had not
been displayed by the gentleman from
Missouri, [Applause.] Mr. Cockran de-
sired to state, in opening, that he did
not belicve in a monometallic system.
He did not believe a corporal’s guard
could be found in the house in favor of
a monometallic standard in this coun-
try. History had always shown that,
when two metals were in circulation at
gifferent values, the good metal was
always driven wut of circulation by the
bad. Strangers always brought in the
cheaper metal, exchanged it for the
gearer metal,and shipped the gold away
to foreign climes. lle did not believe
that, if we had a silver standard, this
country would at once go into ruin; but
he did " believe that, if we had a silver
gtandard, and these two metals come
not at once to a parity, the man who re-
ceives his pay in the inferior metal for a
pre-existing debt will be

Swindled by the Operation
of the government, just in the ratio of
the depreciation of the value of the coin
which the law compels him to receive.
The effect would be to create a distrust
of the commercial honor of the nation
which pays debts with a bludgeon. [Ap-
plause.] *What do you say,” inter-
rupted Mr. Bland, **of the law of 1873,
that from that day to this has robbed
debtors and the people of this country
of the difference between gold and sil-
ver?”? [Applause.] *“Thatis a question
which should be answered,” said Mr.
Coehran, “but if the gentleman cannot
provide for an extension of my time I
cannoct stop to answer it.” [Laughter.]

With all respect to the gentleman
from Missouri, Mr. Cockran continued,
1 desire to say that this bill does not
provide for the coinage of gold and
silver as it existed prior to 1873. More
than that, I say that it flies in the face
of the constitutional provisions which
are the basis of the platform and faith
of the Democratic party. It provides
for the launching of this country into
the banking business, making of the
treasury an influence which can upset
trade and commerce at the pleasure of
the officials in charge of it. [Applause.]
It provides for the deposit of bullion
and the issulng of treasury notes, which
will themselves be debased and de-
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graded below the value of the green-
back. [Applause.] Mr. Cummings, of
New York, spoke briefly, saying that
his constituents were opposed to the
pending bill, and he would, therefore,
as the representative of the people of
his district, cast his vote against the
bill. Mr. Dingley, of Maine, also op-
posed the bill, saying that its effect
would be to zive the silver mine owners
of this nation §21,000,000 annually more
than they are now receiving for their
product. In addition to this, our mints
would be flcoded by silver imported
from abroad.
The Republican Bland.

Representative Bartine, of Nevada,
the leader of the Republican free coin-
age men, said that in his judgment the
silver question was the most vitally im-
portant question confronting the Amer-
ican people today. 1ts ultimate decision
would bear for good or for ill upon the
industrial fortunes and social welfare
of the entire human family. It was not
to be settled by sneering illusion to the
silver craze, 70-cent dollar and deunun-
ciation of the silver miners.

The ruling classes in the Eastern
cities, whose wealth had been piled
mountain high by special legislation,
were swelling into a white heat of in-
dignation at the thought that the silver
miners would realize an enhanced price
through tree coinage, and were de-
nouncing them all as silver kings. If
they went out West they would
find the country full of men grown old
in the vain search for the wealth that
never came, ‘T'he famous bonanza
mines were actually yielding more gold
than silver. It was these infamous
miners who had furnished the country
over $400,000,000 in toin with which to
pay the national debt and the balance
of trade.

Mr. Bartine devoted a very interest-
ing part of his speech to the proposi-
tion that the farmer has more at stake
in this question than the silver miner.
He said the bulk of wheat the American
farmer sells in the European markets
is sold in competition with silver-using
countries and upon a silver basis.

Hatch®s Bold Stand.

Mr. Hateh, of Missouri, believed that
this ouestion was a national one and
therefore of necessity a party one. It
was utterly impossible for the Demu-
eratie party toignore its past history,its
promises and its pledges to the people
on this subject. No amount of sophis-
try, no selfish or sectional apveal could
draw from this question the pledges
made by the Democratic party in
twenty-eight states, in which that party
declared that silver would be restored
to the place it occupied in 1873. The
gentieman from Massachusetts (Will-
iams) had attempted to read him out of
the Democratic party. [Laughter.] The
gentleman, with an egotism he had
never heard equaied in this house, had
declared substantially that only those
who agreed with him on this question
were Democrats.

*“Why, mv dear friend.” ejaculated
Mr. Hateh, **you have not Jearned the
first lesson of Demaocracy yet; you know
no more of Democratic principles and
the Democratic party than you know
what is going on in the world beyond.
[Laughter and applausel. The first
duty of a Democrat is to abide by the
decision of his caucus and his conven-
tion, and when the gentleman under-
takes to read me out of the Democratic
party 1 simply resent it with the indig-
nation of a Democrat who never
seratched a ticket and never bolted a
nomination.” [Laughter and applause].

*Can you refer me to a Democratic
platform that ever declared for free sil-
ver?” asked Mr. Williams. [Applause].
“When you want a Democratic plat-
form,” replied Mr. Hateh, **you will get
it from Demoerats, and not from men
whose swaddling clothes have not been
off for a week, or a month, or a year.
[Laughter].

*“You want to read me out of the
party,” said Mr. Williams. *No, sir,”
said Mr. Hatch, “but you stated that the
time was coming when the Democratic
party must choose between Democratic
New England and the Alliance party of
the South and West. I am ready to
take my stand now. 1 will swap you for
the barefooted statesman from Kansas
[loud and long continued laughter], and
1 will take your colleague and give him
if I can win back the young Democrat
from Georgia (Mr. Watson), who has
gone astray. [Laughter],

Mr. Castle, of Minnesota, denied the
right of any Demozrat on the floor of
the house to pronounce a policy for the
party in advance of party platforms.
They could speak for their own states,
but he objectea to their speaking for hus
state or for the party when it had never
pronounced on it. Ile represented peo-
ple who had been Democrats in and out
of season. His people were opposed to
this bill because it proposed to make
fiat money pure and simple. [Applausa].

Representative English, a New Jer-
sey Democrat, opposed the bill, and

Representative Taylor, of lllinois, sent
up to the clerk’s desk and had reada
proposed substitute measure intended
to ridicule the pending bill. Mr. Lind,
of Minnesota, said he took issue with
those who represented the farmers of
his state as bound down by mortgages.
He could state from personal knowledge
that there never was a year in which
the farmers of his district had paid off
as many mortgages as in 1891, and there
had never been a time when tewer
loans were made, or at a lower rate of
interest than the present. [Applause].

Mr. Butler, of ITowa,being recognized,
closed the debate by saying that when
the act of 1873 had brought the farmers
of the country into a condition of suf-
fering. the gentleman from Illineis (Mr.
Taylor), a millionaire, arose, and with
a comical substitute for the bill added
insult to injury, and mocked the farm-
ers in their sutfering.

SWEATING IN SUSPENSE.

Burrows Gets in a Motion to Lay
on the Table.

At the close of the debate Mr. Bland,
the persistent advocate of the bill, was
recogunized by the speaker,and in a
quiet tone of voice, demanded the pre-
vious question on the pending bill.

Mr. Burrows, like half the members
of the house, was on his feet, but he
was there not from anxiety, but as his
party’s spokesman. The chair recog-
nized him, and Mr. Burrows moved to
lay the pending bill on the table and
said that motion took precedence of the
motion of the gentleman from Missouri
(Mr. Bland) and demanded the yeas and
pays on his motion.

The chair decided in favor of Mr.
Burrows, and then, amid intense ex-
citement, the clerk began to call the
roll on Mr. Burrows’ motion, which
brought the question to a square test
vote. Excitement became intense as
the call progressed, and members
plainly showed it in the restless man-
ner with which they moved about and
crowded to the space in front of the
speaker’s desk.

At the conclusion of the roll call the
excitement had risen to fever heat. At
first a rumor spread that the motion
had been carried by three votes and
that the Bland bill was beaten. An
anti-silver man 1n the rear of the house
started to shout, bat quickly checked
himself as a doubt overcame him,

Private information given out that
the vote stood yeas 148, nays 147, exeit-
ed every member, and the aisles were
thronged as the clerk proceeded to re-
capitulate the vote. The tension to
which the members were subjected had
the effect of reducing them to a state
of comparative quiet, although anxiety

was shown on every countenance. But
in the galleries the buzz of expectation
was very noticeable, and it was with
difficulty that the clerk could make him-
self heard.

The recapitulation being ccmpleted,
the speaker rose from his chair to an-
nounce the result, but before doing so
directed the clerk to call his name.
The clerk called *“Mr. Crisp, of
Georgia,” and **Mr. Crisp. of Georgia,”
availed himself of his right as a repre-
sentative to cast his vote in the nega-
tive, amid the deatening applause of
the advocates of the measure. Mr.
Bland, ot Missouri, not aware that this
vote saved his measure from immediate
annihilation, changed his vote from the
negalive to the aflirmative in order that
he might have an opportunity to move
a reconsideration, but being advised in
a moment that the motion was defeated
by a tie vote again changed to the neg-
ative.

In the meantime the members had
clustered in the space in front of the
speaker’s desk, and many of them pro-
pounded questions as to the side upon
which they were recorded. In each
case the reply was a satisfactory one,
and no change was made in the result.
As the inquiries as to the manner in
which they had been recorded were be-
ing answered. Mr. Enloe, of Tennessee,
with his hat on, hastily strode into the
house and said he desired to have his
vote recorded.

The Speaker—Wus the gentleman in
the house during the roll call and failed
to hear his name called?

Mr. Enloe was compelled to respond
in the negative. The speaker wasin-
exorable, and said the gentleman could
not vote, Mr. Enloe yielding and an-
nouncing that he had just come in from
an investigating committee.

Mr. Herbert, of Alabama, next asked
the same privilege of being recorded,
and replied in the affirmative to that
part of the inquiry as to whether or not
he was in the hall of the house during
the vote, but when the speaker a second
time inquired if the gentleman failed to
hear his name catled, Mr. Herbert was
fain to repiy, ‘1 could not say that,”
and accordingly the speaker refused to
permit him to vote.

The motion was lost by a tie vote of
yeas 148, nays 148.

THE ANTIS JUBILATE.

Bland Despairs of a Vote and the
House Quits.

On announcement of the result Mr.
Outhwaite, of Ohio, at once moved to
adjourn. The motion temporarily left
members at sea as to their course. Mr,
Bland, arising to a parliamentary in-
quiry, asked if the effect of an adjourn-
ment would be to make another special
order necessary to call upthe bill. The
speaker said it would. The vote on ad-
journment was declared lost. Yeas, 99;
nays, 193.

Then Mr. Johnson, of Ohio, took a
hand in the fight with a motion to recon-
sider the vote by which the house re-
fused to table the bill, and Mr. Bland
parried his foil with a motion to lay that
motion on the table. 'T'he motion to
table the motion to reconsider was re-
jected—yeas 145, nays 149. ‘Then it was
the turn of the anti-silver men to ap-
plaud, and they did so with vim anden-
thusiasm,

The speaker stated that the vote re-
curred on the motion to reconsider, and
Mr. Reed, of Maine, sprang to his feet
and demanded the yeas and nays, and
the roll was called. Then the thunder
storm which had been brooding over
the house for the entire day burst in
full violence, and for twenty minutes
or more the cyclone raged supreme
throughout the house,

The speakerf {without ordering a re-
capitulation) announced that the motion
to reconsider was defeated by a tie
vote of yeas 148hnays 148. Mr. Cockran

demanded a fecapitulation of the vote.

ROASTING REPORTERS

Senators Turn From Weighty
Matters to Score Alert
Newspapers.

Trusted Employes Excluded
and Recriminations In-
dulged In.

Resolution Reported Indors-
ing Harrison’s Stand on
the Behring Matter.

Last Letters of Wharton and
Pauncefote Touching the
Difference.

WasmiNngToN, March 24.—It seems
singular, with the grave e¢mergency
confronting it, and affairs of state
trembling in the balance, that the
United States senate should lose sight
of the real issues of the moment and
turn to scoring newspapers tor print-
ing news in which the people have a
legitimate interest. Yet such is the
fact, and a large part of the time during
whizh the senate has been in executive
session for the past few days, supposed
to Dbe devoting self to the
dischargce of its high function
as advisory body to the
president, has really been devoted
to querulous complaints of newspaper
enterprise, mutual recrimination for a
suspected betrayal of secrets, and
searches for hidden channels through
which the press obtains information.
Today the senate resorted to the un-
precedented device of ordering the
withdrawal of all its heretofore trusted
empleyes from the chamber, exeepting
Secretary MeCook.

The foreign affairs committee re-
ported, through Mr. Sherman, recom-
mending the ratifieation of the Behring
sea arbitration treaty. Ile pointed out
the advautage to the United States from
ready acquiescence in the submission to
arbitration, and how Great Britain, bv:
a refusal of the modus vivendi, would
be placed in

An Upenyiable Light.

Mr. Sherman also reported a resolu-
tion from the committee in the nature
of an indorsement of the attitude as-.
sumed by the prasident, and, in sub-
stance, assuring him of the support of
the senate.

The discussion was free from jingo-
ism, but revealed quiet determination
on the part of the senate to maintain
the dignity of the nation and protect its
rights. 'T'here was no belief that war
would result from the present entangle-
ment, and for the second time this ses-
sion there was expressed the idea that
as Great DBritain appeared' to be’
estopped from  acting according
to her own best interests and principles,
in common justice, through deference
to the sentiment of Canada, it would be
well to admnister to the latter a lesson
by the withdrawal of that priceless con-
cession—the privilege of free shipment
of products and goods through the
United States. There was no action
taken on the subject. Indications are
that after further discussion ‘the
treaty witl be ratified. Any idea of the
complication being used asa means of
affecting political issues is negatived by
the attitude of the Democratic senators,
who, if possible, are more ardent than
their Republican colleagues in asking
for a most hearty support of the exeeu-
tive,

The Last Letters.

At the conclusion of the executive
session of the senate today, which lasted
four hours. the correspondence received
yesterday from the president reiative to
Behring sea was made public. It com-
prises two eommunications, as follows,’
the first being from Sir Julian Paunce-
fote to Mr. Wharton:

British Legation, Washington, March
19, 1892.—-Sir: On receipt of your note of
the Sth inst. 1 immediately telegraphed
to the Marquis of Salisbury the sub-
stance of its contents, in accordarnce
with the request which you expressed
on bebalf of the president, and I have

new the honor to mform you that
I have this day reccived a reply
from his  lordship Dby telegram

to the following effect: Lord Salisbury
again points out that the.information in
the possession of her majesty’s govern-
ment does not lead them to believe that
another year’s suspension of sealing is
necessary to prevent an undue diminu-
tion of the seal herds.

His lordship, however, proeeeds to ob-
serve that beyond thisquestion it is con-
sidered by your government thatthey’
have a right to be protected from the
loss which they may incur from free
sealing being permitted this year, in
the event of their claim to Behring sea
beingupheld bythe arbitrators. He states
that her majesty’s government does,
not dispute that after the ratification’
of the convention there will be some,
foundation for this contention, but he
adds that the prohibition of all sealing
as a remedy has this defect, that, the:
British sealers excluded from Bebvying
sea, would have an undoubted eround’
of complaint if the British elaims'
should be upheld by the arbitrators.'
Moreover, there is no security that the
arbitration will be completed before the!
sealing season of 1893. Serious damage
would be caused to the industry by a
suspension of sealing for a long period.
In view of all the above consideration, |
it appears to her majesty’s goverment:
that it would be more equitable to pro-|
vide that sealing in Behring sea shall®
continue on the condition that the
owner of every sealing vessel shall give’
security for satisfying any damage
which the arbitrators may adjudge. I
shall be glad to learn that the above
suggestions meet with the concurrence.

Department of State, Washington,
March 22, 1892—Sir: 1am directed by
the president to say that your note
dated the 19th inst. and delivered on
the 20th inst. (Sunday) has had his im-
mediate attention, 1n view of what he
deems to be the extreme urgency and
gravity of the matter under discussion.
The urgency grows out of the fact that
much further protraction of this dis-~
cussion will make any modus that may
be agreed upon ineffectual to protect -
the interests of the United States and:
will give to the Canadian sealers practi,
cal immunity, by the reason of the ims
possibility of communicating to them
the agreed restrictlons. i

Itis known to this government that:
the sealers have hastened their depart-
ure to escape notice of a possible modus,
and that every day almost adds to the J
fleet that must now be overhauled af
sea. Already forty-seven Canadian
vessels have cleared for the sealing !
grounds, ag agaihst thirty-one at the
same date last year, and are engageédin
following up and destroying the Seal
herds, These vessels will,if not séopped

and turned baeit at the pasees, go iuto
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the Behring sea and pursue to the very
shores of our islands the slaughter of
the mother seals seeking the accustomed
rookeries to be delivered of their young.
This is a erime against nature. This
government expects to show, if the arbi-
tration proceeds, that female seals con-
stitute the larger per cent of the catch
of the pelagic sealers.

Salibury’s Weakness.

That in view of this serious and con-
fident contention of this government
his lordship should assume that an-
other year’s suspension of such sealing
is not necessary *‘to prevent an undue
diminution of the seal herds,” and
should insist that pending an arbitra-
tion it shall go on, precisely as if no
arbitration had been agreed upon, is as
surprising as it is disappointing. 1f ber
majesty’s government so little respects
the claims and contentions of this gov-
ernment as to be unwilling to forbear
for a single season to disregard them,
the president caunot understand why
Lord Salisbury should have proposed
and agreed to give to those eclaims the
dignity and standing which a rerference
to a Ligh court of arbitration implies.

From the moment an arbitration was
agreed upon, neither party was at lib-
erty to disregard the contentions of the
other. It must be assumed that the
sincere purpose of the two governments
was to prouote peace and good will, but
if, pending the arbitration, either deals
with the subject of it solely upon the
basis of its own contention and in utter
disregard of the claims of the other,
this friendly end is not only not at-
tained, but a new sense of injury and
injustice is added, even if it should be
found pessible to proceed with an arbi-
tration under such conditions.

For it must not be torgotten that. if
her majesty’s government proceeds dur-
ing this sealing season upon the basis
of 1ts contention as to the rights of the
Canadian sealers, no choice is left to
this government but to proceea upon
the Dbasis of its confident contention
that pelagic sealing in the Behring sea
is an infraction of its jurisdiction and
property rights, His lordship will
hardly fail to see this. Herein, in the
opinion of the president, consists the
gravity of the present situation, and he
is not wiliing to be found in any degree
responsibie for the results that may
follow the insistence by either govern-
ment during this season upon

claimed by it. in his opinion it would
discredit in the eyes of the world the
two great movements involved if the
paltry profits of a single season should
be allowed to thwart or even to disturb
the honorable and friendly adjustment
of their differences, which is so nearly
concludeds; but if his lordship shall ad-
here to his rerusal to unite with us in
prompt and effective measures to stop

1 pelagie sealing and shall iusist upon

free sealing for British subjeets, the
questioi, as it affects this government,
is no longer one of pecuniary loss or
gain, but one of honor and self-respect.

This government, notwithstanding
the fact that its right to take seals upon
the Pribyloff islands is undisputed and
wholly uninvolved in the arbitration,
has proposed to take no profit from the
island cateh, but to limit the taking of
seals o the necessities of the natives of
those islands: and it cannot consent
that, with indemnity or without, the
contested richts-of British subjects to
eatch seals in the Behring sea shall be
exercised pending the arbitration.

The president finds it difficult to be-
lieve that Lord Salisbury is serious in
proposing that this government shall
take separate bonds from the owners of
about 100 Canadian sealing vessels to
indemnify it for the injury they may
severally infliet upon our jurisdiction or
property, and must decline to discuss a
suggestion which only his respect for
Lord Salisbury and his belief that his
lovdship has a due appreciation of the
gravity of this discussion, enable him to
treat with seriousnoss. We should
doubtless have to

FPursue and Capture

upon the sea many of the owners of
those vessels to secure the bonds sug-
gested, and as the condition is to be
that, the obligors shall pay “any dam-
ages which the arbitrators may ad-
judge” while the treaty gives the arbi-
trators notpower to wadjundge any dam-
ages the transaction would be without
risk to the obligors and of no value to
us. ‘This government cannot consent
to bave what it believes to be its rights
destroyed or impaired pending ther de-
termination by an agreed tribunal. how-
ever adequate the securily offered.

The reference in my last note to the
inconsistency of her majesty’s govern-
ment in denying responsibility for the
acts of the Canadian sealers was not in-
tended to suggest a willingness on our
part under any circumstances to see our
property converted into a claim for
damages, and particularly as such a
claim cannot now be heard or deter-
mined by the arbitrators without a
reformation of the treaty, for his lord-
ship must remember that while he now
offers what he mistakenly calls “secvurity
for satisfving any damages which the
asbitrators may adjudge,” he has
already carried his point in the treaty
that the arbitrators shall have no juris-
diction to award any damages,

Compensation Claims,

As to his lordship’s suggestion that
Canadian sealers may have some claim
for compensation if Great Britain snall
restrain pelagie sealing, the president
directs me to say that he is not able to
see how the citizen or suvject of either
of the treaty powers 2an by any rule of
Jaw or equity support anyv claim against
their respective governments growing
out of such necessary trade restraints as
the government may lawfully iinpose to
promote the larger conditions of the
public good and international peace.

The suggestion that the coneclusions
of the board of arbitration may not be
reached and announced in time to gov-
ern the conduct of the parties
during tiie season of 1803 is, the bresi-
dent thinks, fully provided against
by the treaty itself. If the present
treaty is promptly ratified and ex-
changed our mutual interest would be
an absolute guaranty agawnst delay.
The president has found no obstacle in
the way of such a consummation, ex-
eept the beliet now unfortunately

revalent here that the refusal of Great

ritain to agree to the preservation of
the status quo of the property during
the arbitration, and her iunsistence that
lagic sealing shall go on, to the in-
jury, 1f not destruction, of our rights,
largely defeats the object of the treaty.

. Least We Can Accept.

The president directs me to say, in
conclusion, that the modus of last year
is the least that this government can
accept. In reason the restraints, after
a treaty of arbitration, should be more
absolute, not less. He does not desire
to protract this discussios, and baving
now in the most friendly spirit sub-
mitted the considerations which sup-
port the just demand of this govern-
ment, that the property which is the
subject of an agreed arbitration shall
not be subject to a spoliation p ending
the arbitration, he expresses the hope
that Lord Salisbury will give a prompt
aund friendly assent to renew the modus.

The president will hear with regret
that her majesty’s government contin-
ues to assert a right to deal with this
subject precisely as if no provision had
been made for a settlement of the dis-
pute: and in that event, this govern-
ment, as already pointed out, will be
:gmpelled to deal with the subject upon

e same basis, and to use every means
in its power to protect destruction or
serious injury property and jurisdic-
