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SWEDES AFTER PAP,

Republican Leaders Have
Been Promising Them Al-
most Any on Earth.

Now_ There Is a Hiteh in the
Delivery of the Promised
Goods.

Kurtzman, the Tailor, Is
Reaching Out for Mar-
tin’s Wallet,

John F. Finerty Talks to
Irishmen--Thieves and
Their Operations.

A few minutes after 8 <’clock last
evening Ald. E. G. Potter was seen 20
slide into the rotunda of the Nicollet,
step over into one¢ corner and wait.
Soon Ald. Loye put in an appearance,
and shortly after Ald. Lovell and ex-
Ald. Vogt and ex-Ald. Rhode showed
up. Robert Jamison, looking as inno-
cent as if he had never filed on a min-
ing claim, strolled in and joined
the party. This party took its depart-
ure up stairs to Parlor E, where
it was received by a delegation of the
most prominent Swedish politicians in
the city. Among them were C. A.
Smith and N. P. Petersen. Not long
after A. J. Boaraman waddled in, in-
quired of the clerk where he could find
the other fellows and meandered up to
Parlor E. Capt. S. P. Snider and A. H.
Hall were also among those who came
early to avoid the rush. W, A,
Plummer came into the hotel but
he did not go up stairs. He was
content to wait until John F. Peterson
came and let the ex-register of deeds go
up to the parlor and represent the
Plummer interest. Plnmmer sat on one
of the easy seats until he had smoked
several cigars. Then he became weary
and went home. William Henry Eustis
also came late. He rode up in the ele-
vator. John Day Smith, wearing a
slouch hat and a look of innocence,came
in as if he only wanted a match for the
stump of his cigar, but he soon found
his way up stairs, With those who were
in the room before these distinguished
politicians came, Parlor E held about
twenty-five men.

The meeting was a select affair. It
was *“‘strictly invitation.” Unless a
man had his wedding garment under his
ulster and his lamp well filled with the
right kind of oil. he was not eligible to
a chance to breathe the smoke of bad
cigars that was rapidly filling the room.
The meeting was called in the interest
of the Swedish element in Republican
politics.

The Swedes have three candidates who
want honors at the hands of the Repub-
lican party. Two of ghem want places
on the county ticket. N. P. Petersen
believes that he would look well behind
the wire grating in the office of clerk of
the district, and Soderstrom has already
announced his desire to be the next
register of deeds. He has employed an
advertising agent who preserves all the
clippings from newspapers that men-
tion him in a complimentary manner,
and he is sending them around the city
with a perseverance that is equalled
only by the late desire of R. A. Daly to
inform the public on the salient points
of his typewritten biography. C. A.
Smith, the lumberman, has a desire to
sit in the big exposition building as a
delegate to the national convention and
his countrymen would like to see him
there. That was the reason the meet-
ing was called for last night. But the
Republican leadersof the Union League
have already slated C. N. Dickey for
the nomination for clerk of courts and
W. A. Plummer for register of deeds.
They were ¢n hand to sprinkle a little
oil around on the edges of the agitated
water, fearful of approaching too near
lest they be dampened.

The meeting did not break up until
nearly 11 o’clock. Before it closed, two
magnates of the Uuion league—John
Goodnow and Jim Nash—strolled in,
accompanied by Henry Altnow, also a
candidate for the nomination for clerk
of courts. Goodnow and Nash went up
to Parlor E, but Altnow remained down
stairs and hung on to the edge of the
card writer’s desk until the moguls re-
appeared. He would not go where he
was not invited, and bhe had not been
invited to the meeting. W. A. Kerr
came in Jate, too. Ile had to stop so
long in the rotunda to explain when he
came back from Dwight that he got up
stairs only just in time to meet the con-
spirators coming down. They came by
twos and threes. A.J. Boardman was
exceedingly non-committal—for him.

*“Why, every man who wanted an
office just got up and told what he
wanted,” said A.J. Boardman.

STILL AFTER MARTIN.

Isaac Kurtzman Brings a $10,-

000 Suit Against the Dentist.

The sensational relations which lsaac
Kurtzman, the tailor, found to exist be-
tween Dr. Martin, the dentist, and Mrs.
Rosa Kurtzman are to be gone over
again before one of the district court
judges. Kurtzman brought suit against
Martin yesterday for $10,000 for alienat-
ing his wife’s atfections.

On December last Dr. Martin and
Mrs. Kurtzman were found in a com-
promising position. They were promptly
arrested, and made to pass a night be-
hind the bars at the central station.
‘I'he next day Kurtzman refused to
prosecute his wife, but insisted upon
the courts attending to Dr. Martin.

FINERTY’'S LECTURE.

One Eloquent Irishman Talks
A About Another.

Hon. John F. Finerty, the noted orator
and journalist, was greeted by a large
and enthusiasticaudience at the Lyceum
theater last night. The gathering in-
cluded many of the nrominent Irishmen

of the Twin Cities and a few
from Stillwater and Duluth. The
lecture was  given under the

auspices of the Ancient Order of Hi-
benians. It was Mr. Finnerty’s first
public appearance in Minneapolis, and
he was given a great ovation when in-
troduced. His personal appearance is
very striking. He is a very large man,
and has a very peaceful and easy man-
ner. His delivery of speech is faultless;
distinctiveness and fine accent being es-
pecially noticeable. **Daniel O’Connell,
the Lincoln of Ireland,” was
the subject he spoke on. In
opening his remarks he gave a history
of the many struggles that Ireland had
endured to secure iiberty. England, he
declared. had been its bitterest enemy
and obstacle. The reign of queen Eliz-
abeth he reviewed at length, and he de-
nounced her in very emphatic terms.
She was the quintessence of all that was
bad, and done more to injure Ireland
than any other person. The persist-
ence of Elizabeth 1n attempting
to blot out the Catholic religion was the
cause of the great religious war that
occurred in 1598, He spoke of the strat-
egy that O’Neil exhibited in the great
battles between 1598 and 1602 and of the
great victories that the Irish won. *I

ave spoken of these Irish victories,”
he said, “simply to show that Ireland
was not always begging and petitioning
to England to help her for God’s sake.””

The slaughter in 1641 was another re-
sult of English religious persecution,
and the Irish were driven from their
homes at the point of the bannet like
wild animals,

“The English at that time said the
Irish were prejudiced against the Eng-
lish, and 1 say, and without fear of in-
sulting any one, why In the name of
God should they not have been.”

For centuries the Irish were wiped
out politically and socially by the Eng-
lish. The Irish representation in parlia-
ment never accomplished anything
until O’Connell was elected in 1798.

“This gallant young man fought per-
sistently for Ireland. He organized the
Catholic association and gradually got
the people to co-operate with him. %-le
was a man of peace and wanted the
stain of blood on no one. He was proud,
patriotic; however, he would quickly re-
sent an insult. When ©’Connell in 1834
sought the repeal of the union, he had
8,500,000 behind him. After the or-
ganization of this, parliament, much to
his surprise, passed the most strin-
gent coercion bill thatever was enacted.

O’Connell had a humor that was ex-
traordinary and no one could sway the
Irish people like him. He had the
greatest intellect that lreland ever pro-
duced and was a statesman without a
peer. lle was offered every possible
honor that England could bestow on
man and declined them all.

In concluding the speaker gave En-
gland a red-hot roast. He said that she
had always been tyrannical and hypocrit-
ical and would not arbitrate., He re-
ferred to the Behring sea controversy
and said that shoald England ‘‘dog the
Stars and Stripes 1,000,000 Irish people
will draw the sword in defense.”

A LUCKY CAPTURE,

Yes-
terday morning Inspectors Howard and
Doyle and Patrolman Stavalo arrested a
man who gave his name as William
Frith, and in doing so, in all probability
caught one of the leaders of the gang
of burglars which has succeeded in
making life miserable for merchants
during the past month, Patrolman
Stavalo located a suspicious looking
load of goods in aroom in the new block
at 1115 Washington avenue south and
with the detectives made a thorough in-
vestigation.

Public Examiner Kenyon and
Hennepin’s County Treas-
urer’s Books. @

Failure to Trace $1,278 the
Groundwork for a
Roast.

Auditor Ledgerwood Makes
an Explanation on the
Treasurer’s Behalf.

Matter Left With Assistant At-
torney General Childs

With Power to Act.

Public Examiner Kenyon yesterday
made a report of the examination into
the affairs of the Hennepin county
treasury. The report is a ‘‘scorcher”
for County Treasurer Peterson, practi-
cally accusing him of maladministra-
tion of his office, and hinting that the
only remedy is for the governor to ex-
ercise the power of suspension. One of
the errors of Mr. Peterson cited by the
examiner is the failure to account for
$1,278 received from the city of Minne-
apolis in June, 1891, which. however,
County Auditor Ledgerwood attempts
to explain; another error was the fail-
ure to compare the tax lists of 1891 with
the receipts issued; still another is
where Auditor Ledgerwood allows Mr.
Peterson to draw his salary nearly a
month in advance, while the final error
cited is in allowing bills of the sheriff of
Hennepin county. The public examiner
furnishes a report of the Hennepin
county treasury when examined Feb.
24, and proceeds:

This statement does not include the re-
ceipt of $1,278 received by the treasurer in
June, 1891, from the city of Minneapolis, for
which Mr. Peterson had not accounted, nor
charged himself with, on date of the examina-
tion; hence at that time he was short that
amount. I enclose herewith a copy of a let-
ter from Mr. Ledgerwood in regard to this
matter, which is the explanation Mr. Peter-
son offers as to the transaction.

Accepting jthe explanation as true, the
fact that so large an amount could be paid
and not appear on the books in any form is
hard!y compatible with a proper and busi-
ness-like administration of an office of the
magnitude and importance of the treasury of
the largest county in the state. Much
has been said derogatory to the sys-
tem of payment of taxes under the
present  law, and _this incident but
emphasizes the great defect of the system.
which permits the treasurer to receive mone;
without the knowledge of the auditor, an
thus leaves it to a great extent optional with
the treasurer to account for it at the time of
receipt, or when it comes to the knowledge
of the auditor in some other way, as in this
ocase,

Under the present law thereis no remedy
for such a condition unless the governor
should exercise the power of suspension as
péovided by chapter 108, General Laws of

1

1881,

In checking up the receipts, this office did
not examine the books prior to Nov. 1, 1891,
and inquiry at the auditor’s office elxcised
the fact that no comparison of tax lists with
the receipts issued has been made in that
office. It is claimed in the reasurer's
office, that this comparison is systematically
and carefully done,and confidence expressed
that errors of amounts and omissious of
marking paid, on the tax iists are corrected
atan early date; but as the treasurer admits
in the instance of the payment by the city,
that a clerk may have secured the money, the
unpleasant feeling remams that there may
have been similar transactions in relatiorrto
the ordinary daily receipts.

urer also involving the auditor, is the fact'of
the treasurer obtaining, early in December,
1801, a warrant for the greater part of his sal-'
ary for that month, the“warrant bearing date
Deec. 24, and appearing to have been Qaid on’
the 9th. While perhaps there is mo objection
to payment of any part of a month's salary
after it is earned, there is a decided objection
to any material advance payment to any of-
ficer.

Excepting possible omissions by the treas-
urer, the books of the treasurer and auditor
appear to be accurately and methodically
kept.

In looking over the bills allowed by the
commissioners, there were found bills for
summoning juries by the sheriff, in which
mileage is charged for each juror, and not
mileage actually and necessarily traveled in
summoning said jurors, which is the -statu-
tory provision. Also in bills for serving
subpcenas, there was apparently a disregard
of lEe statutes, which provide that ‘“‘where
two or more witnesses live in the same diree-
tion, mileage shall be eharged only for the
furtherest.

Ledgerwood Explains.

A letter from County Auditor Ledger-
wood to the public examiner under date
of March 11, reads:

The item of something over $1.200 board
bilis from the city by the county treasurer.
H. O. Peterson, and which had not been ac-
counted for him at the time Mr. West, your
deputy, visited his office recently, was yester
day placed in the bauk to the credit of Hen-
nepin county. A short history of this mat-
ter 18 due Mr. Peterson. At the time his at-
tention was called to this matter, by this
office, some time in January last, Mr. Peter-
son was apparently very much surprised to
learn that the transaction had not been
properly entered on his books, and asked
for time to have a further exami-
nation made of the books, in an ef-
fort to discover the missing entry, with
the distinct understanding thatif the entry
coula not be found he would at once make
the amount good out of his private funds.
This request was granted by me, and Mr.
Peterson has since caused such examination
to be made with result that the entry could
not be found on his books, although it was
clear that the money had been deposited in
bank. Mr. Peterson at that time had a dep-
uty. & Mr. Monroe, who has since left his em-
ploy and also left the city. This deputy was
also a bookkeeper, but as he has gone away,
no explanation of the transaction could be
secured from him. Consequently Mr. Peter-
son made the amount good yesterday, as
stated, but he did so under protest, that is, he
reserved the right in case the eutry was ever
discovered, in some fund to which it did not
properly belong, that he should be entitled
1lo recover the money without recourse to

I beg leave to say in this connection that I
am perfectly satisfied that no intentional
wrong was done by Mr. Peterson, as ever
since his attention was called to the matter
he has taken a most willing and positive ac-
tion to discover how the error occurred, and,
failing in this, he has taken the amount from
his own funds and reimbursed the county to
the fullest extent. 1 have no idea, of course,
what your report on the matter will be, but I
deem it my duty to give you this statement
of facts as I know them to exist, so that you
may have a fuller understanding of the
transaction that you could perhaps get from
a single examination of the treasurer’s books.

I trust you 'will pardon the liberty I have
taken in addressing you on this subject,
which pertains only to your office, and which
I am satisfied you will give all the attention
it deserves. $ipise
