Inaddition to forged
paper to the amount of $00, 000, 87,000,

left at the bank a week ago by the Fair-
port Dock company to pay its men, is
missing, and tt;e men have not re-
ceived a cent. B. K. Fftige, late head
of the bank, lett l'ainesville Wednes-
day evening, but nobody knows in
what direction he went, although itis
believed he has gone to New York. He
did not even have an attorney to repre-
sent him. F. J. Jerome, the assignee,
says the liabilities will amount to over
40'J0,000. bteDS willbe taken to prevent
Paige from leaving the country.
Itis said that Paige came to this city

last week and obtained $2,500 on a draft
on a New York bank, in which he had
not a cent deposited, lie tried to eeL
?u,OOO at other banks, but failed. This
is believed to -make a case of obtaining
money by false pretenses.

According to a later statement made
by the assignee this evening, the liabil-
ities of the institution will amount to
2700,000, of which about $400,000 are
savings deposits. The assets will
scarcely amount to over $100,000.

The investigation has disclosed the fact
that Paiire had been carrying on a
swindling process In the atfairs of the
bank, and that he not only deceived the
bank's customers, but also his relative's
and intimate friends, and succeeded in
swindling them out of a large amount
of money.
