Washington, March 27.? The" Bland
silver bill still impends over the house
of representatives as a cloud whose
presence makes uossible a storm which
may disturb the prognostications of
those who enpeavor to form an accurate
chart of the course of the legislative

ship. Owing to the absence of Mr.
Catchings, of Mississippi, and the de-
sire that there shall be a fullrepresen-
tion of members when the Bland free
coinage bill and pending: amendments
as a special order are taken up.the rules- committee will not report and call up
the much-talked-of special order until
Tuesday. The silver tight will then be
renewed and fought to a finish
one way or tie other. Tomorrow
Willprobably be devoted to measures
relating to the District of Columbia..
The remainder of the week not devoted
toconsideration of the silver question
willbe consumed by debate on the tar-
iffquestion or in consideration of one
ormore of the regular appropriation
bills, no decision having yet been ar-
rived nt as to' whether or not the tariff
discussion shall be further interrupted.
There are three appropriation bills,
namely, the naval, tne consular and
diplomatic, and the sundry civil,ready

for action. The river and harbor bill
has been agreed upon by the committee,
but willnot be reported to the house
until the close of the week.

Interest in the proceedings of the sen-
ate willturn upon the disposition to be
made of the Behring sea arbitration
treaty, which is the unfinished business
on the executive calendar, and it is ex-
pected the senate will asain exclude
the public from the chamber for many
boors. In the course of the legislative
business the Indian appropriation bill
willbe further considered, and there is
more to be said on the subject of em-
ploying army officers in the capacity of
liilian agents. The West Virginia di-
rect lax bill, after several postpone-
ments on account of the illness of
Senator Morrill has been finally as-
signed for debate on Tuesday, on which
day Senator Stanford will also, accord-
ing to notice, address the senate on his
billto determine the value or" a legal
tender dollar. It is expected that the
District of Columbia appropriation bill
willbe taken up afterward, and, as this
is a measure in which the senators are
so much interested, owing to the fact
that many of them own homes in ? this
city, the debate upon the provisions of
the bill is likely to occupy the senate
lor some lime.

Both Sides Desperate.

The friends of the silver bill and its
opponents recognize that the situation
is desperate. The latter faction is in-
clined to admit that the bill will pass if
Itis put to a direct vote, and they real-
ize that the liirlit against it must be
made on the special order. That this
lisrht willbe bitter there is no question.
The well-organized and determined
forces of the anti-silver men willcon-
test every point in the interest of de-
lay, and every shade of parliamentary
tactics, filibustering or regular, willbe
brought to bear against it. The prob-
able position of the Republi-
cans in the battle excites interest.
There is some division in the

\u25a0 party on the subject, one side, led by
Mr. Keed, beleiving in doing all that
can properly be done to postpone the
bill and prevent a vote upon itdirectly,
while the other side, under Mr. Bur-
row.-/ leadership, thinks it better poli-
ties to bring the billto a direct vote in
order to place the Democratic party on
record on the question of free coinage.

. The provision of the special order will
have much todo with the position the
Republicans willassume towards it. If
it contains a cloture proposition, it is
likely that Mr. Kced will advocate its
adoption as sustaining his position in
the last congress. The probability
is that the special order will
be adopted by the aid of Republican
votes, and it is certain that all, except
ten or twelve Republicans, will vote

The
Congressional Record will show my
letter to the members of congress. As
for the law which it is alleged 1 have
violated, and it is an old rule and one
Ithink which has not been observed for
twenty years, 1have received no letter
from any superior officer. 1 know
nothing more about the matter and
have nothing to say about it."

FOREIGN KKI'RESENTATIVES.

The House Committee After Them
With an Ax.

Wa>iii.\(;t<>.\, March 27.? Mr.Blount,
of Georgia, chairman of the house com-
mittee on foreign affairs, has prepared
for submission to the house an exten-
sive report to accompany the regular
annual consular and diplomatic appro-
priation bill framed by the committee.
The report says that a careful examina-
tion lias been made into the subject of
our foreign missions and the importance
of our diplomatic relations with the sev-
eral countries of the World. The fa-
cilities for transmission and interchange
or thought dispense with much of the
need of foreign representation. It
enables the home government to com-
municate rapidly and freely on all ques-
tions of difference with foreign govern-
ments, to give the directions in the most
minute detail. So completely does this
practice obtain that we shall scarcely
find fame springing from the action of
our representatives at foreign courts in
th- future as in the earlier days of the
republic. Inaddition to this the country
has grown to such magnitude as to en-
joy that regard from other nations
which guarantees her against foreign
insolence, outrage and causeless war.
Very much might be safely clone iv re-
ducing the number of our ministers by
abolition or the union ofseveral countries
under one mission. But not encouraged
to hope for an acceptance of these views
by the senate or the president, it has
been deemed best, except in a few
instances, to postpone needed re-
form on this point. Denmark, Sweden
and Norway, however,have been placed

? under one mission, as have Colo.nbia
and Ecuador, and likewise Peru and
Bolivia. By a mistake of the printer
it was announced that Guatemala and
Venezuela had also been joined under
one minister. Separate missions are to
be maintained in these two countries,
and the salary is fixed at $5,000 each.
The reports say that the committee
gave a careful attention to the consular
service and revised it according to the
business and importance to the United
States at each place.

Tsui Kwo Yin Asks Blame Some
Questions.

Washington, March 27.? The letter
from Mr. Tsui Kwo iin, Chinese minis-
ter, to Secretary Blame, referred toin
these dispatches seveial days ago, has
been received at the state department.
Mr.Tsui Kwo Yinasks for an answer
toseveral communications addressed to
this government by the representatives
ofChins in the past few years upon the
subject of Chinese immigration to the
United States, which it is asserted have
not been satisfactorily answered, Itis
understood that owing to the legal ques-
tions involved the letter willbe referred
to the attorney general for examination
ana report to the state department upon
the points before the answer goes from
the secretary of state to the Chinese
minister.

TOOK IN A SUCKER.
A French Swindler Works a

Wealthy Parisian for
100,000 Francs.

Falsely Represents Himself
as the Agent of the

World's Fair.

Sensational Attempt to Place
an lowa Girl inan

Asylum.

Five Persons Drowned by the
Sinking1 of the Steamer

Benture.

Chicago, March 27.? One of the most
audacious of the many swindlers that
have falsely represented themselves to
be connected with tho world's fair, in
order to secure other people's money, is
ina fair way to get his just dues. He is
a tall, distinguished-looking Frenchman
named Steassny, and he is now lyingin
a French jailawaiting trial on the charge

of swindling a Hebrew capitalist, Louis
Cohen, a resident of Paris, out of
100,000 francs. There is nodoubt that
Steassny got the money, and how he
obtained it is told by the victim ina
letter to Director General Davis. Itap-
pears that the Frenchman opened of-
lices in tho Ku-Le Grand with a sign

which read ''Agency general for for-
eign exhibitors, world's Columbian ex-
position. 18!).{, U. S. A." Finally, he
openly published a journal of the Chi-
cago exposition, and. not less openly,
signed printed contracts for advertising
In the Bulletin Ofliciel de l'Exposition
de Chicago. This he did near the office
of the American consulate for nearly a
year, and it was only natural that Co-
hen and others should believe him to be
a veritable agent in France for the ex-
position. Some months ago Cohen ad-
vanced 4D,000 francs to Steassny
iv three installments, accepting
as security advertising contracts
and drafts. In the meantime Steassny
had proposed to Cohen to secure for him
withinthe grounds of the exposition 100
kiosks. Jan: l'J he presented himself at
Coheirs house and exhibited a letter
signed "George K. Davis, Director Gen-
eral of the Chicago Exposition," which
set forth that the concession of 100
kiosks had been made, in consideration
Of which $40,000 or $50,000 must be
paid. Cohen allowed himself to be re-
lieved of 52,000 francs more, which was
claimed as a deposit to be forwarded at
once to Chicago, making a total of 101,-
--000 francs that Steassny had obtained
from him. Steassny afterward showed
another letter, signed with the name of
George K. Davis, acknowledging re-
ceipt of the first remittance. Along in
February Cohen became alarmed and
cabled to Director General Davis asking
after Steassny s reliability. Col. Da-
vis replied that the man had
no connection with the exposition
or authority to represent it. Cohen then
caused Steassny's arrest. It appears
that the securities received for the
moneys loaned to the bogus agent were
all worthless, the drafts being returned
unpaid. Allthis is told ina letter from
Cohen to Col. Davis, written under date
of March 15. Col. Davis says the letters
shown by Steassny toCohen, and which
he claimed to have received from the
director general, were undoubtedly
torgeries.

WANTS HEAVY DAMAGES

For an Attempt to Declare Her
Insane.

Ottumwa, 10., March 27.? One of the
most sensational suits instituted in
Manaska county for years has been in
progress for several days at Oskaloosa
and promises to last some time yet
and furnish some very racy de-
velopements in society. The trouble be-
gan by T. A. White and J. L.Roberts
taking Mis3Nannie Roberts, a young
lady, neice of the former and daughter
of the latter, before the board of insane
commissioners and trying to have her
sent to the asylum. They refused to
adjudge her insane, and now she brings
suit to recover $10,000 damages.

FIVE WERE DROWNED.

Steamer Benture Wrecked Off
California.

Wkstport, Cal., March 27.? The
steamer Benture was wrecked this
morning at 4 o'clock at Rocknort. Both
engineers, steward, one fireman and
one sailor were drowned. The vessel
has broken iv two and gone to pieces
on the rocks. The first mate was
washed off the rocks once, then climbed
to safety. The second mate was washed
off, then climbed upon the stern of the
vessel, where a ropo was thrown to
him, upon which he came ashore. Sev-
enty-five thousand feet of lumber was
aboard. The rough sea came suddenly
while the vessel layunder cable, tossing
tho vessel so hard that the crew were
unable to cut the cable and save the
vessel.

SHAME AND BLOODSHED.

A Traveling ManKills a Cyprian
and Himself.

Omaha, March 27. ? Nellie King's
house of ill-lame was the scene of a
double tragedy some time last night

The exact hour at which Abner N. Gaf-
ford, a young traveling man from Man-
ning,10., shot and killed Mabel Stevens
and then killed himself will never be
fully ascertained. When discovered
they were both lying stiff and cold in
bed. The circumstances leading up to
the shooting and all the facts surround-
ing the couple will,for a time, remain
unknown. Mr. Gafford cama to
Oniaba about one week ago,
and met the Stevens woman,
and since that time he has been stop-
pingat the house with the woman and
shown his money quite freely. It is
surmised that he wanted Miss Btevens
to accompany him to Denver, and, as
she refused to go, killed her, and then
ended his own life. The dead woman
was lying in the back part of the bed,
apparently asleep, but on closer exam-
ination a bullet wound at the base of
her skull was discovered. The suicide,
alter shooting the woman, placed the
revolver at his right temple and fired
the fatal shot. Gafford traveled for a
wholesale butter and egg merchant at
Manning. His pareuts, who are prom-
inent, live in Dcs Moines. The girl's
proper name is Mooney. Her parents
live ivDenver.
