Chicago, March 2'J.?Lines in the
Northwestern blind passenger pool
were thrown into a state of ferment to-
day by the receipt of an announcement
from the Omaha road to the effect that
commencing April. 3 it would shorten
the time of its vestibuled train between
St. Paul and Chicago thirty minutes in
!both directions. This action is taken on
its part to enable passengers to make
better connections with the southern
connections of the road. The train ar-
riving here from St. Paul at 8:30 a. in.

willafter the date mentioned arrive at
8 a.m., and the train leaving here at 6
p. m. willnot leave until 0:30.

There is nothing in the Western Pas-
senger association agreement to prevent
any road shortening its time ifit wants
to,.but it is claimed by the competitors
of the Omaha that there is a tacit un-
derstanding that the time shall not be
cut. The traffic manager of one of
these lines remarked: "Well, if the
Omaha cuts its time there is nothing
left for us to do but to cut our rates.
We must even up tilings somehow, and
that is the only way we have of doing
it." Other experienced passenger men
expressed the opinion that before June
1next a violent passenger war would
break out.

SENSATIONAL FIND.

A Punch to Count, for Hebate in
Place of Writing.

Chicago, March 2'.t.? Government of-
ficials who have been investigating re-
cently into the discrimination in freight

'rates in favor of big shippers have
struck a novel scheme employed by the
railroad agents to evade detection. In
the past when it was proposed to cive
lower rates to the big customers, the
legal rate was charged and vouchers
for rebates were issued signed by the
traffic manager or railroad agent who
gave the rebate. This sort of scheme
was not difficult of detection and the
rebate certificates, when once secured,
bore the signature of the railroad agent
and his scuilt could be easily proved.

One of the most persistent violators of
the interstate commerce law hit upon a
plan which he thought would completly
cover up the identity of the railroad
agent. lie proposed to the several
agents who were in favor of giving re-
bates that each agent purchase a ticket
punch and simply punch the rebate cer-
tificate. This punch, itwas agreed, was

?to be as binding upon the agent <?s his
signature. It is alleged that half a
dozen agents of Eastern lines are now
following this ingenious method. One
or two of the agents refused to adopt it
and from these the investigators se-
cured their information.

secured is said to be ample to cause a
large-sized sensation, and the facts will
be placed in possession of the interstate
commerce commission in a few days,;
and prompt action willbe taken to bring
ihe offenders to time.
