VYaven, of Faribault, Will Be
Temporary Chairman--
The Delegates.

“An era of good feeling” is the way
historians mention the administration
of President James Monroe, and future
historians of the Democratic party of
Minnesota will use the same words in
speaking of the first state convention of
the party held in the state in 1892,
Never betore in the history of Minne-
sota Democracy has there been such
perfect harmony and understanding
among the members of the party. All
day vesterday the delegates kept cow-
ing in and at 7 o’clock last evening
there were few counties unrepresented,
aud from wany there were not only the
full number of delegates present, but
also alternates for each. The afternoon
and evening were spent by the dele-
gates in renewing old acquaintances
and making new ones, and, while in
nearly all the districts there are animat-
ed contests for the honorable distinetion
of being made a part of the delegation
to the Chicago convention, in no in-
stance have these contests created any
I-feeling., Some of these contests will
not be settled until the final moment
comes, but when they are there will be
no dissatisfaction. In faet, the conven-
tion today will be a landmark in party
history, for it will signalize the death of
factionalism and the advent of a new
order of things.

There will be but one contest before
the conveution. ‘This is frem Dodge
county. One of these delegations is
neaded by J. A, Walker, of Kasson, and
the other by A..J. Leach, of the samd
place. This is an old local fight, and
Mr, Leach, who is a fighter from away
back, seems to have slightly the worst
side of the ease. This one contest will
give the committee on eredentials a little
needed work and will serve to keep that
committee on the books asoneof the nec-
essities offa Democratic convention. Ser-
iously, however.the single, solitary con-
test only serves to heighten the general
good feeling which prevails, TI'nere
have usually been at least a half dozen
to double that' number of contestsin
the state conventions. The large at-
tendance shows that the absence of con-
tests is not due to any lack of interest
among the voters.

Several conferences were held by the
district delegates last evening, and in
several cases the delegates have prac-
tically been settled. The delegates at
Jarge will probably be Hon. Michael
Doran, of Le Sueur; Maj. P. B, Wins-
ston, of Minneapolis; Hon. Lewis
Baker, of St. Paul, and Judge Thomas
Wilson, of Winona. There was opposi-
tion to a delezation instructed for Judge
Wilson inth:e Winona county convention
but this was not opposition to Judge
Wilson. The delegates did not desire
to come with nstructions, and today
Editor Joseph Leicht, of the Westlicher
Herald, will. it i1s understood, nominate
the Winona jurist for delegate at large.
This happy arranzement of the Wino-
na matter was very gratifving to the
Democerats frem all parts of the state,
who desire to express in this way their
egreat admiration for Judge Wilson, as
well as their appreciation of the contest
Lie made for governor two years ago.

Gossip of the Bistricts,

In the First district there are several
gentlemen being pushed enthusiasti-
cally by their friends, all of them good
and loyal Democrats, who, if selected,
will do eredit tothe distriet. Among them
are: Judge H. K. Wells, the Nestor of
Fillmore county Democracy; Joseph
Leicht, the brainy Winona editor:
Charles J. Ilaines, of Wabasha, and
Senator R. O. Craig, of Waseca. J. D.
Sheedy, of Austin, is mentioned as one
of the alternates. However the contest
may be deeided, the Firsy district will
be well represented at Chicago.

The largest delegation from the See-
ond district is that from Blue Earth
county, but on the Democratie side Blue
Earth is proverbially modest and will
present no candidate for delegate. This
was announced last evening by John C.
Wise Jr., the chairman of the delega-
tion and the son of the distinguished
founder and editor of the Mankato Re-
view. There are a number of candi-
dates,however.among them being James
Manuning.of Windom : Maj. A. L.Sackett,
oi St. Peter: Hon. M. Mullen, of New
Ulm, and Wilson Borst, of Fulda. All
are good men. For alternate only one
man has been suggested so far, and this
is H. G. Schmabhl, of Redwood Falls, a
staunch young Demoerat,

Carver courty came up to St. Paul
with a candidate, Hon. George A. Du

Toit, the well known banker. Not-
withstanding his e¢nthusiastic howe
backing, Mr. Du Toit last evening

decided to pull out of the race and
allow Judge Schaller. of Dakota: Hon.
Joseph Roach, of Riee; Frank Nicolin,
of Scott, and J. V. V. Lewis, of Mec-
Leod, and Senator Leavitt, of Meeker,
to settle the matter among themselves
T'his will hardly be done early today, as
each of these gentlemen has strong
Iriends and enthusiastic workers,
Metropolitan Districts,

The Ramsey county delegation is in-
gtructed for Hon. C. D. O’Brien for dis-
triet delegate and Dan Aberle for alter-
nate, and, having a majority of the
votes, will be able to carry out its in-
etructions, For the other two places
Hon. J. S. O’Brien, of Stillwater, seems
te have things well in hand. For alter-
nate, J. D. Markham, of Rusa City, is
mentioned.

‘I he Heunepin delegation will eaucus
at 9 o’clock this morning at their head-
quarters at the Merchants’, when the
other delegate for the Fifth distriet and
two alternates will be chosen. Hon. C.
M. Foote was practically selected by the
county convention, the delegation being
instructed for him. A.l. Ankeny rather
appears to be in the lead for the other
place. A number of gentlewen sare
suggested for alternates, among whom
are Titus Mureck, F. C. Brooks and Ed
A. Stevens.

A BEE STOPS BULLING.

Senater Cullom Pulls Out of
the Hunt for a Nom- :
" ination.

The Signs of a Coming Demo-
eratic Viectory Well Read
by the Illinoisan.

Ex-Senator Blair Proposes to
Remain in the Race
to the End.

Gen. Raum Makes Some Very
Curious Replies to Lsad-
ing Questions.

WASHINGTON, March 30. — Senator
Cullom has sent the following self-ex-
planatory letter to ex-Mayor Roche, of
Chicago:

United States Senate, Washington,
D. C., March 28, 1592—My Dear Friend:
Your favor of the 25th, in which you in-
quire concerning my wishes in refer-
ence to the selection of a delegation to
be chosen by the Republicans in the
several congressional districts and by
our state convention, to represent the
party in the national convention to be
held at Minneapolis in June next, has
been received, and I take pleasure in
answering you frankly as to my posi-
tion.

1 have said to Republicans who have
written to me, and to the gentlemen
representing the press who have inter-
viewed me, that 1 would esteem it a
high honor to have the support of the
Illinois delegation in the national Re-
publican convention for president of
the United States; and would be pleased
to have such delegation do ail that hon-
orably could be done to secure ror ne
the nomination. I have had many let-
ters asking me to leave

My Post of Duty
and come to our state and take part in
the cammpaign going on there between
the candidates for the several state
oflices, and also to look after my own
interest in the selection of delegates to
the national convention. I have de-
clined to do so, and as I am situated I
do not feel at liberty to leave my official
duties to take part in any campaign for
myself or any one else, and would not
now do so for any office. :

To the people of the state of Illinois,
who have honored me repeatedly with
their confidence and whom 1 have
served officially for many years, 1 am
grateful. I desire, however, that my
name shall not be longer used as a can-
didate for the office of president. Tis
people seem to favor the renomination
of President Harrison, whose adminis-
tration has been able, clean, ecourageous
and patriotic.

1 am a Republican. I believe in the
principles and polities of the party, and
1 expect always to do my part, as I may
be able, in upholding it while in power
and in securing for it victory, We have
before us in 1Hinois and in the nation a
great and stubborn battle. We

Must Eave Harmony
in our ranks if we are to be assured of
success either in the state or nation.
Our state and national convention
should be wise in the selection of can-
didates who are most likely to give our
party success in the state and nation,
and by success give assurance of the
continuance of our present wise, strong
and patriotic foreign policy; a well-con-
sidered fiscal policy, the foundation
principle of which is honest money for
an hounest people; a revenue policy
under which American trade and in-
dustries will be carefully fostered, and
American labor jealously protected; an
internal policy that will make naviga-
tion safe and sure on our great rivers:

Interesting, but Curious Answers
by Gen. Raum.

WASHINGTON, March 30.—The exam-
ination of Commissioner Raum was
resumed today by the special pen-
sion oflice investigating committee of
the house.

ALBANY, N. Y., March 30.—The joint
judiciary committee continued investi-
gating the charges against Judge Mayn-
ard this afternoon. Frederick E. Cou-
dert, speaking of the Duchess county
returns matter, said he thought the
sending back of the returns a crime.
He had reached the conclusion after ex-
amining the evidence. Mr. Coudert
said that he was president of the Man-
hattan club and bad at the Hill recep-
tion on Jan. 26 congratulated the assem-
blage that the senate was Dem-
ocratic.

;.Uncle Sam’s Soldiersto Reach
. the Sisseton Country in a
Few Days.

Very Little Danger, However,
That There Will Be Any
Blood Shed.

Indieaticns That There Will
Be More People Than
Quarter Sections.

Browx’s VALLEY, Minn.,—The very
near approach of the final opening to
white settlement of the 600,000 acres of
surplus lands of the Sisseton and \Wah-
peton Indian reservation is creating
daily increasing excitement. Arrange-
ments have been fully completed where-
by the five companies of regular army
soldiers will arrive at Brown’s Vulley
on or before April 4. On arriving in
Brown’s Valiey the troops will mareh
to a point seven miles west of this city
on the reservation, and go into camp.
‘The point for camping, which was se-
lected by Indian Agent MeCormick, is
in a big bend of the Minnesota river,and
is 4 very pretty spot. Here Uncle Sam’s
men will find awaiting them an abun-
dance of water and native timber for
fuel. While this will be the principal
headquarters for the soldiers, they will
be detailed by squads, and. as occasion
demands, sent out to points along the
border to assist the native Indian police
in keeping back unruly persons who
seem determined to get upon the
lands at all hazards before the day set
for the final opening. 1t was supposed
that when it became generally known
that government troops were to be sent
to the reserve the fact would have a
quieting effect upon intending settlers,
but instead the more daring and de-
termined ones appear anxious to im-
prove the time vefore the arrival ot
troops, and today have gone out in
every direction on the reserve to piek
out suitable claims, No arrests by -1n-
dian police have as yet been reported,
and it is safe to say that there will - be
none, as the

about exercisirg the authority vested
in them, seeming inclined to await the
arrival of soldiers to assist them. Itis
estimated on good authority that no less
than 200 white men are now secreted gn
thereservation within a radius of ¢hirly”
miles ot this eity, They are liidingin
Inghian houses, and. eamping 1o tents in
deep ravines. Awzent McCussiek is ae-
quainted with this fact; and says, . upon
the arrival of troops the entire reserva-
tion will be scoured and these
venturesome fellows put to route. On
the whole, the - opening of  the Sisseton
reservation promises to outdo-the mad
and exeiting scenes enacted at the time
of the great Oklahoma rush. Your cor-
respondent bases his apinion on the fact
that the lands cf the Sisseton reserva-
tion are among the most desirable in
the Northwest. "T'his fact is acknowl-
elged by everybody who has visited it.
And the lands have been extensively
advertised thrvoughout the entire coun-
try. and even in various parts of the old
world. Not only the railroads tributary
to.thesreserve, but four locating firmsin
Brewn’s Valley have been at work for
more than six months past informing
tlie outside world of the grand oppor-
tunities here offeréd to secure a free
liowe, and the amountof correspondence
now carried on by these firms is simply
enormous, the Sisseton Land company
ajone receiving on an average 150 to 200
letters of inquiry per day. The city
ouneil av this place recently placed an
gﬁvertisement in 750 newspapers, in-
ciuding many influential farm journals
in the Eastern, Central and North-
western states, and the returns are
new coming 1n so rapidly that two
clerks are kept constantly at work an-
swering inquiries. ‘T'he three-column
article, descriptive of the reservation
that appeared in the GLOBE a short time
ago, brought hundreds of inquiries. In
fact, it is safe to estimate that there wiil
bg at least four men for every quarter
section of land to be opened, and some
of our locating firms openly state that
there will be fully ten men for each
c¢laim. ‘This means excitement, and lots
of it. 'The reservation proper contains
inn round numbers 1,000,000 acres. Of
this 400,000 acres has been selected by
and alloted to the resident Indians,
every man, woman and child receiving
a patent for 160 acres, leaving for set-
tlement by whites 600,000 acres, or 8,750
elaims of 160 acres each.

I'nis requires that a claimant must re-
side continuously upon the land fora
period of fourteen months before mak-
ing proof, but if he does not desire to
‘ake proof at the end of fourteen
months he may continue his residence
for a period of five years, in the mean-
time paying no taxes, and at the expira-
tion ot the five years prove up as be-
fore. Persons who take land on this
reservation will be required to pay for
same, at the time of making proof,
2.50 per acre. This was the price paid
the Indians by the government atthe
time of the purchase, but a bill has
been recertly introduced in congress to
make the svice $1.25 per acre to white
settlers, #ad has good prospects for
passing. :t should be remembered that
the native Indians who inhabit this
reservalion are a thrifty. law-abudiug
and fairly intellizent class of people
who have long been staunch friends of

the palefaces, having taken an
active part in assisting the
svhites to put down the great
fudian massacre in 1862.  The

Sissetons are ‘“‘true biue,” as the saying
goes, and are proud to know that they
are now recognized by their white
neighbors as citizens of the United
States in every sense of the word. They
have been self-supporting for years, the
‘government appropriations for this tribe
“being eonfined wholly to the support of
the schools. There are schools and
churches on the reservation equal to
" those of their white neighbors—eleven
ichurch edifices being located thereon.
‘Many of the preachers and some of the
"teachers in the schools are natives, and
‘many of the Sissctons are teachers on
‘other reservations. These Indians have
“done much farming in the part, but are

WHAT DID IT PROVE ?|

Gznzral Childs Exhaustively
Sums Up the Recent In-
vestigation.

He Holds the Scope Was
Wider Than the Statute
Wareranted.

The Elevator Overages Were
Proved Beyond Any
Challenge,

But There Was Nothing to
Prove There Was a Com-
bination.

It was 4:30 o'clock yesterday after-
noon when Assistant Attorney General
Childs submitted his summary of the
evidence and reports of the wheat in-
vestization to the special legislative
committee. The summary was read by
Senator John Day Smith, who, at the
conclusion, moved thatda vote of thanks
be tendered Mr. Childs for his very able
report. Every member of the comnittee
seconded the motion, and it was adopted
by a unanimous vote. Chairman Geissel
thought that the summary should be
adopted as a part of the committee re-
pori by a unaunimous vote, but action
was deferred until this morning at 10
o'clock. The summary follows:

At the outset Gen. Childs declared
that the duty imposed on him was one
which he might with propriety decline,
but he trusted that the communication,
which expressed hisindividual views as
to what had been fairly proven or es-
tablished by the record, would ve ac-
cepted by the committee in the same
spirit in whieh it was requested. Only
two arguments had been furnished him
by the parties interested 1n the case,
those being by A. C. Clausen and C. A,
Severance. Ile regretted that Mr. Er-
win had not complied with the request
of the committee and furnished an ar-

gument, but he thought the coun-
sel could not claim that he had
not been permitted ample time,
as it was the understatiding

when the committee adjourned in Jan-
uary that very little testimony would
be submitted at the March meeting,
aud that the arguments of counsel were
to be prepared in the interim. lHe
calléd attention to this so that the com-
mittee might not be censured by the
publie.

Gen. Childs then said that a strict con-
struction of the act creating the com-
mittee would have confined their in-
quines to the taking of 6¢,000 bushels of
wheat from the Duluth elevators with-
out inspection, and whether the same
condition prevailed in other eleva-
tors, and an inquiry into all mat-
ters concerning the inspection end
welghing  of  grain. The  Grain
Growers’ Association, however, rep-
resented to the commitiee that a combi-
nation for the purpose of depressing the
price of grain existed in the state, and
the matter was deemed of so much grav-
ity that the commnttoe yielded to the re-
quest for an investigation, although it
was plainiy at variance with the letter
of the law, and they made the investiza-
tion in this direction with as much thor-
oughness as the occasion and the oppor-
tunities enjoyed by the committee would
permit.

Gen. Childs said next that no work
had ever been undertaken and con-
ducted from beginning to end with more
sincerity of purpose and thoroughness
of prosécution than that which had en-
gaged the attention of this committee.
Liberal rules for the admission of evi-
denece had been adopted, and

Every Opportunity Was Afforded

for any one who felt disposed to appear
and testity, while no expense was
spared in securing the attendance of
witnesses desired by any of the inter-
ests involved in the investization. Tne
grain growers had been especially en-
couraged in this direction, and if there
is any disappointment as to the results
it cannot be charged to hostility of the
committee. This sentiment Gen. Childs
was in accord with the views of the
counsel for the grain growers, who was
quoted as having declared that:

“You have absolutely given the widest pos
sible latitude to ail parties, and have gone
into the investigation of these matters with-
out regard to the strict construction of the
act which authorized the appointment of the
eominittee. No man can say that the action
of this committee has not been most fair to
all parties.”

Attention was called to the fact that
the record was largely made up of a
mass of hearsay testimony, necessarily
consequent upon the liberal policy
adopted by the committee, and the gen-
eral believed that this must tend to em-
barass the deliberation of the commit-
tee, and rather to conceal than disclose
the truth. PPage after page of testimony
n some cases the evidence of entire
witnesses can subserve no useful pur-
pose whatever to the comittee in
formulating its findings of fact. It was
suggested that the committee should be
extremely cautious in considering the
evidence of witnesses based wholly
upon hearsay information.

Gen. Childs then proceeded to take np the
complaints seriatim, and first devoted him-
self to the subject of sweepings. It was ad-
mitted that in the earlier years of the opera-
tion of tie present law and during the busy
season, as careful attention was not paid to
cleaning out cars at Duluth as should have
been, but when the attention of the elevator
companies was called to it, they took prompt
measures to correct the evil. It was easy for
the committee to perceive how such a state
of aflairs could have existed without involv-
ing either the integrity or the sound business
management of these companies. Buc it
was contended that rhere was nothing to
show that the elevator companies profited by
the amount of grain left in ihe cars, whilz
complaints of that nature are not now heard.
The matter of wheat accumulations on the
floors of warehouses was about a parallel.

Passing to the aliezed iiicit shipment of
wheat from the Duluth elevators in the yvears
1856 and subsequent years, aggregating -
009 bushels, Gen. Childs said that this was
the most ous charge made, and if the re
sults of this investigation of the charge were
at variance with the report ot the former
house committee, it was because ampler time
and greater facilities for ascertaining the
truth have coutributed to the committee's
aid. He referred to the thorough means em-
ployed to ascertain the facts, and said that
while some of the witnesses had testified
with greater positivetiess than either the
truth or their kuowledge of the facts
would warrant, he thought they should
be wholly exonerated from any attempt to
testity otherwise than in accordance with the
facts as they understooa them. The fact that
employes were not admitted into the secret
of the cause of the shipments was a reason
why they should not be blamed from draw-
ing inferences which all reasonable men
would have drawn under the same circum-
stances. Itisadmitted that the

Elevator Companies Did Ship
in those years at night 250,000 bushels of
wheat, and the only thing for the committes
is to determine the sufliciency of the justifi-
cation urged by the elevator companies. As
for himself, he thought the action of
the elevator companies in disposing of
this damaged grain placed them beyond
all eriticism. They conterred with the rail-
road and warehouse commissioners and se-
cured the necessary authority, and the eom-
mission could not be censured for its action.

It was confronted with a grave situatioq, :

and the oceasion ealled for wise and jodi-
cious action. It was n question how the
farmers of ihe state, the men who had for-
tunes invested 1n the elevators and the hold-
ers of grain receipts, would be atfected. The
commission at that time was composed of
men ef distinguished ability, large experi-
ence and unquestioned probity, and it were
unkind to say of them that. prompted by the
highest considerations of public policy and
unaided oy previous experience, actéd in
violation of law or that their action wes un-
warranted by the existir g facts,

Overage wus next taken up, and the gen-
eral contended that the charge that wheat in
excess of the damaged grain was shipped
was not sustained by the proofs. It appeared
that the testimony of witnesses as to the
shipment of 49337 bushels as overage was
the result of their unfamiliarity with
the methods of bookkeeping, and that it was
all properly accounted for by the eleyator
companiesina manner which left noim-
putation upon them. As to the chargze that
45,000 other bushels were shipped without in-
spection, Gen. Childs said the cnarge was
well founded. The companies themselves ad-
mitted it.and attempred to justify their action,
He thought this wheat which was what they
had on hand when the present law went inco
effect should have been weighed iuto the
houses in the regular manner, but he sup-
posed the companies. regarding the wheat as
their cwn and over which the state had no
surveillance, took the action they did in
preference to subjecting themselves to eriti-
cism which might arise by the publie being
upprised of the large accumulation of over.
age in their business, It appears that from
August, ISS5, to August, 18.0, there accumu-
lated an overage of 11,213 bushels in handling
56,000,000 bushels of grain, or one-quarter of
an ounce a bashel. But they consulted
with the commissioners regarding it, and
were granted permission to shio it upon
due notice to the state weighing and inspec-
tion department at Duluth without eancella-
tion of outstanding receipts. The commis-
sion doubtless took the view that the wheat
had become the property of the companies,
and that they should in justice be alizwed to
dispose of the same. The elevator companies
took the ground that, as they had incurred an
expense of about 300,000 in providing for
the warehouse receipts outstanding inst
the damaged grain, they were all the more
justified in disposing of these overages us a
recompense.

The state inspection and weighing depart-
ment wus next considered, and Gen. Childs
said that it was a matter of congratulation
that the integrity and

Efliciency of the State Service
both as to the inspection and weighing of
grain, had been fully sustained by thisin-
vestigation. With rare exeeptions, the em-
ployes are men of high character and good
ubility. and in instances where their integrity
has been questioned, the evidence 1s too cou
flicting und inconelusive to warrant the com-
mittee in embodyving any aspersive ceriticism.
If instances of di-horest or unfaithful con-
duet had been here and there proven, it
would have been a matier of little surorise,
in view of the lurge number cmployed, and
the selfish and powerful interests seeking
special privilezes and advantages at inspee-
tion points, I do not understand, however,
that any charge of a serious nature is pre-
ferred against either of these departments on
such grounds.™

As to the improper grading weighing and
docking of geain, he said that the grading
must always, from the infirmity of human
judgment. be a debatable and uncertain ele-
ment. The inspector is placed between two
interests dinmetrically opposed to each other
and equnlly vigilant over his work, and in
view of the provisions of the law for re-in
spection il!l'l appenl, a dishonest inspeetor
could séarcely impose on either interest,
Gen. Childs said he was unable to advise the
committee, from the evidenee, on the charge
that th is a custom of holding down
grades at the commencement of the
seasol, at inspection points.  Th
shows that dockage is at vmes ¢
this is again a ease where the duty
spector will depend largely upou his judg-
ment. Iteannot Le said that there §s any
charge of an abuse of Jdigcretion in this re-
gard by the inspectors.

The question of dockage, the geveral said,
was oue of noli tle importance, and the com-
mittee might feel constrained to devoie scme
portion of its report, by way of recommenda
tion, to its cousiderntion, But it was the
duty of the commitiee to ascertain whether
the provisious of the preseut law are properly
observed, and to point out iucidentally if
disposed to go to that length oversights in
legislation, if any exist, and he thonght (he
approprintion wouid he well expended if the
committee was uble to recommend such  jn-
dicious measures as will secure inunily
from restraint or imposition to the grain pro-
ducers in marketing their crops. He expressed
the opinion, that whatever the sincerity of the
motives of the committee, it would be a pub-
lie misfortune if the final report should be
found at variance with the natural détue-
tions to be drawn from the record. lle ad-
vised that while the committee should not
hesitate to record any material facty however
prejudicinl o any individual or interest
when the public welfare requires, vet no ex-
pression should fina place in the report
derogatary of official conduct unless abuna
autly justified by proofs. The reargument
of A. C. Clausen, submnitted to the commit-
tee, was referred tons deserving of careful
consideration, and the opinion was ex
pressed that some portions of it wonld be of
value to the committee in framing its reporte

in weights of shipments made to publie
warchouses, Gen. Chiids said that the com
plaints are we!l founded, but are ont of pro-
portion to the volumne of business transacted;
