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BEAVER LAKE GETS IT

The Wood Harvester Site Has
at Last Been Se-
lected.

Beaver Lake Boomers Carry
Off the Much-Coveted
Plum.

The Selection Creates Wide-
spread Dissatisfaction in
the City.

White Bear Electric Road
Shown to Be Behind the
Deal.

After debating the question of partic-
ular advantages oftered by different or-
ganizations and public-spirited citizens,
the Walter A. Wood harvester works
site problem has finally been deter-
mined. The directors have chosen the
so-called Beaver lake site,and they offer
as their reason for this course that the
railroad facilities offer special advan-
tages that the company vould not over-
look. There is a frontage of more thau
half a mile on the Omaha railroad, and
the proposed new electric extension of
the East Seventh street car line skirts
the site. There are some fifty-five acres

.of land in the tract, and it is
all substantially on a level with the rail-
road. The shops will be erected, it is
promised, on the highest point, about
275 feet above the river. The average
altitude of the entire fifty-five ‘acres is
250 feet above the river. ‘I'he street car
system, of course, furnishes a five-cent
rate, and thé Owmaha road promises
commutation tickets at the same price.
Then there will be a connection with
the Wiscounsin Central road, the Bur-
lington and the Milwaukee, the *‘Soo”
and tbe Northern Pacifie, giving six
railroads to handle the freight of the
manufactory.

t might be added that the different
organizations of citizens that have been
actively identitied with the competition
for this site are somewhat disappointed.
They feel that the best interests of the
city would have been better conserved
had the company located -the works
within ‘the city limits. ' But the com-
pany feels that it has the most at stake
and should be the judges of the inter-
ests of thre concern.

The company remained in sceret ses-
sion all the afternoon and until nearly
7 o’clock last evening., It was a diffi-
cult and puzzling problem to solve.
There were great advantages offered by
every section of the city that proffered
sites, and the company was in doubt
until the final action was taken. it is
determined to begin work at once in
erecting the buiidings that will be re-
quired for the works. This will give
ready employment to large crews of
laboring men, and then will follow the
regular crew that will be needed in the
maunufactory.

This selection of the Beaver lake site
will prove very tortunate to certain ot
the bright young speculators of the city
who had the happy faculty of predict-
ing the outcome of the competition that
has been waged between the different
localities for the site. Several gentle-
men secured options upon the most
available tracts adjacent to the 55 acres
hat have been elected. It is caleulated
that the Wood Harvester Works will
tbuild up a little city of at least 16,000 in-

habitants, sooner or - later, at Beaver
lake, and these investments in re-
alty made at very low prices

promise to bring in rich returns in the
near tuture. “I'he Jocation, ot course, is
véry unsatistactory to. the eitizens
whose property interests led them to
compete for the prize insome different
Jdocality, and there is some talk that
moneyed men who had bought stock
would like to retire. But it is‘'more
likely that the recalcitrant element will

be fully reconciled ir a short time, and

everybody will be glad to hold the stock

they own. The company is now

operating the Minneapolis Harvester

works, but that institution will

soon be abandoned. and all manufact-
uring operations will be conducted in

St. Paul. The Minneapolis huarvester
patents have all passed into the pos-
session of the Walter A.Wood company,

and these, together with the patents
held prior to the later purchases
make a mighty strong combination, and

it is calculated that the Wood harvester
will become the superlative and popu-
jar machine among the farmers of the
W est. The company wiil give employ-
m ent to a little army of men, and these
operatives must live in St. Paul. Hence
it is easy to conceive the Dbenefits that
must inure.

husband admitted to Dbail. She
insists that her husband was only
one of a number who received

a bundle of such cireulars from the
mail. That he is innocent of any crime,
as he did not know what he was receiv-
ing until the package was opened, and
that his arrest was caused through spite.
She asserts that he is not responsible
for the posting and distribution of some
of the eirculars, but that this must have
been done, as well as the mailing of the
circulars to her husband and others, by
some enemy of Mr. Tucker, who owns
a stock farm in the neighborhood.

PEEPINTO THE FUTURE

Rev. Joseph Cook Gives His
Views on "Ul!.imate
America.”

Toughs Attack a Party of
Young Business
Men.

Moritz Michael Case Reopened
in the District
Court.

Financial Monthly Exhibits

and City.

Joseph Cook, the famous platform or-

ator, was at the People’s auditorium last-

evening with his erudite philosophy and
Bostonese culture. “Ultimate Amer-
ica’ was the theme upon which he
held forth most entertainingiy for fully
two hours. The house was well filled
with a cultured and appreciate audience.
He remarked as he drew his mag-
nificent physique to its full heizht:
“I would rather be an American citizen
today than a Roman citizen under
the proudest of cwsars.” He proclaimed
that earavans of great cities were in
view for this country and that the cross-
roads were giving place to cities. The
growth of cities would lead to the tread-
ing of laborer upon laborer and the
widening of the space betweeun palaces.
He postponed that era, however, two

centuries, ;

This country was capable of sustain-
ing a denser and greater population
than the combined countries of Europe,
Asia and Africa. Exclading the islands
and mountains of the world, this coun-
try had 11,000,000 square mi]es of land
through which the plough might pass to
10,000,000 gquare miles

He spoke of the effects of the trade
winds carrying the moisture against the
mountains” and depositing it on the
sides of the great mountain ranges. The
object of this was to illustrate the ad-
vantage this country has in moisture
and productiveness. The wheat pro-
duetion of the Northwest was touched
upon, and he-said that there was more
productive land west of St. Paul than
east aud south of it.

He discussed the negro prob}em and
expressed the hope that the time was
coming when the negro of the South
will throw off earpet-bag government
and shotgun domination, The time was
coming when Americanism will be the
key note to the general eivilization of
the world. Buffalo was “the West”
at one time, then it was Chicago,
then St. Paul and Minneapolis,
then California and Alaska, and still it
has not been cornered. He discussed
the rapid increase in population, and
said that, while men now living reinem-
ber when there were only 10,000,000 peo-
ple in the United States, he expected to
live until it was ten timesas great
as that. It had doubled four er five
times in the past century, and would
probably

PDouble Kisell
in the next fifty years. He took a turn
at polities and spoke of the domination
by the liquor power. He drew a fine
picture of this influence. Low license
entangled ‘the sons, but high license
dragged down the daughter also. He
lamented that the path ot polities led
throuzh the zin mill. He asserted that
10,000,000 voters ruled 65,000,000 of
people, Of these one-fifth were too
ignorant to know how to vote. He¢ fa-
vored preventing the ignorant and for-
eigners from voting after a period of
twenty-five years, unless they shail be
able to read and wiite our language.
He favors women'’s suffrage. The sale
of liquor and keeping open saloons on
Sunday were condemned. The time

will come when the liquor power
will fire on *Fort Sumpter,”
and then the people would

rise and smite it as a slave-holding
power was smote. le appealed to

‘church people to forsake the Demo-

cratic and Republicau parties and down
the liquor traffic.

He concluded with a glowing pieture
of the coming greatness of this coun-
try, when it shall become as great in
the world as was Rome in her ancient
glory. The address wasa rare treat
and was much enjoyed.

The
ficht was fast and furious for some
minutes and only blows and curses
could be heard, while a few hackmen
gathered to enjoy the spectacle.
Finally the toughs, finding that only
one of their victims appeared to be
standing his ground, assailed him on
four sides at once and sent him reeling
onthe stone pavemeut.

£397,760.59 on the first of January, 1892,
and against §30,416.69 tor Jau. I, 1841
The cause of this imcrease, in cash on
hand, is owing to the faet -that the
money of the city under the provisions
of the Bell charter isidle and on deposit
in a city bank, drawing two per
centinterest, while the city, in provid-
ing for current expenses, must borrow
money from some bank, paying 6 per
cent interest for the accommopdition.
The provisions of the Bell eharter are
such that the city ecannot expend money
except for certain speeific purposes.

For illustration, some particular fund |

may have a surplus while some other
fund may be entirely drawn out. No
other fand ean be drawn upon to help
out in the emergeney.

Suit by a Savings Bank Against
stillwater City.

Judge Nelson has filed an opinion in
the case of The Savings Bank of Ban-
gor against The City of Stilwater, pend-
ing in the Urited States eireuit
court, overruling the demurrer to
the amended complaint. The sunit was
brought to recover 321,236 on city
bonds. The bouds were given as the
purchase price of lands sold to the city
for streets and other purposes. Pay-
ment was contested on the groand that
the bonds were issued for an unlawful

the lands and appropriated them to its
use, is in duty bound to pay therefor.
