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BAIL AND FAREWELL

H. P. Hall Handsomely Sped
on His Mission to the
East.

The Veteran Journalist Ban-
queted by the Faber Fra-
ternity.

A Life Interwoven With the
Newspaper History of the
City.

Feeling Testimonial on the
Eve of His Final De-
parture.

Harlan P. Hall, a pioneer in the jour-
nalistic labors, is about to sever his con-

nection with his old associations
in St. Paul and his conferes
conjointly tendered him a testi-

monial banquet at the Ryan last even-
ing. The cvent was one of the pleas-
antest occasions that come torelieve the
dreary, work-a-day life of the newspa-
per laborers, and the gathering counsti-
tuted among the cu-laborers 1n journal-
ism a score or so who have drawn
salaries as the employes of Mr.
Hail. He has, during the past
twenty-five years of active life been
identified with all the several daily pa-
pets in this city, and his honorable
course with his staff of newsgather-
ers and editorial workers has especially
endeared lim to a little army of the
most energetic and spirited newspaper
men of the city. But the banguet had
a wider scope. It was under the au-
spices not only of the St. Paul Press
club and the St. Paul Typothe-

taze, but of the Minnesota Editor-
jal association, and the amenities
were of that genial type that

always characterize a social meeting of
the men who are laboring in the inter-
ests of the publishers of great news-
papers. Mr. Hall has been elected the
general manager of the Press News
association, one of the three organiza-
tions that sapply the daily papers of
the country by telegraphic service with
the current events of the world. He
has purchased an interest in _the asso-
ciation, succeeding James B. Town
send, who has been the genera
manager. and he will at once remov
to New York, the present general head
quarters of the association. The prop
osition is to speedily reincorporate in
1llinois, when the main busiess office
will be established in Chicago. This will
not remove the principal news depot
from the present fountain head, New
York,however, but it will take Mr. Hall
to Chicago the major portion of the time.
This arrangemeunt, it is contem-
plated, will be consummated in
June, then he will sojourn in
New York only as occasion requires.
Nr. Hall has been sclected for this re-
sponsible duty because of hs peculiar
fitness -for the work, and Miunesota is
proud” that the long-honored talent of
its leading writers and hustlers will be
recognized by the selection of one of
the premier laborers in the ranks of the
newspaper men of the state. Mr, Hall

established the DALy GrosBe and
conducted it mnearly a dozen
years, when . he sold his inter-
est to the present proprietor

Prior to this he nad established the
Evening Dispateh, and since he severed
his connection with the GLoBE, he has
conducted the News as a part pro-
prietor. This in brief is a part of his
life history in the harness in St. Paul.
No man has worked harder and none
more deserve the encomiums showered
upon him by the speakers at the festive
gathering lastevening.

His Career Epitomized.

“He has,” says a rtecent biographical
tketch in the Northwestern Journalist, “'the
reputation among Minnesota journalists of
working more hours and sleeping fewer
hours of the twenty-four than any other man
in the profession. He is a great ‘hustler,’
and there is no part of the work of a news-
}»npor that he cannot do, and very little that
1e does not do at one time -or auother when
help is needed to pusn the work along.
So much energy is seldom com-
pressed in as slight and fragile-looking
form as he possesses. With all his ac-
tivity, he always has time to chat gemaily
with a a friend or to take up gratuitous la-
bors for the Press club, the Stute Editorial
iation or for public-spirited

ASS some
movement in the city of St. Paul. Mr. Hall
was born in Ravenna, O., in 1838, and grad-

uated from the Wesleyan university at Del-
aware, 0., in 1861. He then studied law and
was admitted to the bar. In 1862
he migrated to Minnesota and began
life &s a printer. He was soon
promoted to be & reporter on the St
Paul Union. Later the Union was con-
consolidated with the St. Paul daily Press.
On this sheet Mr, Hall continued to exercise
his talents as reporter, telegraph editor, ex-
change editor. editorial writer, ec., until
November, 1865, when, in compauy with
other parties, he purchased the morning Pio-
peer, and he took the position of editor-in-
ehief. In 1846 a stock comlmny was organ-
jzed, to whom Mr. Hall and his partners re-
sold the concern. In the fall of 1866 Mr.
Hall bought a half interest in the job
printing  establishment of D. Ram-
pley, and in February, 1868, this firm estab-
jshed the St. Paul Lvening Dispatch, the
junior partner becoming the editor-in-chief
of the paper. In 1870 the firm was, by mu-
tual consent, dissolved, Mr. Hall taking the
newspaper. In the fall of 1876 he disposed
of the Dispatch, and on Jan. 15, 1878, he is
pued the first number of the St. Paul
DaiLy Grose. He continued the publi-
eation of the Grose until 1885 when the

aper was gold to its present owners, In 1880
{:(- became connected with the St. Paul even-
Ing News as editor and publisher, and con-
gducted that sprightly and independent sheet
until the middle of last month, when he sold
khis entire interest.

The Banquet.

After the viands had been eloquently
discussed by the epicures of last night’s
party, G. S. Pease, of Anoka, called the
mssemblage to order and made the in-
troductory speech. He said his feelings
were a paradox. It was a sad pleasure
to pay the tribute to Mr. Hall. He had
the pleasure of the acquaintance of the

honorod guests for many years,
just how many he refrained
from quoting for fear that his

youthfalness would be called into ques-
tion, and this is a tender point with
Mr. Pease. It was with feelings of
deep regret, he accentuated, that he
was compelled to say good-bye to his
pld comrade and confrere. He regretted
losing Mr. Hall from the state editorial
gssociation, of which the speaker occu-
pies an executive position. Then fol-
lowed a pretty panegyric upon the life-
work of Mr. Hall—his career as a news-
paper man, and Capt. H. A. Castle was
introduced.

Capt. Castle exclaimed that he felt
highly honored at being permitted
to express his regard for Mr. Hall, but
he could not agree with Mr. Pease that
there was a pang of sadness to mar the
vleasure. The parting promises to be
only temporary and entirely without a
ghadow of that disagreeable word
“farewell.” He recited his first meet-
tng with Mr. Hall. It was the first

gathering of the State Editor-
ial association twenty-five years
ago and he jocosely confessed

hat the was not very warmly impressed
by the appearance of Mr. Hall at that
time. 7Tbis heaccounted for by his cal-
low youth, He was nota very hand-
gome man, but he did have the bloomn of
youth to his credit. He looked as rosy
and fresh as any one in the gathering.
Then followed a number of apt pleas-
antries that elicited the applause of the
eonvivial spirits, spiced by reminis-
cences of earlier struegles when the
two were rival publishers and disagreed
olitically. Mr. Castle attributed Mr.
all’'s success in getting up a popular
newspaper to the recognition he always
made of the abilities of the reporters,
and which has made every one of them
Mr. Hall’s warm personal friends.
»With few exceptions,” said Mr. Castle,
“Mr. Hall alone has recognized the fact that
the country editors collectively are the most
owerful influence in the control of the polit-
cal districts of the state. He has thus made
his paper powerful and influential, and that

is the reason Mr. Hall has made himself pop-
ular with the editors of the state.”

Capt. Castle then introduced C.P.
Stein, who presented Mr. Hall with an
elegant gold wateh and chain, the gift
of the state editorial association, appro-
priately inseribed. This was followed
quickly Dby cries for Mr. Hall, and he
made the happy response following:

Mr. Iiall responded very feelingly, and was
evidently deeply touched by the occasion.
He thanked his assembled frienas in weil-
chosen language, and in a retrospective vein
went over the many scenes of the past in
which they had been associated. His address
was punctuated with frequent applause, and
& salvo greeted him as he concluded.

_Then followed a particularly felici-
tious address by Rev. John Conway, the
talented editor of the Chronicle, and
others, and the banquet was continued
until a late hour.

Q)-U.&QNQ elson - for many long
years tocome. The bust is the gift of
the membvers of the bar, practicing in
he court, as a token of esteem for the
fair-minded and able jurist, who has so
long been known to them, The bust
was modeled by J. Fjelden, the Minne-
apolis sculptor, and was cast by a noted
founder in New York.

Yesterday the bust was adjusted to a
shelf placed on the wall of the court
room in a conspicuous position. The
presentation will be made on behalf of
the bar by Hon. Charles E. Flandrau.
The gift will be accepted on behalf of
the government by the new circuit
judge, Hon. Walter H. Saunborn. Itis
said that the modesty of Judge Nelson
has almost induced him to retire to his
chambers during the presentation cere-
monies, to escape the eulogies on his
merits. The bust is well executed and
represents the jurist with the serious
intellectual expression so otten seen
when on the bench.

THIS WEEK FOR PRAYER

For the Better Observance of the
Sabbath.

The first week in April is the one
selected for the friends of the Sabbath
in all lands to join in special effort and
prayer for the better observance ot the
Lord’s day. The World’s Sabbath Ob-
servance Praver union, the pionecer in
this united work, has for fourteen years
gent out a call for a week of prayer every
vear by all Christians in all lands to
further this important cause. Rev.
Alexander Campbell, of Montrose, Scot-
land, is the head of this movement, and
the organization is composed of repre-
sentatives froin all parts of Chistendom.
Some 300,000 copies of the call of the
union in all principal languages are sent
out. Missionaries and their converts join
with their brethren in Christian lands
in effort and prayer for better the ob-
servance of the Sabbath. The National
Woman’s Christian Temperanee union
join in a request for the observauce of
the weelk, as does also the American
Sabbath union, in earnest prayer by all
Christians in publie, private and in the
family for God’s blessing on the effort
to induce a better observance of the day
of rest. The call urges church prayer
meetings to take up this subject, and
that each pastor address their congrega-
tion on topies bearing on this work.
Effort should not slacken in this im-
portant movement, as the liberty of the
working classes, the safety and perpet-
uity of our government an: the life and
vigor of the churcit are dependent on
promoting a proper observance of the
Sabbath.
