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FIRE'S AWFUL WORK.
Property Valued at Nearly

Three Millions Burned at
New Orleans.

Whole Blocks of Great Build-
ings Swept Away by the

Destroyer.

Wore Than Two Millions'
Worth of Cotton Burned

in the Presses.

Several Firemen TerriblyIn-
jured by the Failing of

Weakened Walls.

While the Cotton Burns a Sec-
ond Conflagration Strikes

the Residence District.

Wany Squares of Wooden
Buildings Swept Away Like

So Much Chaff.

Hundreds of Families Left
Homeless by the City's

Greatest Fire.

The Original Blaze Started by

a Cigarette Thrown Among*
the Cotton.

fljswOrleans, April 3.? One of the
most destructive cotton fires ever re-
corded here broke out at 10:30 this
morning among some cotton on the side-
walk in front of the fire-proof press on
North Front street. The parties who
caw smoke among the bales gave the
alarm immediately, and a few minutes
later the bells rang out "42." The de-
partment responded promptly, but the
wind was so high and the cotton so dry
that it burned like tissue paper. The
flames ran high, and in an incredibly
short time communicated to the press
itself, and were working their way
along the woodwork of the roof. The

foremen worked like demons to arrest
the progress of the flames, but their
efforts were unavailing. A repeated
alarm brought more engines to the
scene. Additional pipes were run out,

and
Extra Streams of Water

pumped on the flames, but they had no
effect whatever. The woodwork cracked
and fell to the ground and the bright
flames leaped upward from every part
of the compress. Through the yards
swept the fire, carrying devastation
with it as it went, burning cotton and
wood as if they were so much paper.
Afterthree repeated alarms, a general
alarm brought out all the engines in the
city except two or three. The fire-
proof press had about 10,000 bales of
cotton stored in it. This was entirely
consumed. It would have been mad-
ness for the firemen to enter the press.
On every side the flames made an im-
pregnable barrier. The streets were
lined with spectatois. The hoarse cries
of the firemen rushing to and fro giving
orders, the trightaned cries of women
and by-standers and the shrill whistle
of the engines made up a scene never
to be forgotten. The police were on
the scene doing whatever was required

of them, but their presence was of little
avail, as the crowd was very decorous,
being compelled to remain at a great

distance from the flames owing to

The Intense Heat.
In half an hour after the flames

started the lire-proof press was totally
consumed, and the flames had com-
municated to the upper press. The
destruction here was as great as at the
other press. In a marv\u0080lously short
time the flames had attacked the build-
ing from all sides, cutting their way
through the woodwork with wonderful
rapidity. In this press were stored
50,000 bales of cotton, some of which
was taken out and brought to a place of
(safety. The major portion of the staple,
however, was in flames and it was im-
possible to save it. The fire ate its way
along the rafters of the press and down
through the woodwork into the cotton,

which was stored beneath the sheds. It
was ouly that cotton stored in the yard
that was saved. Itrequired but a very
Bhort time with the high wind that was
blowing to destroy this press. The
walls were soon tottering, endangering
the lives of the firemen. Several of
them had narrow escapes, and now and
then

A Tlirillof Horror
would run through the crowd as they
believed some one in danger, or saw a
wall totter and fall. The sight was an
awe-inspiring one. For at least two
blocks a sheet of flame shot upward.
The smoke and sparks from the fire
were blowing down into the streets,a*nd
choked and singed the spectators. Sud-
denly a small flame was seen to leap
skyward from a corner of the Independ-
ence press, in a second almost the en-
tire square was ablaze, and the flames
formed almost a solid block of fire. In
the yard were stored 10,000 bales of cot-
ton,and ina little time itwas consumed.
At length four rows of charred walls
were all that stood to remind one that a
large building had once occupied the

kBite. The place was gutted, and its
contents, about 20,000 bales, were con-
sumed. There was no chance to save
aDy portion of the cotton, as the work
of destruction was very rapid. For
some time the men worked on these
flames, and when it became apparent
that none of the bales of cotton could
be saved they devoted their attention to
the surrounding structures. Water was
poured through windows and doorways,

and everything was thoroughly wet.
This probably saved a number of con-
flagrations, as

Sparks Were Falling

in all direct ons. The walls of the dif-
ferent burned presses fell within a
short time of each other. Ineach case
there was a sudden trembling, which
caused ttios.i walls to fallprecipitately,
a heavy surging and then a deafening
crash that could be heard squares away,

ana the streets were strewn with bricks
and other material. The district burned
over i- bounded by Peters, Front,Thalia
and Kobin streets, and the presses de-
stroyed are as follows: Fire-proof,
Penzoze Bros., managers, South
Front street, southwest corner
of Robin; Shippers', Boyd and
Herrick proprietors. South Peters
street, between Henderson and Kobin;
Independence cotton yard, South Pe-
ters street; Orleans cotton press. South
Peters, between Thalia aud Terpsich-
ore. The total amount of cotton
burned, as near as can now ba ascer-
tained, is estimated at 8>,030 bales, Held
by factors and commission merchants
and covered by their opan policies.
Much of this cotton will be sent to the
pickeriea and saved, so that the total
loss will probably not exceed $30 per
bale, making the total on cotton of be-
tween two and two and a quarter mill-
ions of dollars. The loss on presses
and sheds is estimated at $150,000. Itis
thought the lire started

which some person threw among the
cotton. For three blocks around the
burning presses the residents moved
out their furniture for fear that the fire
would spread to their homes. Men,
women and children were running
about with furniture or other property
which they wished to save. In their
flightthey would often abandon their
parcels in the street, where a number
of lire thieves, who are generally in at-
tendance on these occasions, got in
their work. While the firemen were
working on the Fire-proof press at the
corner of Terpsichore and Peters streets,
the walls suddenly shook, and in an in-
stant came tumbling down, and to the
horror of the already excited crowd
three men were seen falling under the
mass. Willing hands were soon work-
ing on the ruins, and shortly the un-
fortunate firemen were taken out moan-
Ing and crying with pain. They were
taken in an ambulance to the hospital,
where iheir injuries were dressed.
They all belonged to No. 13. They are
Capt. Alfred Dupree, Lieut. Shaw and
Pipeman Bordeaux. Dupree was only
slightly injured, but the other two men
were badly hurt.

Another Conflagration

While the cotton press fire was rag-
ing an alarm was sent in for a fire in
the residence portion of the city. It
was bounded by Laurel, Annunciation,
Secoiid and Third streets. At the time
the fire department, police and a ma-
jorityof residents of the burning dis-
tricts were at the cotton press fire. A
gale was blowing and the flames were
fanned inall directions. Chief O'Con-
nor sent several engines to the scene,
but before they could get down to
active work a dozen nouses were in
flames. Alarms were sent in and every
engine on both sides of the river was
summoned to the scene. The heat was
intense, and for this reason it was al-
most impossible to get near the burning
buildings, the wind In many instances
blowing the flame across the street. The
people livingin the square bounded by
Laurel, Magazine, Second and Third be-
came alarmed at the encroaching llanies.
At first they packed up valuables, but
as the fire spresd they took fright and a
wild scene ensued. Houses were dis-
mantled of their contents and carried
away. Houso after house went down,
and the efforts of the firemen seemed in
vain in the face of the overwhelming
odds. Crowds gathered from far and
near. Men and bo^-s pitched in and
assisted in removing furniture. The
flames spread in every direction owing
tothe varying winds. Sweeping across
Laurel street with frightful rapidity,
the fire attacked the section bounded by
First, Third, Laurel and Magazine
streets. Four squares were ablaze, and
the wooden buildings were devoured as
if they were so much chaff. Mag-
azine street stayed the march
of the destructive element westward
and acted as abarrier on the south. Every
building in the four squares mentioned
except four was destroyed. Most of
the houses were small, but some very
handsome houses on Magazine street
were destroyed. Hundreds of people
have been left homeless by the fire,
aud in many cases nothing was saved
from the burning buildings. The scene
presented was one of desolation. Noth-
ing remains of the many handsome
buildings embraced in the four squares
but tall, gaunt-looking chimneys, like
huge spectral forms standing guard
over the blackened ruins. The losses
by the fire are estimated at ?250,000. It
is believed that the buildings were
mostly insured.

Mrs. Hetherington His Heir.
San Francisco, CaL, April 3.?A

passenger on the steamer Gaelic, speak-
ing of the Hetherington-Robinson
shooting affair, said Robinson left a
newly made will. Inithe nanied Mrs.
Bessie Hetherington as his heir. Before
his death, however, he added a codicil
making his business partner his legatee,
but requesting him to carry out the
original provision of the will "by giving
Mrs. Hetherington the proceeds of nis
estate, which is not a large one, amount-
ing to ouly a few1thousand dollars.

Gotham's Saloons Closed.
New York, April3.?The saloons of

this city were tightly closed today, and
thirsty New Yorkers had to rely on pro-
hibition drinks. The police issued an
order Saturday to all saloonkeepers that
they must shut up or stand the conse-
quences. The order, so far as known,
was strictly obeyed. This was the re-
sult of the grand jury presentment
founded upon the charges made by Dr.
Parkhurst.

Finally KilledHimself.
Maiianoy City, Pa., April 3.-An-

thony Sheermiske, a halt-demented
man, caused much excitement here to-
day by running through the streets
flourishing a revolver. When an officer
approached him to disarm him he sent
a bullet through his own body, produc-
ing a fatal wound.

A Chicago Woman Dies Under
Treatment of a Christian

Scientist.

Chicago, April3.? Saturday was the
first day of the investigation of the
mess hall at Fort Sherida. Col. Heyl.
inspector general of the department of
the Missouri, began the investigation
yesterday morning under orders from
Gen. Miles,and devoted the greater
part of the day to hearing camplaints
from the men. When he had patiently
listened for two hours to the same story
from each of forty men of bad and in-
sufficient food, he became convinced
that there must be something wrong
with the management of the mess hall.

Col. Heyl set up a secret court, con-
sisting of himself and his stenographer,
inCol. Crofton's private office. One by
one the soldiers were admitted, and
each allowed to take as much or littleof
the inspector's time as he wished. The
majority of them were recruits, who had
seen but a few months' service. The
complaints from these evidently did not
greatly impress the inspectors, but
when a grizzled veteran, who had seen
twenty years of service in every part of
the United States, stated that the mess
at Fort Sheridan was the worst he had
ever seen, and not to be compared to a
mess in the field in active service even,
the inspector made special note of his
complaint, and itseemed to have great
weight withhim.

"1 want to complain of the quality
and quantity of the food served in the
mess hali," was the almost invariable
preface of the statements made by each
complainant. "The food is bad to begin
with. Itis frequently but half-cooked,

and served so poorly that it is almost
always cold when itreaches the table.
The scraps which are left over are used
inhash the next day. and this is gener-
ally so strong and redolent that itis im-
possible to eat it."

One private testified that all he got
for supper one night was a dish of apple
sauce and two biscuits. Another said
that one morning, after having been
out all night, all he received
was plain bread and cheese and
coffee. Another said he had been
threatened with court martial, because
he had dared to ask that a piece of ba-
con that had been given him be changed
because it was so fat he could not eat it.
A non-commissioned officer brought a
charge of misappropriation of funds
against the post saloon. "1 would like
to know," he said, "what has become of
the profits of the 'canteen.'

"
The inspector could not tell him, but

promised to look into the matter. Itis
estimated that these profits would aver-
age ?500 a month, and they should have
been divided among the companies.

HATE AND MALICE.

These Said to Have Killeda Chi-
cago Woman.

Chicago, April 3.? "The law can
send me to jail,but it cannot affect the
cause of Christian science. As for my-
self, Ido not fear; the Lord will take
care of me." These words were spoken
today by Mrs. R. L. Stebbins, the Chris-
tian scientist, who is locked up at the
armory in connection with the death of
Mrs. Jennie L.Nichols, of 183 Wabash
avenue. Mrs. Stebbins is a fluent
talker, withan exceptionally good com-
mand of the English language. She is
given to the frequent use of metaphor,
and makes evident in even tilingshe
says the implicit faith in the doctrine
in which she was first educated four
years ago by Mrs. Eddy, of Boston.

"Some might wonder .why Iam so
happy ina prison cell," she continued.
"Why, ityou were to lock a preacher
up in here you would have a fearful
time with him. I'm not that way. I
am not in the hands of the police, but
of the Lord. Iwas asked today ifIin-
tended to employ a lawyer. Foolish
question. What do Iwant with a law-
yer? Almighty God wnl try my case,
and Iam afraid of no judge or jury."

"How do you account for the death of
your patient?" she was asked.

"Mrs. Nichol's death was caused by
malice and hate, nothing else. It"Ihad
been allowed to do as Idesired and in-
tended, she would be wall and alive
today. One of the papers has quoted
Mrs. Jones as Bayin? that we
could restore life in the body after
death, but Idont think Mrs. Jones ever
said such a thing. Such statements are
absurd and disgraceful. Iwant itdis-
tinctly understood that Iam not a 'faith
cure' adherent. Idon't believe init. I
do not believe in hypnotism, put in the
higher science, of which God is the
giver. Truth is our basis; hate our
enemy. Mrs. Nichols died through
hate and malice, Irepeat, and her death
inno way discourages me.''

"By whom was the hate and malice
borne?"

"By the people in the house. They
were opposed to my methods, and tooE
every step to thwart me. They turned
me over to the police, and harassed me
inevery way they could. Now they
have my body in jail,but they can't im-
prison truth."

"Did you refuse to allow any phy-
sicians to attend Mrs. Nichols?"

"No. The statements that Idid are
false; are absolutely false. Had any
outside physician been wanted Ishould
have welcomed them. They would not
have affected the case any, but Iwould
have made them welcome. Nor didI
refuse admission to Dr. Van Pelt, for
when he called Iwas not at home."

"Have any of your patients ever died
before?"

"Never; and Icontend that Mrs.
Nichols would not have died had Ibeen
left to do as Iplease. Again doIsay
lam not afraid of the police or courts.
lam a creature of God, and know no
fear."

For Stealing a Watch.

Otto Reimer, after having served two
years for stealing a watch in Terre
Haute, was released from the Southern
Indiana prison yesterday afternoon.
Reimer is well educated, and is the mas-
ter of seven languages. He is a relative
of Prof. Koch, of consumption cure
fame, and comes from Kiel,Schleswig-
Holstein, Germany.

the Tariff to a Vote at
Once.

Wilson, of West Virginia, to
Close the Debate for Mr.

The Prospects for Silver Leg-
islation Are Still Very

Poor.

Free Silver Men Hays No Se-
rious Intention of Fili-

bustering.

Washington, April B.? The house
willdevote the greater part of this week
to the consideration of the tariff. To-
morrow Mr. Wilson, of West Virginia,
will close the general debate on the
Democratic side, and for Mr. Springer
move a vote on the pending bill. It is
expected that the consideration of such
amendments as may be submitted will
not occupy more than two days. It is
the desire of tho Democratic leaders to
send the bill to the senate Wednesday
at the latest, but no advantage, it is
said, willbe taken of the suspension
rule tomorrow. The binding twine bill
will be taken up upon the passage
of the free wool bill, provided the
house should not decide to side-
track itfor an appropriation bill. Itis
altogether probable that the members
interested in measures on the private
calendar willmake a strong effort to se-
cure the regular order on Friday for
that purpose. This the house may de-
feat, as it is the plan of the managers to
hasten the consideration of the tariff
bills as rapidly as possible. On Satur-
day eulogies will be delivered in mem-
ory of the late Melbourne H. Ford, of
Michigan. The prospect for silver leg-
islation in the house is decidedly poor,
the boasts of the silver men to the con-
trary notwithstanding, nor is itprobabie
that the ardent advocates of the free
silver billwill go so far as toattempt to
obstruct all measures except the
tariff bill if their efforts to
secure consideration for their
pet measure are disregarded. The less
radical element of the silver advocates
bsljeve that it wouldbe both poor policy
and poor politics to filibuster against
measures of a paramount national im-
portance and to go tp the extreme of
attempting to block necessary legisla-
tion.

The senate has resolved to devote two
uninterrupted days during the coming
weak to the consideration of billson the
calendar. How far this intention will
be .interfered with by the debating

school on the silver question, as Mr.
Sherman terms the prospective debate
on the Morgan resolutions, remains to
be seen. Appropriation bills also have
tobe taken into coonsideration. They
have the right of way at any time.
The Indian bill is not yet com-
pleted. Mr. Dawes wants another
vote on the question of authorizing the
president to appoint army officers as In-
dian agents. That passed the senate,

witha discretionary modification, when
there was barely a quorum in attend-
ance. Mr. Dawes hopes to secure the
compulsory retention of civilian agents
as at present, ifhe can get the question
before a lull senate.

IS SMITH TO RESIGN '?

State Department Officials Give
Out No luformation.

Washington, April3.? Nothing defi-
nite can be learned here inregard tothe
published statement to the effect that
Charles Emory Smith, minister to Rus-
sia, willresign upon his arrival in the
United States. Secretary Blame, when
shown the publication tonight, declined
to say anything in regard to it. State
department officials cannot throw any
lightupon the reported resignation, but
say that Minister Smith had been granted
leave of absence, but they were not in-
formed as to when he would take ad-
vantage of the leave granted. One high
official said tonight that if Mr.Smith
resigned it would be a source of much,
regret at the department. A remark
made by that official, which might give
strength to the report, was in substance,

that ithad been a difficult matter to
keep a minister at the Russian post.
For some reason they soon tired of their
charge. The first secretary of the
United States legation at St. Peters-
burg, who has held that position for the
past eight years, added the official, has
on a number of occasions acted in the
capacity of charge d' affaires of the le-
gation.

SLEEPS ON A VOLCANO
Red Revolution Expected to

Break Out inArgentine at
Any Moment.

The President Declares a
State of Siege in the En-

tire Republic.

Ex-President Pierola, of Peru,
Moving to Overthrow His

Governm ent

Bomb Throwing Causes a
Fearful Panic in the Ven-

ezuelan Capital.

New York, April 3.? The Herald's
Buenos Ayres special says: This city
tonight is in a condition of excitement
that is well nigb indescribable. Tbe
crisis in the political straggle that has
been carried on for months past with so
much bitterness has nearly been
readied. Tomorrow may witness such
scenes of violence as have not taken
place in this city for a long time. The
government appreciates the gravity of
the situation. All the troops are
gathered in the central part of the city.
They have received orders to act with
promptness at the first note of warning.
The police are all on duty. They are
also under instructions. Thousands of
desperate men, enemies of the adminis-
tration, in all parts of the city, are
armed. According to the most reliable
accounts dynamite willplay a promi-
nent part in any riot that may be
started. It is known that a
large quantity of bombs has
been smuggled into the city.
Nearly all the radical clubs are said to
have the bombs secreted, and some of
their most during spirits have been
drilled in the use of the most deadly
and destructive weapons. Rumors of
plots increase at a most alarming rate.
The latest is about a conspiracy to mur-
der President Pelligrini, ex-President
Roca and ex-President Mine, thn last
two of whom had been prominently
mentioned as candidates for the chief
magistracy, but who resigned in favor
of Saenz Pena. VVlien this report

reached the government the police chief
was ordered to arrest every one who
was suspected of complicity in the plot.
They took some of the most prominent
radical leaders in the city into custody.
Among them was Dr. Alem, of the
Union Civica, the organization that for
years has been fighting the Olman,
Pelligrini and Roca factions. The pu-
lice have raided several of the radical
clubs and discovered bombs. The pres-
dent today issued a decree declaring a
state of siege In the entire republic.

The basis of Pierola's hostility toward
the present government Is the supine-
ness of the Peruvian government in
making noeffort to recover the provinces
lost to Chili. It is believed that he is
backed in the agitation by M. Drevfuss.
Troops have been sent out from Tacna
to suppress the. rebellion, and an en-
gagement is likely to take place boon.

PANIC AT CARACAS.

A Bomb Thrown Very Near Pres-
ident Palacio.

New Yokk, April 3.? lhe Herald's
Caracas, Venezuela, cablegram says
President Palacio has had a very nar-
row escape from death by dynamite.
The other evening a bomb was thrown
by some unknown persons at the Casa
Amaiilla, or president's yellow house,
which is one of the most notable edifices
in Caracas, and corresponds to the
White house at Washington. Palacio
was then in one of its rooms conferring
with some of his leaders as to the plan
of campaign against Gen. Crespo and
his army of rebels. The bomb's tre-
mendous detonation caused a fearful
panic. Such citizens as had the temerity
to be out of doors at that hour
rushed to the nearest place of refuge,
fearing that insurgents had entered
Caracas and a scene of pillage and car-
nage was to ensue. Allthe windows of
the houses in the neighborhood were
quickly filled withblanched faces.

The telephone at once notified the
police of the attempted assassination,

and in a short time they dashed up to
the Caea Amarilla. The troops also hur-
ried to the scene. They drew up in
front of the Yellow house findremained
on guard throughout the night. Allthe
window panes in the building were
smashed. Palacio was unhurt, but
pretty badly frightened. The with-
drawal trom all other parts of the city,
both of the police and military, to pro-
tect the president, cave the revolution-
ists concerned in the plot every chance
to escape. When search was made for
them not a trace could be found. Nu-
merous partisans of Crespo took ad-
vantage of the situation, wnen the armed
guards were summoned to the Yellow
house to leave the city with the inten-
tion of joining the rebels.
It is rumored that on the morning

following the bomb explosion Palacio's .
family privately left the capital. All
of the members of the federal council
are in jail. Everybody of any promi-
nence is in constant fear of his personal
safety. The slightest suspicion is
enoush to cause the arrest of the most
prominent residents of Caracas. Gen.
Crespo is with Manzalo at Carlos. They
have a large army of lancers and IJSOO
infantry. The surrouuding country is
level, and a fight there would be nearly
all to the advantage of the lancers. It
is hardly probable that the government
troops will dare to give battle to the,
enemy in Cojedes.
