A GHANGE OF MIND.

Property Owners and the
Widening of East Sev-
enth Street.

Original Promoters Now Op-
posed to the Projected
Improvement,

The Work Is Temporarily
Shelved by an Alder-
manic Committee.

A Big Claim Azainst the City
by Forrestal Bros.” As-
signee,

The committee on streets from the
board of aldermen had another interest-
ing controversv over the proposed
widening of East Seventh street, be-
tween Broadway and Rosabel street.
Lawyer Pierce appeared as the counsel
of the recalcitrant property owners.
John A. Stees et al, proprietors of the
lots affected,sent a strong remonstrance

to the council recently against the pro--

posed improvement. Mr. Pierce was
given an opportunity to explain the po-
sition of his eclients. He declared that
a number of the property owners, who
had previously petitioned the council
to widen the street, have sinee vacated
their first choice, and now want all pro-
ceedingsabandoned. They have recently
signed the remonstrance, and asi that
their respectiye petitions be withdrawn.
A larze majority of the owners of the
property interested. he insisted, are
now opposed to the improvement, The
board of public works has assessed tha
property between Jackson and Kittscn
streets for benefits to acerue, or 5,052 feet
frontage, in other words. Mr. Pierce
asserted that of this number of feet
3,718 feet frontage is represented by the
dissident. It was suzgested that the
Assessments for Benefits

should have been extended to Wabasha
street and to the railway tracks, and
even then, Mr. Pierce claimed. while
the frontage would be 7,696 feet, the
number of feet owned by the remon-

sirators would be 5,785%. The men
who had changed since the orig-
inal petition had gone before the

counci! had doue so, it was recited, be-
cause they had signed the petition un-
der a great wisapprehension of facts.
They said they had been assured that
the assessment would be from $10 to 15
a lot, but instead it really amounts to
from 350 to 3250 a lot. Several instances
were cited to show the condition of
things, and Ald. Bott explained, in re-
ply to Mr. Pierce, that the law is such
that it is not a question of the number of
feet a man owns, but the number of
property owners that give bona fide pe-
titions. That 1s to say, the man who
owns 35 feet has just-as much to say as
the man who owns a full block. Ald.
Gehan. reiterated this fact, and, while
he did not think it an equitable law,
the council cannot ao otherwise than
to recogunize it. Mr. Pierce said
that the remonstra‘ors do actually
own a major part of the frontage. Ed
Schurmeier ciaimed that itisa com-
paratively easy thing to getup are-
moustrance against any measure. He
dared the suggestion that he could get
a large number of those who are now
protesting against the measure to sign
a petition to continue the work. This
was most emphatically denied by sev-
eral present. ‘The board of public
works has already completed the as-
svl.:ssnmut, and Ald. Sullivan moved that
the

Proceedinzs Be Annulled,

IN BAD CONDITION,

The County Roads Leading Into
the City.

There was a full attendance of the
board of county commissioners at yes-
terday’s regular meeiing. 0. O. Cullen
and James Midd!eton, representing the
Business Men’s union, appeared to say
that this union is desirous of co-operat-
ing with the board in seecuring road
lmprovements for the outiyving country.
Mr. Middleton urged the necessity of
better country roads and said that con-
tinued neglect has rendered several of
them almost impassable for teams. Sev-
eral years’ experience in Washington
county teaches him that good country
roads are needful to draw trade to the
city. He spoke especially of the Wooa-
bury, Newton, Stillwater and Afton
roads as needing repairs. Commissioner

Mitseh then explained that the
New Brighton road had been pro-
vided for. Some reference was

made to applving the money to be re-
ceived from Jay P. Davis, for forged
jury certificates, toward improving the
roads. On this point it was deemed ad-
visable to secure the opinion of the
county attorney. Mayor Smith said that
the Bell charter, restricting the appro-
priation for roads and bridges in the
whole county, including the city, to
$150,000, would restrict improvements
so much that before the summer is over
we will have the reputation of having
the dirtiest streets in the United States.
The matter was referred to the com-
mittee on roads and bridges, which met
after the board meeting. Assistant
County Attorney Butler said that heis
of opinion, without examination; that
the money received from Davis would
be converted back into the revenue
fund, from which it.was peculated. The
committee then discussed the advisa-
bility of urging certain railroads to put
in order roads adjacent to their tracks.

CAR WHEEL WORKS

Open for Business on the Old Har-
vester Works Site.

The Northwestern car works at Post
Siding were operated vesterday for the
first time. These works have been se-
cured for St. Paul through the agency
of the business men’s union, and come
here from Milwaukee. ‘The company
has an exceptionally high standing in
the Northwest, and is considered a very
strong corporation. Two departments
are conducted. ‘There is one for the
manufaciory of car wheels and another
for supplying castings ot every kind.
It is said that the works are capable of
turning out 400 car wheels per day, and
that at the outset 100 men wiil be em-
ployed. There is a probability that this
numnber will be increased to 300. The
works of the company are on the site of
the old harvester works, within fifteen
blocks of thie East Seventh street power
house. The works are connected with
the Omaha and the Duluth roads, and
Lake Phalen is in the immediate vicin-
1ity. The company has already on hand
$30,000 worth of Conunecticut pig iron.
The factory is a great addition to the
inaustrial “enterprises of the city. 'The
car wheel works, with the Wood Har-
vester works, being located in the east-
ern end of the city, are bound to build
up a great manufacturing colony in that
section.

The Opening of the Sisseton
Reservation.

All of the notices which have been
sent out from Brown’s Valley regard-
inz the opening of the Sisseton reserva-
tion, and all the newspaper dispatches
irom that place, as well as from Wash-
ington, have assumed that the presi-
dent’s proclamation would name April
15 as the day for the opening of the
reservation. It was learned last night
in St. Paul, however, that the orders of
Gen. Schofield to the commandant of
the department of the Dakota by
which troops were sent to guard the
reservation, and upon which was based
the amount of rations which the var-
ious eommands toek with them, an-
nounced that the reservation would be
opened *“'on or about the 10th.” This
leads to a surprise that when the proc-
lamation is issued it will name a date
earlier than generally anticipated, and
that the objeet in so doing wiul be to
prevent a repetition of the scenes at
Oklahoma. Color is given to this be-
lief by the fact that the proclamation,
which has been daily expeected for a
week, has not yet been issued, and it
now looks as if the president intended
to wait awhile longer, and then, by
springing a date five days earlier than
was expected, shut off a big army of
speeulators who had everyvthing
»cinched” for the 15th, but who may
not be able, to make arrangements for
the 10th, especially if the issuance of
the proclamation should be much longer
delayed.
