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COULDN'TLIVE IT OUT.

Secretary Blaine Reiterates
His Withdrawal From
the Field.

The President’s Office Too Ex-
acting for Him to Hold It
and Live.

Bay State Democrats Select
Unpledged Delegates to
Chicago.

Senator Hill’s Friends Find
That His Services Count
for Little.

PrTTSBURG, April 8.—The Times will
tomorrow morning print the following
from a staff correspondent at Washing-
ton: If any answer had been neededto
the anonymous story that Secretary
Blaine was complaining that he bad
been badgered and hounded by friends
of President Harrison into wiiting his
celebrated letter declining to be a can-
didate for president Mr. Blaine himself
answered 1t today. Nobody here pre-
tended to beheve the story, save a few
of those who are so anxious to get some
strong name to use against the growing
strength of Harrison that they are will-
ing to put Mr. Blaine forward in the at-
titude of a weak creature without the
courage to withstand pressure, or the
manliness to abide the consequences of
his own aets.

In course of conversation with a rep-
resentative of the Times and one of the
leading physicians of the country, who
has occasionally attended the secretary,
the physician remarked: *I see some
of the newspapers continue to connect
your name with the presidency, Mr.
Secretary.”’

It Would Kill Him.

Promptly, as one answers a question
hpon which he has done deliberating,
Mr. Blaine responded: “The presi-
dent’soffice is a laborious and exhausting
one, Ile has no viee, no alternative,
1o substitute, upon whose shoulders he
can. share responsibility. There is a
vice president, but our scheme of gov-
ernment does not permit him to assume
the powers and duties of the president,
exceept in ease of death, removal, resig-
nation or disability of the president. It
does wot ‘¢ontemplate the vice president
agan occasionally acting president for
a day or two, or a week or two. when
the man who has been elected to that
ofiice may need rest and recreation,
"oThefprésidency is an office without
sleep. Iam now sixty-two years old,
and although you have told me and 1
believe that in heart, lungs, kidneys
and otherwise I am free from organic
disease, suffering only from torpidity of
the liver, 1 donot believe that if 1 were
to.be inaugurated 1 would live out my
term. 1f 1 were assured, therefore ,of a
nomination and election to the presi-
dency, 1 could notaceept it. At my age
and with my temperament, knowing
what the effect of a life of exhausting
Jabor has Dbeen upon my vitality, it
would be constructive suicide.”

‘I'he secretary spoke with the emphasis
of perfect candor, and with an apparent
desire to make himself definitely under-
stood.

Hale Confirms It.

New Youxk, April 8.—A Washington
fpecial to the Recorder says: **Seunator
Hale, in an interview yesterday regard-
ing the stories which have Leen assid-
uously circulated the past week with

reference to Mr. Blaine’s supposed
willingness to accept the nom-
ination for the presidency, said:

‘1 do not speak for Mr. Blaive, because
1 have no authority to dose, but 1 know
he stands today exactly as he did when
he wrote his letter of withdrawal. He
has not reconsidered his determination,
and he has given no intimation of any
intention to reconsider it.” ?

A SCHEME BLOCKED,
Gray's Friends Rally for Him at
Indianapolis.

INDIANAPOLIS, April 8.—The Demo-
ecratic primaries to elect delegates to
he county convention which meets to-
worrow  were held in this city to-
day. In wany precinets the struggle
was a sharp one. It was the intzn-
tion of the Cleveland managers to ask
an indorsement of their favorite by the
convention, and thus briug the war into
Gray’s very home. Gray’s friends were
out in force at the primaries, however,
and the conservative element generally
acted with them. While it cannot be
said that they have elected a majority of
the delegates they have shown a
strength that the Cleveland men did
not expect, and the extreme programme
will bardly be attempted.

An Unholy Combination.

New ORLeEANS, April 8.—Rumors
have been current for several days, and
generally believed, that the McEnery
people, the lottery and the Leonard
wing of the Republican party have
formed a cembination to elect Leonard,
his wing ‘to deliver the Republican
delegation for Harrison at the Minne-
apolis convention, and the lottery to
provide $500,000 for the state campaign
and a handsome donation to carry this
state in the Harrison campaign.

Justice Bradley’s Successor.

Cheers for Cleveland and Hisses
for Senator Hill.

BosrtoN, April 8.—The Democratic
state convention for the choice of four
delegates at Chicago met this morning.
Edward Avery, of Braintree, was unan-
imously chosen as permanent chairman.
His address was principally devoted to
the silver and tariff issues. He said
the present administration, with its
futile efforts to maintain its power
through the odious machinery of a force
bill, by its dangerous silver legislation,
its onerous tariff act, its unprecedented
expenditures, its return to the
spoils system, its departmental scan-
dals, presents to the most casual ob-
server a painful contrast to the Demo-
cratic administration, whieh for dig-
nity, intellizent economy, conscientious
devotion to the 1nterests of the whole
country, and freedoin from any act that
should cause a friend to blush or an
enemy to condemn, is unsurpassed in
the history of the country. 1t demon-
strated to the world that the capacity
and skill to wisely administer the affairs
of the nation, so conspicucus in a Jeffer-
son and a Jackson, have been trans-
mitted to their Democratic successors.

When Mr. Avery said that the next
president must be a Democrat there was
applause and shouts of “Cleveland.”
Mr. Avery attempted to proceed, but
cheers were de.nanded for Cleveiand,
and given with a will and a tiger. Then
came a call for cheers for Hill. These
were given.but with a liberal admixture
of hisses. As Mr. Avery proceeded to
draw the ideal candidate, the conven-

tion was quick to recognize the portrait

of Cleveland, and there were repeated
eries of **Cleveland,” and loud and con-
tinued applause.

Tne platform as reported reaffirms
the platform of 1890 and 1891; indorses
the Democratic staté administration;
favors a tariff for revenue; approves
the free wool bill now belore eongress,
because “*cheaper and better clothing
will be given to our people, and in-
creased demand for labor will follow
because of the larger market thus
opened for our woolen manufactures.”
‘T'he bills in congress to place coal and
iron oun the free list are also heartily in-
dorsed, and a general and comprehen-
sive measure to reduce the burdens of
tariff taxation is urged.

The resolutions earnestly oppose the
free coinage of silver and denounce the
silver legislation of the last congress
and the proposed measure in the pres-
ent body. As to the national staudard-
bearer the resolution says:

We believe that national convention to
which we are to elect delegates should nomi-
nate a candidute whose views upon great
public guestions are strictly in accordance
with the paity principles and fully under-
stood by the people. While adhering to our
time-honored customs, we do not specifically
pledge our delegation, we yet declare our
conviction that the best interests of .ihe party
aud of the country demand the nomination
and.election of  Grover Cleveland as presi-
dent, and we are confident thatundaer his
leadership the prineiples of Democracy will
again win u glorious vietory.

An amendment was offered by T. F.
Keenau, of Boston, laudatory of Sen-
ator Hill, but was subsequently with-
drawn. Ex-Representatives Moreland,
of Woburny, and L. C. Powers, of
Springfield, spoke in favor of Hill.
Gen. Collins said that until the 21st of
June he was for the Demoeratic party.
There was but one Cleveland and one
Hill, but there were 7,000,000 Demo-

crats. If he went to the national con-
vention he should go unbound. *By
adopting the amendment,” he said,

*you single out a man from another
state and pass by the brilliant young
governor of Massachusetts,and you pass
by Boies and Palmer and all the rest.”

The resolutions were adopted with
several dissenting voices, and the con-
vention proceeded to ballot for dele-
gates at large. ‘The balloting resulted

FOUR LIVES FOR ONE.

Polish Anarchists Wiped Out for
a Bold Crime.

BerLIN, April 8.—A remarkable story
comes from Koscioleg, a village in the
province of Posen. Dr. Poninsky, a
high Polish ecclesiastic, was sitting in a
room when the four assassins appeared
at the house and requested to see him.
They were ushered into the presence of
the aged doctor, and handed him a red
card on which was printed a command,
signed by the “committee of Polish an-
archists,”” calling upon him to surrender
all the money he had in his possession
for the benefit of the anarchists. The
card stated that if he refused toobey
the command he would be killed.  Dr.
Peninsky had entrusted to him large
sums of money,and was terribly startled
at the import of the message handed to
him. e ran to a window and jumped
to the garden, but before he could
reach a place of safety the anarchists
poured a volley of bullets inta his body
and he fell dead. The assassins fled,
but the alarm was given and they were
soon overtaken by pursuers, who fired
a volley into the group, and one of the
murderers fell dead. Another, seeing
that all hope of escape was cut off,
turned his weapon against himself and
blew out his brains. A second volley
killed the third man, and then the
fourth man, rather than surrender, shot
and killed himself.

GLEARING A MYSTERY

Four Waupaca Men Arrested
for the Murder of Mead,
the Banker.

After Many Years It Is Hoped
the Guilty Parties Will
Be Found.

North Dakota School Lands
Sell Briskly at Splendid
Prices.

An Important Decision in Fa-
vor of the Northern
Pacific.

WAvuprAcA, Wis.,, April 8.—At last
four arrests have been made in the Mead
murder case, upon indictments returned
by the grana jury when it finished its
investigation a week ago. The men
under arrest are Assemblyman Alfred
R. Lea, Samuel Stout, Alfred Pall and
David Holmes, all of this city. Stout is
charged with being a principal in the
murder, and Lea, ’all and Holmes as
accessories, Lea being charged with
being an accessory after the fact, and
having knowledge of the crime since
Nov. 22, 1800.

Mr. Lea was accused of the crime and
in an amended answer to his suit for
slander against Ed Gordon, of Chicago,
but formerly editor of the Waupaca
Post, about three weeks ago, so his in-
dictment was not a great surprise,
though the date from which time he is
charged with being an accessory is sur-
prising to all. It is supposed, therefore,
that the state has evidence to prove
that Lea became cognizant of the affair
at that time. Lea and the officers,
accompanied by many friends, went to
Steven’s Point tonight to go before
Judge Webb and give bail. He was
not taken into custody or placed in jail,
but simply informed that he was under
arrest, and given his freedom so he
could get his bondsmen ready. He was
adwmitted to bail, Mayor Shearer, 11. J.
Stetson, Richard Lea and another weil
known business man going on his bond.

Lea Is Not Worried,

Mr. Lea does not seem at all worried
about the matter, anil states that he
will be ecleared at the trial. Stout's
name has been frequently mentioned in
connection with the case. He was a
saloonkeeper at the titne of the murder,
and 1t is said lias told one Collier; who
was a witness before the grand jury,
that he was implicated in the murder.
He isa married man about fifty yvears
old, and has several children. Heis a
brother of Ald.-Elect Frank Stout.

The arrest of David Holmes was the
surprise of the day, as his name has
never been mentioned in connection
with the aifair. He was working in the
woolen factory at the time of the mur-
der in 1882, and since then has been
policeman, bartender and was running
a saloon when arrested. No one knows
what Lis connection with the case is.

Poll was a liveryman at the time of
the murder and was recently appointed
deputy game warden. When in his
cups he has intimated that he knew
something which would make him rich
some day. His wife secured a divorce
from him Wednesday on the ground ot
non-support. The men under arrest
will probably be tried at the next term
of court in October. There is a general
feeling of satisfaction that the grand
jury has accompnshed something
toward clearing up the mystery.

The Senate Is Willing to Appropri-

ate $100,000.
. WasmixGrox, April 8.—In the sen-
ate today discussion of the Graund Army
appropriatiou in the Distriet of Colum-
bia appropriation bill was resumed.
Mr. Paddock, of Nebraska, opposed any
appropriation by the general govern-
ment, because of the pledges given by
citizens of Washington when a city of
his own state (Lincoln) was a rival com-
petitor. and Mr. Frye somewhat largely
commented upon the Nebraska senator’s
position of refusing to aid Washington,
vecause Lincoln, Neb., did not get the
encampment.

Mr. Hawley, of Connecticut, drew a
graphic picture of the Grand Army of
the Kepublic, many of whose members
had never been in Washington since
they marched in to its defense in the
troublous times of the war, and many of
whom, in the naturai course of events,
would never see the capitol again after
next encampment, and urged the pass-
age of the appropriation.

Mr. Palmer, ot 1llinois, said he could,
with his views of the constitution, as
readily vote for mmposing the burden
upon the country as upon the district.

Mr. Cockrell said he did not anticipate
that this simple resolution to have the
expenses of the entertainmment paid by
the city which had extended the invita-
tion would have afforded astage setting
for all the presidential aspirants in the
senate to exhibit themselves upon.

WAsmINGTON, Avpril 8.—The testi-
mony submitted by Comwmissioner Raum

During the decline of the cereal to 80
cents one one of his mammoth deals, he
was reputed to have won from his nu-
merous opponents in the market con-
siderably over a million doilars. In a
spirit of characteristic bravadd he at
the time inserted an advertisement in
the daily papers offering to buy that
amount of Chicago real estate in small
pieces. Next day he was reported as
having said in an interview that the
goal he was aiming at was the establish-
ment of a

75=-Cent Price for Wheat.

From 80 cents Pardridge, with gigan-
tic sales and aided by what seemed a
remarkable chain of cireninstances in
his favor throughout the United States,
and no less in Europe, forced the price
about half-way to 75 cents. Be-
fore the coveted figures were reached
the tide turped. ‘There are shrewd
suspicions that things were not
what they had seemed, and that a few
of the stronger speculators, with their
allies in other American cities and
abroad, are quietly shaping matters for
Pardridge’s destruction in retatiation
for the huge losses inflicted on them.

John Cudahy, the former partner of
P. D. Armour, is rumored as the leader
in this extraordinary anti-Pardridge
campaign. William Linn i8 also said to
be prowminent with Cudahy. Tonight
the astonishing statement was current
that they had Pardridge in a hole—short
at exceptionally low prices on posssibly
15,000,000 bushels ot wheat. The most
conservative estimate was 7,000,000
bvshels.

There was a terrific business
done at the very top of this bulge, and
for a quarter of an hour hundreds of
thousands of bushels were bought and
sold at from 83 to 83%g.

With marvelous nerve Pardridge kept
his brokers busy jabbing tens and
twenties of wheat into the crowd all
around the pit. Heappeared to be in no
way worried over the big advance, but
merely exasperated at the self-willed
obstivacy of the market as it kept ad-
vancing. He and his brokers kept tug-
ging at the lines, but each fresh effort
of theirs in that direction appeared to
goad a fresh advance.
