Manipulation of Professionals
the Main Feature. 5

NEw Yorg. April 8.—In point of aetivity
the market of the past week has not exhib-
ited any startling improvement. The pro-
fessional element maintaing its supremacy,
and the flnetuations in prices have, in the
main, been the result of manipulation origi-
nating in such cireles. Speculation is cer-
tainly narrow, and has not presented any
great elements of intcrest. Nevertheless, it
would seem thata change isin progress in
the general eondiiton affecting the market,
and that tendencies have developed which
promise to exercise a decisive influence on
tke future course of prices.

The disnppearance of the silver question
as an_element of uncertainty and disturb-
ance has. it is true, failed thus far to stimu-
Jate the sluggish interest in our own public
in the share market. The effect of the mat-
ter upon foreign financial and speculative
cir¢les also was not at first very marked. 1t
is, however, becoming more and more evi-
dent that this fictor in conjunction with
other circumstances, is giving increased
foree to the configence which is experienced
in‘the London and continental markets, in
the stability of American securities, and im-
minent possitnlity of a rise therein. It is
is also noticed that the circamstances affect-
ing the London market itself. have under-
gone more or lessamelioration within a short
time.

The importance of th2se events to this

| market is that thev indicate not onty a cessa-

tion of the pressure to sell our securities ror
foreign account, but eneourage the belief
that London may become a purchaser here
on an extensive scale. In fact, such antici-
pations have been partly realized this week,
the foreign absorption of stocks, while not
of large proporiions, having been quite
steadily maintained, At any rate. it was suf-
ficent to cause a marked depression in for-
eign exchange rates, and renders gold ex-
ports impossible for the time being.
Removing, as this did, one of the clouds
which has been hauging over the speculative
situation, the rurther prospective of effective
support to the market from a2broad has exer-
cised a tangible sustaining influence and
given to the general market a renewed bull-
ish tone. Apart from this change of senu-
ment the actual events of the week in con-
nection with railroad and financial matters

CHICAGO, April 8.—Notwithstanding
the efforts to avert trouvle, it now looks
as if nothing less than a passenger rate
war could be the result ¢f the competi-
tion for the special business growing
out of the meeting of the Society of
Christian Endeavor to be held in New
Yore next July. The action of the
Michigan Central, the Lake Shore and
the Pennsylvania roads in announcing
an $18 rate from Chicago to New York
and return for that oceasion has caused
tne differential lines to aeclare them-
selves.

General Passenger Agent Roberts, of
the Erie road, today said: *‘We shail
maintain our $2 differential, whatever
rates the direct lines may make. The
Baltimore & Ohio, Iam told, will do
the same thing, and 1 have no doubt
that will be the policy of ail the differ-
ential lines,” - e

The strong lines claim, however, in
announcing this rate thev are only car-
rying out the agreement arrived at ‘in
regard to this business, whien was that
one lowest first-class limited fare for
the round trip should be the rate by all
roads. The lowest first-class limited
rate, they contend, does not mean that
of the road issuing the ticket, but of
any road engaged in the traffic.

HUGHITT AND U. P.

A Credited Rumor That He Will
Quit the C. & N. W.

Cnrcaco, April 8.—Whatever there
may be in the rumor that Marvin Hugh-
itt, now vresident of the Chicago &
Northwester road, is to be made presi-
dent of the Unioy Pacific at the next
meeting of the stockholders, it isneither
confirmed or denied by any one here
who might be supposed to speak with
authority. Outsiders are generally in-
clined to credit the story. They point
to the assertion that Jay Gould-has lost
his grip on the Union Pacific; that Mr.
Hughitt is already a director of that
company; that J. Pierpont Morgan,-who
represents the Vanderbilts, is a power
in the management of its affairs, and
that the Vanderbilts have long desired
to control a transcontinental line.

markets continue abundantly supplied and
easy. Two theories exist regarding the state
of husiness, which find freauent expression.
That trade has disappointed expectations to
some extent is obvious, and there are some
who claimw that a reaction has begun of un-
known duration which appeared in Europe
last year, and was only in part deferred here
because of extraordinary crops.

These have to support them unusually low
Frices, and in some departments a shrinkage

n sales. But others argue that the disap-
pointment is due to excessive expeclations,
and especially to the tailure to take into ac-
count the great voiuine of indebtedness left
from real estate spceniation at the West
and South. and the influeuce here ot bad
crops and financial depression abread. These
havedo support them much evidence that the
actual business transacted, ali branches con-
sidered. is greater than ever before in this
season. iu spite of all obstacles and com-
plaints,

The reports from other cities are. on the
whole, favorable, At Boston there is further
improvements; dry goods joblLers are active,
and mills very well employed: Western re-
ports are favorable, and Southern better. At
Philadelphia the failure of an iron house,
following that of the Lehigh Iron company,
depresses that trade, At Pittsburg iron stocks
increase, and there is no improvement in
products, shipments of coke being the low-
est for the year thus far, but the glass trade
is steady. and trade in hardware brighter.

At Ciucinnau the hat trade exceeds last .

ienr‘s. but in building prospects are clouded
v a threatened strike.

. At Cleveland all lines improve except pig
iron and ore, and money 1s in moderate de-
mand. At Detroit trade equals last year, but
freights are less firm. Chicago reports largely
increased sales of merchandise, with col-
lections easy in all branches. Receipts of
corn and barley increase threefold, of wheat,
oats and ryve twofold compared with last
vear; of dressed beef one-halt and of flour
one-third, and some increase is seen in hozy,
catle and wool, with decrease in lard, butter
and cheese and especially cured meats.

A1 St. Paul the jobbing trade is brisk. and
at Minneapolis there is a marked increase.
with unusual {)rospects for the lumber trade,
but flour is dull and low. At St. Louis trade
is reasonably strong, with especial improye-
ment in all building materials, in spite of
bad country roads aud railroad washouts.

At Omaha business
in dry goods and shoes is very netive, and
other trade fair.

The
remnants of the demand from the shorts was
suflicient this morning to advance prices
fractionally, but realizations later neutralized
these gaius, and. after a return to the level
of the opening figures. dullness and stagna-
Ej‘mn marked the dealings during most of the

ay.

The coalers still ocecupied the most impor-
tant position in the market, but their anima-
ton was largely reduced trom that of the
early portion of the week, and, except for
the reaction in Delewnre & Hudson, which
wes natural in view of its late sharp advance,
their movements were hardly of importance.
St. Paul, Northern Pacific preferred and
New England showed most effects of the
covering of shorts, while liquidation of long
accounts were most conspicuous in the coal-
ers, especially during the forenoon, after
which time there was a marked improve-
ment in their temper.

The only movement of importance after
the first hour was the sharp rise in Manhat-
tan, which showed a gain ot 3 per cent at its
highest point, but as the general list rose the
industrials weakened, and a large proportion
of their advances was lost. There were again
free realizations in the last hour, but while
New England was specialiy pressed for sale
and declined 1 per cent. the others scored
only small fractional changes, and the mar-
ket finally closed quiet and firm, with most
of the list at small fractional advances over
last night's figures.

The Post says: The character of today's
stock market was quite unmistakable. When

The cause of this recurrent phenomenon
doubtless is that tkese stocks are not only
affected by independent arguments, but have
earned a reputation for peculiar gambling
opportunities on the bull side.
