Above Political Parties.
A few years ago lie did as much for

Spain, and niore recently yet for Brazil.
Hut the effect of an encyclical of this
kind reaches out far beyond the con-
lines of France. Americans cannot tail
to see in It the official confirmation of
their own institutions by the highest

school of thought in Christendom. In
the same line of popular and demo-
cratic ideas was the encyclical on labor
published last year. While teaching in
the plainest manner the rights ot prop-
em and of capital, the pope throws the
full weight of his mighty word into the
scale in favor of the toilingmasses, and
gives notice to the guardians of nations
and the possessors of wealth that the
hour of reckoning is niirh,unless justice
be done. He deals in no vague declam-
ations, but goes at once to the root of
the question, declaring that the work-
man is entitled to a retribution for his
labor which -hall permit him to live in
frugal comfort In keeping with his dig-
nity asa man and a child of God, and
that organized society must see that his
rights to life, health and salutary Bur-
roundings be protected. Leo has been
called the workingtnan'a pope, and tew
appellations more noble and more Chris-
tian could be thought of. He has had
pity on the multitude, and iii this single
tact there is more grandeur and glory
by far than to have been hailed by mon-
archs and served by the rich and power-
fulof the earth. Leo bids fair todirect
tor several years yet the onward move-
ments of the age. He has jus} entered
upon his eighty-third year, and while
apparently most frail In body, lie is

Healthy and Capable

of much labor. His mind is as clear
and vigorous as it ever was; his mem-
ory most retentive. The hours of the
day are occupied in receiving visitors,

and the several heads of th? different
congregations or departments among
which the business of the church is
divided. The evenings are for his own
personal labors, and long towards mid-
night he retains his seat at the desk.
His Immediate secretaries are never
idle. They aid which they give, how-
ever, for his encyclicals and other very
important documents is largely that of
copyists. He dictates, corrects, revises
so much that what goes to the world un-
der his signature Is indeed his mind
and his word. 1 saw him at his best a
few weeks ago, on the eve of the anni-
versary Of his coronation. lie was
surrounded by all his cardinals, the
prelates of his court, and num-
erous archbishops and bishops from
various countries. The dean of. the
sacred college read to him an address Of
congratulation. The pope, whilelisten-
ing, showed signs of restlessness and
fatigue. Then he replied, speaking at
first from his seat, and in a calm, uniin-
passioned manner. Soon, however, he
was in the heart of his subject, his eyes
gleamed, his cheeks Hushed, lie arose,
and his eloquence of thought and word
transfixed his heard s. No one hearing

him would have believed the end of his
pontificate to be near. When itdoes
come, what a void willthere be. made.
Let us hops that Providence has in Its
keeping the man able to tillit. Itis a
difficult task to point him out."

Do not use the mail, but send allcom-

munications by express." It was
thought that the scheme was a new
feature in the tinie-nonered green goods
game.

Both men ac-
knowledged that they had everything
ready to send out the tickets and reap
the harvest. They Bald they were .se-
cure against prosecution from agents or
buyers, as the law looked on them as
severely as on the lotteiy company, and
they guarded against violating the
postal laws. They intended to let the
agents retain a certain amount for
their commissions.

Terrible Fatalities by a Flood in
Mississippi.

Birmingham, Ala., April 10.?Disas-
trous Hood news is. coming in from
Columbus, Miss. The river rose over
two feet higher than ever in
its history, and up to tonight
has fallen only six. feet. The town is
full of people who come from the sur-
rounding plantation and are being fed
by the citizens. ;The loss of life is
great. Fourteen persons are known to
have been drowned. Wlia the loss of
life is in the wide territory covered by
the flood cannot be told.

The situation at Columbus, Miss., is
so bad that the people have already de-
cided to ask the government for aid.
The town is now feeding over 500 refu-
gees from the floods.. It is impossible
here to ascertain the names of any of
the drowned, who are reported to num-
ber twenty, as far as ascertained.
