Among Democratic senators and prom-
inent members of the house ol repre-
sentatives this is the ticket most talked
of now that it is known Senator Palmer
is likely to be the choice of a majority
of the New Yorkdelegatlon, Converva-
tive Democratie senators, those who are
not committed to the fortunes of any

eandidate, but who are eager for success
next November, are delighted at the
new turn of party affairs, and make no
conceatment of their feelings. ‘T'he
Palmer- Flower ticket is everywhere re-
garded as invineible, because it is sure
to carry New York, Indiana and Il
nois. 11 one'inay judge the situation by
the conversation of these Democratic
senators, the party is just now passing

through a crisis. It has, appar
ently, but two courses open to it
One is the nomination of Cleveland

and some Western man for vice presi-
dent. the other the nomination of Palm-
er with an Eastern man, probably Gov.
Flower, on the ticket with him. In the
opinion of a large majority of the
Democeratic senators who take a con-
pervative position, the party will de-
clde its fate in making choice of these
candidates.

That Cleveland eannot carry New
York on account of the bitterness of
the faction fight in that state, which his
friends have done more than any other
person to stir up, is tast becoming the
conviction of the observing and think-
ing men in Washington. Many of
the most enthusiastic admirers Mr.
Cleveland has in this city, men like
Senator Vilas and Congressman Me-
Kinney, of New IHawmpshire, virtually
admit that their idol would have to be
eleeted without the vote of New York
or again go down to dedeat, carrying his
party with him.  Congressman MceKin-
ney says he is as stong a Clevelana
man as there is in the country, and
greatly as he deplores the situation in
New York state, he has become con-
vinced that the nowmination of any New
York man for president would be fol
lowed by the loss of the state. Senator
Palmer’s nemination, with Flower on
the other end of the ticket, would, in
Mr. MeKinney’s opinion, be invineible.
sSenator Vilas does not go so far as this
in his wmisgivings as to Cleveland’s
chances of election, but he does say
that Mr. Cleveland can be elected with-
out the vote of New York. Perhaps
there is no shrewder and more well-
informed man in Washington asto na-
tional poiities than Sepator Brice. Mr.
Brice s not committed to the interests
of any presidential ecandidate. le
is friendly to all candidates, and as
chairman of the national committee
has determined not to be brought
into an attitude of partiality. But Sen-
ator Brice 1s as much convineed as any
othier senator that the nomination oi
Mr. Cleveland would be fatal. He is
not only convineed of ity but he so told
Mr. Cleveland himself, and a number
of the ex-president’s friends, about two
weelks ago in New York. Senator Brice
is reported as saying to a brother sena-
tor only yesterday that the nomination
of Palmer and Flower was the only way
out of the woods which he could se
These are merely sample expressions.
Talk in similar strain is heard through-
out the city. The Palmer and Flower
ticket appears to be on every tongue,
and not even the most enthusiastie
friends of Cleveland, Hill or other can-
didates are willing to deny that it would
be the strongest ticket whtieh the party
is able to put in the field.

Passing Through a Crisis.

“We are passing through a erisis,”
said a Democratic senator whose party

position 1s as high as that of any other
man, “but I believe we shall come out
all right. The nominee will be Paimer
or Cleveland. A week ago I was afraid
it was going to be the ex-president.
There has been a visible and final sub-
sidence of the Hill movement. I have
mever had any faith in that effort, and
have frequently told Senator Hill he
eould not be nominated, as the odds

azainst him were too great. About
three weeks agzo a reaction against Hill
setin, As Hill began to go down Cleve-
land came up. They sit on the ends of
a balanced pole, and Cleveland is now
on the upper end. The danger of Mr.
Cleveland’s nomination is passingaway.
He Las for eight years been the party
leader, and his name is stronzer with
the Democratic masses tirroughout the
country than any other name. A host
of other agpirants sprunz up, but with
the single exception of Senator Hill ev-
ery one of them was afraid to show his
hand. 'I'he ex-president was naturally
strong with the people of their states,
and the candidates did not want to of-
fend these friends. They did not want
to weaken themselves Ly opposing, or
seeming to oppose, the nowmination of
the popular idol, So they talked for
Cleveland while they were working in a
Lalf-hearted sort of way for themselves.
They said they were candidates only in
the event that Mr. Cleveland could not
be nominated, butif there was any show
for Cleveland they were for him,

**As a result of this sort of timidity on
the part of the minor candidates Hill
was left practically alone to stem the
tide of Cleveland’s popularity. ‘The
tunid lenders talked so much for Cleve-
land that they convinced the country
Cleveland was the only great man in the
party and that Hyll was a sconndrel and
an enemy of the party for having thrown
obstacles in the way of the idol’s nomi-
nation. IHaving sown a great quantity
of Clevelandisim as a cever to their own
ambitions, the minor candidates soon
reaped the consequences, and the con-
sequences were aliost a eertainty of
Cleveland’s nomination, despite the op-
position of the state of New York,

Ihere was nobody bat Hill to stand
against Cleveland, and he did not sat-
15{y the people. Every step which
Hill took toward the nomina-
tion  only made the Cleveland
worshipers the more eager and
the less rational; In the reaction

against Hill Cleveland eame so rapidly
o the frout that the question was, would
he not be nominated by acclamation?
The danger of thisis growing less every
day, and the signs of the times point in
the direetion of Palmer and Flower.
*I'ie Rhode Ishind election has had a
tremendous intluence upon party opin-
jon here, as it doubtless has had throngh-
out the country. If the Demoerats had
carried Rhode Island on the tariff Issue,
I believe nothing could have stopped
the nomination of Cleveland. He would
have been nominated before the state of
New York was reached on the call of
states in the Chicago convention  But
the result of that election, while not
at all unexpected by those who under-

stood  the situation, has called
a halt.  Men have stopped in
their mad rush after Cleveland to

think, to weigh the facts,to uy and look
into the ftuture. Rhode Isiand has
taught us the lesson that this is not
likely to be a good year for rainbow
chasing, 1 was one of those who were
charged with rainbow chasing  four
years ago, and 1 am not going to repeat
my error this year. We may as well
tace the cold facts of the situation, and
the cold facts are that, to make sure ot
clecting a president, we must name a
ticket that can carry New York and
Indiana. We might eicet our ticket by
the aid of Hlinois, Wisconsin, lowa and
other Western states.  We might carry
Massachusetts. DBut these are only pos-
sibilities, We will carry those states
it we can, but we must not depend
upon them.
Hili Now Out of the Question.

“Now, when we come to consider can-
didates we have a queer state of facts,
Tocarry New York we must go outside
New York for our ecandidate.  Probably
1 know New York polities as well as
any man in Washington, and I declare
it would be a miracle were we to nom-
inate etther Hill or Cleveland and then
carry the Empire state for him. Hill is
now out of the "question, anyway, and
s0 we need only talk of Cleveland, To
name him is to throw away the elec:
toral vote of the state in which he lives,
I'his is as certain as that human nature
will be the same November next as it is
today. Cleveland’s own friends admit
this, and talk of electing him without
New r0rk, I do not believe the Demo-
cratic national convention will name
for president a man who cannot gain
the support of the delegation » from  bis
own state and who nas no prospeets of
retting the electoral votes of that state
in November.

“still there is danger that Cleveland
will be nominated. All New England
is for him. Pennsylvania is for him.
Mr. Gorman’s state of Maryland is likely
to be tor him. Ohio will be in part
tavorable to him, Indiana, Michigan,
Wisconsin, Minesota. Kansas and other
Western states are coming in for him.
So ave some of the Southern states. The
great stumbling block is the opposition
of the delegation trom New York, There
is a Chninese wall for the Cleveland
boom to elimb. The convention, if a
Cleveland convention, might take the
bit in its teeth and admit the contest-
ing or Cleveland delegation from New
York, and in this way secure New
York’s consent to the nomination of the
favorite. But it the convention were to
do this the Republican candidate for
president would carry New York state
in November by 200,000 majority. Of
course, the convention willi not do any-
thing of the sort. ltwill not even ad-
mit one of the contestants to be elected
at the May convention, if that conven-
tion is ever held.

Whitney Holds the Key.

“T will now give you some inside po-
litical information bearing on this eriti-
cal situation. The Cleveland managers
think they have it all fixed to secure a
part of the New York delegation. You
may not know it, but a number of men
are in that delegation who feel very
friendly to the ex-president, such men
as Mayor Manning, of Albany, and
John Boyd Thacher. But still more im-
portaut is the peculiar position in which
the delegations from New York city and
Brooklyn find themselves. It is well
known that in the midwinter conven-
tion the Tammany delegates opposed
ron-clad instructions for the delezates
who were to be sent to Chicago. Sodid
the Kings county men. Now Kings
county is for Cleveland, and Tammany
hall is for whomsoever three or four
men say she shall be for. Who is the
real master of Tammany hall? Not
Croker, not Mayor Grant, but William
C. Whitney, who was Mr. Cleve-
jand’s secretary of the navy. If
Mr. Whitney sayvs the word the Tam-
many delegates to Chicago will vote
for Cleveland, and I happen to know
that while Mr. Whitney has for some
time been rather cold toward Mr. Cleve-
land as a presidentialaspirant he is now
back in the ranks and pretty eager for
his old chief's success. Whilney has
been accused of having presidential am-
bition himself. 1t has been said he is
scheming to throw both Hill and Cleve-
land aside and push himself to the front
asa compromise candidate, with the
New York delegation at his back. But
this is not true. Mr. Whitney is not an
aspirant for any elective ofice, and will
not accept any nomination which re-
quires him to stand before the people as
a candidate. I know why he has deter-
mined never to be acandidate before
the people, but am not at liberty to state
his reasons. Mr. Whitney’s politleal
ambitign is fo refurh to Washington as
a member of the eabinet or to represent
this government as minister to Great
Britain or France,

*Mr. Whitnéy is one of the shrewdest
and most resourceful politicians in New
York. Eight years ago he was the
leader of the County Demacraey. There
is norcum in New YJ& fer two Dewo-

eratic societies, and as the Connty
Democracy disappeared Mr. Whitney
bezan seheming tor econtrol of Tam-
many. He planned and built for it, and
finally succeeded. One leverage which
he has used is the street railways of the
metropolis. Nearly all the surface rail-
ways of the city are under the control
of asyndieate, in which he and his
brother-in-taw, Col. Oliver Payne. are
moving spirits, Tammany hall 1s made
up of a few bosses and a great many
men who work for their living by the
day or week. Kvery employe of the
New York surface railroads controlled
by the Whitney syudicate is a Tammany
adherent. Inalt, I am told, 6,000 Tam-
many men work for the Whitney rail-
roads. A man cannot get a job on one
of these roads unless he presents a cer-
titicate signed by the Tammany employ-
ment bureau.
May Depend Upon the Unit Rule,

“Now, supposing that Mr. Whitney,
ex-Mayor Grace and other friends of
Mr. Cleveland in New York city and
Brooklyn decide to throw the Tammany
and Kings county votes in the Chicago
convention to Cleveland. Can they do
it? Thatisa very important question.
Heretofore the unit rule has prevailed
inthe New York delegation. It was
the unit rule, adopted arainst the pro-
test of a large minority, which made
possible the nomination of Cleveland in
84, The men who did more thah any
other to adopt the unit rule on that oc-
casion - were Damel Mauning, W. C.
Whitney and W. R. Grace.
rule is adopted this year, as it is likely
to be, and Gov. Flower and Senator Hill
persist in their present programme, the
solid vote of New York state is
likely to  be cast for Senator
Palmer in the Chicago convention.
Without the unit rule one-third, or pos-
sibly nearly one-half, of the New York
delegation may vote for Cleveland.
With the solid vote of New York against
Cleveland and for Palmer, the latter
would surely be vominated. With a
part of the New York delegation stand-
ing by Cleveland and seeming to be will-
ing to accept him as the choice of the
party at large, the ex-president might
win.

“But I believe before the Chicago
couvention meets,” concluded the sena-
tor,**the situstion will become much bet-

ter understood than iy is now. The
country will become aware that an
irreconcilable conflict exists between

the rival factions in the Empire state,
a contention bitter, implacable ana in-
curable, fatal to the party inierests
which are consigned to the keeping of
a New York candidate. There 18 a
sort ot eraze for the ex-president,
but it will disappear in the light of
common sense.  Already this ticket of
Palmer amd Flower is attractine atten-
tion throughtout the country. It gives
a point to rally about for the men who
aae distrustful of Mr. Cleveland’s abil-
ity to win the election. ‘I'he conserva-
tism of the party will drift toward the
senator from IHinois, not ouly because
he is the man who can be elected, but
because he is a grand character, one
who inspires the people with confi-
dence, one strong enough o win the
presidency and wise enough to fill it to
the satisfaction of the Democratie party.

Senator Haosbrough, of North Da-
kota, is a Republican, but he says:
*I'he result in Rhode Island means that
the Democrats will nominate Palmer
and put either Flower or Whilney on
the tail of the ticket. Palmer will
make a strong bid for Illinois in No-
vember, although I am not willing to
admit he could carry the state.””

NO LEGAL
A Wisconsin Town Organized for
* Raifroad Parposes.

SISSETON OPENING.

President Harrison Has Signed
the Proclamation.

WasniNGTox, April 11.—The presi-
dent today signed the proclamation
opening to settlement the allotted land
of the Sisseton and Wahpeton reserva-
tion in North and South Dakota, known
as the Lake Traverse reservation, at 12
o’clock noon on the 15th inst, Warning
is given that until the lands are opened
to settlement all persons, save the In-
dians who are members of the Sisseton
and Wahpeton band, are forbidden to
enter upon and occupy any part of it.
1t i3 also ordered that the lands shail be
attached to the Fargo and Watertown
land distriets. The agreement made
between the govermnent and the Sisse-
ton and Wahpeton Indians, under an
act of congress for the cession of their
lands, was signed Deec. 12, 1880. An
ailotment of 160 acres has been made to
every member of the band. Under the
law it is provided that patents shall not
issue till the settler or entryman has
paid £2.50 for each acre taken up by
nim, and the title to the lands shall re-
main in the United States until the full
amount has been paid by the entryman
or his legal representative,
