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The Minority Wheat Report
Will Wind Up Republican
Rule.

Committeeman Moore’s Thun-
derous Onslaught on the
Great Combine.

The Elevators and Railroads
Leagued to Rob Farm-
ers of Wheat.

A Warehouse System That
Makes the Robbery Possi-
ble to Operate.

*“Ihis document is the first bolt of
Aghtning in the fariners’ sky of Minne-
eota fora quarter of a century, and it
ends epublican rule in this state.”

As W. W. Erwin tersely and « emphat-
ically thundered forth these important
and ominous words, he laid down a
ponderous document ot some 22,000
words which will probably echo from
one end of the state 1o the other in the
approaching state campaign. It was
the minority report in the famous wheat
investigating case, submitted to the gov-
ernor yesterday by E.J. Moore. Printed
in full, it would make at least two
full pages of the GLOBE, and yet so
terse and comprehensive is it that the
most careful synopsis would do 1t rank
imjustice. Though that is not definitely
stated, it i8 equally certain that it
emanated from the brain of Attorney
Frwin, and it is put together in his in-
Imitable style.

Mr. Moore agrees with the committee
rs far as it went, but he emphatically
bolds that it did not go nearly far
enough.  In order, he claims, to reach
the concelusions reached by the commit-
tee, certain facts must exist; these facts
were ignored to a certain extent by the
committee and the minority report goes
on 1o set these facts out very elaborately.
It holds that not only is there a power-
ful and successful combine to keen
down the price of wheat, but the rail-
yoads ave in leagne with it and lend it a
powerful aid. [t also malntains that the
prices are manipulated by the boards of |
trade of Minneapolis and Chicago and
not by the laws of supply and demand.
On this subject it says:

Arguing from the point that the wheat
price is that of Chicago, less rates by
rail from Minneapolis, Mr. Moore holds
that the price at Duluth should be pre-
cisely that of Chicago, without this dif-
ference, and asks:

Now, what power, or what influence,
could possibly make the difference of
61, cents between Chicago and Duluth,
unless some power, foreign to the law
of supply and demand, arbitrarily fixes
this difference? Why does not the 63,-
000,000 bushels of wheat at Duluth and
Minuneapolis control the 21,000,000 at
Chicago and Milwaukee? It may be
that my brethren on the cominittee
do not understand the word combine to
mean what 1 understand that word
means.  If my brethrenon the commit-
tee understand that no combine has
been discovered in the sense of the dis-
covery of the two or three or more per-
gons, v ho sit down and arvitrarily fix
the price for wheat at Duluth and Min-
neapolis, then | must agree with them
that the evidence has not reached so
far into the heart of this combine as 1o
discover the names ot these two or three

or four individuals, But the word
combine, as uscd by me and as
believed {from the testimony to exist

and control the price of wheat in Min-
nesotaand the Northwest, is rather that
the price 18 unnaturally fixed and en-
forced by those interested in the gather-
fng of the wheat crop of Minnesota and
the Northwest upon other than the
natural, competitive and honorable
principles. ‘There can be no just reason
why, with eqgual facilities and with
equal freight rates, the 63,000,000
bushels at Duluth should not rather
control the 21,000,000 bushels tributary
to Chicago than be controlled by
it. What I mean by combine is that the
united action of all the dealers in wheat
in Minnesota and the Northwest is
based upon the fiction that the price of
wheat at Chicaro necessarily governs
the price at Duluth and Minneapolis.
T'hat the entire wheat business of Min-
sota and the Northwest is carried on un-,
der this fiction is logically admitted by
every witness who has been betore the
committee. How is this accomplished?

The Combine.

The testimony shows that there is lo-
cated at Mlopneapolis a board called the
chamber of commerce, and at Duluth a
sunilar board called the board of trade.
The testimony shows that these boards
are composed, so far as the wheat-deal-
ing interests are concerned, of dealers
in wheat, both elevator men and com-
mission merchants, with a few bonanza
farmers. 1t is conceded that these
boards meet daily and transact between
themselves the purchase and sale
of wheat. 1t is also con-
ceded that these sales are largely
fictitious sales. It must be borne in
mind that the wheat of Minnesota and
the Northwest cannot escape these
dealers, who control the board of trade
at Duluth and the chamber of commerce
at Minneapolis. They own all of the
elevators along the different lines of
railroad throughout this wheat region.
They have all the facilities at the lake
ports. It is impossible for any consid-
erable amount of wheat to escape their
handling. They necessarily have the
sympathy, if not the co-operation of all
the lines of transportation. I% seems
from the testimony that the dealers
adopt asthe price to be paid for wheat
euach day the closing price which they
make on the preceding day. And how
do they make the price? i)o they fix
the price in regard to the valne of the
wheat as calculated by the law of sup-
ply and demand, the freight rates and
the facilities for export? 1f this were
honestly done the law of supply and de-
mand, natural in s character, would
necessarily  govern the price paid
for wheal. It matters not wheth-
er this price is fixed in open
board or by secret committee. Itis a
price which they, the elevator men and
dealers, fix. Itis the result of the com-
bined interests of the dealers, the eleva-
tor and commission men. It makes no
difference by what means it is ascer-
tained, fixed or agreed upon. The tes-
imony, as referred to hereinbefore,
fully establishes the fact that every
elevator man in the Nortnwest adopts
the list price promulgated by their com-
mon agent, Frank H. Irons, at
Mumneapolis, and, whether the ele-
vators and dealers shall deny that
Frank lrons fixes the price, and shall
claim that such price is fixed by them-
selves, either iz open board or by com-
mittee, or in whatsoever way they shall
fix the same, and afterwards commu-
nicated to their general agent, Frank

lrons. \Why do they not fix the price in

question, it is necessary to refer to de-
ductions and inferences which foll w
the testhmony. It is the testimony of
all persons examined on that subject
that the price at Minneapolis is the price
at Chieago less freight from Minaneapolis
to Chicago, This is the agreement of
the dealers aud elevator men.
This Ix the Combine.

Tkis universal acquiesence in a fie-
tion, not true in faet, but universally
accepted by all the dealers in Minne-
sota and the Northiwest, is the commbine
itself, its heart and itssoul. It is this
agreement and surrender of the ele-
vator men and dealers that constitutes
the very essence and faet of the com-
bine; for, if wheat at Duluth, as ex-
hibited by the testimony quoted of Mr.
Amsden, with equal freights to the sea-
board, should be of the same value
as Jike wheat at Chicago, then
this invariable agreement on the
part of the dealers and elevator
men that the price at Duluth shall be
the price at Chi o, less freight from
Duluth o Cuieago.arbitrarily and of ne-
cessity fixing a price to be paid for wheat
just 50 much beneath 1its actual value
as the freight rate from Duluth to Chi-
cago shall be—this is the combline.

‘This agreement to base the market at
Minnecapolis upon the market at Chi-
cagzo offers an inducement for all the
transportation lines running from Min-
neapolis to Chicago o most heartily
co-operate  with  the combine ot
dealers and elevator men to maintain
that price, or, if it be possible, that the
railroad and transportatiou lines fix the
price, then all the dealers and elevator
men at Duluth acquiesce in the price
fixed by the roads, 1t is to be regretted
that this investigzation has not been ex-
tended to such an extent as to determine
whether the railroads and trausporta-
tion companies compel this price (o be
fixed upon the price of wheat at Chica-
go, or whether the railroads simply ac-
quiesci in such price as fixed by
the dealers and elevator men: but that
botl: the road and the elevator men are
actively engaged in the maintenance of
this list price, which is simply the
price of wheat in Chicago less freight
froin Minneapolis to Chicago, is fully
sustained by the testimony taken before
the committee,

If this combine did not exist, or if this
combine did pot fix the price upon the
Chicago market, or, in other words, if
the dealers in wheat in Minnesota and
the Northwest carcied on their bus-
iness under npatural  laws  and
in accordance with the
subply and demand, then it would fol-
low as sure as fate that Duluth would
give a price equal to Chieago, which
would be a realization to the produeer
of Minnesota and the Northwest of a
price equal to that paid at Chicago.

| I'he entirve elevator and shipper inter-

est of Minnesota and the Northwest is
operated now upon the arbitary fiction
of the Chicago market. That this is
done in the presence of 63,000,000
pushels  of wheat and in  favor
of 91.000,000 is the strongest proofl
of the existence of a  combine.
That it is not opposed by the railroad
lines runuing to Duluth is entire ;3nmt'
of their co-operation. That there is no
power in the business cireles, which,
emnating through the boards of trade,
the transportation lines, or from what-
ever source engaged in the wheat traftic
in Minnesota and the Northwest which
confronts the despotism of this foreed
condition of the mavket, is the highest
proof to my mind of the existence
of the most tremendous combine that
was ever known in the history of
the world, and that this can exist only
by virtue of an unnatural law is an-
other proof of conspiracy; for, in the
absence of a conspiracy, God’s natural
laws take their own course. No one
who reads the testimony can fail to see
that this condition is brought about by
a conspiracy, surely reflected in the care
with which the elevator companies and
all the dealers, and even the lines of
transportation, have  exercised to
maiutain  the price list promulgated
by Frank Il Irons. That the en
tive business of the Northwest i-
transacted under this price list, as pro-
mulgated by Frank 1. Irons, the agent
of all the elevator ecompanies, 18 vn:_ully
described m the testimony of Mr. Tiles-
ten, a portion of which 1 here quote.
Mr. Tilesten was a miller residing at St.
Cloud, and engaged in the purchase ot
wheat at that point. His credibility can-
not be successtully impeached and his
testimony is of the highest authority
before the committee.
‘The Scott Story.

The discovery of Frank . Irons, as
agent of the combine, was made in the
testimony of S. S. Scott, who was em-
ployed by the Grain Growers’ associa-
tion as a detective to ascertain what
part Mr. Irons playel in fixing the
price of wheat in Minnesota. 1 quote
from his testimony as follows:

Question, by Mr. Erwin. Do you know
auything. Mr. Scott. about a combination for
the purpose of depressing the price of wheat
in this state? Answer. I understand there is
such a thing. Q. Have you been so0 in-
formed? Ans. Yes, sir. Q. By whom?
Ans. By a young man by the name of Rob-
ert I, Irons.” Q. Who is he, and where does
he reside? Auns. He is a son of Frank H.
Irons, Roow 12, Chamber of Commerce, Min-
neapolis,. Q. What did yon learn from
Mr. Irons on this subject? Ans. |
learned that his father made the prices for
the elevator companies and private buyers
throughout the entire Northwest, notifying
them what they should pay for wheat. Q.
What is his father's name? Ans, Frank H,
lrons. Q. Well, did Mr, Irons =ay anything
further to you about it? Ans, Itold him 1
did not see how it was that his father could
have full sway. I thought there should be a
committee. [asked him if there was nota
committee to instruct his father to make
these prices. Well, he said there was 4 com-
mittee, but the old man would do what he had
mind to, regardiess of the committee. Q.
Goon. Ans. I asked who thiscommittee
was. He gave me a number of names that 1
cannet ecall to mind. | can remember the
name of one. Q. Give his name. Aus.
Chambers, agent of the Northwestern Ele-
vator company, Minneapolis, BMinn. Q.
What more did he say to you, if anything?
Ans. [ asked him how he notitied these peo-
ple of the change of prices, He said
he notified the elevator companies—
ench compuny—of the reduction or the
advance in price and instructed them
how they should notify their people, by
night message or by mail, as the case might
be, and that they themselves notified the
private buyers by a postal card. 1 said, you
potify the private buyers also. He said they
were notified. 1 said 1 thought almost all
these private buyers were controlled by the
farming element throughout the couutry as
to what price they should puc the grain to.
He said that ne did not know, that it
might have started that way, or some-
thing to that effect; but_ these
eievator companies, if they did mnot
come to their terms and pay the price that
they told them to pay, they would advance
the price of grain to such an extent that
they could not buy on a reasonable margin
and make any money atit. And farther-
more, he stated that in cousideration of a
certain sum of money paid to these private
buvers by the elevator companies that they
would agree not to take only a certain num-
ber of bushels each month, or that they
would buy a number of bushels of grain
and let the eclevator companies have
the rest, In other words, he says,
these buyers think the elevator combpanies
are giving them mouney, but he says it is them
giving money to tne elevator companies in-
stead of the elevator company giving money
te the private puyers. Q. You understood
that there was a pool between “the private
buyers and the elevator companies? Ans.
Yes, sir. Q. And they all agree to stand to
the prices agreed between them and this
agent representing the elevator companies?”

Mr. Scott in his testimony gave a
partial list of the names of the parties
that velonged to the elevator combine
known to exist throughout the entire
Northwest. He also Yroduced the pos-
tal cards used by Mr. Irons in notifying

MirLpaNk, S. D., April 12.—The
Gropk correspondent went out to the
end of the track today on the Wilmot
line of the Chicago, Milwankee & St.
Paul railroad. ‘This point is 28 miles
northwest of Milbank, 11 miles beyond
Wilmot and about 6 miles insige the
line of the Sisseton Indian reservation.
Tne railroad company has established a
station at this point, and today com-
menced to build a long side track. A
telegraph line has been extended to the
station and the agent Jocated. T'he sta-
tion has been named Bush, 1n honor of
the popular division superintendent, D.
L. Bush. The rush of settlers is very
large, and on Friday the stampede
for claims will be immense. ‘The
train today from Milbank carried about
150 emigrants, and every train from the
East brings in hundreds more.  The lit-
tle wown of Wilmot is booming, the
hotels are totally incapable of accommo-
dating the crowd, and tents erected at
the adjoining town of Milbank are being
heavily drawn on for supplies and pro-
visions. It i1s now well understood that
the settler who gets on a claim and digs
a well or builds a shanty will hold his
claim against one who may file at \Water-
town, providing settlement 1s eficeted
before filing is made at the United States
land office, ‘T'he actual settler can file
later. Every available team is engaged
for Friday, the price paid for a team
being €20, ‘The  sheriffs of  Grant,
Roberts, Day and Codington counties
are sumiuoning a posse Lo preserve
peace.  Altogether exeitementis hourly
imcreasing and the rush on Friday wili
present a very lively seene,

ANDOVER, S. D, April 12.—Gov. Mel-
lette and Indian Agent Hindman will ar-
rive here tomorrow. From here they go
40 Wilmot, where they will meet Dis-
bursing Agent Elrod. They will visit
several poiuts near the lands to be
opened the 15th and will be ready to
render all aid possible to settlers,

Wauvsay, S. D., April 12.—Sheriff
Serensen, of this county, was here to-
day securing and swearing in deputies
who will be put on duty on that part of
the Sisseton reserve situated in Day
county. He secured fifteen men. The
sheritf informed jyour correspondent
that in case of an emergency he was in-
structed to call upon the state militia,
but he does not auticipate any serious
trouble.

VERY DAMP AT WATERTOWN.

An All-Day Rain Wets Down the
Boomers.

WAarertown, S. D., Aprii 12.—1It is a
wet lot of boomers that will keep their
weary dreary vigils tonight.  Rain, the
wetting kind of rain, has descended all
day and is stilf industriously at it. The
Sisseton boomers, many of whom are
strangers, say this country takes the
cake for rain. They had heard it never
rained in Dakota, but still thev hang on
to their position in the line. There
is no weakening on the part of
the Sisseton boomer. lle knows
there is wmoney in  securing a
quarter section of the land. A dry
goods establishment near the land of-
fice, luckily for some of the boomers,
got in huge boxes of dry goods today
and left the empties on the sidewalk.
A forage party quickly secured one or
moere of them and in an instant at the
very door of the land office was erected
a shanty, but in the ranks of the boom-
ers in line there is weeping and wailing.
‘I'he government has put its foot down
on the filing of soldiers’ declaratories
by the wholesale. This is very dis-
couraging to the holders of job lots of
declarations. D’arties have scoured the
East tor powers of attorney, thinking
they could gobble up the lands
in the reservation without title or
trouble, but Uncle Sam has stepped in
and says every man present must have
a show, so the man who has a pocket
full of deelarations can file only one:
then must, like the dull schotar, go to
the foot of the line and await lis turn to
file again. The crowd bordering the
reservation 1s increasirg rapidly, and
will be very large Friday wvoon when
the word go is given. It will be a sight
worth seeing, men in wagons, on horse-
back and on foot, all running. as if for
dear life, for a piece of land. Although
there were many here and erowds came
in on the trains today, it is now esti-
mated that there are still good chances
for many more to secure a filing.

FEARFUL DESTRUCTION,

Southern Floods Result in Wides
spread Ruin,

CorumBia, Miss., April 12, — The
death and desolation caused by
the flood® has so, demoralized the
entire population that the days are
as quiet and business as ldle as any
Sabbath. While communieation is re-
sumed with the northeastern part of
the county, still the city is water-bound
from every other direction. Later re-
ports rather enlarge than diminish
previous estimates of loss of life and
destruction of property, A general
idea of the effeet of the flood ean be
stated in this way:

A belt of country ranging from five to
fifteen miles wide, runni north and
south through the county, Is one stretch
of debris nade up of ruains of houses,

fenees  and  carensses of stock, and
it is doubtful wheiher there are
left  standing - in that. belt half

a dozen bouses. 'The pitiful scenes
of the past few days have opened the
hearts ot all, and public and private
charity prevents the cruel suffering of
those who were rescued. But the most
helplessness will come when the water
subsides, and there will be left in this
place 1,000 to 1,200 negroes who have
not one cent and no credit, and the
places that were their homes nothing
} but mud holes. The landlords of the
tenants are In no condition to replace
these destroyed farms, and there 15 no
future for the negroes subsisting now
on publie eharity, If there wasever an
occasion when a people had a right to
call on their government for help, that
time is now for these poor freedmen.
Even ut the present stage of water

any estimate of the loss of life is
pvrely  guess work, but the death
list is a long one. As yet mno

death is reportcd among the whites, as
these low-ving lands are inhabited
almost exclusively by the negroes, and
such whites as lived there were always
kept well protected by keeping good
boats. The old Indiap mounds saved
the lives of hundreds of negroes,besides
countless numbers of stock.

AND FAMINE,

Scenes in Russia Outdone Down
in Georgia.

ATLANTA, Ga., April 12.—The Even-
ing Journal says that “Pestilence and
Famine exist in the Exposition mills
factory district as terrible as that in the
Czar’s doinain.”
