What I mean by combine is that the
united action of all the dealers in wheat
in Mimmmnesota and the Northwest is
based upon the fiction that the priee of
wheat at Chicarzo necessarily governs
the price at Duluth and Minnecapolis.
I'hat the entire wheat business of Min-
sota and the Northwestis carried on un-
der this fictton is logically admitted by
every witness who has been betore the
comnnittee.  1ow is this accomplished?

The Combine.

The testimony shows that there is lo-
cated at Minneapolis a board called the
chamber of commeree, and at Duluth a
similar board cailed the board of trade.
The testimony shows that these boards
are composed, so far as the wheat-deal-
ing interests are concerned, of dealers
in wheat, both elevator men and com-
mission merchants, with a few bonunza
farmers. 1t is conceded that these
boards meet daily and transaet between

themselves the purchase and  sale
of wheat. It is also con-
ceded that these sales are  largely

ficiitious sales. It must be borne in
mind that the wheat of Minnesota and
the Northwest cannot escape these
dealers, who control the board of trade
at Duluth ana the ehamber of commerce
at Minneapolis. They own all of the
elevators along the different lines of
railroad throughout this wheat region.
They have all the facilities at the lake
ports. It is impossible ror any consid-
erable amount of wheat to escape their
handling. They necessarily have the
sympathy, if not the co-operation of all
the lines of transportation. 1% seems
from the testimony that the dealers
adopt asthe price to be paid for wheat
each day the closing price which they
make on the preceding day. And how
do they make the price? i)u they fix
the price in regard to the value of the

wheat as caleulated by the law of sup-
ply and demand, the freight rates and
the facilities for export? If this were

honestly done the law of supply and de-
mand, natural in its character, would
necessarily  wovern the price paid
for wheal, It matters not  wheth
er this price Is fixed in open
board or by secret committee. Itis a
price which they, the elevator men and
dealers, rix.  Itis the result of the com-
bined interests ot the dealers, the eleva-
tor and commission men. It makes no
difference by what means it is ascer-
tained, fixed or agreed upon. The tes-
imony, as referred to hereinbefore,
fully establishes the fact that every
elevator man in the Nortnwest adopts

Q. What did you learn from
Mr Irons on this subjecty Ans. |
learned that his father made the prices for
the elevator companies and private buyers
throughout the entire Northwest, notitfying
them what they should pay for wheat.

lrons. Q. Well, did Mr. Irous say anything
furiher to vou about it?

Ans. | asked him how he notitied these peo-
ple of the change of prices, He said
ne  notified  the  elevator companies—
cuch compuny—of the reduetion or the
advance in price and instructed them
how they should notily their people, by

night message or by mail, as the case might
be, and that they themselves notitied the
private buyers by a postal card. 1 said, you
notify the private buyers also. He said they
were notitied. 1 said 1 thought almost all
these private buyers were controlled by the
farming element thronghout the country as
to what price they should put the grain to.
He said that he did not know, that it
might have staried that way, or some-
thing to that effect; but these
cievator companies, if they did not
come to their termsand pay the price that
they toid them to pay, they would advance
the price of grain to such an extent that
they  could not buy on a reasonable margin
and make any money atit. And farther-
more, he stated that in  cousideration of a
certain sum of money paid to these private
buvers by the elevator companies that they
would agree not to take only a certain num-
ber of bushels each month, or that they
would buy a number of bushels of grain
and let the clevator companies have
the rest. In other words, he says,
these buyers think the elevator combpanies
are giving them money. but he says it is them
giving money to tue elevator companies in-
stead of the elevator company giving money
te the private puyers. Q. Youn understood
that there was a pool between the private
buyers and the elevator companies? Ans.
Yes, sir. (. And they all agree to stand to
the prices nagreed between them and this
agent representing the elevator companies?™”

Mr. Scott in his testimony gave a
partial list of the names of the parties
that velonged to the elevator combine
known to exist throughout the entire
Northwest.

FEARFUL DESTRUCTION,

the Globe,

Southern Floods Result in Wides
spread Ruin,

Corvvpia, Miss., April 12, — The
death and desolation  caused by
the flood® has so  demoralized the
entice population that the days are
as quiel and business as Idle as any
Sabbath.,  While communieation is re-
sumed with the northeastern part of

the county, still the city is water-bound
from every other direction. Later re-
ports rather enlarge than diminish
previous estimates of loss of life and
destruction ot property. A geperal
idea of the effeet of the flood can be
stated in this way:

A belt of country ranging from five to
fitteen nules wide, running north  and
south through the county, Is one stretely
of debris made up of ruins of houses,
fenees  and  carcnsses of stock, and
it is  doubtful whether there arc
left  standing in  -that . belt  half
a dozen houses. ‘The pitiful scenes
of the past few days have opened the
bearts ot all, and public and private
charity prevents the eruel suffering of
those who were rescued.  But the most
helplessness will come when the water
subsides, and there will be left in this
place 1,000 to 1,200 negroes who have
not one cent and no credit, and the
places that were their homes nothing
but mud holes, The landlords of the
tenants are In no condition to replace
these destroyved farms, and there 15 no
future for the negroes subsisting now
on public charity. If there wasever an
occasion when a people had a right to
call on their government for help, that
time is now for these poor freedmen.

Even al the present stage of water

any estimate of the loss of life is
pvrely  guess work, but the death
list is a long one. As yet no

death is reportcd among the whites, as
these low lving  lands are inhabited
almost exclusively by the negroes, and
such whites as lived there were always
kept well protected by keeping good
boats. The old ludian mounds saved
the lives of huudreds of negroes,besides
countless numbers of stock.

Russia Outdone Down
in Georgia.

ATLANTA, Ga., April 12.—The Even-
ing Journal says that “Pestilence and
Famine exist in the Exposition mills
factory distriet as terrible as that in the
Czar's doinain.”  The aistriet composes
200 rougluy constructed one and two
room frame houses. The bodies of suf
ferers whom death has rchevea lay in
the same room with those whom pueu
monia or fever are fast leading to death ;
who have no one to hand them a drink
of water: who have no clothing or
bed coverings: who lie about on the
floor of the hut they call a home and
starve and shiver through the bleak-
ness of this dreary day. ‘lhere are
rooms wherein eight and ten members
of one family are stricken down, where
pneumonia, fever and weasles are attac-
king their emaciated bodies, where
there is no sanitatiou, no help or pro-
tection from the city, no medigine, no
