WORHKING WOMEN KICK.

They Protest Against Mrs. Potter
Yalmer’'s Board.

Cuicaco, April 17.—Mrs, Charlotte
Smith, president of the \Women’s Na-
tional Industrial League of America,
in an address before the Waverly Hall
socialists today, attacked the world’s
fair management in general and Mrs.
Potter Palmer’s board of lady managers
in particular. Her complaint was that
the working women were not to be re-
presented at the fair.  Mrs. Smith said:
*The world’s fair us a whole is only a
a big machine to put dollars in pockets
already full of money and not to help

labor. This league pleaas for
women who represent the masses. We

plead for their recognition by a nation
for the white women, the red women
and the black women, who have all
been ignored by the political and
financial promoters as well as by the
lady managers of the World’s Colum-
bian exposition. Therefore, we are
again compelled to appeal to the con-
gress of the Unpited States, that has
recognized woman as industrial factors
by creating a department for women,
which is now entirely monopolized by
the *“ladies” who are represented by
the impractical and Iinexperienced
board of lady managers. Therefore we
protest against further loans or appro-
priations for the World’s Chicago ex-
position unless the tollowing conditions
are complied with:

First—That there be a woman's Industrial
department.

Second—That a colored woman's depart-
ment be established.

Third—That working women be recog-
nized on the board of “lady managers."

Fourth—That the working classes be bet-
ter represented.

Fifth—That better wages be paid the la-
borers on the building and grounds.

Sixth—That a broader policy in matters
gectarisn be established.

SHOT BY CHINAMEN,
Wicked Work by St Louis High-
binders,

ST, Lotvis, April 17.—Two Chinamen,
l.ow Bach and Jeu Geng, were shot
and mortally wounded In this eity to-
pight, in a Chinese restaurant at 16
South Eighth street, by Lee Quay
Hung. He was arrested, as was also
Ham Teung, another Chinaman,
who 18 charged with being an
accessory to the shooting. The
trouble  which led to the shoot-
ing dates back several months. On
Feb. 15 last, the police raided a fan-tan
game run by Jim Coun at 706 Market
street, and captured fifty Chinese gamb-
lers, all of whom were members of a
highbinder’s organization, and they
were heavily fined in court. The rald
was the result of information fur-
nished the police by several Christian
Chinese.  When the highbinders
learned of that fact they  se-
eretly determined to rid the city of their
couverted countrymen by murdering
them. The wounded men were two of
those whose lives were sworn away and
their assailants two members of the or-
ganization. The shooting has caused
considerable exeitement in the Chinese
colony. Itis feared more atfairs similar
in nature witl follow. 'l'he police detai!
has been strengthened.
