Be-
ingreconciled to God. we are saved by His
life. Jesus says: "Because Ilive, ye shall
live also." The corner stono of this Chris
tian edifice cannot real on the quicksand.

The resurrection of Jesus is in harmony
with God's great law of life. His entire life
on earth was part of another and eternal
life; Itwas tbe visible section of a divine
and illuminated orbit appearing at BetLilo-
liuni and disappearing on the Mount ot
Olives. "He was the sudden appearing and
disappearing to the world ofa brilliant and
glorious star which shines In heaven for-
ever." Life takes form, such as answers its
purpose best, for sustenance, development
and propogation.
