Road

To Be Rapidly Pushed, Con-
necting: Rapid City With

Pierre.

Allouez Bay Settled Upon as
tbe Duluth & Winnipeg:

Duluth. Mesaba & Northern
to Use the New Road

Tracks.

Hapu) City, April 18.? With the

opening of spring the directors of the
Rapid City, Missouri River &St. Paul
railway are making arrangements to
resume work upon the road to Pierre.
The company, which is a local organi-
zation, was formed last spring, sub-
scriptions to the capital stock to the
sum of 1125,000 were secured ami a

corps of surveyors sent out upon the
proposed line. The road was surveyed
to Pierre, and during the summer and
fall some fifteen miles of gradlnr was
done upon the road between this city
and l'ierre. The company aluo se-
cured territorial facilities in this
city and at Ft Pierre, which
are valued at something like $'JOO,-

--000. The enterprise i^ an entirely
feasible one, tbe building of a railway

across the reservation to Pierre being
only a question of time, and an under-
taking probably to be accomplished this
year or next. The aim of the local com-
pany is simply to hasten the building of
a highway to the capital and tin; re-
moval of the present anomaly, which
forces residents of the Black Hills to
travel l,ixx>miles in order to accomplish
a distance of 160.

Radld city, the whole Black Hills
country, in fact, has a very lively Inter-
est ill the building of the road, but it
may be fairly said that the Eastern
cities reached through this line willre-
ceive a greater benefit than they will
confer. Especially is this true
of St. Paul and Minneapolis.
1h<: present trade of the region
goes to Omaha. Sioux City and
Chicago. \u25a0When this road is built and
connection secured with the Twin
Cities they willnaturally secure a large

share of this trade, a not inconsiderable
increase of their trade. There are now
within tins little world of the Black
Hills some forty thousand people, itis
a region of large enterprises in mining,

stock raising, lumbering and other in-

dustries. It is a largo hearted, liberal
region which spreads its money freely,
lives well, dresses well, and travels
largely. In the past this region has
been .it the mercy of a single railway
system, and that a long ways from
direct, and dependent for its supplies
upon one or two commercial points.
But a change is about to occur. The
trade of the Hills, tho heavy
freight traffic of the milling
and stock industries is attracting
other railway lines. The B. & M.has
already entered the region, and now it
is said that tho Northern Pacific will
extend its line from Aberdeen to Pierre
across the reservation. But the R. C,

M. U. & St. P. does not propose to await
the pleasure Of the great systems, and
an effort willbe made to build the line
this year. inthis effort the promoters
should have the active co-operation of
the capitalists and business men of St.
Paul. Itis a sale venture, and the in-
vestment necessary in so practicable a
line. There is little doubt but that tin;

line could be disposed of at a profit be-
fore the grade was completed, and the
two Northwestern jobbing points would
reap the immediate benefit*of the trade
of the Black Hills and Wyoming.

There is every reason to believe that
this trade willdouble within two years.
Recent mining discoveries, the estab-
lishment ofnew camps, and the build-
ing of large reduction works at various
points in the Hills, the chlorination.
works at Rapid City, the smelter and
other plants at Dead wood, and the tin
mill at HillCity, willhasten a general
development of the immense mineral
resources, while tbe shipment of80,000
Texas cattle to the ranges of this region
shows that the stock industry is not
upon the wane. St. Paul cannot
afford to neglect the extension of her
trade territory and her -business men
should CO-operate heavily with the di-
rectors of the local company in securing

the means tor the building ot the. road.
Long before the first locomotive
steams into Rapid City from the East
a line now under active construction
willreach the silver mines and pene-
trate the coal fields of Wyoming, open-
Ing a splendid new field to the capital
and enterprise of St. Paul and Minne-
apolis.

TEIOILNU.-. AT ALLOUEZ.

Duluth & Winnipeg Docks There
Established.

West Superior, Wis., April 18.? It

lias been definitely decided by the Du~
luth & Winnipeg Railroad company to
build its docks and terminal facilities
on Allouez bay, at the cast end of Supe-
rior. Contracts have been let for the
work,and also for the bridge across the
St. Louis river. The Consolidated Land
company, besides making a grant of 115
acres of land, grades and builds the
road from New Duluth to Allo.iez.

A right of way into Duluth may be
secured at a later date. The Duluth,
Mesaba &Northern road will use the
tracks of the Winnipeg road from North-
ern Pacific Junction to Allouez Bay.
The grading on the Mesaba road is
progressing very fast, and the iron has
been contracted for and willreach here
June 1. Arrangements have been made
for securing bids on the rolling stock
fromseveral car and locomotive manu-
facturers.

LAKELINEBUSINESS.

Railroads Already Feel the Effect
of Open Water.

Chicago, April18.? opening of
lake navigation last week caused a big
reduction Inthe volume of east-bound
shipments by rail. The boat lines car-
ried 126,340 tons of the traffic, and al-
though a considerable portion of this
freight was grain that has been stored
In the vessels tor weeks, and even
months, there was sufficient new busi-
ness to cut down very perceptibly the
tonnage of the railroads. The statement
for the week shows fiat the shipments
by all the roads amounted only to 80,062
tons, against. 89,b7S for the preceding
week, a decrease of 9,810 tons, and
against 67,086 for the corresponding
week last year, an increase of 12,976

tons. Good Friday, which was partially
observed as a holiday, was in a slight
degree responsible for the falling off.
Itappears that the strong lines, with

the 'single exception of the Michigan
Central, are still permitting their busi-
ness to be diverted by the so-called weak
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lines. The Chicago & Grand Trunk
once more headed the listlast week with
13,799 tons, the Michigan Central follow
lug with 13,357 tons and the Chicago &
Erie with 11,337 tons. Both the Wabash
and the Ble Four, notwithstanding their
supposed disadvantages, made a belter
showing than the Latte Shore.

Through shipments offlour, grain and
provisions from Chicago to the seaboard
by the lines in the Central Traffic asso-
ciation aggregated 33,408 tons, against
42,2.?lfor the preceding week, a decrease
of 8.543 tons, and against 26.91S for the
corresponding week last year, an in-
crease of 6,440 tones. Of the entire
traffic the Vanderbilt lines carried 48
per cent, the Pennsylvania lines 17 per
cent, the Chicago &Grand Trunk 28 per
cent and the Baltimore &Ohio 7per cent.

St. Paul Earning*.

The earning of the Chicago. Milwau-
kee &St. Paul road for the second week
Of April amounted to 1500.919, an in-
crease of 919,064 as compared with the
corresponding week of 1891. For the
same week the earnings of the Milwau-
kee & Northern wtre $32,054, an in-
crease of $1,332.

OUK FORESTS.

SIaJ. Jones Writes an Interesting
Jitter Upon Them.

Maj. Jones, of the corps of engineers,

has written toJ. O. Barrett, secretary

of tho Minnesota State Forestry asso-
ciation, as follows:

Forestry, to me, seems a matter of
great public importance, and 1 am glad
of an opportunity to say something con-
cerning it. Itwillgive me pleasure to
join the movement for the perpetuation
of forests. Good Judgment, however,

would found it upon premises which
can be easily maintained. The advan-
tage and necessity of furnishing prod-
ucts of the forest cheaply and contin-
uously, tor all time, appears to me good
and sufficient for the purpose.

The demand for these necessaries and
coinforts of life is rapidly increasing
with the population, Ifwe allow the
supply to gradually decrease there will
surely come a time when their cost will
become a terrible burden. We cannot,
therefore, enter too soon upon a sys-
tematic procedure for reaping and per-
petuating so valuable a crop.

But 1 cannot recognize the injurious
influence of deforestation upon climate
as d safe, basis from which to proceed.,
1 have studied climate for a quarter of.
a century, and fall to observe, so far, 1

that the operations of man are seriously'
affecting it. That climate is changing
continually is a fact, but in the present
state of our knowledge itwould be rash
to precisely formulate the causes.
Itwill, perhaps, be reasonable for me

to make some suggestions: The move-
ment can only be directed upon lands
now in possession of the United States
or the individual states. Those of the
former are very rapidly being given
away or sold fora baar&telle. Anoppor-
tunity is thus afforded enterprising citi-
zens of getting something for nothing.
and in the rush after this cheerful ob-
ject, a select and favored few are rap-
idly possessing themselves of most of
the valuable timber laud. In the mean-
while the average citizen, for whom the
law intended it.has practically a slen-
der chance. The very first thing to be
done is to put a stop to this. Tho benef-
icent land laws, when applied to timber
lands, have come to be a premium upon
corruption and fraud, and the United
States is actually throwing away an im-
mensely valuable property. Itis valu-
able in money now, but vastly more so
in its influence upon the comfort and
necessities offuture generations. There
is neither reason nor necessity for giv-
ingaway the timber lands of the public
domain. They are valuable chiefly for
the timber upon them, and men en-
gaged in the wood and lumber business
should be perfectly willingto pay a fair
price for the crop. They don't want
the land, so there is no need of selling
itto them. Itis entirely feasible to es-
timate the crop and place a fair valu-
ation upon it. Also to so direct and
govern the culture and reaping as to
perpetuate it forever. This,Itake it,is
the object and aim of the forestry move-
ment.

Something more, however, is in it.
There never was a spot of earth where
the native crop could not be improved
by the skill of man. This is doubtless
true of trees, and leads to the proposi-
tion of government reserves for forest
culture. Let us learn by actual experi-

ence how to produce the best quality of
native trees and also how to introduce
useful and valuable varieties from all
over the earth.

Let me summarize:
With all possible dispatch put a stop

tothe senseless throwing away of the
government timber lands.

Establish In the forestry bureau of
the department of agriculture an exec-
utive management for the sale of forest
products and their propagation.

Establish forest culture stations at
suitable points for the propagation and
distribution of young trees and a study
offorest betterment. Very truly yours,

HUMANITYSHREDDED,

Seven Men Blown to Frag-
ments in a Powder Mill

Explosion.

Their Remains Gathered In
Small Pieces by Surviv-

ing1 Comrades.

The Surrounding Country
Shaken for Miles From

the Scene.

Two Women and Six Children
Killedin a Wild Rush in

England.

Nkwakk. N\ J.. April18.-The works
of the American Forcite Powder com-
pany, a short distance from the landing
station at Luke llopatcoing, on the
Morris A Essex railway, blew up shortly
att'-r :;o'clock this afternoon and seven
men were blown to atoms. The killed
are:

Ja< ob Cahlso.*.
William PIHCK,
James V'aom,

knows SwEur.
Hi-hides these, two men were Injured, one

of whom. Benjamin Cassimore, willprobably

die.
The works of the company consisted

of a number of small buildings scat-

tered at a distance of about 300 feet from
each other. The nitroglycerine null
was the first building to go up, and the
shock of this explosion caused six oilier
buildings to bo rent asunder by their
dangerous contents. The report was
terrific, and was heard In the surround-
ing country for many miles. Buildings

in the vicinity rocked as if on a stormy
sea, and insome instances appeared as

about to topple over. The startled resi-
dents rushed from their homes, and
saw a cloud of dust and smoke flying
through the air near tho lower part of
the company's works.

Flying From Danger.

They knew instinctively what had
happened and ran for ihe mountain
side,- fearful that some of the large

storage houses of the company, in
which there were tons of th? highest

and deadliest explosives, might go up

at any moment. When several minutes
had passed without their fears being
realized. the people cautiously advanced
to the scene. The wreckage was found
to be on tire and burning rapidly, Ihe
most timid of the people, seeing in this
a new danger, there being a possibility
that the flames might spread to tho
storage houses, fled; others, however,

ran out ibe company's fire apparatus
ami water from the lake was useu to
liaht the fire. l\\ a short time the
flames were under control, and then
the wreckage scattered about was over-
hauled for the purpose of finding the
men who had been at work in the
buildings.

Within a few minutes two men wf-re
found, both badly Injured. The rol/of
the company's employes was then called
and itwas found that seven men were
missing. These men were undoubtedly
dead and a search was beirun lor their
bodies. The searchers were mostly old
employes of the company and knew
that in a case like the present it was
useless to search among the ruins that
still remained where the buildinghad
stood. They found pieces of flesh and

bones scattered over several acres of
ground. After several hours' work the
searchers had succeeded in gathering
about 150 pound* of mangled flesh and
bone, which is all that remains of the
dead men.

No Cause Known.

What caused the explosion willnever
be known. -Most of the buildings were
used in the mixing process, and only
one man was employed In each. The
other buildings, which stand further
away from the lake on the side of the
mountain, are used for the storage of
dynamite, nitro glycerine and detona-
tors. The works have been frequently
the scenes of explosions, but never to
such an extent as today. The explosion
occurred while all the men were at
work, and created a panic. The men
worKing in buildings distant from those
blown up first heard a roar, and the
buildings in which they were working
shook and trembled for fullya minute;
tnen came an explosion which sounded
far louder than the simultaneous ex-
plosion of half a dozen of the largest
cannon.

Allof the explosions of the past have
been in the houses used for mixingthe
explosive and the storage rooms have
never before been affected. When asked
if an investigation would be made, a
representative of the company said it
was almost useless to hold one. The
explosion had left little of the buildings,
it would be impossible to ascertain bow
the explosion occurred or even the sim-
plest thine about it. There was one
man whom, it was possible, might have
been able to have told the story, but he
was the man at whose bench the lirst
explosion happened, and consequently
he was dead. The explosion shattered
all tbe windows within two miles of the
scene of the explosion. The glasses in
the barroom of Schaefer's hotel were
broken, and the guests in the house
were greatly startled. At the binding,
the railroad "depot was shaken until the
beams cracked and every pane of glass
in the building, as well as those in the
houses around, were blown up.

Felt Miles Away.

There are two other powder compa-
nies in this vicinity. The Atlantic
(Jiant Powder company is at Kenville,

three miles away, and the United
States storage depot station is at Dover,
Which is about seven miles from the
6cene of the explosion. The explosion
was plainly felt at Kenville. and tbe
employes at work, thinking that it was
a part of their own works which bad
blown up, lett their benches.

Dovkk. N. J.. April 18.? The explo-
sion which occurred at Lake Ilopatcong
today was heard plainly here. The
United States supply depot is located
near here, and it was at first supposed
that it was this which had blown up.

Mount Hope, N. J., April 18.? The
wen at work in the mines here thought
that an earthquake had occurred when
the powder mills at Lake Hopateong
exploded this afternoon. They left the
mines, but so far as known no cave-in
occ aired.

KILLEDINA CRUSH.

Women and Children Suffer Dur-
ing a Panic.

London', April IS.? A terrible catas-
trophe took place at llampsted this
evening by which two women and six
childreu were killed and thirteen other
persons were seriously injured. liamp-
stead, which is a favorite Holiday resort
about four miles from London, was
visited by thousands of excursionists
today, and as the day closed there was
a great rush of people to catch
the trains to return home. In the
crush somebody fell at tho foot of
a staircase of the railway station,

and in a moment the hundreds of
persons above were thrown intoa heap
of struggling humanity. Four of the
dead have been identified as Emily
Hamilton, age fifty-five;Annie Eaton,
age forty; John andjfhomas Longford,
aged nine and fourteen.

UNNATURAL MOTHERS.

Children Cruelly Murdered, and
One Woman Suicide*.

Grand Rapids, Mich.. April 18.?
Emma M.Hoy. wife of Wells Hoy. a
prominent farmer and justice of
the peace of Busbell township,
Montcaim county, after two un-
successful attempts, has murdered
her eight-year-old daughter Ethel
and committed suicide. Marks upon
the child's body show that the
mother first choked her. then smashed
inher skull, and dragging the body into
the woods, threw it-'into a pool, after-
ward jumping in upon the little one.
When Mr.Hoy found the bodies several
hours later the mother's clothing was
weighted by stones. Mrs. Hoy at-
tempted to catch her son, two years
older than Ethel, but he succeeded in
eluding her. The lad states thai his
mother ha. within a few days twice at-
tempted to killthe two children. Mrs.
H6y was suffering from temporary in-
sanity.

Mr.Holly,N. J., April Louisa
ChocKley, a colored woman, aged forty-
five, was committed to jail here today
charged with the murder of her nine-
year-old daughter Saturday.
