Ki-ttl Indian Curries'.
(JURIES should be
made of fowl oo while
meats. In Madras veg-
etable curries and fish
;curries are much eaten.
Land there are over
thirty different recipes
i"or them. .Meat or
-Jowl curries can be
Neither dry or with
sauce; in either case
boiled rice is served

with them. This recipe is an original

Indian one.
Cut the meat into pieces, or the fowl

into joints. Slice two large onions and
cut up one clove oT garlic. Put a quarter
of a pound of butter intoa frying pan
ami as it melts lay in the meat or fowl
and the onions and garlic. Sprinkle the
whole with a little salt and curry pow-
der and fry tillall is of a golden brown
color, turning the meat so that all parts
are equally brown. Remove the meat
to a stew-pan am) make a gravy by
mixing flour with water or good stock
and a teaspootiful of curry powder.
Pour into tie; frying pan ami stir tillit
boils, smoothing it perfectly. A- it
boils add the juice of a lemon and a
teaspootiful of Chutney or Worcester
sauce, and .Main it through a sieve
over the meat or fowl. Cover the stew-
pan close, shake the contents well, then
set on the side of the stove and let it
simmer very slowly for two hours.
Serve with plain boiled rice, which
should 1,.- placed ln a separate dish.

Epicures are more difficult to please
wiih tin* rice served withcurry than
even with that dish itself. To be satis-
factory every grain should be 80 sepa-
rated that it can be picked un with a
foil; and perfectly dry. This is the
native method of boilingit: Wash the
rice very thoroughly. Have ready a
saucepan hall full of water. As the.
water boils drop tin* rice into ii,and
then lei it boil as fast as possible with
the lidoff the pot for fifteen minutes,

till the water la all evaporated. Shake
the saucepan and set iton the side of
the stove to dry. Every grain willthen
in- separate, and itwillbe us white as
snow.

For a side dish curry Is often served
witha bordering of rice, but this is not
correct. InIndia it is always served in
two dishes, the lice being helped first,
then a spoonful of tie meat placed upon
the rice and the sauce over that.

The vase is tilled with earth up
to the first (lowest) row of the holes.

A layer of earth follows, and
this process is repeated until the last
row re planted. A fewbulbs are planted
on top.

The plants must be kept uniformly
moist, and a good way is to dip them
twoor three times a week In a bucket
of water, allowing them to remain there
a couple Of minutes. A vase of this
kind filled with fragrant hyacinths
makes a beautiful, daawiug-room deco-
ration.
