Hans Christian Anderson was born in
the Island of I- uih-ii,Denmark, April -.
1805' and died Aug. 4,1875. His parents
were very poor, but Ins precocious gen-
ius attracted the attention of wealthy
patrons, who gave him an education.

'Illslirst successful romance, "1lie lin-
prorlsatalre," was published in lH'il.
and for more than thirty years he con-
tinued to charm the young ami delight
adults withIn la.i tales and descrip-
tive writings. When Anderson cele-
brated the seventieth anniversary of his

birthday lie was presented with a trans-
lation iv fifteen languages of his story.
"The Story of a Mother." When the
publishers agreed upon singling out
this one story of the great selection
they have certainly been actuated by
some motive or another. Undoubtedly
they have wished to impress upon the
vast number of readers the correct idea
that simplicity in art ami literature
maybe more far-reaching in its effects
than intricate combinations withcolors
of splendor ami gaudery. It is an
every -day story mi its conception ; we
have beard of it from the. beginning of
the world, ami we willhear it repeated
lo the end of all oar days, but it is al
the same time a touching, pathetic and
sublime story of a mother's love for he'
child and her readiness to sacrifice all
in order to save It from death, Besides,
this story is one of the poet's original
inspirations, that is. the idea is not bor-
rowed from any folk lore, or legend, or
transplanted from the "Arabian
Nights" or from any foreign nation's
wonder tales.

Immediately after the speeches the
curtain willrise, and on the stage will
lie presented the tableau "Denmark,"
represented by a bevy of beautiful
ladies dressed in national costumes.
Later on his majesty King Christian
IV., who reigned in Denmark from 1588
to1048, willmake his appearance, sur-
rounded by Ids court and peasantry in
national costumes. The king, withhis
standard-bearer, two mounted heralds
and a large number of knights and
court ladies dressed in the gorgeous
costumes of the sixteenth century, will
march In procession through the hall
and afford an opportunity lor all to get
a view of the splendor of the old-time
iiionarchs.

The booths of the bazaar will be well
tilled with beautiful ami useful articles,
which willhe offered for sale by courte-
ous ladies in national costume, and, he-
tides, willbe found allthe features be-
longing to a well regulated lair and
bazaar.

TO 81-AUTII-'Y COMO.

Park CnmrnixHioner-H I'u.JiiiiK Im-
provementa at That Lake.

Como park is to be made the beauty
spot and pleasure resort of the city,
where the citizens who have a few
hours for rest ami recreation can repair
toenjoy ah the pleasures of the coun-
try. The finding of water in abundance
by means of the artesian wells that are
being put down is responsible /or the
determination of the park commission-
ers, at their meeting held on Thurs-
day evening, to fully develop this
beautiful spot. The report of
City Engineer Uundlett showed
that the new ten-inch well is down over
eighty feet and bids fair to yield an im-
men Bow of water, enough for the
purpose and more than enough. This,
with the two wells that have been sunk,
Mr.Uundlett fullyexpects to give 15,-
--(XJO.IXXJ gallons or water. These then
willbe connected and can- be flowing in
two weeks. By connecting the
three it- is hoped to get One bl_-
well, but in any event there
will be fufl'cient water for the
objects desired. The work ofexcavat-
ing the shores of the lake is nearly com-
pleted, 11,490 cubic yards of material
having been removed, ol which JtS,4UO
yards have been utilized upon tin;bou-
levard.

The intention of the park board
wcins lo be inaccord with the sentiment
of the people in favoring the develop-
ment of Como rather than 'in purchas-
ingnew park sites at present. At the
meeting Commissioner- Aberle stated
that lie wished to go on record a-> favor-
ing tin' Improvements at Como in
expending the money in preference
to purchasing new sites and smaller
parks, as in this way the pc iple at large
willget the benefit of the money now
in the treasury tor park purposes.
This, he argued, would he better than
to place a heavy tax on the people for
new parks. Mr. Aberle's remarks
were fully indorsed by the other mem-
bers of the hoard, and Messrs. Ilortou,
Bredenhagen and Aberle were appoint
ed a committee to visit ami make an In-
spection of Como park forthe purpose
ofdetermining jlist what improvements
have been made thi i ear.

City r.ngineer Kuudlett called the at-
tention of the commissioners to the fact
that Mr. Swausoii, who is boring the
well, favors trying the experiment of
putting in a presume pump when the
new well is down lid f.et witha view
of striking a vein which will semi the
water above the surface, This idea was
considered favorably by the board, and
was ordered to tie tried.

The purchase of How*rs for the vari-
ous parks takes considerable money out
of the park fund every year, which the
board hereafter propose to save. A
greenhouse will be erected at Como
suitable for this puipose. It will be
placed under the care of Mr. Nussbaum,
the superintendent of parks, who is
fullycompetent to carry it on success-
lulls. These plans of the park board
have been commented upon very favor-
ably during the past few day*, ami
meet with tin; Keueral indorsement of
the people.
