THE COMMERCIAL BANK.

The suspeansion of the Commercial
bank, foliowinz close on the failure of
the German Iasurancs company, is a
disaster of the most serious local im-
portance. It is not, it is true, to be
taken as any indication of a general un-
soundness of our trust institutions, any
more than wera the troubles of the Third
National bank a few years agzo. Nor is
it possible that the depositors will lose
a dollar of what is due them. The
bank’s resources, reinforced by the
statutory liability of the stockholders,
will surely provide a fund suflicient
to  enable it to meet all just
claims. But  the cousequences of
such  an  event are wide and
unhappy, 1 spite of these facts, It
means a great loss of eapital, much in-
convenience to customers, deep distrust
onthe publie’s part of banks as a class,
a closer scrutiny by the banks them-
seives of the paper offered thein, with
tnereased difficulties of securing accom-
modation, and no little anxiety and con-
fusion in the country at large.

[t is yet too early to tell the extent of
the calamity or the causes which
brought it about. But if, on investica-
tion, it should appear that there is some-
thing to save, and an organization
worthy of preservation, the Grope
urges our business men and the busi-
ness men's association to come to the
rescue,  Commercial elubs and the like
are established, it i3 to be hoped, not
only for the purpose of encouraging
new enterprises, but also to foster and
protect those which we already have.
No higher work ean be presented to them
than to lend a helping hand to a bank-
ing institution in distress, because the
complete collapse of such a concern
means more evil to a larger number
than almost any complication which
can happen in the business world. Our
citizens have been always alert in mu-
tual co-operation, and here it would
seem that they have an opportunity
worthy of their most earnest attention.
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WHO IS RESPONSIBLE?

A municipality has no power to issue
ts negotiable bonds exeept under au-
thority expressly conferred upon it by
the legislature. Since July, 1888, the
city of St. Paul has issued and sold, for
all purposes, bonds to the amount of
nearly two million and a half of dollars.
Of these more than a million and three-
quarters were issued and sold during
1838 and 1830, while the Republican
party had a majority in the common
council. The balance of less than seven
hundred thousand dollars were issued
and sold in 1300 and 1801, while
the Democracy was in control of
our local government. But all of
them were auathorized by state
legislatures, and here the ultimate
responsibility vests. In every one of
these, from 1887 to 1801, the Republican
party was in the ascendant, and at every
session there more Republican
representatives trom this county than
there were Democratic. It there have
been exeessive inereasss of our muniei-
pal debt, on the shoulders of the many
rests the blame. They have always been
1 a position to arrest the expenditure if
they cared to. Suppose they speak the
truth when they say that $£5.000,000 have
been squandered in the past five years.
They are only exposing their own prod-
igality and erimina! folly.

A CANDIDATE'S CHANCE.

In Missouri a prominent candidate for
the Democratic nomination for governor

«is making headway in that direction by
preaching the gospel ot good roads.
That is his foremost and enthusi-
astic theme in state questions. He
urges that there is no benefit the state
and local governments in Missouri can
confer on the people greater than the
improvement of the highways of the
state. He promises, 1f elected, to
devote his highest energies to this
work, and the farmers are said to like
his views. If he succeeds in gaining
the nomination he will owe it chiefly
to his advocacy of this doctrine.
Whether he has formulated specific
measuares for the promotion of this pol-
icy does not appear, but an educational
work is first needed. The farmers
do not realize that it is possible for
them to largely share the advantagzes of
cities in the way of passable highways
without burdensome cost to them. The
need of good roads is not at all peculiar
to Missouri. ‘That has not been a pro-
yressive state, and imay be a hittle in the
rear of other sections in this matter; but
the riches and deeper the soil, the worse
ere the roads likely to be in their unre-
generate state. Minnesota also needs
preachers of the gospel of good roads.

This state has abundance of materia\ to
make them, and ought to have as good
roads as any part of the globe.

HIS PERSONAL RECORD.

Col. Wrient continues to make
speeches, bit refuses to explain how his
clection is going to help St. Paul, even
if we grant thatitis in a position to
need assistance.

Can anybody tell what his character is,
what lLiis opinions are, what skill he has
in adwinistration and in managing
men? If there is anybody so wise, let
him spread abread his knowledge. Col
Wrianr himself 15 very well satisfied
with his record. But what is his record?

GOOD ROADS LESSONS,

The Gropk has occasionally put in its
oar for the turtherance of the gospel of
good roads. It does not believe there
is any danger of exaggerating the im-
portance of the materialized plhase of
this great missionary work,but it doubts
that this year, at least, it dwart all the
political issues and shadow the great
parties, as NeLsoN A. Porg, of
Joston, in an open letter to the peoole
of the United States, anticipates. His
immediate effort is to secure at the ex-
position at Chicago an extensive build-
ing and department devoted to ob-
ject lessons in  the science of
road culture. He would group in this
part of the exposition everything that
may impress the mind of the visitor that
this country is behind the age in this
respect, and that good roads are not an
impossible fancy, but reasonable and
practicable. To fully realize his object
in connection with the Chicago display,
public sentiment needs to be invigor-
ated and made imperative. Then the
state and national legislatures will be
invoked to put the requisite ma-
chinery into operation. ‘The Bos-
ton gentleman offers to contrib-
ute $L000 toward the erection
of the needful buildinz at the exposi-
tion. That indicates the missionary char-
acter of the enterprise. The cause is a
good one, and may safely be given the
fullest encouragement. Its champions
should formulate something of the legis-
lation requisite, and then go before the
architects of political platforms with
demands. Let ‘votes be contingent
upon aceceptance of this good roads
gospel, and then strides toward success
will be had.

SpPrRINGFIELD, L, Avril 27.—When
Chairman Phelps, of the state central
committee, called the Lliinoisstate Dem-
ocratic convention to order today he
congratulatea the convention on the
auspicious omens under wnichtit had
assembled. He sdid: Today, for the
first time in a quarter of a century, you
meet withine the confines of a’Demo-
cratic state: [Applause.] For nearly
three-quarters of a century you
have been in what to anybody but Dem-
ocrats would have seemed a hopeless
minority. But a few yvears ago there
was a Kepublican majority of over
50,000 votes, while today that great
party, fallen from its high estate,stands
a mere forlorn hove, eutrenched amid
its plunder and corruption, awaiting
and expecting its final overthrow, and
we will endeavor to see that in this re-
spect it meets with no disappointment,
I congratulate yon also that this proud
commonwealth of Iilinois has today for
the first titee in over a quarter of a cen-
tury the honor of being represented in
the senate of the United States by one
entirely worthy to wear

The Toga of a Senator,
our proud and trusted leader, distin-
guished and patriotic soldier and states-
man, Gen. John M. Palmer. [En-
thusiastic cheers and applause.] At the
close of his speech Mr. Pnelps intro-
duced as temporary chairman Hon.
James R. Williams, who, in assuming
the gavel, congratulated the convention

on the flattering prospect of nam-
ing the next governor of 1lli-
nois, as well as the other

state officers to be e¢lected during the
coming fall, aand, furthermore, on the
privilege they were about to enjoy in
the selection of delegates to the Demo-
cratic national convention which will
have the great responsibility of now-
inating the nextpresident of the United
States. sxal

* Our committee on resolutions,” he
continued, “will not be left to speculate,
amid uncertainties as to what the peo-
vle want. Tne patriotic work, tariff re;,
form, so plainly and so bravely gut-
lined in 1888 by that living idol of Dew-
ocracy, Grover Cleveland, is still un-
finished, and will continue so uptil
every burden of unjust and unnecessary,
taxation shall have been removed trom
the shoalders of our people.”” t

In conclusion Mr. Williams said: *“Let
us have harmony and victory, bearing
aloft the banner of the people, the Lhan-
ner of Democracy and tariff reformn
until we shall piant it upon the summit
of victory here in the capital of our
state and in the capital of our country.”

As the Palmer men had applauded
the mention of their leader’s name in
the speech of Mr. Phelps, so the Cleve-
land forces cheered tothe echo the name
of the ex-president, when Chairman
Williams paid a glowing tribute to his
tariff policy. At the conelusion of Mr.,
Williams’ speech the announcement was
made of state committeemen, presiden-
tial electors and the list of aistrict dele-
gates to the national convention at Chi-
cago.

A Point for Palmer,

Quickly following the announcement
of the committees the Palmer men
gained the first victory of the day by
the adoption of a motion to refer all res-
olutions without debate, thus prevent-
ing the reading of any extravagant
Cleveland resolutions in the conven-
tion. A prolonged squabble then fol-
lowed over a motion for a temporary
adjournment, the Altgeld forees figit-
ing for a one day’s session and
those opposing for a two days’ session.
The Aligeld resolution finally carried
and the convention adjourned to reas-
sembie at 4:30 in the afternoon. When
the convention reassembled Clayton
Crafts, speaker of the Illincis house of
representatives, was announced as per-
manent echairman, and wasgreeted with
enthusiastic applause when he assumed
the office with a brief speech. After a
prolonged and beated debate the con-
veution decided to proceed with the
nomination of a state ticket.

Nowinations for state ofticers being
deolared in order, Judge John P. Alt-
geld, of Chicago, was selected as the
candidate for governor on the first bal-
lot. Rufus N. Ramsey, ot Clinton
county, was nominated for state treas-
urer. David Gore, of Macoupin county,
was nominated for auditor of state.
Joseph B. Gill, of Jackson county, was
nominated for lieutenant governor by
accelamation, as was also W. H. Hinrich-
sen, of Morgan county, for secretary of
state. John C. Black, of Danville, and
Andrew J. Hunter, ot Paris, were nom-
inated for congressmen at large by ac-
clamation. For attorney general Morris
Maloney, of La Salle, was chosen on
tne first ballot.

Secheming Partisans of Jeal-
ous Ohio Leaders Doing
the Firing.

Sherman’s Defeated Enemy
Is Alleged to Be Just Iteh-
ing for a Row.

Division of Delegyates and
Matters of Precedence in
Dispute.

Many Republiean Conven-
tions, but Pew Instruc-
tions for Harrison.

CLEVELAND, April 27. — Whirling
at top speed is what the wheels of the
Ohio Republican state convention are
doing tonight. Five importans commit-
tee meetings were in session at diflerent
hotels, with a prespect of being at it
until after midnight, and a seeres con-
ference between represeutatives of the
opposing Sherman and Foraker camps
had been arranged to ascertainif it were
yet possible to Keep the floor of the
convention unspattered from bad blood.

The situation in a nutshell is that the
Sherman forces apparently are more
than ever determined to name three of
the four delegates at large from Ohio to
the national convention at Minneapolis,
and the Foraker cohorts were insisting
with increasing emphasis that the ex-

governor's friends should have the
choosing of at least two bf the
four. The  Sherman -~ supporters

seemed to feel thgt in not oppos-
ing l-'nr_glgﬁ viggself they were making
a tremendous and all-sufficient sacrifice
while, from a Foraker standpoint, to
accept such a compromise was far less
preferable than to fight tooth angd nail
from the word go, and take what could
be got. In the terrific jaugle the

was being piped only from strictly Ben
Harrison soupces. ‘The certain with-
drawal of A. [ Conger from the list of
possibilities was one of the develop
ments of the evening. He quietly ac-
knowledged himself that be was out of
the race. Frow other sources came the
information that Conger had been on
the natiopal administration compromise
slate, and that his withdrawal meant
the retirement of Poe, one of the For-
aker candidates. . wm

Although ex-Goy. Foraker was in the
city throughout the day, he did not ap-
pear in the conventicn, possibly be-
cause that other big gun, Gov. McKin-
ley, was not to take part in the proceed-
ings until tomorrow, when the battle
royal, if one were to be had, would be
wiaged. Both their pictures, as well as
one of Senator Sherman and another of
Presiaent Harrison, were on the stage,
however, all impartially honored.

I'he committee on permanent orgnn-
ization tonight decidea to report the
name of Gov. MeKinley for pgrvanent
chairman of the convention. ‘Lhe plat-
form committee is saitt to have pracu-
cally agreed upon a platform indorsing
Harrison’s national administration and
McKinley's course as governor, another
feature being a conservative pension
plank.

Instructions Omitted.

Direct instructions for Harrison are
understood to have been omitted in def-
erence to McKinley's contingent can-
didacy, and also beecause some of For-
aker’s lieuterants might, it is feared,
endeavor to defeat them. The action

tonight of the committee on  rules
and order of business may prove
o firebrand tomorrow in the

convention. The committee decided to
report in favor of postponing the nom-
ination of delegates at large until after
the state ticket is completed. A good
deal of trading as to state odicers has
been going on, based on promises of
support to Jhe Sherman slate for dele-
gates at large, and the deferment was
supposed to be in the nature of a
Damocles sword to preserve good faith
in carrying out pledges.

It was the gossip, however, that the
Forakerites might strenuously oppose
the pretty plan, when reported by the
committee, and eudeavor to have the
deiezates at Jarge chosen at the start,
while everybody wouald be full of fight,
instead of at the tail end of the session,
when all hands would be tired and
ready to vote for almost anything to get
through and go home. The first meet-
inz of the. new state central committee
tonight was clearly in the full posses-
sion of Sherman people,

In the convention today only prelim-
inary business was done, ‘The dele
gates evidently above all things wanted
to *holler” wholly unchecked, and
when a delegate moved to adjourn
until tomorrow, so that all could attend
the National league baseball game,
where everybody could applaud, the
“ayes” rolled up a mighty majority
and the hall was deserted in a
ling.

Foraker May Be Floored.

Shortly before midnight matters as to
delegates at large reached a climax, and
all talk of compromise was thrown to
the winds. Coutrary to expectations,no
joint conference of opposing leaders
was held. Instead, men from the
Stherman ranks were sent to ex-
Gov. Foraker tosee what he would
propese and adhere to as to the
composition of the bigz quartette. A
conference of the ex-governor and his
friends returned an answer later that
the Foraker slate would be MeKinley,

Foraker, Bushnell and Gibson. A ftull
meeting  of the Shermam  man-
agers was  at  once held, and
the matter was  discussed and
higher grew the wrath of all present.

William Hahn, who managed Sher-
man’s successfual fight for the senator-

ship and has been on the Sherman slate
froin the outset for one of the delegotes
at large, outlined a plan of action,which
was unanimous!y decided upon. It was
tomalke a brand new Sherman slate—Me-
Kinley, Sherman, Foster aud Foraker,
with a possibility, if the latier proved
desperate, to put on some one eise and
ride over him rough-shod. aiter first
selecting McKinley, Sherman and Fos-
ter. ‘The Shermanites elaimed to have
485 out of the 722 votes in the conven

tion. The placing of Senator Sher-
man’s name and that of President
Harrison’s secretary of the treasury
together created intense excitement
amoung the delegates congregated in the
hotel lobbies. Ex-Gov. Foraker pre-
served his eguanimity when he heard
the news, and even smiled grimly, but
deelined to say what would be his next
move in what seemed to have become
the most critical period of his political
career.
